CROSBTKG TOB TEXXEBSEE.

It was Anfrust 21st that General Bragg "began
to cross the Tennessee Kivor at Chattanoaga.
You Jcmow that the Alleghany Uonntains lie
in ridges, find that they run from the north
castt t&e southwest, and that Chattanooga is
in the valley of the Tennessee River where it
breaks through the ridjres. By moving his
troops t UuattaaoogR General Bragg had placed
himself behind a range of mountains. He was
east of onejofthe ranaes, and the Union army
under General Buell was west of it.

"ItJiink tlat ticnent! Bragg is intending to
anvnoc Kentucky," was the word sent by Gen-

eral Thomas to General BudL
General Thomas was at McMinnviHe, and

LisiSOQHts informed him that Bragg's army was
CMJSWug the aaver.

BKAOG'S CAYAM1Y.

Gesoml Bragg determined to mask his move-ma- nt

by sanding out his cavalry to annoy Gcu-or- al

Sll. General Forrest started with his
brigade and reecbod Short Mountain Cross-

roads, nvhere Captain Miller, with a portion of
the lStfs Ohio, was stationed. Captain Miller
had bulk a stockade. His men had just eaten
dineor and were a short distance from the
storiksfle wfeea they heard the clattering of
hoofs and saw the Confederate cavalry
changing down tie road. Captain filler got
into the stooksde with a portion of his men,
while 13 who we cut off by the cavalry
Hed to tie woote. The men of the ISth Ohio
fought so resolutely that Forrest was obliged
to retreat with a lo3 of twelve killed and forty-on- e

woHnded.
The next day Forrest came upon the 26th.

Ohio, under Colonel Fyffe, cine miles west of
McMiuuviUe. Colonel Fyffe formed his regi-

ment in line of battle, and attacked the Con-

federates and vigorously that they
fled in every direction.

Gonera! Morgan was more successful. He
crossed the Cumberland Bivcr at Hartsville
and rode rapidly to Galiatin, twenty-fiv- e miles
northeast of Kashville, where he captured 200
Union troops, bumod a railroad bridge, cap-

tured a train of freight cars, ran it into a tunnel
north f Gallatin, set the cars on fire, and loos-

ened the timbers which supported the roof of
the tunnel. The roof came down with a crash,
iilling the tunnel with great masses of rock.
Ko trains could pass, and Nashville was cut
off from Louisville.

General Buell sent General K. W. Johnson
With 010 cavalry of the Sd Indiana, --ith and
5th Kentucky, and 7th Pennsylvania regi-
ments to attack Morgan, bat, afters hard fight
near GaHatsn, Teun., Johnson was defeated
and captured with a portion of his command,
while the remainder were put to flight.

The women of Gallatin were wild with joy
over the defeat of the Union troops. They
waved their handkerchiefs and provided nice
things for the Confederate soldiers.

BEAOG'S ADYAXCE.

Over the mountain range called TValdron's
Bidgeinarohed the Confederate army of 40.000
men, and thence to the Cumberland Biver,
crossinjr it at Carthage, forty miles east of
iashviile. General Bragg was nearer Louis-
ville and Cincinnati than General Buell, who
was south of Nashville. He liad a definite
plan to compel Buell to fall back to the Ohio
Hirer and he hoped to thus secure Kentucky
to the Confederacy. Should Buell advance
towards either of those cities to save them, he
would be obliged to make baste, for Bragg
could move mora rapidly than BaelL Jecuse J

XortJiward. along the turnpike leading from

Carthage to Muufordgvill, pressed the Confed-
erates, the cavalry under Colonel Scott burn-
ing the bridges spanning Salt Bivor. The
roads were dry sod dusty. The summer heat
had dried the streams; the rivers could be
forded anirwbere. The country wa6 so dry.
indeed, that the troops suffered for want of 1

water, The secession iete welcomed them with
hurrahs, while those who stood up for the
Union saw their cornfields stripped and their
hay-Mac- ks disappear.

