Conn., on Slay 15, 17C7. He enlisted at Hart-
ford, for the term of three years, in Captain aJames Watson's company of the 3d Connecticut
regimeut, commanded by Colonel Samuel B.
Webb, the father of the venerable General
James Watson Webb, and was the youngest
enlisted person on the pay-ro- ll of the Army of
the Bevolution. He was immediately placed un-

der the charge of Bandmaster Balleutine, and
instructed to play tho fife.

The regiment was at one time engaged in an
enterprise having in view the destruction of a
large quantity of lumber on Long Island. But
the colonel and a number of men. among whom
was Bichard, were captured while returning,
after a successful expedition, by the British
sloop of war "Folcon," .and taken to Newport.

The prairie dog is a standing threat against
the future prosperity of the grazing districts of
the State, Draw a line from Hod River south
to the Colorado, so as to run about the western
lines of Throckmorton, Shackelford, Callahan,
&nd Coleman counties, and you mark the front
el the greatest immigration army ever dreamed

f by man. From this line west 250 miles
every square mile is infested by these devour-
ing pats. They thickly inhabit a section of
country 200 miles long and 250 miles wide. Tho
advent of the white man into this country has
hut increased their numbers, as man has de-
stroyed the wolves, badgers, rattlesnakes, pan-
thers, and other animals which prey npon the
prairie dogs. They eat the grass in summer
and the grass roots in winter, and the conse-
quence is that what was but a few years ago
the finest grazing region in America is fast
becoming a verdurelcss desert.

Unlike all other animals in America, the
prairie dog is migrating, not west, but east.
Only a year or two ago his eastern line was
about the western line of this county. In a
riiort time he has advanced his frontier east
shout five miles into Shackelford, Throckmor-
ton, and the other counties lying north and
south of Shackelford. Uaiess checked he will
eoon ravage all the mesquite grass land in tho
State, aud will then descend in countless hosts
upon the black waxy farming lands of Tarrant,
Dallas, Collin, and the other counties east of us.

It is no exaggeration to say that $10,000,000
docs not exceed the value of the grass annually
consumed by the prairie dogs in northern
Texas. Could they be destroyed instantly, as
by a stroke of lightning, the price of land in
all the regions described would advance 100
per cent, as soon as the fact was known.

Anotlicr Pension OfHee Technicality,

To the Editor:
I have read with much interest tho article

headed "Where to Begin," in your issue of
Juno 3th. Tho points taken are all good, and
should commend themselves to every well-wish- er

of tho soldier. But there is another
Tkninf. i'liiMi T fliiTilr climill tin trnll rmcwlprril
ana relief affor(lcd at once by the Commissioner
of Pensions without an anneal to Congress. I
refer to the requirement of tho Pension Depart-
ment, in so many cases, of evidence which from
tbo very nature of things cannot exist. For
instance, I know of a case of a claimant who,
while in the service, was detached from his
command with some tweuty or nioro men
under his charge to restore some mill property
which had been partially destroyed by the
rebels. No commissioned officer was present
or within, perhaps, twenty miles. While these
soldiers were engaged in hoisting a mill stone
from a well the machinery gave way and tho
claimant was precipitated into the well the
millstone, timbers, &.C.. falling upon him. He
was taken from the well ver3T badly " breached"
and injured seriously in many ways so seri-
ously, in fact, that he could not be removed to
the hospital of his command, but was cared for
in the vicinity of the accident. Now, in mak-
ing out his claim, he stated fully all the cir-
cumstances attending his isolated place of
duty, the absence of commissioned officers, &c, j

but procured and furnished the evidence ot
comrades who witnessed tho accident as well
as those who knew him as sound and healthy for
three years or more prior to ei'listmeut. Yet
rccently,in spite of all this, he has been required
by the Pension Office to furnish the testimony
of some commissioned officer who saw him fall
into the well aud receive the breach from
which he has so long suffered.

It seems to me that in such a case as this no
pretense of caution to prevout fraud can jus-
tify such a frivolous demand. Why should tho
testimony of comrades who witnessed the acci-
dent be refused or considered insufficient when
such evidence is the best and only proof the
claimant could, under any circumstances, have
produced ? I am satisfied that the claim would
long ago have been allowed, had it been sub-
mitted to a jury of disinterested men under
the common rules of law and evidence, or to
any fair-mind-ed individual who understands
the principles of common law and tho rules of
evidence. This is only one of a large number
of similar cases which have come to my
knowledge, and I think it is high time that
these technical rulings were abolished and a
littlo common sense aud regard for justice dis-
played in the conduct of tho Pension Office.

