PRACTICAL SCIENCE.
Black walnut sawdust, formerly thrown away,

is now'mixed with linseed gum and moulded into
heads and flower pieces for the ornamentation of
furniture. When dried and varnished it is as hand-
some mid much stronger and more durable than
carved work.

'The latest telephone dispenses with electricity
altogether. Its diaphraRm is split willow or other
wood closely woven, tlricd and varnished. The
drying contracts the fibers and produces a very
high tension. In the center of the diaphragm L a
strong- - copperplate, to wluch. tho wire 13 attached.
For distances leas than two miles the new tele-
phone conveys sound better and more distinctly
than tho Bell. The difficulty in "switching" the
wires, however, limits itsuc.

A French physician has discovered a new dis-
ease called "ntremia." The most pronounced
symptom of the disease, he &ays, is an unconquer-
able aversion to getting out of bed m the morning.
The French physician must be joking. That dis-
ease, if disease it be, ia as old as the hills in this
country.

The amount of chrystallizablc sugar in tho
juice of mature sorghum t aries between 11 and 16
percent.; there are also present about one or two
per cent, of uncrystalliza bio sugar "glucose" and
two or three per cent, of other solids, part of which
are removed from tho Juice by the purifying pro-
cesses employed in sugar-makin- g. "When well
purified, horghum, enne and beet sugar are identi-
cal in composition and propel ties.

A correspondent of the Kew York Tribune says
that a locomotive engine has been so perfected that
perfect combustion 13 secured. Jets of steam play
through the flames ascending in the fire-bo- x lrom
the burning coal, and ns a result it is entirely con-
sumed. Nothing escapes from tho smokestack
except a long, thin trail of steam; nobinoke, no
cinders. For passenger travel these engines must
come into universal use; possibly, nlao, for freight
trains,, as no more fuel is consumed than in tho

locomotive.
Dr. Felix Bremont has written an article for

the Joitrnal cTirytjiene, In which he gives tobacco
smokers this good advice: Cigar smokers should
always use a long holder and renew it frequently.

cent, of tho net proceeds, which, it Is believed,
would bo almost Immediately more than cov-
ered by the enhanced vnlne of such adjacent
tracts as they might reserve for private dispo-
sition. The history of settlements in tho West
and Northwest shows that where land compa-
nies with sufficient resources havebeon prop-
erly managed, under well-order- ed systeras,-th- e

result almost invariably has been large profits
and benefits to all concerned. While the con-

ditions under which settlement must bo made
In -- the above named States are essentially dif-
ferent from those encountered by colonization
societies in the West, it is believed that the
proposed plan can ho started under such favor-ab- lo

auspices as will ihaiiro equally favorable
results.
