HOUSEKEEPING MADE EASY.

largely from the work and worry of the housc-"wjfe's'duti-

Per instance, liow many thousands of honse-3iceior- s,

and good ones, too, are struggling
along with the problem of how to koop tho
juioeirom fruit pies from boiling out in bak-
ing. Some say do not have the bottom of the
oven two hot Yery woli ; but if not just right
the under crust mil be soggy, and most any-
one Avould dispense with an abundance ofjuice
for the sake of a nice crisp under crust.

Another says stow your fruit first, and do
TlPtJnrvotOB much juice. But then you lose
the fine fresh flavor. Another says put in your
fruit, then your sugar, and lastly a good sprin-
kle of flour. But even then tho juice will
often boil t, and there is always danger of
yoor pie being clammy- -

Grandmother says wet the edge of the under
crust nil around with "water before you put on
the upper crust, and the juice will never run
out; biit unfortunately this often fails. The
last is a plan by an enternribiug "Western
woman, who proposes to bind tho edges of the
pie all aroaad Avitk cloth, removing the fame
when the pie is done. But think of the trouble.
Kow, there is but one infallible rule, easy,
simple and sure, vie: Pnt your sugar in first,
and the fruit on top. 'fry it and be happy.

OTHER HOMELY 2IIXTB.
"When boiling a. pudding dip tho cloth in

hoihiig water, sprinkle it with flour, and your
padding v ill never stick to the cloth.

"When canning peaches, or other pulpy fruit,
male a rich sirup, iut in just as many peaches
as the jujcc will cover, let them scald, and as
fast ! one piece is done dip it out with a fork
orspvwm aud place in the jar. When the can
js fall, dip over the jnice and seal. They will
be v ii b: oken and delicious. Jfever fill up your
kettk sft fruit and stir when cooking, "if
you want it to be fine.

I h.Mup: potato balls have hot drippings,
with oi u uhont a little hotter. Dip the halls
iniiour U. !ore frying. Do not turn until the
crast iui m or they will he soft and broken.

In in u:-- : iamb chops. Toll them in fine brown
paper a: id fry in hot drippings or fresh lard.
Take olT i he pirf season with pepper, salt and
Bielled butler. Set them in the oven a moment
and they are finer than broiled chops and much J

less trouble.
Tt cook eiiciou5 steak, when the wcathor is

loo hot for broiling Have yoer frying-pa- n very
hot. Drop the meat ,ou it without seasoning,
keeping ifhe pan very hot. When done, lay the
meat on a platter, season and spread with but-
ter, jrfaciog it in the oven a few moments,
when it will draw a delicious gravy.

The object of all decoration on small bonnets

is t add to their bight and narrowness; hence
the single cluster which forms the entire trim-
ming js placed directly on top aud in front,
instead of slightly Toward the left side in the
way so long in vogue. Some coronet bonnets
are seen that are to be trimmed with a smooth
fabric if the face is large, or with soft pulTs or
with lace for those who have small faces.
Panctful galloons and passementerie made of
gilt of braid, cord and chenille, are also used
ori coronets, and some loips of these braids may
be added in the closier of trimming. A cockade
bow or rosette of red velvet ribbon on which
are two or three swallows is a pretty trimming
tor gray or brown felt bonnets. Slany green
felt bonnets are trimmed with dull Pompeiian
red velvet, and loops of gold braid are added in
many trimmings on xoordore, dahlia or dark
grocti felte. Jet and gold beads are often com-
bined iu the trimming of black lace or of black
velvet bonnets; the bonnets that have a soft
black velvet crown with thread lace on the
brim will he put on early in September, and
jnay be worn until Spring. A group of hum-sning-bir- ds,

with hrilliant plumage that glitters
like jewels, is a favorite trimming for black
honnets for the demi-seaso- n. Aigrettes and
pompous have not entirely lost favor, but must
be oi the moat delicate marabout, and arranged,
wlfli other feathers, wings, or a bird, in order
to make them stylish. Indeed, "motley is the j

omy wear m tliesc trimmings, and it will be
an easy matter for a clever milliner to utilize
in one group any bite of plumage left over from
previous seasons. The head and neck of a
bird that has lost its wings aud tail feathers
may he surrounded by some tips of ostrich
plumes fiiat are worn near the stem, and some
straight qeilis or cock's feathers may be curled j
over at ue top and. massed against a pompon
or marabout aigrette in ways that are economi-
cal as well as pretty, for the new groups of
"feather ar very extravagant, costing from $5
to 28 for a single trimming for a bonnet.

