French Idleness and Absinthe,
| Paris Letter in New Orleans Picayune.]

That there is going to be a great deal of
suffering in Paris this Winter seems quite
certain. I really believe that there are alto-
gether too many hungry people even now in
our midst, but I notice that the brandy and
absinthe “mills" keep on doing a rousing busi-
ness even in those quarters of the town where
the most distress is said to exist. Too many
French workmen have themselves to blame for
the present state of affairs. They can do work,
but they won't; they ean be industrious, but
they seldom are; they are cconomical by nature,
but love of absinthe, strong wines and fiery ean

famine and cold now that there is no employ-
ment to be found. Wails of distress ought to
be coming up from the rural districts, if from
anywhere. Agriculture in France is in a very
bad way indeed. Farmers and their kind are
obliged to pay a third of their proincee into the
Treasury in the way of taxes: the ficures are:
Products, £569,900,000; annual taxes, $191,200,-
000—=a very considerable slice is it not? This
is beeanse of the econnmic system of free trade
that has existed in this country since 1860. It
costs s Freneh farmer more to send a sack of
wheat from Melun to Havre, a distance of 285
miles, than it does an American clipper to send
it across the Atlautic to any port in France,

A Bruotgl Wife Murder.

One of the most diabolical murders ever com-
mitted in Putnam Co, O,, took place on Christ-
mas evening in Jackson. John Fishback, a
man of fiendish disposition and a dangerous
character, killed his wife in a fit of exeitement
and madness, oceasioned, it-is said, by a gnar-
rel between the minrderer and victim, which
culminated in the homicide's picking upan
ax and splitting open his wife's head, killing
Ler instantly., The three sons of the murderer
fledd for their lives, as he also threatened to kill
them. IIe now has his house fortified with
revolvers, axes, druble barreled shot-guns, and
other weapons, and defles the authorities to
take him.
