Housekeepers experience a
relaxation in their labors, since the family
clothing has been provided for tho seasou, and
have time for something more than comes in
tho ordinary line of darning and repairing.
The girls of'the family are through with then-dressmakin- g

and the fitting and fashioning of
garments for dress wear. Time is at the dis-

posal of all.
WHAT SHALL BE DONE Y7TTH IT.

To this the thrifty, fortified by forethought
and trained by experience, will make ready
answer. "What, indeed, but to turn presses and
bureaus wrong side out; inspect the bed linen
and underwear; hold the sheets and pillow-
cases up to the light (o discover the thin spots
in them ; look over the muslin skirts and night
robes; cxamimc the tablecloths and tho nap-

kins; and, in thorr, plan for the wear and tear
of the long season.when, in thohousahoTU econo-

my, all these things have bzen overlooked to
meet tho pressing necessities of outside wear
for both great and small.

Midwinter is a most suitable time for mak-
ing up these articles, as tho soft, unbleached
muslin, so easily sewed aud qnickly bleached
in the freezing weather, and withal so dura-
ble, may thou be turned to the best account.
Made up into nightshirts for the men and boys
of tho household, and into night dresses and
other undergarments for women and children,
and, after a thorough soaking in cold water
and scalding 111 hot suds, it is the most aeaira-bl- o

article for common wear. Worn through
the cold weather it will have reached the de-

sired softness and flexibility for Summer wear,
and is used by many to whom the economy of
the material is of less moment. A crocheted
or knitted edge is tho best trimming for un-

bleached goods. Sheets made of unbleached
muslin soon whiten, iron easily, and do not be-

come yellow as readily as tho bleached.
TOO MANY SHEETS AND PILLOW-CASE- S

cannot he found in any house. Sickness may
enter anyday. aud nothing will bring moro com-

fort to tho patient or be more conducive of recov-

ery than a mqucut change of bed linen. Mid-

winter is the time to lay in a good supply in
this line. In making plain pillow-case- s a pretty
way is to cut them several inches too wido for
the pillow and too long, sew them up, hem
them, turn right side out aud then stitch them
to the size 01 the ml'vIu making sheets

may not come amiss to the young housekeeper,
and that is, that when sheets grow thin in tho
center they may be made to last twice as long
by observing the following rule, before they
begin to show holes: Tear them down the
middle, sew the selvidgo edges together and
hem the sides. The ends and sides of table-
cloths will also be found to make very good
every-da- jr napkins, which will lastalong time.
They, also make pretty covers for wash-stand- s

and bureaus, excellent splashers, tray covers, or
other articles washed but seldom. Theso may
be hemmed aud a pretty feather edge worked
around in red cotton. These are bat points for
Midwinter work, which should be well out of
the way Iieibre Spring sewing makes its im-

perative demands.
DOMESTIC RECIPES.

Smothered Chicken. Clean a tender chicken, too
old for broilin;?; split down the back and put the
breast upwards in a shallow pan ; pour over it 0110
cupful of bomug water, and cover tijjhtly to keep in
the steam. Cook half an hour, then baste with the
Lot water, rub all over with softened butter, dredge
with pepper and salt. Baste often, keep closely
covered, and cook until tender. The chicken
should bo yellow when done, not dark brown.
Tliicken the gravy with Hour, adding pepper, salt,
andchoppcdpsElcy, ifyou like the flavor, aud pour
over the chielceii. To make the thickening put a
heaped tablcsjwonful of flour in a cup and stir in
cold milk until it is a smooth cream. Then stir
slowly into the pan, which should have a pint of
liquid iu it. A tender chicken will cook in an
liour if the oven is hot, but it is safe to put it in the
oveu an hour and a half before serving, as the
oven can be opened when it is done. An under-
done chicken is a failure.

Scalloped Fish. Remnants of boiled or baked
fish, with the stuffing and sauce, should always be
saved. They may be utilized, forming an eseel-le- nt

dish, as fo.lows: Put the lish and stuffing,
after breaking into bits, in a shallow dish in alter-
nate layers, ith the sauce, or a little cream or
butler to moisten ; cover with buttered crumbs and
bake unlit the crumbs arc brown.

