A FAMOUS LITIGANT GONE.

On Friday night last, at New Orleans, death
snded the carcer of the most persistent and
extencive litigaut the world has prebably ever
produced—>Mrs, Myra Clark-Gaines. For two
rcore years her small active figure has heen
seen on the streets hera, in the hotel corridors,
and in the Congressional lobbies, and this Win-
tor is the first one for many years that she has
heen missed from her accustomed haunts,

She was & womnan of remarkable persever-
onco and courage, and has borne up under trib-

lations and reverses that d enough

out all the vexations and annoyances to which
she has been exposed during her 50 years of

sawe gay, sprightiy, chatty little woman, ever
ready with a pleasant smile or a Kindly word.

bright, and iched as it was with personal
reminiscences of some of the greatest lawyers
of the age—who had been employed by her at
Cifferent times during the continuance of her
legal conte -it was a rare treat to licten to

Ter. She had becn intimately acquainted
with Daniel Webster, and one never tired of
hearing her anecdotes, told in a way she alone
conld tell them, of the zare of Marshfield, Her
recollections of Caleb Cushing, Charles (V'Conor,
Judah P. Benjamin, and a host of ciher great
legal luminaries with whom she was also well
acqnainted, and who had sappeared in court
frequentiy for her, were also very comprehen-
give. Mrs. Gaines herself possessed legal at-
tainments of no mean order, and she has fre-
guently conducted her cases with an ability
and energy which has won the admiration of
the legal world. Her memory was accurate,
her wit keen, and she was seldom worsted in
argument.

The story of Mrs. Gaines’s career reads like
8 romance. Her mother, a beautiful crecle,
married, at the age of 14, a handsome and dash-
ing young Frenchman named M. de Grange,
but left him soon after the marriage on find-
ing out that he had a wife living. She then
married Danie! Clark, a rich Irishman, who
owned larze estates in Louisiana. This mar-
risge took place secrcily in Philadclphia, and
Clark never acknowledged his wife publicly.
Myra was the second child of the union, and
was born at New Orleams in 1808, For some
inexplicable reason—for Clark secms to have
loved his littie danghter—the child was sent
to Philadclphia, where she grew up in igno-
rance of her parentage, believing her guardian
to be her father. Her father made handsome

provision for her, however, leaving with her |

guardian $700,000 to be held in trust. The
foster father of little Myra, it is charged, kept
a greedy ¢ye on the fortune, and let the chird
grow up in ignorance and seclusion, hoping
thereby to obtain control of the money, and,
to further his ends, he selected a hushand for
her when she had obtained her 20th year. Buat
Myra had matrimonial schemes of her own, a
handsome young Philadelphian named William
Whitney having won her heart. Clark finally
made a will which is alleged to have been de-
stroyed, which made Myra his sole heir, bat it
was not until after ber marriage that she heard
who she was, and then comwmmenced the litiga-
tion which has extended over 50 years, and
which even her death will not end.

In company with her husband—who was
never destined to return—she left her beauti-
ful home in Philadelphia in 1532 for New
Orleans, and upon her arrival there at once
commenced suit. At flist she was successful,
but her husband dyving of yellow fever left her
with her three young childrea to fizht out the
contest. Then commenced a bitter struggle.

To legal opposition was added slander about |

the character of the beantiful young widow,
sud attempts were made to assassinate her.
With great vigor and nerve she pressed on her
guits in spite of the almost insurmountable ob-
stacles in ber way, but her mesus ran low, and
poverty stared her in the face. At this un-
Jortunate juncture of her affairs she found a
stanch friend and protector in Gen. E, P.
Gaines, the hero of Fort Erie, whose wife she
subsequent!y became,

Her suit was then carried to the United
States Supreme Court, which decided the gnes-
tion of her legitimacy (the offspring of an
adulierous unicn not being able then to in-
herit in Lounisiina even by will) and the con-
sequent right to four-fifths of Clark's estate.
But Mrs. Gaines found that to secure the prop-
erty she would have to bring suitsagain }
of its owners in snecession. Her suit against
the executors reached a hearing in the Supreme
Court in 1551. The defense was vigorous this
time, and she found herseM nonsuited at the
end of 19 years, the Court reversing its former
decision as to the marriage of her mother,

Her hushand was now dead, and, unaided,
the intrepid woman again eommenced the legal
fight. She won every step up to the U. S,
Bupreme Court, which decided in her favor in
1561, when the war stopped the litization. As
soon as the war was over she was ready again,
and in 1566 her rights were reaffirmed. The
property, which ineludes some of the best parts
of New Orleans, was then worth $100,000,000.

