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HEADQUARTERS BULLETIN.

Gen. Kountz’s Movements—Hearty Reeeption in
New Yok, Brooklyn. Trenton and Wilmington,

TorLepo, O, Jan. 17, 1855,

Commander-in-Chief Kountz lelt here on the
11th on his Eastern tour, and on the tollowing
day reached New York. In the evening, ac-
companied by Ass't Adj't-Gen. Geo. B. Squires,
of the Department of New York, be visited
Farragut Post, No. 75, and was accorded an
enthusiastic welcome by the comrades. Gen.
Konntz's arrival wus a great and most agree-
able surprise to the Post, many of the com-
rades having for the first time the pleasure of
mecting the * Drummer Boy of Shiloh.” After
the instailation Gen. Kowntz made a short ad-
dress, which was fittingly responded to by Post
Commander Robert Heilferty, at the close of
which a vuried musical and literary entertain-
ment followed, and the evening's procecdings
elosed with a danee, which was kept up until
an early hour Toesday morning.

The installation of oflicers of Post 327, of
Brooklyn, was made the occasion of a splendid
entertaininent. and the kuwowledge that a
reception would be tendered to the Com-
mander-in-Chief drew together a very large
aadicnce of both ladies and gentlemen. Tae
pregram was one of unusual excellence, and
consisied of songs, recitations, specches, ete,
The sinzing of Miss Zippora Monteith and Mrs.
Helen Ludinston was one of the principal fea-
turcs of the evening, and the audicnce showed
its appreciation by repeated encores, The
musical part of the program was under the
direction of Comrade Henry Camp, who showed
in 2 marked manner his ability to conduct the
art assigned to hiseare.

Saturday afternoon found the weary bat en-

Death of Schuyler Colfax,

Hon. Schuyler Colfux died of heart disease
on the morning of the 13th inst., at the Omaho
depot in Mankato, Minn, It was a bitterly
cold morning, the thermometer being 30 de-
grees below zero, and it 18 supposed a rapid
wilk of three-fourths of a mile, and the subse-
quent heat in the depot, brought on the futal
attnek, Mr. Colfax was born in New York
City March 23, 1823, some months after the
death of Lis father. Alter 10 years of widow-
hood, Mrs. Colfax remarried, and shortly after-
wards the family moved to New Carlisle. Ind.,
where Schuyler beeame a clerk in a grocery
store. In 1841 his steplather, Mr. Matthews,
wis elected County Auditor, and Schuyler was
appointed bisdeputy and commenced the study
of law. MHe had also the position as Senate
reporter for the Indianapolis State Journal, after
holding which for two years he founded the
St Joseph Valley Register.  In polities the paper
supported the Whig party, and in 1843 he was
sent as a delegate to the Whig National Con-
vention at Philadelphia. In 1850 he first be-
came prominent as an auti-slavery man, voting
and speaking in the Indiana State Constitu-
tional Convention against the eluuse prohibit-
ing free colored porsons from entering the
State. In 1551 he was a candidate for Con-
gress, and was defeated by a very small major-
ity, although his district was strongly Demo-
eratic. Two years later he was clected to
Congress by the newly-formed Republican
party, and was re-clected for six successive
terms.  In 1856 he was one of Mr. Fremont's
strongest supporters for the Presidency, and
during the canvass his speech against slavery
and the aggressions of the slaveholding aris-
tocracy attracted a great deal of attention, and
was circnlated to the extent of more than
500,000 copies.  In 1563 he was elected Speaker
of the Thirty-eighth Congress, and was re-
eleeted in 18565, and again in 1567, In 1565 he
wis nominated. for Viee-President with Gen.
Grant as candidate for President.  In 1572 he
was again a candidate for re-nomination as
Vice-I'resident, but was defeated hy Henry
Wilson, of Massachusetts,  Im 1873 Mr, Colfax
was implicated in the Credit-Mobilier, and was
repeatedly examined by investigating commit-
tees, and an effort was made to hmpeach him,
but in Feb., 1873, the Judicinry Committee of
the Honse of Representatives submitted a re-
port®declaring that there was no ground for
Mr. Colfax’s impeachment, inasimuch as the
alleged offense of bribe-taking, if eommitted at
all, had been commitled belore he became
Vice-President.  After his reltirement in 1-73
he took no active part in politics, and for the
last few years oceupied himself with leeturing,

The funeral of Mr. Colfux took place at
South Dend, Ind., on Satarday last.

To make the seeno still
more interesting, a German washerwoman, who
had lost §300 by the failure of the bank, appeared
on the ground carrying a noose in her hand,
and expressed her intention of inflicting capi-
tal punishment on Bradner. The erowd was
finally dispersed, and the frightened bank
manager escorted to his residence by the police,

An Interesting Experiment.

The German War Department is trying a
new experiment at Munster, Westphalia. A
special company, under a separate command,
has been selected from the regiment of soldiers
stationed there, for the purpose of testing the
new diet to be given the men during a fort-
pight, within which time they are to go fully
equipped for six hours daily through a regular
ficld-service exercise.
