will not stay indoors when anything
of interest is happening on the streets; and this
determination of their?, not to miss anything
that is going on, was never better illustrated
than on last Saturday. Although the thcr-xnottii- cr

was down to zero, and a stiff north-
erly breeze blowing, thousands of people turned
out of their comfortable homes lo witness the
procession and stand on the crowded sidewalks

if anything could be worth such a sacrifice of
comfort, the procc-ioi- i which formed at the
Monument and marched down Pennsylvania
avenue to the Capitol certainly was.

The Monument, ami tho dedication proceedings
were opened by Senator Sherman, who made
sn addiess, which was received with as much
enthusiasm as people half frozen were capable
.f showing. At the conclusion of the Senator's

address tho Marino Band struck up a lively
piece of music, which could just bo heard above
the chattering of teeth aud the stamping of the
shivering crowd.

The Masonic ceremonies then took place,
after which President Arthur made an address,
which was greeted with hearty cheers. The

for tho procession was then given, the
vyops wheeled into line, and with Gen. Phil

mounted on a superb black horse, in
front, took up their march to the Capilol. Tirst,
iho Regulars, then the Ancient and Honorable
Artillery Company of Boston, which presented
u splendid appearance. Following tbo Ancients
osme tho. Governor's- - Foot Guard of Connecti-
cut, an organization which dates from li l. In
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their continental uniform, aud preceded-b-y a
regular baud, they
attracted a good deal of attention, and carried
tho mind back to the days of old Israel
Putnam and Bunker Hill. Tho German
Fusiliers, of Charleston, S. C, and tho
Richmond Light Infantry Blues, of Virginia,
presented a splendid appearance, a3 did onr
local military companies. The Lawrence Light
Guards, of Med ford. Mass.. the Detroit (Mich.)
Light Infantry, and the Alexandria In fail try,
wero also notable features of the procession.
The Union Veteran Corps was out in force, and
all the District Posts, together with George
Washington Post, No. 103, of Now York, were
in Hue.

AT TJin CAPITOL.

In the Hall of the House of Representatives
theSenatorsandMemberswcrc assembled. The
desks aud scats had been removed, thus making
room for more than double thennmber of persons
the Hall usually accommodates. In front of the
Speaker's stand sat President Arthur, with Mr.
McCulloch on his right and Mr. Frelinghuysen
on his left, the older Members of the Cabinet
sitting near.

Mr. Winthrop's oration fnlly citne up to the
high standard predicted for it, its closing para-
graph referring to the Monument being partic-
ularly worthy of note :

The storms of Winter must blow and beat upon
it. The action of the elements inubt soil and dis-
color it. Tho lightnings of Heaven may scar and
blacken it. An earthquake may blmke its founda-
tions. Some mighty tornado, or resistless cyclone,
ninyrend its massive blocks asunder and burl huge
fragments to the ground. JJut the character which
it comtncmuraU'snnd illustrates i. It will
remain uncliangcd and unchangeable in all itscon-Mimma- tc

purity and bplcndor. nnd will more and
more command the homage of (succeeding ages in
all regions of the earth.

Mr. Daniel's oration was also a fine effort,
and he was interrupted repeatedly by bursts
ofapplausc At the close of the address the
benediction was pronounced by tho Chaplain,
tho Speaker called the House to order, and that
body adjourned at 5:45.

NOTES.
In the evening the citizens and visitors wit-

nessed a protcehnie display, which for grandeur
probably surpassed anything of the kind ever
seen here, and was a fitting finish to one of the
most interesting occasions in the history of our
country.

