When the dis-
l tingunished party arrived the veuerable Judge
was ready with his Bible, cxpecting to be called
on ence more to perform that offico.  When he
| found that the oath bhad been given by Justice
| Field it almost broke the old man's heart. He
[ actually shed tears as he turned sadly away
{ when informed that the service had already
[ been done. Mr, Vilas, when told the ecirenm-
stanees, made haste to ofler an apology, assur-
ing the patriarchal attache of the Department
| that had the matter been explained to him be-
fore, no one should have been permitted to
usurp his place. Buat the Judge refased to be
comforted, The long time had been broken,
and it was impossible now ever to have it
mended.
CHANGING THE TUEEASURY.

Noune of the Departiments except the Treas-
ury require eny further formal ceremony than
| that horetofore described, when * ehnnging

The latter official, and not the Seere-
tary, is the direct custodian of the public
moeney, and his bond presamptively indemni-
fies the Government aguinst loss. A very gen-
eral impression prevaiiz that the present Treas-
urer, A. U, Wyman, will be retained. Should
this be the caze, no count of the money and
Londs in the great vaults will be necessary,
unless the new Seerctary should considerit his
duty to order it, to assure himselfl and the
countiry that the money represented by such
large ficures in the moaetary statements is ac-
taaliy there. If the Treasarer and Assistant
Treasurers—the latter at the sab-Treasuries—
are all changed, there will be the greatest job
of eounting ever attempted in the country, the
amount on hand being now much larger than
hereiofore,

THE LAST COURNT
of the funds in the Treasnry was two or three
vears ago, when Treasurer Gilflilan resigned
and Mr. Wyman was appoieted. This only in-
cluded the money at Washington, and not the
lirge amount2al ftho sub-Treasuries, The work
of verifving the fligures in this instance oc-
cupied nearly five weeks, with half g dozen ox-
pert counters of paper curreney, two weighers
of coin and bullion, aud ten or twelve men to
handle the latter. In zll sach cases the pack-
azes of bills are all connted piees by picece. 1t
is afuct that ladies make the meost expert count-
ers, as to both rapidity and corrcetness. In
six hours a skillful expert can count 40,000
bills, irreepective, of course, of thoir denomina-
tion. This is at the rate of nearly 7,000 an
hour, or more than 160 ¢ach minute, making
no allowancee whatever for r If for this
30 minates be given each day the average will
exceed 120 per mingto, At thaf rate one per-
som would count a million one-dollar bilis in
25 days, five-dollar bills in five days, tens in
two and a half deys, twenties in 8 dayand a
quarter, fifties in half a day,and hundreds in
an heur and s hall,
WEICHING THE RILVER,

The vast quantity of silver coin is verified
by weight. It is usually packed in the vanits
in sacks, each containing $1,000, and weighing
about 71} pounds. One million silver dotlars
weigh abent 72, pounds or 36 tons of 2,000
ponnds. There are nine snb-treazaries, Incated
at New York, Philadelphia, Baltimore, Boston,
Cincinnati, Chicago, St. Louis, New Orleans,
and San Francisco. In the vaults at these
places and at Washington there are in round
numbers 153,500,000 standard silver dollars.
These weigh 5,526 tons, to which may be added
1.050 tons of fractional silver coip and 130 tons
of silver bullion. In weighing the dollars the
scalo is earefully sct at the exact spot at which
1.000 of them should balance. Euch #ack in
turn is then “dumped” in, and if correct is
refiiled and passcd to the other side of the
vault, The “dawmping”—as the Treasury poo-
ple call it—is dous to guard against the possi-
bility of any of the sucks

HAVING BEEN EMPTIED
of their legitimate conlents and filled with
base metal of the proper weight, and thas de-
ceive in case they were weighed “blind.” It
will readily be seen that fo thns examine and
weigh more than 153,000 of these thonsand-
dollar sacks iz a work of no small maguitude.

THE GOLD COIN

is also verified by weight oreater care, il possi-
ble, being taken in weighing and examining it
A million dollars in gold weighs about 4,760
pounds, or more than two and a haif tons. The
Government bas in its well-filled prison $175,-
300,000 in gold coin, weighing 716,000 pounds,
or 358 tous, besides 110 tons of gold bullion.
To make a compliete transfer it would be neces-
gary to count $130,000,000 of paper money, the
speed of which has already been indicated. In
addition to this there would have to be eounted
114,000,600 of paper curreney held in the re-

bonds held to secure the eircalation of the Na-
tional banks of the country. The aggregate of
money and bonds to be connted or weighed is
about 51, 100,000,000, It cannot be dented that
there is some force in the remsrk of the Treas-
ury clerk above guoted, and its das considera-
tion may be fairly commendod 10 the new
hands at the National beilows.

French Chivalry in China,

[ Taiwan Correspondence of The London Times.]

Since the 5th inst, (March) the French have
been constantly engaged in the destruction of
small eralt, not only of juunks from the main-
land, which might be earrving eontraband of
war, but of fishing asd trading crafr, boats car-
rying firewood, dung, peannts and charcoal. In
fact, the hundred and one forms of small eraft
used by the Chinese to gain an honest liveli-
hood have been shot, shelled, blown up, burned,
torpedoed, sunk or seuttled along the coasts,
The survivors of their crews bave been kid-
napped and =sent to Kelung to work the batter-
ies, Wo have seen three mighty ships, among
them the Triomphaute, pursuing a little junk
laden with dried fish, firing big guns and round
after round from the machine giana in the tops
at thoe poor junk-men., Handreds of junks
bave been thus desiroyed, und the groatest
misery has resulted,

Tho Chinese are greatly exasperated, and
their ill-feeling extends to the English, whose
colony of IHong Kong is ailowed to form the
French bise for such warfare. Our position is
rendered extremely dangerons.  Thero is no
word of exaggeration in all this,

The Chinese troops attacked the Franch lines
at Kelung on the 10th ipat., but were n-l-uiu'rd,
Duoring the fight & number of the Kidnapped
bontmen broke loose., Many of them wero shot,
but over CO escaped, and some reached their

homes overiand. Onos of these men was
wounded. Mo says that be was not badly
treated on board of the Feeneh ship, except

that his pig-tail was cui off; but at Kelung the
prisoners were driven like dogs, and made to
carry sand and ecarlh to the batleries. They
received no feod except what the Ansrmese
clivse to give them, and had no water when it
did not rain,

bayonets into them to muke thew move, and if
thiat failed the sufforers wereshot,.
