Looking over the kind letters from the com-
rades we are gratified with a communication
from Comrade H. V. Danieis, A. A. G., Depart-
ment of West Virginia, who expresses his de-
sire to aid in establishing the Woman's Relief
Corps in that Department. He has taken out
an application for a Corps at Martinsburg—De-
partment Headquarters.