On September 23 General Braggfs advance,
under General Chalmers, reached Muufords-vflH- a,

where there was a fort garrisoned by
Ujrfea troop under Colonel Wilder, of the 17th
Indiana.

So at S o'clock on the morning of Septem-
ber 37 a white flag goes out from the fort with
tho offer to flnrrettder. providing the Unionf
troops are allowed to do so with the honors o
war the eflicexs to retain their swords, the
troops to be paroled and to have four days'
rations.

General Bragg is glad to accept the terms
glad to got so many Union troops out of his
way without fighting a battle, for a battle will
cost Mia dear; he will not only lose soldiers
which he cannot afford to Jose, but it will de-
lay biin in life inarch and give Buell an oppo-
rtunity to catoh up with him in the race north-
ward.

At daylhit on the 17th tho hour when
Hooker is advancing through the cornfield in
front of tho Danker church at Autietam
this ferec of 1,500 men at ilunfordsvilJe
tho only troops in front of Bragg is swept
from his path. By a rapid march Bragg
can got to Louisville before Buell can over-
take hiai; but he does not attempt it. At
the moment whon ho ought to march swift-
ly and strike a jireat blow ho hoaitatca. He
waits at 3rwitt,s Knob till Buoll is close
npon him, deploying his troops to attack; thon,
instead of fighting a battle, pushes northeast
to Bardstown, while Buell, instead of following
and forcing him to light, pushes on to Lou le.

Bragg has accomplished part of what
he intended forced the Union army to fall
baok from Northern Alabama to the Ohio but
be lisx lost his great opportunity.

THE rjSOPZE OF KENTUCKY.
Some of tho people of tho State were ready

to welcome General Bragg. Their sympathies
were with tho Southern States. Many young
men were ready to join the Confederate ranks.
A great raauy of the women hailed tho South-
ern army with joyful hearts and sparkling
eyes, but the great heart of tho State was beat-
ing loyally aud true for the Union. Far see-

ing men saw that Bragg would bo driven from
tho State by the great army passing into Loui-
svillethousands of soldiers from Ohio, Indi-
ana, Michigan and all the West to join Buell.

BETTING UP A CONFEDERATE GOVEKNOB.
Jell Davis and the Confederate authorities at

Richmond were indulging in tho delusion that
if a Confederate government could be set up at
Frankfort, tho capital of tho State, the people
would recognize it, and yield allegiance to tho
Confederacy.

They did not comprehend that a great
change was coming over tho people of tho
Stale; that they were farther than over from
yielding allegiance to the Confederate govern-
ment. Yet not only did Jeff Davis believe that
he could secure Kentucky, but that Hlinois,
Indiana, Missouri, and Iowa could bo induced
to abandon tho contest against the South, by
offering to them tho free navigation of tho
Mississippi to the Gulf of Mexico. On tho day
that Bragg issued his proclamation a commit-
tee of the Confederate congress reported in
favor of making such an ofier. Too lato ! Tho
soldiers of the Northwest were pouring into
Louisville, and on October 1st Buell had au
army of nearly one hundred thousand men.

While Buell is consolidating tho now regi-
ments with his veteran troops, lot us go out
to Fraukfort and see what is going on. It is
tho capital of the State. Tho women of tho
city and many of tho men have given a wel-
come to tho Confederate army. Mr. Richard
Hawes is to be inaugurated governor at noon,
October 4, 18G2. Major-Gcner- al Kirby Smith
is dotailcd by General Bragg to arrange the
military escort. Thus reads the order: "Tho
governor will be escorted from his quarters by
a squadron of cavalry, and accompanied by tho
commander of the Confederate States forces,
Major-Gener- al Bucknor, Brigadier - General
Preston, and their respective staffs. The com-
manding general will present the governor to
the people, aud transfer in behalf of tho Con-

federate Slates the civil order of the Stalo and
public records and property."