NEW PUBLICATIONS.
From tho Lutheran Publication Society,

Philadelphia, we have a copy of " Sabre Strokes
of tho Pennsylvania Dragoons," by Comrade
T. F. Dornblaser, now chaplain of Lincoln Post,
Topeka, Kan. The author, in his preface, an-
nounces it as his iuteution simply to tell tho
story of army life aS seen and experienced by a
soldier iu the ranks, but he is in this respect
too modest, for into this volume of two hun-
dred aud fifty pages he has managed to com-
press much authentic information of a definite
historical value. It is well known that tho
achievements of our cavalry in tho late war
have so far failed lo receive the attention which
they meritand which loug ago was accorded tho
exploits of other arms of tho service, and every
such contribution as this deserves, therefore, a
hearty welcome. Moreover, tho Pennsylvania
Dragoons served throughout tho war in the
armies of tho west, and their history, as it hap-
pens, is the history of one of tho most gallant
western commands Minty's famous brigade,
comprising at the battle of Stone Eivcr, uuder
Stanley, the 7th Pennsylvania (Dragoons), 3d
Kentucky and 4th Michigan.

The early pages of the book aro occupied
with au account of tho organization of the 7th
Pennsylvania cavalry, uuder Colonel George C.
Wynkoop, which was recruited from the ranks
of the Dragoons, (who had existed as an inde-
pendent organization in Nittauy Valley several
years prior to the war, and had offered their
services at the first call for 75,000 men, but had
been rejected because tho War Depapartment
at that time " had no use for cavalry,") as well
as citizens of Clinton and Centre counties in
October, 1SG1, and abounds in entertaining
camp stories and reminiscenced. The command
spent a part of its first winter at " Muddy
Camp," Louisville, Ky., but in Jauuary, 1SG2,

marched to Bardstown, whence it was ordered
to Nashville, reporting to Brigadier-Gener- al

Negley on the 18th of March. Their campaign-
ing during tho next few mouths was chiefly
against Morgan, with whose forces they had
some rattling encounters (tho one at Lebanon,
where Morgan made such a narrow escapo, is
particularly well described by tho author,) but
in August they were recalled to repel Bragg's
invasion, and at Gallatin particularly distin-
guished themselves by agallautchargeanddes-perat- c

fighting. Iu the march on Murfreesboro,
preliminary to the battle of Stone lliver, the
regiment had tho advance, and in the battlegavo
a good account of itself. Indeed, it participated
actively in all the movements down to tho
battle of Chickamauga, aud afterwards in tho
Atlanta campaign and Kilpatrick's raid. When
Sherman started on his march to the sea, how-
ever, Minty's brigade were ordered to turn
over their horses to Kilpatrick, and in October,
18G4, the command was sent back to Middle
Tennessee to bo remounted, but, supplies being
exhausted at Nashville, it hurried on to Louis-
ville, and in Decemher started back to Nash-
ville with fresh mounts, reaching there in
January, after a hard march, in time to take
part in the pursuit of Hood. The regiment's
last service was with Wilsun on his memorable
raid, and it took part as a member of Minty's
brigade in the pursuit of Jeff Davis. "Other
historians do not seem to know it," writes
Comrade Dornblaser, "nevertheless, the 7th
was there and paid its respects to the

It abounds particularly in entertaining anec-
dotes and stories of the camp, told with inimit-
able freshness and vigor and it is calculated
therefore, to interest every soldier, no matter
to what command he belonged. In fact, a bet-
ter idea may bo gained from its pages as to
what life in the army really was than from all
the histories that were ever written. The sec-
ond edition is now ready, and can be had by
addressing the author, as above.

These
drawings are reproduced in miniature, but are
not so greatly reduced as to impair in any de
gree their value, and they not only happily
illustrate the author's artistic method of work,
but afford a most interesting study of the hu-
morous side of British society and manners.

Leech died in 1881, so that the period covered
by his sketches was the second quarter of tho
century. As compared with Du Maurier's car-
icatures they show more vigor and cover a
greater range of subjects, and their humor, too,
is perhaps more hearty, but they lack tho for-
mer's delicacy of finish.