A pickling factory at Huntington
has a capacity of 10,000,000, one at Farming-dal- e,

lotOOO.OOO. and another at Central Park
of 10,000,000.

The market was very high at the beginning
of the season, the price being $1.50 per thou-
sand.

Some Practical, Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Readers.

the use op lkie.
. It is a sort of aSiomhmong farmers that
"where lime is used the, land and the farmers
are rich." This is Jin old but truo adngo and
deserves to bo madeouo of tho established
axioms of agriculture. It is true in two ways

one, that lime is"! airSrixcecdingly valuable
fertilizing agent of tsclp'nnd iu addition ex-
erts a most beneficial, influence upon tlie soil
as a solvent of tho silicates, chiefly of potash,
and also in decomposing organic matter in the
soil aud favoring its nitrification and the pro-
duction of the indispensable nitrates which so
greatly enrich the soil ; the other, that its use
is one of those higher attributes of skillful
farming which is consistent only with the best
culture of the soil and the most thorough and
sj'stcmatic working of it. It is, in fact, in tho
farmer's hands one of those instruments which
is rarely or never found excepting where every
part of the farm work is douo in the most ex-
cellent manner, so that it is not so much that
tho farmer uses lime as that he uses it as a
part of a system of farming which is thoroughly
excellent, and, of course, very profitable. Lime
is thus not to bo used in a haphazard way, and
simply to extract. from the soU the last vestiges
of fertility it can briijgoufc. When thus used
auother common adage, that "limo enriches
the father and impoverishes tho son," will
surely be found true, because it is like a last
turn of tho screw which squeezes the last drop
of juice from the cider mill.

The place of lime in good farming is its ap-
plication to the land at tho Fall season when
ryo or wheat is sown, and grass or clover seed-
ing follows. The land has then become more
or less supplied with organic matter from the
roots and waste of previous crops, and it has
accumulated a store of nitrogenous and car-
bonaceous matter which cannot bo made avail-
able until it is decomposed nor until a sufficient
quantity of mineral matter has been set fee in
tho soil to balance tho supply of plant food' re-
quired for a new rotation of"crops. Besides, at
this season and with Fall grain the regular
mauuring of the-lan- d is given and the manure
is generally coarso and ttndecomposed. It is
precisely under such conditions that limcis of
the greatest use and value and fits the soil for
a new round of crops.

The quantity of lime usually applied is 40 to
50 bushels per acre of freshly burned or stone
lime. In , the air-slacki- by which it is pre-
pared for use it swells to three times its original
bulk and becomes a fine powder, which isspread
fiom a wagon, with a long-handl- ed shovel,
evenly over the soil. This should be done upon
the plowed land immediately before sowing,
when it is harrowed in with the seed; or if the
seed is drilled it is harrowed in previously. As
limo is quite soluble in this fine condition, re-
quiring only 700 times its own bulk of water
to dissolve it, it should never be plowed in, or
ifc will bo very quickly carried down into the
soil below the reach of the Toots of any plants,
excepting those of clover. Clover is one of tho
plants which are wonderfully benefited by
lime, and it is for this reason, among mauy
othere, that its use is to be encouraged, because
it provides the skillful farmer with one of the
most valuable sources of manure, viz., a heavy
clover sod to be ployei in. N. Y. Times.

MANDEING PA5TUEE3.
A good deal is sain in1 tho papers, says a cor-

respondent of the "Tribune Farmer, about ma-
nuring grass lands, 5 practice that I am greatly
in favor of, as beinj as profitable a method as
we can adopt, and 'disposing of our barnyard
manures. I would .certainly apply it all, either
to tho grass or to tbe corn land, and, perhaps,
with land requiring a "rotation of crops, better
results are obtained by giving the manure to
the grass, thus insuring a thick, stiff sod to
plow under for the corn, which is more valu-
able on account of its mechanical effect in loos-
ening a clay soil for.;a cofn crop than the direct
application of barnyard manure.