Plymouth Indian-He- al Pudding. 3Iix one cup of
yellow corn-mea- l, one cup of molasscs.-on- c tea-spoon-

of salt. Ponr on one quart of boiling
milk and one cup of cold water or two eggs, liuke
in ft deep, t pudding dish, holding at
least three quarts. Bake very slowly for seven or
eight hours. Do not stir, but cover with a plate if
it bakes too Cist. One cupful of currants may give
variety.

BaJ:cd nipples. Core and pare sour apples. Put
them in a shallow earthen dish, nil the cavities
with sugar mixed with grated lemon rind, add
"water to cover the bottom of the dish. Bake in a
very quick oven until soft, ba&ting often with the
fcirup.

Some Practical. Suggestions for Our

Agriculturijl Headers.

r. .
FEEDING STOCK IN TVINTEB.

Tho following ftomHho American Cultivator
will bo found well worth tho consideration of
our agricultural reader at this timo: "Every
Winter comes up tho questions: 'How shall
wo use tho fodder wHich we have, that we
may obtain tho best reunite from it?' 'Will
it pay to steam our hay, to cook our grain, to
give warm drinks to our animals?' Various
experiments havo been tried by investigating
farmers, hut thoy havo reported such varying
results that only thoso who havo studied tho
reports carefully, and noted tho conditions un-d- or

which tho experiments havo been mado,
can bo at all ealisficdin regard to the questions
involved. But a careful reviow of such re-

ports does something to establish certain
points.

"If cattlo are kept in comfortably warm sta-

bles, and fed upon good, early-cn- t hay prop-

erly cured, and upon good, sound grain, and
havo a regular supply of water at a comfort-
able temperature, say never below 40, tho
gain by any process of cooking will not pay for
tho labor and fuel required for tho purpose,
unless both can bo obtained cheaply, and the
stock is largo onough to make it profitable, as
it costs but littlo moro to do this work for 30
animals than for three.

"If stock is so kept and taken care of that
thoy know nothing about tho temporaturo out
of doors, and tho fodder consists of coarso and

'dried cornslalks, especially such as have pro
duced grain, or of coarse and innutritious marsh
hay, or of that which had grown woody before
it was cut, or that which was overdried, or of
straw of any kind, it will pay to steam it
euough to soften it. It is not necessary to cook it,
as somo understand tho phrase, but to mako it
soft and feed it moderately warm. As ono en-

thusiastic advocato of tho steaming process
says,-,i- t puts tho Summer back into it;' it
may not add anything to its nutritivo quali-
ties, but it makes it moro easily digested. It
is hard work when it requires all tho strength
given by tho food to perform tho oliicoof diges-
tion ! If to such food softened by steam thcro
is added enough of grain to supply tho neces-
sary nutritiou, cattlo will thrive upon it as
well a3 upon good hay with very nearly the
same amount of grain.

" If, on tho other hand, the warm food i3
supplemented by drinks of ice-col- d water, or if,
after warm food and warm drink are given,
tho cattle are allowed to stand the greater part
of the day in cold winds and storms, the injury
from the chill is greater than it would bo if
the food wcro not steamed, and tho warm food
will do actual damage. Still greater is the loss
if to cold water and exposure in cold yards is
added a cold stable in which tho temperature
falls below the freezing point at night. The
body, warmed by tho warm food, is more sus-
ceptible to chills tfiau if tho food had been
given dry and cold, and the result, if not dis-
ease aud death, is at least a weakening of tho
whole system, but more especially of the di-

gestive organs, and thg farmer ha3 to report
that his animals do.not do as well upon steamed
or cooked food as upon dry fodder."

"WINTER INCh'FALL PIGS.