But the judgment obiained by her in the |

Bupreme Court simply decided her right to
bring suit against the individual occupants of
the property. The number was great and the
fight wore her life out, and on last Friday
night che died. She was taken ill on the 27th
ult.—her 75th birthday—and sank so rapidly
that she was uuable to sign bher will, but
marked it with a cross. Her son-in-law, J. 8,
Christmas, of Washington, was her only rela-
tive present.  Her remzins were interred in
the old Creole burying ground at New Orleauns,
in thertomdh of her father, Daniel Clark, who
died in 1513, Mrs. Gaines leaves six grand-
children, three being residents of Washington
&ud three at school. Her son and daughter
are dead.

& regular Territorial Government, instead of
the present nondescript arrangement, by which
they are treated at one time ss rliens, at
another as wards with no voice or vote, and
egain a8 subjects of the laws of the United
Btates. For instanee, the Territory has never
Liad a Delegate, as the otber Territories have,
who would be entitled o a seat on the floor of
the House of Representatives and to address
that bLody in the interest of his constituents,
Each of the * Nations” has, instead, sent an
“*Agent” here, who resides in Washington dar-
ing the sessions of Congress, and looks after
bis pecple’'s interests. His duties are not so
onerous but that he has a great desal of time to
devots to salooning, billiard-playing, and other

enticing occupations that make Washington so ’ ceive the same treatment and ba afforded equal

attractive to a certain class of men.
Agents are elected by the direct votes of their
constituencies, and the office is the most desir-
able one in the “Nation,” there is alwaysa
sharpstrife among the different candidates, and
frequently bloodshed results. The reform that
many of the better class of Indians are now
advocating is the election of a regular Delegate
to represent the whole Territory. 'There was
a meeting in this city last week of the Na-
tional Board of Indian Commissioners and the
Indian Rights Association, at which speeches
were made by Senator Dawes, Representatives
Chace, Stevens and Jones, President Gates, of
Rutger's College ; Dr. Spinning, and 'OEIH'FS.
RReanlutions were :!n'lwp!-;xl to the effect that the
solution of the Indian problem is to be found
in the abolition of the tribal eystem, the allot-
ment of the lands in severalty. and the admis-
sion of Indians to the full rights of citizenship.
The necessity of putting into operation imme-
diately a comprehensive system of edneation
for all Indians was urged upen Congress, and
it was recommended that the unpaid balance
due the Indians under varions freaties be ex-
pended by the Government within the next
three years in the estublishmentof new schools
like those at Hampton and Carlisle. There
was approval expressed of the appropriation by
Congress of money to pay practi al farmers to
teach the Indians agriculture,
of the Iands in severalty will make the Indians
all guite rich.

Of many of the tribes the members are so
little known that no estimate is given, but it
is preity certain that each Indian wonld have
something like a mile square, or 610 acres, if
the lands were divided. This, too, is as fine
goil as the sun shines upon. In addition are
the large sumsof money which the United
States holds in trust for the tribes.

WASHINGTON'S NEW PENSION AGENT.

The President has appointed Mr. Sydney L.
Wilson, of New York, Pension Agent in this
city, in place of Maj. Theophilus Gaines, of West
Virginia, who was appointed by President
Hayes in 1350. The pension agency in this
city is one of unusual importance on account
of the large number of pensioners here in the
Departments, The disbursements reach be-
tween $3.500,000 and £4,000,000 cach year, and
some 2,200 pensioners are enrolled on the books
of thé office. The salary is $1,000 a year, with
fees amounting to a little over 310,000 yearly.
All the clerk hire, stationery, and other ex-
penses of the office, save rent, fuel and gas,
have to be paid out of the fees.

FRED. DOUGLASS,