The one sad feature of tho dedication of tho
Monument was the death of Mr. Francis S.
Drake, a well-know- n literary man of Boston,
Mass., who came to this city :is a member of
the Boston Light Guards to attend tho dedica-
tion ceremonies, and dropped dead in the Tre-rno- nt

House on Sunday night. Mr. Drake was
a member of tho Light Guards in 18 IS, when
that corps cscoitcd 3Er. Winthrop to this city
on the occasion of the laying of the corner-
stone of the Monument.

dkatii of ui:.v. Horace capron.
Gen. Horace Capron died at the Portland,

this city, on Sunday night, after a very brief
illness. He attended the dedication ceremonies
at the"Vashington Monument on Saturday and
contracted a severe cold. Ho was bom Aug. A,

1804, at Attleboro', Mass. When a young man
ho settled at Laurel, Md., and lived there a
number of years, being largely interested in
factories theie. He also owned a farm in,the
vicinity, which was quite famous for the excel-
lent manner in which it was conducted. ''He
commanded, the Laurel militia rompany which.
took part m the ceremonies of laying the cor-nor-sto-no

of the Washington 3Io:iumcnt. Ho
subsequently removed to Illinois, and in Jan-
uary, 1SG3, was commissioned Lieutenant-Colon- el

of the 14th 111. Cav., and a month or so
later was promoted to the Colonelcy. He par-
ticipated in nearly every battlo of tho cam-
paign of East Tennessee, aud was in active ser-
vice with the army of Gen. Sherman, partici-
pating in all the battles of that memorable
campaign to the taking of Atlanta, when Col.
Capron furnished tho advance guard of tho
Twentieth Corps from his old regiment, driving
the enemy's cavalry through tho city. He was
with Gcu. Stoncman at the time of the capture
of that olliecr, but with 300 men he cut through
the lines of the enemy, and succeeded in reach-
ing the Federal lines after a six days' fight. Ho
subsequently rt udcred good service under Gon.
Thomas in the campaign against Gen. Hood.
After the relief of Nashville he tendered his
resignation ou account of disability.

-. SLOCCM AND THE GRANT BILL.

A National Tribune man asked Gen. Slo-en- m

if it-w- as true, as published, that ho would
.join Gen. Rosecraus in opposition lo tho bill
known as the "Edmuuds measure" to place
Gen. Grant on the retired list.

" No, sir," was the emphatic reply.
"Has not your position in relation to tho

matter of the retirement of Gen. Graut boon
very greatly n. .'understood Y"

'"I am sorry to say it has. No man has been
more earnest in his desire to sec Gen. Grant
placed upon the retired list than myself. I
was instructed by tho Military Committee to
call up the original bill, and when requested by
anumberof Republicans to substitute incomer,
showed them to thoirentirosatisfaclion I could
not do it. I am of the opinion that had not tho
second bill been introduced Gen. Grant would
have been on tho retired list three weeks ago.

If the measure known as the Edmunds measure
comes before the House I shall vote for it, not-

withstanding I consider it a now and danger-
ous method 6f legislation. Tho President could
as easily, under the wording of that bill, nomi-

nate any ouo else as Gen. Grant. It
lias hcen'shown that the grounds upon which
the Prcsidcut vetoed the bill for the relief of
Gen. Fitz-Joh- n Porter were erroneous, aud
were no infringment upon the prerogative of
thePrcsident. ' Both bills,vsays the President,
' mav,' not must, put ou tho retired list the
person designated. Mr. Arthur has signed
three bills of the same purport as thoFitz-.Toh- n

Porter bill, which he vetoed. Tho passage of
the Grant bill would have given him an oppo-
rtunity to reverse his judgment on the Porter
bill, and if he had exercised his usual good
judgment he would have dono it. President
Cleveland, however, will do justice to tho
claims of both of these distinguished soldieis.
I cannot think the 'Edmunds measure will
pass the House, but sincerely hope it will on
account of Gen. Grant, who ought to bo placed
ou the retired list without delay."

Comrade Ilealc Heard From.

1 have stated facts aud cited my authority;
tho only way to disprove those facts is by
breaking down the authority for them.

Mr. Barlow's regiment, tho 157th N. Y was
in Von Arus'uerg's Brigade of Schurz's Division.
Sch tint being temporarily in command of the
corps, the division on July 1, 1SG3, was com-

manded by Schiinuielpfennig. It was on tho
left of the Eleventh Corps line, Von Arnsbcrg's
Brigado being cxtremo leftof tho division,
and nearest to the First Corps.