Nearly all the Confederate generals are pres
ent at the inauguration Bragg, Kirby Smith,
Bucknor, Stevenson, Cleburne, Heath,
Churchill, Preston Smith, Wm. Preston. They
gather in the Capitol Hotel for a banquet The
landlord brings out his wines and liquors. Tho
ladies keep open house, feasting the officers of
the array.

Mr. Richard Hawcs is escorted to the capitol
and takes the oath of allegiance to tho Confed-
erate States. Tho flag of the Confederacy waves
above the capitol. Tho State is cemented to
tho Confederacy. Will the cement hold?

A SUDDEN CHANGE.

It is 6 o'clock. The sun is disappearing
in the west General Bragg is taking tea
with an accomplished lady Mrs. Preston
when a cavalryman dashes up to tho door
with the . startling news that tho Union
troops are close at hand. Governor Hawes

six hours a governor suddenly packs
his carpet-ba-g. Tho Confederate generals leap
into their saddles. The ladies who hung out
Confederate flags in tho morning hasten to
take them in. There are only two Confederate
infantry regiments in Frankfort, with some
cavalry. The ofiicera do not stop to lake cere-
monious leave of tho ladies who aTe entertain-
ing them, and before they aro out of tho
streets on tho south side of tho town the Union
cavalry are dashing across the bridge and
entering upon the other side. The new gov-
ernor is riding southward, not tarrying at the
capitol to administer government Ho is gov-
ernor only in name. The ladies who have
smiled so graciously upon the Confederates,
who for a day have been entertaining them
and looking forward to a new order of things
in Frankfort under the administration of a
Confederate governor, can only retire, and in
grief an danger contemplate the sudden change
which lias taken place, while those who have
stood by the old flag whose husbands and
brothers are fighting for the Union open wide
their doors and spread bountiful repasts.

You see that the true history of tho war
comprises something more than mere fighting

something more than the thunder of cannon,
the rattle of musketry, the advance and retreat,
the victory and defeat It includes the hard
ships, trials and endurance, the sympathies,
hopes, griefs, sorrows, passions and'actious of
men and women who heard nothing of the
uproar of baitle, who saw nothing of the
grandeur and nothing of the horrors of a
battlefield.

In Kentucky, Tennessee, Missouri, Yirginia
in all the border States, as they were called
the war was around the hearthstones in the

homes of the people. People distrusted their
old-tim- e friends; near neighbors were often
bitter enemies. It was a terrible state of affairs,
paralyzing society, engendering feuds and ani-
mosities which in some places still survive, al-
though nearly a quarter of a century has
passed since the war begun.

The StJi Iowa at the Capture of lloblle.
To the Editor National Teibune:

Under the above heading, in your paper of
May 8, 3331, Comrade W. IL Ward, of 7th Ver-
mont veteran volunteers, Eays: "While life
lasts I shall not forget tho hour (about 1 o'clock
a. m., April 9) when suddenly the fire from the
rebel batteries ceased, and in a few moments
the firing on our side stopped. Silence reigned
for perhaps a minute, and then the shout went
up from every Union soldier, 'Tho Johnnies
have surrendered.' "

Now, I have in iny possession a record, and
by referring to said record to find if the fort
was taken on the 9th, as stated by him, or on
the 6th, as I remember it to be, 1 find that it
was on the 8th of April. He is also wrong in
other respects. The sun was just sinking below
the western horizon when Colonel James L.
Geddes, of the 8th Iowa veteran volunteer in-
fantry, in obedience to orders from General
Carr,) led his regiment in a charge upon the
fort Thoy threw themselves amongst, the
fallen and matted timber of the swampy and
urged their way as rapidly as possible across
the mouth of the ravine. A loud shout from
the rest of the division, as if tho whole were
about to charge, distracted the attention of tho
enemy, while the bold advance of tho 8th Iowa
seemed to strike him with dismay. Some of his
men, who were posted behind log breast-work- s,

fired a scattering volley and ran for their lives.
But from the extreme left of the rebel rifle-pit- s