At what time should, the manure be applied ?
A statement has been gqing tho rounds of tho
papers in favor of making the applications to
meadows immediately after mowing. In Eng-
land this is the common practice. With us
there aro two objections to it first, that wc
usually have not onlytery hot, but very dry
weather in August atftt the firlfc half 6f Sep-
tember, which must certainly cause the evapo
ration of much of" the fertilizing matter from
the manure thu& spread upon the surface ; and
because our Summers are so hot and dry ib is
not profitable to keep manure on hand untiL
after harvest to be thus applied?

But in England tho case is entirely different;
their Summers are cool and moist,-- and their
meadows after harvest are usually coated with
a luxuriant " after-mat- h " as fresh and green as
our first crop of Spring grass.

I conclude, therefore, that we have no way
for it but to apply the manure to our grasa
lands in the Fall, if we have been so unwiso as .

to keep any over through the Summer. But a
better and cheaper way is to apply as we make
it through the Winter:. Haul out on a sled or
wagon, and spread as evenly as possible as you

off in heaps. By spreading from the load there
is not only a great saving of time, but tho ben-
efit to the land will be greater and more evenly
distributed. 2or is there any loss snstained
by leaving it spread npon the surface in the
Winter.

I have frequently tried this method, nob
only npon grass, but upan wheat, and have
been surprised at its success in every iustanco;
even long, green manure spread out on wheat
in Winter has always increased the crop.

rJESTEOYING WEEDS.
No time on the farm is better spent, says' the

MussacJiusclts Ploughman, than that of thor-
oughly destroying all weeds before they ripen
any seeds ; to do this two or throe years lessens
the labor of cultivation at least one-hal- f, and
at the same time very much increases the pro-
duct of tho garden or field. Some farmers say
that, as the manure is full of weed seeds, it is but
little use to try to get rid of weeds in the gar-
den; but they forget that it is very much
their own fault that weed seeds get into tho
manure. If every farmer would make it a part
of his business to sec to it that no weeds go to
seed under the fences and around the cultivat-
ed fields and compost heap, it would be but a
few years before ho would find his nianuro
quite free from weed seeds. The labor of mow-
ing around the plowed land and fences, before
the weeds aro old enough to seed, is not half
the labor that would be required to destroy tho
weeds that would como from the seeds, if per-
mitted to stand to ripen their seed.

NOTELETS.
The best and only way to grow cheap

corn, says an exchange, is to increase tho yield
per acre. There is a fixed cost in growing an
acre of grain, let the yield be what it may, and
every bushel that can be added to tho yield
per acre reduces tho cost per bushel in tho
same ratio.

A correspondent" of tho Indiana Farmer
says ho has never knowifthcfollowing remedy
to fail to produce satisfactory results in garget
or eaked-bag- : Hotj's -- hft-d, one-ha- lf pound;
powdered iodido of-- potrtsh, one ounce ; pow-
dered camphor, oneounc6; soft extract bella-
donna, two drachms; o& amber, ono ounce.
Mix to form an oihttnorifc; rub well twice a
day. - jt

As a rule, it is far-'Jsafe- r to buy gardens-seed-s
from a first-chts- s seedsman than to save

one's own seed. These men make a business
of collecting and preserving tho seed, and, con-
sequently, know inuch hotter how it should bo
done 'than tho average gardener doe3. Tho
outlay in ordinary garden-see- d is not large,
and it is economy to get the very best.

Keep a few sheets of fine sandpaper at tho
barn, and when tho handle of hoe, rake, or
plow gets roughened by getting wet, it may be
made smooth again in a minute's time.

Small grain should not be sown on a stiff
sod, without ifc has been thoroughly pulverized.
There is danger in a wet season of tho grass
growing aud choking out the crop, aud, be-
sides, the soil may, in tho decay of tho fibrous
matter, fall to pieces, and thus loosen tho hold
of tho roots of the grain. Corn is tho best
crop to grow on sod land, and tho cultivation
soon breaks up and pulverizes tho ground.