The best method of carrying ovcrEall pigs
is a timely questioit with farmers just now, and
should be closely looked into. It is not good
policy to havo 1'all pig3, but farmers cannot
always avoid them. Early Spring pig3 that cau
bo fattened for market by Christmas are tho
most profitable. But-tli- farmer will occasion-
ally find a lot of small pig3 on his hands, and
ho must" mako preparations to Winter them
over. This should he done in tho most eco-
nomical way. Godd shelter should be tho first
thing provided, and something elso besides
corn fed. To mako tho cheapest pork that,
when fattened for mavkot, co3ts the least per
pound, the pigs must be crowded from tho start.
Keeping them growiug with the cheapest food
is the secret of success. As during the Winter
a largo per cent, of tho food consumed is taken
lip iu maintaining animal heat, good sheltor is
.0110 of tho most saving elements in Wintering
over Fall pigs. Where pigs havo tho run of
good pasturago during tho Summer, or green
rye or clover, it requires but littlo grain to
keep them in a growing condition during
warm weather. But during Winter this can-
not be had, and, as a consequence, an extra
amount of other food, must bo provided. As
said before, shelter is ono of the essentials in
economically Wintering-ove- r pigs. It should
bo warm and dry, yob constructed so as to ad-

mit of good ventilation. As to feed, I have
found corn meal, wheat bran, soots or chopped
oats far cheaper feed for carrying over pigs
than corn fed alone in the grain. A slop mado
of any ouo of these, whether fed warm or cold,
is moro economical than grain. Keep the pigs
in a growuing condition. It will cosL less to
keep growing and maintain animal heat than
if they were allowed to run down aud then
build up again. Pigs, kept in this way will bo
in good condition to run on the pasture tho
following Spring and Summer aud make oxtra
hogs tho second Winter. Cor. Lice Stock Jour-
nal.

WnAT RATS WILL DO.

Farmers who have large amounts of corn do
not realize what quantities rats will take away
to their nests und storiug places. Thousands
of bushels are annually consumed by the pests,
and as it is the small drainings usually which
tako oft' tho profit of farming, tho matter of
securely storing corn should bo attended to.

An exchange gives an account of the work
of juts in a hardware store, from which some-
thing of an estimate can ho mado. Forty-fiv- e

pounds of choice popcorn was left in a box on
the floor near tho center of the store. Next
morning tho box was nearly empty, and upon
examination it was found that during tho
night tho rats conveyed off 315 pounds of the
corn and concealed it in three different parts of
tho building. About 10 pounds wero taken
through a small hole in the door between tho
storo and tho warehouse, some of which was
concealed undor the stairs in that part of the
building, while four pounds wero carried up
the stairs composed of 12 steps and hid away
in a pilo of paper-rag- s lying on tho floor of tho
second story of the warohouso. Tho rats evi-
dently worked faithfully all night, and no.
doubt chuckled hugely next day ovor tho"
princoly- - supply of corn laid away for the
Winter's use.

NOTELETS.
A slop-hol- e at tho back door will make

enough doctors' hills to drain tho whole farm,
says tho llural Home.

Whatever method of feeding pigs is tdopt-c- d,

it should ho liberal. Lot tho quarters be
dry and comfortable, aud disturb them as little
as possible. Pigs' are, in part, hibernating
animals, and tho more thoy sleep tho better for
them and their owner. A good hog eats and
sleeps alternately.

In a numbor of trials last season it was
noticed that the tip kernels of fli'it corn yiold-e- d

moro abundantly than did the butt or
central kernels of 'the car. Butt seed yielded
at tho rate of U2 bushel, central seed at the
rate of G2 bushels, jiud tip seed at the rate of 64
bushels per aero, whilft tho quality of that
grown from tho tip-end- s was in every respect
equal to that produced from tho butt and cen-
tral seed. j

Money can be mado by giving the littlo
things on the farm personal attention. Thero
is whero tho greatest wasto is, and if these lit-tl- 3

leaks can bo stopped, hoy alouo would make
a pretty good revenue tor tho farmor.

There is something wrong about a horse-stabl- e

when tho air thcro perfumes one's
clothes in a fou? minutes. Plaster, muck,
road-dus- t, or somo pthcr absorbent, should be
freely used. The condition is still worse when
tho r.oso detects ammonia. Thero is not only
a loss of manurial valuo then, but harm to the
eyes of horses, and to harness, and to tho var-
nish of buggies and carriages. Change the
bedding often and use absorbents freely.

A trial was mado last season in Scotland
to test tho feeding valuo of an acre of cabbage,
compared with an acre of Swedish turnips, for
fattening sheep, and it was fonnd that tho
cabbages wcro worth, very nearly $20 the
most.

vrhen "grain Is cheap the farmor should
strive douVy hard to dispose of it iu the shapo
of pork, beef, poultry, or the products of the
dairy and hen houso. Even if he does not get
full market rates for grain so fed, ho will be
the galnor in tho end,.