Now, Gen. Howard, iu tho Atlantic Monthly
for July, 187b", page 53, says of tins division:
"Soon the division of tho Eleventh Corps
nearest Doublcday was flying to the shelter of
the town, 'the enemy pressing through tho in-

terval. Of course Robinson and Wadsworth
First Corps had to give way."

Lr'dfczcribing tho rctrcsit'Gen. Howard, on
the same page, says: "Schimmelpfonnig, the
commander of tho leading division, lost his
way, and hid himself among some piles of lum-
ber, and did not succeed in'joiniug his com-

mand until after tho battle of the third day.
I received tho first regiment arriving. Its
Colonel, Von Arnsberg, seemed at tho time ut-

terly crestfallen and broken."
Mr. Barlow will please note that, on author-

ity of Gen. Howard, the division to which tho
157th N. Y. belonged was tho first to give
way led tho retreat, and that his own brigade
outstripped tho balance of tho division in
celerity of retrograde movement. Surely Mr.
Barlow will not question tho authority of his
corps commander.

Mr. Barlow cites "Bachelder's Map." I sup-
pose he refers to the official maps issued by tho
War Department. Theso wero carefully pre-

pared by the U.S. engineers from accurate sur-
veys, and are believed to correctly show the
topography of the field. Themarkings in blue
and red of positions of regiments arc by Mr. J.
B. Bachelder, and iu some cases are known to
be in error. Yet even this map contradicts
Mr. Barlow, for I fail to find four Confederate
brigades "on the flank of Barlow's Division,"
or " in tho rear of our men." I do find Hays's
aud Hoke's Brigades, marked 3:15 p. m., but at
that hour the brigade to which Mr. Barlow be-

longed had long passed that point. I also find
a small line in edge of the, town, marked "Por-
tions of First and Third Divisions, Eleventh
Corps, 3:45 p. m.," which 1 infer were troops
unable to overtake Von Arnsbcrg's Brigade.
Mr. Barlow's "four" brigades must be kin to
FalslafFs "four rogues in buckram."

Mr. Barlow must have examined tho wrong
map, for on my map of tho first day I find no
trace of "that rebel battery close under the
hill, and uearly in the rear of Robinson (of the
First Corps)."

As to the artillery, I again cite Gen. Howard
(Atlantic, p. 50) : "A sad complaint came from
Gen. Buford that our shots fell short, and only
reached his line. Fortunately, nobody on our
side was killed by this fire."

In conclusion, 1 would say that I most cheer-
fully invite honest criticism, and will at all
times, as well as I can, give reason for tho faith
that is in me.

To the Editor: In a November number of
your paper appears a communication in rela-
tion to tho death of Gen. Ransom, in which the
statement was mado that tho " 32d 111., Col.
Logan, was detailed to escort tho General to
Rome, Ga." Instead of the 32d 111. it was tho
53d III., Col. J. W. McCltinahan commanding.
Col. McClanahan and many of tho officers of
the 53d had formerly belonged to the 11th 111.,
tho General's old regiment, and because of this
acquaintance of long standing tho General de-

sired that regiment to accompany him. Wo
left Gaylesville, Ala., Friday morning, Sept.
28, 6:30 a. in. Tho second day about noon,
when six miles from Rome, tho General became
much worse. Being near a farm house, I rodo
up and asked tho privilege of letting a sick
officer rest there a while, which request was at
first refused, but iu a few minutes granted. As
honoured his end hespoko to hisAid-de-Cani- p,

saying: "Tell my mother I do not fear death,
as I have faced it many times on the battle-
field; but 1 would like to have lived to see her
once more." Soon after lio mado a motion to
bo raised up. Surgeon Welch, of tho 53d,
stepped to tho head of tho bed, and passing his
hands under the head and shoulders of the
General, raised him up, and thus he died Sept.
20, 1801, at tho farm house of James Borryhill,
six miles north of Rome, Ga. " Z."