a heavy fire was poured upon our boys, until
the foremost of them, mounting tho bluff, came
full upon the rear of the enemy who occupied
them. The frightened rebels, seeing the boys
come clambering over the bluff, aud uot know-
ing what force there might bo behind, threw
down tlicir arms, aud three hundred or more
were made prisoners on the spot. Others re-
treated rapidly toward tho center of tho fort,
aud a line of battle was now formed by tho
enemy to check the further advance of our
troops into the fortress. For more than three
hundred yards the 8th Iowa fought its way to-
ward tho enemy's center. But it was then dark,
and in obedience to orders we halted and con-
structed a line of rifle-pit- s at right angles with
the fort and within the fort itself. When the
rest of the brigade came up, viz., the 81st, 103th,
and 124th Illinois, the whole, with the 8th in
advance, marched through the fort, and found
that tho rebel General J. H. Holtsclaw and his
men had quickly evacuated tho fort. This is
the truth of the matter, and all firing was
stopped before 9 o'clock p. m. on tho 8th of
April, 1SG5. I would like to hear from any
member of my old regiment or brigade, cither
through The Tjiibune (the best soldier's paper
I have taken, out of five) or by letter.

Tlicir Old Campaigns.

Death to Foragers Sliormnn's Retaliatory Order.
To tho Editor National Tuibune:

In your valuable paper of the 8th tilt. Com-rad- o

Joe L. Gasper, 90th Indiana volunteers,
asks some reader to give the facts concerning
the murder of a lieutenant and seven men of
Sherman's army at Chesterfield, aud a sergeant
and eight men near Featherville, S. C, each
being marked with a strip of paper, on which
was written, " Death to Foragers."

I do not know of the particular cases to
which herefers, but a similar tragedy occurred
to a comrade of our regiment, which, with your
permission, I will relate: Robert M. Woodruff,
company H, 30th Illinois infantry, was mur-
dered while foraging, by guerrillas, February
23, 1865, two or three days before our arrival
at Chcraw, S. C, and a tag pinned to his breast
with the above inscription.

The facts wore reported to General Sherman.
Ho ordered that a rebel prisoner, chosen by lot,
be shot in retaliation. The fatal lot was drawn
by a South Carolinian named William Miller
Brown if my memory is not at fault. Tho
prisoner was placed by an old snag of a tree,
fifteen or twenty foot high, against which ho
rested, in tho midst of a largo pine forest A
detail of twelve men from tho murdered man's
company, under command of Colonel Rhodes,
acted as executioners, and company A of same
regiment as guards. Tho prisoner an aged
man made a short speech before his execution,
stating, that ho was a conscript, had been in
the service but a short time, was a class leader,
and had a family of nine daughters.

The execution was conducted according to
tho usual military order six of the guns
loaded with bullets and six with blank car-
tridges. Tho unfortunate man stood up and
received tho fatal charge. Five balls passed
through tho heart, or near it, and tho sixth was
fired into tho left thigh by ono of the detail,
who had the curiosity to know whether his
gun was loaded or not Tho poor man stood
for several seconds before ho fell. Ho died
without a struggle. The writer was one of the
guards and an eye-witne- ss of the execution.

General Sherman communicated his retalia-
tory order to Wado Hampton, which had the
desired effect of preventing tho murder of
Union foragers by their inhuman captors.

Ho was
highly respected by tho entire regiment, and
curses loud and deep were heard on every side
when it was found out that he had been so
brutally murdered.

The Capture of Longstrcct's Ammunition Train.
To tho Editor National Teibune:

Long live The Tbibune! I am greatly in-
terested in Howard's historical sketches, as also
" Carleton's." Thelatter's version of the capture
of Longstreet's ammunition train just before
the battle of Antietam is not, however, quite
straight in some minor points, according to the
best of my recollection, and I was there. On
the evening before the surrender of Harper's
Ferry, we all knew that to surrender was all
that was left for the Union troops to do, and
tho next morning some of us mounted rnon,
who knew the country well for miles around,
decided of our own accord to try togetoutof the
trap. First in this movement were about
seventy-fiv- e men (nearly all that were left for
duty at that time out of three companies) of the
1st battalion, 3Iaryland cavalry, about 500
men of the 12th Illinois cavalry, about the
same number of the Sth New York cavalry
and a small squad of Rhode Island cavalry. Wo
started just in the order named. The Mary-- ,
land battalion led the column quietly, scabbards
lashed to saddles and stole along tho river
bank and tow-pat- h, across tho canal, through
brush and timber, through the cornfields and
over ploughed land. We struck the Sharpsburg

lying, sitting and standing around a fire. About
that number of us were in advance. We
swung into them with our sabers, and when wo
rode away (which was in about four minutes)
their arms aud equipments were on the fire and
a few of the Johnnies looked as if they had been
monkeying with a buzz-sa-

We also ran into their lines at Sharps-bur- g,

where they appeared to bo in great
numbers, but apparently too tired to get
up and go for us. We fell back before our
main column came up, leaving the honorable
gentlemen irom Ataoama unocr tuo impres-
sion that wo were the 1st Yirginia cav-
alry. Wo struck thcHager3town aud Williams-po- rt

pike just before daylight at Jones' Cross-
roads. In a few moments Longstreet's ammu-
nition train hove in sight. We headed it
north andpersnaded the drivers to "whip 'cm
up." Ono wagon broke an axle-tre- e. There
was a large lot of hay on top of the shells,
etc., and wo stuck a match in it. Prettv soon
there was a "heap big" racket. We that is,
the Maryland battalion ran sixty-on- o wagons
and about ono hundred prisoners into Cham-bersbur- g

before the day ended. The people of
the Cumberland Valley, and especially tho citi-
zens of Chambersburg, were wild with delight
and brought us out tho best they had to eat as
we passed along. The rebel captain's name
whom tho citizens were so anxious to hang for
nis past ouenses wa3 uiegget no
Miller to it If any person who reads this
knows what became of the same Fitzkugh. I
would like to hear from him.

I have read with interest tho letters
from that noblo officer, Captain Peter Robert-
son, of company C, 100th New York voluutcers,
who led us on so many hard-foug- ht fields and
seems to havo received little or no credit It
was Captain Robertson who, when other officers
(from different causes) failed, raised his sword
and said, "Follow mo!" and by his courage,
coolness and efficiency led his men to yictory
upon every iiciu.

Let us hear from the boys of the 9th New
York heavy artillery and from that noble regi-
ment, tho old 87th Pennsylvania volunteer in-
fantry.

As his
year drew to a closeh'e managed to get his leave
indefinitely extended, Tho term of his bat-
tery tho 1st Ohio artillery having expired,
he was ordered jp Cincinnati to be mustered
oat of service. .Hisrnoxt apearance with his
battery was uudor General Hooker in the 20th
corps in tho Westj), anjijby tho name of Leather-breeche- s

or Buckskin ho became known to
every officer and. soldier in tho Army of the
Cumberland. In all tho battles which occurred,
from Lookout Mountain to Peach Tree Creek,
Captain Dilger was oii hand. Ho was tho first
to open fire on the eve of a battle, taking his
guns nearly up to tho skirmish line. On the
eventful day of tho Hooker and Johnston con-

test, Captain Dilger took his guns up to tho
skirmish line, and for half an hour poured a
rakingiire of grape and canisterinto theetiemy.
So conspicuous and marked were his move-
ments that he becaino at ono timo tho target
for threo rebel batteries and lost seven men
during the day. Ho fired by volley whon ho
got a good thing, and the acclamations of tho
infantry drowned tho reverberations of tho
cannon's roar. On all such occasions Captain
Dilger impressed every ono by his fine appear-
ance. He always wore close bucksin breeches

which gave him tho name with top boots,
and stood by his gun in his shirt sleeves during
tho battle, eliciting tho admiration of the whole
army by his coolness and intrepidity in action.
I have seen him sitting in a port-hol- e of the
works, with his glass, watching the eflect of his
shots on the enemy." Ed.