Early Fall plowiug has a double advan-
tage: ifc leaves a longer poriod for the weather
to exercise its disintegrating effects on. the
rocky fragments of soil, and tho' vegetable mat- -'

tcr being more completely decomposed, the
process of nitrification, or conversion of tho
vegetable matter into plant food, takes effect
earlier in the Spring.

Tarring sheep's uoscs will bo found an ex-

cellent remedy to keep off the fly which de-

posits eggs in the animal's nose, aud causes the
maggots in tha head the next Winter or Spring.

Ifc will pay to savo all tho bones that ac-

cumulate on thefUrm. In order to make them
fit for use as fertilizers, soak them for sovcral
months in strong lye, when they may easily
bo crushed.

Icc-l.ous- cs on farni3, instead of being
mere luxuries, aro most decidedly necessities.
Jlcats, butter.jycgctables, and numerous arti-
cles of food can 1)6 pieserved fresh andnico in
them.

As a rule, wheat is slighted in drilling.
The plow is vun deep enough, but not enough
harrowing and rolling follows. The soil is
made reasonably fine upon the surface, and left
full of. clods deep down.

Tho objectionable flavor in milk from
feeding turnips or other roots may be avoided
by giving tho mess directly after milking.
Feeding cornineal with 'the roots also greatly
modifies their eflcctsf(besides much increasing
the setting of cream. Koots alone of any kind
do not mako rich milk.

An experimenting farmer says tho most
critical poriod with corn is when tho seed is
maturing or filling, and it is then that the
roots should have appropriate matter within
reach for the nourishment of the crop. A little
fertilizer when tho corn is in tassel gives it
new life, and the increase in tho yield pays
well for tho extra care.

After hoed crops, if tho land has heen
kept clean, ifc is not always necessary to plow
to get the surface in proper condition for seed-
ing. Wheat may be sown after potatoes with-
out further plowing. If, left until Spring for
oats and barley, plowing seems more necessary,
as the surface has become packed by rains and
snows.

KIELED BY A SHARPSHOOTER AT CORINTH.
To the Editor: In your issue of Sept. 4

Col. Fahnestoclc mentions some instances wlmn
persons seemed to have a premonition of death.
Tho following circumstance came under my
personal knowledge : itaj. Aplington, of the
7th HI. Car., with four companies of his regi-
ment, was on picket; duty in front of Gen.
Pope's Army, then the left wing of Gen. Hal-leck- 's

force laying siege to Corinth, Ilis3. His
position was considerably in advance of any
support, and a somewhat turbulent stream,
swollen by recent rains, intervened between
him and his camp. "Wewere about five miles
northeast of the depot in Corinth, and, for
some reason unknown to us, bnfc jnosfc probably
some one's carelessness, we were left in this
exposed posifcionfor four days. The skirmish-
ing between the lines was heavy and constant.
There was a cleared field between the lines,
about half a mile wide, in the center of which
was a grove of about an acre in extent, which
was alternately occupied by our side and the
enemy.

The Major was very despondent during the
forenoon of the fourth day, and, in conversa-
tion with officers and men, expressed his fears
of coming evil. Ifc was in vain we tried to
rouse him from his melancholy mood and to
induce him to resume his wonted joviality.
About 2 o'clock p. m. Gen. Payne came out to
make a reconnaissance in force. The Major
was ordered to charge mounted, in colums,
down a sunken road, flanked on the left by a
timbered field inclosed by a rail fence, and on
the right by a thick: and tangled growth of
timber, impassable for horse3. He had hardly
got under way, when a ball from a sharp-
shooter in the timber on the right; pierced his
brain, and that ended the reconnaissance. Gen.
Payne had much difficulty in extricating his
Division, and the advance position of the
picket-lin- e was abandoned, being retired nearly
two mile3.

When the origi-
nal claim is allowed it may be rated suffi-
ciently high a3 to render a claim for increase un-necessary. A claim for increase can only be madewhere the applicant is drawing a pension.

H. G.. Greenville, N. J. Under recent act of Con-gress relatingto certain soldiers who deserted afterMay 1, 1SC5, the soldier may be entitled to a dis-
charge. Application therefor should be made to
the Adjutant-Genera- l, U. S. A. If pension isgranteditwill commence from the date establishedbvtlie Adjutant-Gener- al as date of discharge,
which will he probably the date when the soldierdeserted.