Do not
limit tho supply any more than you would the
quantity of coal necessary to keep your fami-
lies warm.

A careful farmer never goes to bed at
night without first seeing that his stock i3 all
properly secured.

For ex-
tended information relating to the status of lands
in said Territory ivo refer you to n publication en-
titled "The Public Domain," a Government docu- -
ment, copies of which cau only be obtained through
some Member of Congress. We would advise all
parties not to attempt to enter upon these lands, as
they havo no rights thereupon, und the Govern-
ment will resist by force any invasion of said ldnda
or other portion of the Territory- - There is serious
trouble ahead for the filibusters who persist in de-
fying the Government by a lawless intrusion upon
these lands.

J. H., Springfitld, Mass. Musicians who enlisted
subsequent to July 22, 1861, and who were mustered
out prior to a service of two years, arc not entitled
to bounty under any law or decision.

J)., Malone, says: It has come to my notice that
two or tnree of our citizens who were conspicu-
ously "at home" during "the late unpleasantness"
are feeling prettysoreat the sight of all
und especially of pensioners, and will take any
means to deprive them of their pensions. My in-
quiry is, Can this bo accomplished without giving
the pensioner a chance to defend his case before tho
Government ; or is the business done on the inqui-
sition plan ? Answer. If charges are made by any
person, and notice is taken of such charges, the
party who makes them will have to subsUuitiate
them uuder oath, and pensioner will be given an
opportunity to disprove them.

E. C, Fori Scott, Kan. After an appeal pension
has been considered and allowed by the Depart-
ment and papers returned to the Commissioner of
Pensions, how long before said claim is paid.
Answer. The question L ambiguous, and will not
admit of a definite reply. A claim may be rejected
by the Pension Oflico and appealed to the Secretary
of the Interior, and tho latter may reverse the ac-
tion of the Pension Oilice, but this may or may not
authorize the allowance of the claim. The decis-
ion of the Secretary may be to the effect that tho
canse of rejection is overruled, as not being suffi-
cient to warrant such action, and this would leave
tho claim pending subject to further action. If it is
simply a question whether or not the claim shall
be paid, and the Secretary decides in favor of the
claimant, the claim will be promptly paid.

J. M., Nevada, Mo. 1. "Was there a law passed by
Congress soon nfter the late wnr allowing disabled
Federal soldiers to peddle without Government or
otiicr license; and if so, is such now the law ?

A. F.Farina,Ill., asks whether the Mexican pen-
sion bill mid amendments will bo of any benetit to
soldiers who aio already drawing pensions under
the general pension laws for disability contracted
during tho Into war? Answer. No. It does not
provide any inereaso on disabilitiea which havo
.been heretofore pensioned.

D;B. M., Niles, Mich. An honorably discharged
ofllccr, soldier, seaman, or luarine, who served for
not less than GO days In the U. S. Army or Navy
during the late rebellion, and was honorably
discharged, is, entitled to enter 1C0 acr&j of land
under the Soldiers and Sailor's Homestead Law.
The time of service or, if the party was discharged
from service on account of wounds or disabilities
incurred in lino of duty, tho whole term of enlis-
tmentwill be deducted from the period of live
years, during which an ordinary claimant must, to
perfect title, resido upon and cultivate tho tract;
but no greater period than four years is credited
for army or navy service, thus insuring afr least
one year's coniuuous residence and improvement.
Actual residence upon the laud by the settler is
necessary, except in tho case of widow or minor
children. If, in the latter case, the landjs culti-
vated in good faith, the law will ho regarded as
substantially complied with, although tho widow
or childien may not actuajly reside upon tho land.
A settler must, within six montlis alter making
his entry, establish his actual residence, In a
house, upon the land, and must reside upon and
cultivate the land cimtmuotishy, although he is per-
mitted to ubsent himself for short periods. If ho
should bo away for more than six montlis at a time
it would be considered as nn abandonment of tho
claim, and the hinU would revert to the Govern-
ment. The residence und cultivation must be
mado In good faith.