To Tnn Editor : In Tiik Trieunk of tho 8th

inst. I noticed a communication from Wm. M.
Davis, Co. I, 4th Minn., in which ho intimates
that the 12th Wis. battery was not iu the tight at
Iuka. As I was the First Sergeant of that bat-
tery at tho time, I will give Comnido Davis a
true statement of the facts, not for tho purpose
of getting into a discussion with an old com-
rade, but to prevent any errors from getting
into history. Tho first section of the battery,
supported by tho 10th Iowa, was on tho left of
that gallant old 4th Minn., and when tho 4th
and tho other regiments to our right wero
forced back, wo held our ground, successfully
repelling threo charges from a wholo brigade,
known as " Wall's Texas Legion." When the
Colonel of the 10th Iowa discovered the lino on
our right falling back, ho rodo up to mo aud
said: "I have been examining the timber back
here, and find you can get through with your
men and horses, but will havo to leavo your
guns."

I quickly replied: "I don't propose to leave
any guns if 3011 will stay with inc."

I will never forgot "tho expression of tho
Colonel's conntcnauco at tho moment. As I
remember him, he was rather a small German,
and spoke broken English. As soon as I had
spoken to him, he raised his sword, and while
his eyes fairly sparkled, ho shouted : " I stay
mid you ! I slaj mid you ! " Stay we did, and
held our position until tho fight was over.

As I remember the ground, tho 10th Iowa
aud our battery were in an old field, whilo tho
lino to our right was iu thick timber. This
will probably account for Comrade Davis not
seeing any troops to his left.

I cannot say if Comrade Davis is correct as lo
the regiments engaged, but I think tho divis-
ion commanded at Iuka and at Corinth by
Gen. C. S. Hamilton was composed of the nth,
10th, and 17th Iowa, 4Sth aud 59th Ind., 80th
Ohio, 10th Mo., 4th Minn., and 50th 111., with
the 6th and 12th Wis. batteries. Tho division
was afterwards commanded by Gen. Quinby,
aud nt times embraced, in addition to tho
above, the 72d and "93d III. and tho 18th Wis.,
the last two regiments being with us at Alla-toon- a,

Ga., tvhero wo first heard tho cry of
"Hold tho Fort, for I am Coming."

I frequently see in articles ou the,war the
expression "grape and canister." As "grapo"
is never used in Cold artillery, the expression
should bo simply " canister." Would it not bo
a good idea for The Tjuhuxk to scratch out
the words "grape and" in all future commu-
nications, so as to be correct?

Who Planted the ring nt JackNon.
To toe Editor: In your issue of tho 22d

"A Member of Co. D, 10th Mo.," takes issue
with me, not as to tho main fact as to who
planted tho flag, but to my statement that I
was iu command of tho skirmish lino in front
of our division. Now, ho is correct, probably;
and I havo no doubt that Cupt Gilchrist did
command tho line of skirmishers in front of his
brigade (the Second); but it is also equally true
that I commanded Co. H, 4th Minn., which was
deployed iu front of tho First Brigade and of
our own regiment. Our companies wero each
commanded by their own ollicers, and went in
on their own hook, and reported only to the
commanders of their own rcgimonfs. I know
that there was a company 011 our right from
tho ISth Wis. (Col. Bouck), aud that tlioro was
a battery of artillery in tho road on our left,
and think perhaps that they did charge with
tho infautry, but did uot go into tho works
with tho skirmish-lino- . But I think tho 10th
Mo. comrade is mistaken in tho number of tho
other Missouri regiment. I think that it was
the 20th Mo., instead of tho 21th, as ho states
that was in his brigade. I do not, and did not,
intend tolaim the honor of being in command
of tho whole skirmish line in front of our divis-
ion, but only of my own company.