The 20th Indiana at CIiancellorsTille.

. I notice in a recent number of The Trib-
une that ono of Berdau's Shapshooters cor-
rects General Doubleday in regard to tho cap-
ture of tho 23d Georgia at Chaucellorsville. I
have not read Doublcday's book, but if tho
comrade quotes him correctly, both aro incor-
rect. The 2d U. S. sharpshooters did not alono
mako tho capture, but that regiment aud tho
20th Indiana volunteers together. I know that
the 20th Indiana took a very active part in tho
capture, and divided the contents of their hav-
ersacks with tho Johnnies, who were almost
starved. I don't wish to detract from the mer-
its of tho 2d U. S. sharpshooters, but merely
make the correction for the sake of the truth
of history. Wo were with this regiment in
many a tight place, and aro entirely willing to
divide the honors with them. They were a
splendid body of men, and as good soldiers as
ever faced a foe. Now, comrade, as you wield
a facile pen, wont you give us, through The
Tribune, an account of that night Septem-
ber 10, 18G1 when your regiment and tho 99th
Pennsylvania and 20th Indiana captured tho
rebel picket-lin-o in front of Fort Hell at Pe-
tersburg.

The Dead At Salisbury Prison.
To tho Editor National Tribune:

In your issue of May 15, Comrade C. M. Brain-ar- d

asks the number of Union soldiers buried
at Salisbury, N. C. I think about the 15th of
October, 1SG-1-, tho first prisoners were shipped
from Libby and Belle Isle to Salisbury, and be-

fore the month was ended about 8,000 were
there confined in a similar manner as that ob-

served at tho Andersonvillc stockade. I was
there during tho whole of the time it was occu-
pied by our men. I had charge of one of tho
hospitals. Our reports to H. D. Rickeson until
his escape, and to his successor afterwards,
show that the number of deaths from the mid-
dle of October until the last of February less
than six months amounted to G.543, includ-
ing those killed on our attempt to break out on
Thanksgiving Day. I cannot tell how many
there are still at rest in those long trench-lik- e

graves, as some have been removed, but there
are many whose names wc never knew who
rest in nameless graves. I 'wish to ask right
here that if the boys who were taken prisoners
in 1861, 'G2, and part of '63 deserve two dollars
for every day in confinement, how much ought
to be paid tho poor prisoners of 'G3, '61 and 'Go?
There was not a "bull pen" in tho South until
1864, and Libby was pleasant compared to Sal-
isbury and Andersonvillc. There is not enough
money in this country to induce mo to repeat
tho experiment of trying to live on two or
three ounces of corn-co- b bread and three or
four spoonfulls of pea water.

Tlic KaoxTillo Spy Question Settled.
To the Editor National Tribune:

After the battle of Missionary Ridge, Novem-
ber 2--1 and 25, 1863, our corps was sent to
Knoxvillc. Our regiment was stationed near
the town, while the corps went to Strawberry
Plains. One day the order came for our com-
pany to march into town. Wo went to tho
prison, and the spy was brought out. A wagon,
containing his coffin, was there; he got in
the wagon, and, being ordered to sit down
upon the coffin, did so. Our company (his
guard) fell in behind. Wo marched, through
Kuoxvillo to tho gallows, around which we
formed in a hollow square. The spy was thon
led upon tho scaffold and the rope placed
around his neck. As ho fell the rope broke.
The first knot was made beforo wo arrived.
He was again led upou tho scaQ'old, aud as ho
ascended ho said ho 'thought he ought not to
bo hung. The officers then asked if any ono
present could tio a hangman's knot A man
named James Lynch, of our company, stepped
forward, tied the knot and wo wero again
ready. The drop fell and tho spy was dead.
He was hanged about tho last of December,
1SG3. His name' was Gcorgo Ephraim Dodge.
Ho belonged to tho 8th Texas, company D.
Comrade Patty is right in regard to his namo
and the time he was hanged.