II. II. W. W Agency, loica, You should applyfor increase on the old and the new disability, pro-
viding you are disabled formanual labor by reasonof the latter, and providing, also, yon can prove up
the claim. The same kind of testimony will be re-quired to prove the claim for erysipelas as was fur-
nished in your original claim, and perhaps morethan you furnished before.

h. 2p, Goodriel:, Mo., says : Pleaseinform me howlong it will take to get a report from tho Adjutant-uener-al

and Surgeon-Genera- l, called for May IS,
Ia&4. Insurer. It is impossible to say definitely.
Some cases require a longer time than others. Inone case there may be only a few records to search,and in others there may be many records to search.The military record of one soldier may be simple
and easily traced, and the record ofanother soldiermaybe complicated and difficult. No person can.
tell what time the reports are due. They are being
rendered as fast as possible. We presume that thereports in the case you mention have been fur-
nished, as the average time is lass than four months.

&. ., Lochbourne, . X soldier who deserted orabsented himself without leave, was court-martial-ed

and sentenced to forfeiture of pov for a cer-
tain period, is not entitled to any relief "under therecent act of Congress relating to deserters. Hecannot recover the amount so forfeited nnder any
law, decision or practice of the Department.

. F. IK. L., Aledo, HI. Pension having been grant-
ed, with arrears at one-ha-lf of total disability, or
$4 per month, the Pension Office will not. as a rule,
reopen a case. It is held that disability is pro-
gressive, and. consequently, a lower rate is given
a3 arrears. We do not think the Pension Office
will disturb its former action in your claim, no
matter what testimony is submitted, as, according
to your own statements, your testimony proved a.
disability less than total. Claims for a re-rati- ng of
arrears are rarely allowed. It is well-nig- h useles3
to present such a claim. Yon can applv for in-
crease, which, if allowed, will noJ carry with it
arrears.

J. S., Brooksr.3le, Fla., says : I was sis years in
the militia in Massachusetts. Will that service be
of any advantage in securing a homestead? An-
swer. No. None but service in the Army or Navy
of the United States is considered in a soldier's
homestead right.

J. L. W., KingficIeL, Me.Jsk not a soldier entitled
to 572 per month where he has lost the use of both
of his legs by paralysis, the ame as if they had
been amputated? tiwzcer. Yes. if his claim was
allowed prior to June 16, 1SS0. If claim was al-
lowed since that date 550 is all that he can draw.

F.McD., Togus, Me.l. A new disability alleged
as a result or a sequence of the original disability
will require medical evidence of the fact. The
physical condition of the claimant must be accu-
rately shown afc and since the time when the new
disability developed, providing tho Pension Office
accepts the theory that the new disability might
have been a result of the original disability. The
office may not accept the theory at all, and may
consider it a distinct and separate disability. 2.
An officer cannot obtain a if there was
no vacancy existing in the grade to which, he was
commissioned.

J. it. H., Lanaingburg, X. T., says: Will you
please inform the readers of The Teibcst: whether
a widow after tlie death of her husband, who was
receiving a pension at time of his death, receives a
pension of SS er month as long as she remains his
widow? Answer. If the soldier was an enlisted
man aud died of the disability for which he was
pensioned, or of some other disability Incurred in
service and in line of duty, the widow t, entitled to
a pension of SS per month as long as she remains
his widow. She is not entitled to pension at all if
the cause of the soldier's death was not due to his
service, etc.

Jfra. S., A". Y. City. Tlie amount of pension to
which you were entitled depended upon the rank
held by your son at the lime when the disability
originated. No matter what his subsequent rankmay have been, if he contracted the disability,
which caused his death while he was a Sergeant,
you can only be pensioned at S per month. It is
quite probable that your son contracted his disa-
bility prior to his muster a3 an officer, and, in
such an event, you are correctly pensioned.

J". J., Salisbury, Mass. The time for filing claims
for bounty under the additional bounty act expired
June SO, 1SS0. No cluims for "additional bounty "
can now be considered. Yon have received all the
bounty to which you are entitled under the present
laws.