A. J. P., Longmonl, Colo.l. After a claim has
been oubmitted to tha Hoard of Reviow, and no
further testimony is required, how long before
Ifc is passed upon? 2. Is the Board of Review up
with it work? 3. "What disposition is made of
the claim after tho Board of Review has passed
upon it? Answer. 1. Two or threo months.
2. No. The Board of Review is working upon
cases submitted last October. There aro rumors of
a decided reform to be instituted by Commissioner
Clarko in tho manner of reviewing claims, with a
viow to expediting the work. The Board of Re-
view was a creation of Dudley's, and, like most of
Lis reforms, hs proved impracticable

in its operations. 3. The claim, after being passed
upon favorably by the Board of Reviow, goes to
the Medical Division to be acted upon, and, if
action is favorable, to be rated.

N. S. B., Neirporl Center, Vt. Service in theTJ. S.
Army discharge therefrom does not
alone secure citizenship, and none but citizens of
tho United States are entitled to vote. An alien
who was honorably discharged from our army or
navy may be admitted to citizenship upon his
simple petition and satisfactory proof of one year's
residence prior to application, good moral char-
acter, and honorable discharge from service.

A Hard Rations Array Song.

In the late civil war, during the first Missouri
campaign, the management of tho Quartermas-
ter and Commissary's Department was execra-
ble. Whoever was to blame mattera not now,
but the fact 13 historic that the sufferings of
tho first recrnits in this part of tho Union
army, from want of what proper organization
and energy could certainly havo provided, were
intense. The troops that fought nnder Gen.
Lyon at Wilson Creek were many of them bare-
footed and in rags, their shoes having given
out in the incessant marching, and their shoddy
clothes hanging about them in shreds and tat-
tered ribbons. Thi3 is especially true of the
1st Iowa. For weeks before thi3 important
battle their rations had consisted mainly of
hard-tac- k, or army crackers, and even these
were stale, moldy and wormy. Under such,
provocations it is astonishing that tho men did
not become insubordinate. They did grow dis-

contented, and resolved not to re-enli- st when
their 90 days were up. Still they were too
patriotic to desert tho heroic Lyon on the eve
of battle, and the 1st Iowa, at least, whose time
expired just before the battle of Wilson's
Creek, remained a week to help win that first
genuine victory in Missouri. Gen. Lyon fell
fighting at its head. It was during the suffer-
ings above referred to that the following song
was written by a member of that regiment,
the gallant Charles G. Hayes, of Muscatine:

Let us close our game of poker,
Take our tin cups in our hand.

While we gather round the cook's tent door,
Where dry mummies of hard crackers
Are given to each man.

O, hard crackers, come again no morel
cnoncs.

'Tis the song and sigh of the hungry,
"Hard crackers, hard crackers, come again no

more!
Many days you have lingered upon our stomachs

sore,
O, hard crackers, come again no more."

There's n hungry, thirsty soldier
Vho wears his life away.

With torn clothes whose better days are o'er;
He is sighing now for whisky
And with throat as dry as hay

Shiga, "Hard crackers, come again no morel"
'Tis the song that is uttered
In camp by night and day,

'Tis the wail that is mingled with each snore :
'Tis tho sighing of the soul
For Spring chickens far away,

" O, hard crackers, come again no more 1 "
When Gen. Lyon overheard the soldiers sing-

ing the flrat stanzas, in their tents or on the
march, ho instantly ordered a change of ra-

tions ; when mush was given, corn-me- al wet
up in cold water, and the song was changed
to suit the altered commissary supplies, as fol-

lows:
But to groans and to murmurs
There has come a sudden hush,

Our frail forms are fainting nt the door;
We are starving now on horse feed
That the cooks call mush,

O, hard crackers, come again once morel
cnonus.

" It i3 tho dying wail of the starving,
Hard crackers, hard crackers, come again once

more;
You were old and very wormy, but wo pass your

failings o'er,
O, hard crackers, come again once morel"

The evening before the bloody battle of Wil-
son's Creek, Gen, Lyon, hearing the facts, was
so indignant that lie sent for the Commissary,
and, with expletives too strong for types, com-
manded him to serve out full rations of meat
all around, jtt3t in time to brace the men np
for the desperate struggle.