Ho gives a good, and I believo correct, ver-
sion of tho capture of Jackson in May (IGth, I
think), but some who havo tried to claim tho
honor of planting tho flag get the two battles of
Jackson mixed; as a member of tho .'55th Mass.
claims that they put up a flag boforo daylight
of tho day of tho capture (probably alluding to
the July 11 capture); for tho 35th Mass., I do
not lhink,wasatthcfirstcapturo(iii May) at all.
We each of us see what happens before our own
regiments and brigades, and know that liko a
book, but don't always know what other bri-
gades, regiments and divisions aro doing at the
same time, especially if it was hot in front.

But it is a settled fact that tho flag of the.
59th Ind. was the first flag hoisted over tho
court-hous- o at the time of tho first capture, in
May, aud "don't you forget it."

I wish the correspondent from tho 10th Mo.
would give us more sketches, as ho does it well.
Can't ho toll us about raiding sutlers' touts at
Iuka, Stovensou and Bridgeport? And you
can bet your lifo that wo-al- l lovo to hear from
any of our old comrades of tho march around
Vicksburg, for they covered themselves with
glory there.

The First at Chickm-iuuga- .

To the Editor: About Nov. 25, 1881, I
wrote a lino to TheTriruxe claiming for Gen.
Croxton's Brigade of Brauuan's Division tho
honor of opening tho battle of Chickamaugn
Sept. 19, 1803. Since then I have seen in "Con-
densed Letters" Serg't Wilhido's (Co. E,
72d Ind.) claim that Co. A of that regi-
ment opened tho battle. (I think that Wilhido
should bo Wilhito.) Since his letter I have
read tho history of tho 72d Ind., by Serg't B.F.
Magce, an old acquaiutanco of mine, and from
it presumo I am in possession of tho facts
upon which Serg't Wilhito founds his claim, as
Serg't Mageo makes the same claim iu his his-
tory. Now, I presume there will bo no denial
that Gen. Croxton's Brigade opened tho fight
on tho morning of tho 19th of September ; nor
do I presumo that anyone will deny that Wild-er'- s

Brigade, of which tho 72d Ind. was a part,
and Miuty's Brigade, in the same division with
Wilder, had a sharp skirmish with tho enemy
along Chickamauga Creek, at or near Alexan-
der's bridge, in tho forenoon of Sept. 18. This
much is admitted. Thero is no pretension
whatever on iho part of Serg't Mageo, in his
historyof thc72dlnd., that his regiment opened
the fight on tho 19th ; their claim beiug that tho
battle of Chickamauga opened with their little

I skirmish on tho 18th of September.
1 therefore conclude that tho only contro-

versy in this matter will bo: Did tho battlo of
Chickamauga begin on tho 18th or 19th of Sep-
tember? If on the 18th of September, then
why not on tho 10th of September, when Nog-ley- 's

entire brigade met tho enemy at Dug
Gap? From that date on until tho battlo proper
tho Fonrtoonth Corps skirmished every day
with the enemy, and each was as much tho
openiug of that sanguinary battlo as was the

Various Famous Structured' v
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skirmish of tho 72d Ind. on tho 18th at Alex-
ander's bridge. Whyj-i- fact, Wildcr's Brigado
was engaged in a much harder fight at Rock
Springs on Sept. 11, having by the blunder of
soino ouo got into the rebel linc3 and beyond
support. Whilo I would not take away or mar
ouo of tho honors belonging to tho 72d Ind.
M't'd Inf., yet I cannot pass unchallenged tho
statement that they opened the battlo of Chick-
amauga. Gon. Bosecr'ans recognized tho fact
that tho battlo was fought on the 19th and 20th
of September in his report of it; and so did all
the corps, division and brigade commanders.

To Gen. John T. Croxton's Brigade of Bran-nan- 's

Division belongs tho honor of opening
that great battle. Gefi. Croxton's Brigade was
composed of tho 4th and 10th Ky., 10th and.
74th Ind., and tho 14th Ohio. If there is any
dispute as to our claim I am ready to make it
good by going into particulars. More confus-
ion exists to-da- y as to the positions, etc, of tho
Union forces at Chickamauga than of any other
battlo of the war, and if tho opening can bo
definitely settled it may perhaps be the means
of settling other disputed points. Lot us havo
tho correspondence in full.