I tako The Tribune, and it is a splendid
paper. When I read what the boys say about
fighting the old battles,, my mind goes back to
'G1,-'G- 5. It makes no difference to what regi-
ment they belonged; there is a tio that wo
can never forgot Soldiers who stood in tho
front lino of battle for the small sum of thir-
teen dollare per month, yet with families to
support, cannot forget each other. No, never!

In this connection the following letter from
J. H. Matheny to Miss J. P. Cleveland, giving
his recollections of Doctor Stephenson, may bo
of interest Ho says:

At your request, I take great pleasure in giving
you my recollection and appreciation of Dr. Ben-
jamin F. Stephenson, the originator and founder of
the Grand Army of tho Republic

Dr. Stephenson wa3 a native of the State of Illi-
nois, having been born in the county of Wayne,
October SO, A.D. 1S22. In 1S25 his parents removed
to Sangamon county. Young Stephenson grew to
manhood among the then uucultcred wilds of this
comparative Avilderncss, strong in body and vigor-
ous in intellect. His school facilities were of tho
rudest kind. Moved with an innate consciousness
of mental superiority, he bent himself with a rest-
less energy to the mastery of every opportunity
afforded him for intellectual development. Upon
arriving at manhood hoselcctcd medicine as a pro-
fession, and commenced its study at Mt. Pleasant,
Iowa, under his brother (Dr. Wm. Stephenson) and
Dr. Clark; nnd, after having attended medical lec-
tures in Columbus, Ohio, he graduated from Rush
Medical College, Illinois, lie at once took high
rank in his profession, and in 1S3G wa3 elected to
the chair of anatomy in a medical college at Keo-
kuk, Towa. At the end of two years he resigned
his professorship and resumed the practice of med-
icine. In 1S61 he enlisted in tho Union army for a
short term, and upon being mustered out, he ted

in 1SG2. lie was appointed surgeon of the
IJth Illinois volunteer infantry, and for meritorious
services was promoted to the rank of major.

Dr. Stephenson was married to Barbara B. Moore,
March 00, 1S55, at Springfield, 111., and died in Me-
nard county, August 30, 1871, at tho age cf forty-eig- ht

years; his widow, one son, and two daugh-
ters surviving him. He was first buried near his
homestead on Rock Creek, but on the 29th of Au-
gust, 18S2, was by Istcll Tost, Grand
Army of the Republic, with imposing honors, in
the beautful Cemetery of Rose Hill, near the city
of Petersburg.

Dr. Stephenson was a true man in Its highest and
greatest sense true to hi3 friends and true to his
country. A kinder heart never heat in a human
breast, and his whole life was characterized by an
utter unselfishness. Tie was a patriot simple nnd
pure, and his devotion to the great cause of uni-
versal freedom was absolutely unwavering.

case of soldier's homestead, is deducted all mili-
tary or naval service from which honorably dis-
charged, providing that no more than four years
service is credited in any one case, thus insuring at
least one year's residence, &c, on the claims.

A father cannot
draw pension for loss of son while the mother is
living. His right to a pension docs not accrue
until the mother dies. The mother can draw but
one pension in any case. Neither of the parents
can draw pension if they have adequate means of
support without the pension. Our correspondent
wants to knowjiow the rebels marked the bodies
of Union prisoners who died at Andersonville and
other prisons, so that their identity was afterwards
known, "they having been all thrown in a ditch
together when buried?" Answer. The monument
inscribed "Unknown" will answer the question.
Those that were in single graves were about the
only ones that were identified.

Whether he can get
one or not, depends upon what proof he can fur-
nish showing that his disability was contracted m
the service and in line of duty. We have referred
your letter to a reliable attorney who will write
nnd ascertain what testimony your father has at
his command to support a claim for pension.

XT. E. B Evergreen, Colo. A lost discharge from,
the army cannot be duplicated, because the Gov-
ernment kept no copy of the original. The sol-
dier can, however, obtain a certificate of honorable
servico and discharge, which will answer most
purposes.
