form a panel trimming down tho sides of the
skirt, or suggest a vest on tho basque. Moire
ribbons an inch wide, that are gros grain not
satin on the wrong side, arc clustered together,
showing dull blue, pale pink, and sago green on
a dress of ecru batiste that has borders of South
Kensington embroidery done in crewels of these
inoyenage colors. Inch-wid- e velvet ribbons
form bows on the delicate India silks that have
pale cream-colore- d grounds, with fine thread-
like vines, all over them in thacolors used in
the velvet bows. Thus dull green and pale roso
ribbons are tied together amid jabots of Orien-
tal lace on a cream-tinte- d silk that has a wild-ros- o

vine outlincd-al- l over it.
A more dashing combination has black oval

figures with a scarlet poppy in each as the de-

sign on an ecru foulard, and this is trimmed
with scarlet and black velvet bows laid on ecra
embroidered baptisle. Theso bows aro made
differently for the various parts of the dress ;
thu3 at the throat a single knot of long loop3
is'used, while on the wrists of the same corsage
there are single square bows of four loops and
four forked ends, two of which may be rose-col- or

and two of green. Three sets of long-lopp- ed

bows of thr.ee kinds of ribbons are sus-

pended from straps across tho sido to form a
panel, and vests are made of a succession of
loops in rows and lapping. The dark blue
foulards that are worn every Summer, no mat-
ter what novelties aro brought out, are now
trimmed with ecru embroidery on net placed
down the front of the basque in two revcrs that
slope to a point at the waist, and are,fastcned
there with a bow of blue velvet ribbon, or else
they are held down by a half-be-lt of velvet be-

ginning in the under-ar- m scams, and fastened
in front by an old-silv- er buckle.

MISS PARLOA'S 5IACAROXI.
Recently, before her cooking classes. Miss

Parloa, the famous cookiug instructor, went
through the process of preparing a famous dish,
known as escollopped tongue and macaroni.
For this she used a veal's tongue, which she in-
formed her class could be bought for 12 cents.
It was not pickled, and had been boiled slowly
for three hours and allowed to stand iu tho
water until it was partially cooled. When en-
tirely cold it was sliced in thin slices as for tho
table, and enough to fill a pint measure was
used.

The macaroni was broken into lengths of
three or four inches, and a pint of it was washed
quickly in cold water aud put into a granite-iro- n

saucepan, with plenty of boiling water,
and boiled 20 minutes. The pan must be occa-fiion- ly

shaken to prevent the macaroni from
sticking to the bottom, and it should remain
uncovered to keep it from boiling to pieces.
The sauce was composed of the following in-
gredients: A generous pint of rich stock, two
largo tablespooufuls of butter, two rounded
tablcspoonfuls of flour, one large tablcspoonful
of onion, one level tablespoonful of carrot, one
of celery, a sprig of parsley, a bay leaf, four
whole cloves for a dark- - sauce; for alight sauce
a little mace. The vegetables were cut very
fine with a knife on a board, and with tho but-
ter and other seasonings were put in a frying-pa- n

and cooked slowly 10 minutes. The
pan was then placed on a hotter part of the
stove and the flour added. For a light sauce,
Miss Parloa said, the flour should only be
cooked till it was frothy, but as this was dark
ifc was stirred till the flour began to look a lit-
tle brown, then drawn back to a cooler place
and the cold stock slowly added ; it was sea-
soned with salt and peper, about a half tea-spoonf- ul

of salt, and was then cooked three
minutes and strained.

When the macaroni was done it was tamed
into a colander to drain, after which it was put
in an escallop dish, with the tongue in alternate'
layers, beginning and ending with macaroni,
making three layers of macaroni and two of
meat. The sauce was then poured over, and it
was lightly sprinkled with dried bread-crumb- 3

and baked 20 minutes in a moderate- - oven.
This kind of sauce was also used to make an-
other dish. After it was straiued it was put
into a saucepan aud returned to the stove, and
a pint- - of cold meat (in this case it was also
tongue) was "put into it to heat. Six largo po-

tatoes were boiled 30 minutes, then carefully
mashed, and one-ha- lf cupful of hot milk, one
tablespoonful of butter, aud one even table-epoonf- ul

of salt were added to them, and they
were laid in tho form of a wall on a hot platter,
and the meat and suuee placed in the center.
Any kind of cold meat will answer in prepar-
ing this dish.

Some Practical" Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Readers.

KEEPING BEES.
To maho this spcolal branch of farm Industry

successful in the sense of profit requires that it
be made a specialty, but to satisfy the demands
of tho average farmer's family for honey for
domestic use does not require a very great ex-

penditure of time nor money. All the capital
in tho business is ono or two colonies at tho
start, with a few of tho ed box hives,
as they were called, Tho averago farmer should
avoid any and all of tho modern bee appliances.
These belong to professional apiarians and not
to

The chief design of the farmer in keeping
bees is tho production, at little or no cost, of a
few pounds of honey, to bo enjoyed by the
members of his own household, and so the
increase of colonics is no matter of interest to
him. All that is necessary is to set the hives
containing tho colonics upon somo suitable
frame and await the development of events. If
tho colony is a strong one, early in June it
should throw off a swarm; then it is necessary
to act. Got a table containing a clean spread
and set it near whero the swarm has alighted,
with tho hivo to contain them, and somo blocks
for it to set upon, and then with a knife or saw
carefully cut off the branch containing the
young bees and place it carefully upon tho
table, placing the hive oyer it, and they seldom
fail of going into it. If afraid of tho bees, cover
tho hands with gloves aud tho face and neck
with a vail or netting beforo commencing opera-
tions. Before tho bees start out in tho morning
sot the new hivo where it is to remain through
tho Summer.

Although it may bo called an unmerciful act,
a farmer feols justified, in the Fall, when tho
season is over, in taking a hivo or more, as the
case may bo, and destroying the bees by means
of brimstone, taking tho honey for his uso. By
following this course littlo trouble is occasioned,
and thoso remaining are allowed to remain un-

disturbed through the Winter, which they will
almost always pa in safety without any atten-
tion save removing snow to allow a free passage
of air.

Our
farms need such teams to handlo our heavy
farm machinery; our manufacturers are not
half suppliod with them yot, aud when our.
homo demand is supplied, all Europe will take
our surplus at such prices as will soon pay us
back the money tbatwc have so liberally paid
them for their breeding horses to stock up with.
Our importers aro nbw bringing more mares
and wo are raising as good full bloods here as
in Europe, but wo want more of them. Ex-

TREATMENT OF MILCH COWS.

Some cows hold up their milk when things
do not exactly suit 'them. Treat such cows
gently; divert their attention by a lick of food
of somo kind, or'by -- patting aud talking qui-
etly and pleasantly to thorn. A cow that is
properly treated likes to be milked by a person
who knows how to milk. If a cow is irritated
on account of her calf, or from fright, or any
other canse that disturbs her comfort and ruf-
fles her nerves, sho may hold up her milk, but
gentle and kindly treatment will soon over-
come it, while if 'tho milker loses temper and
patience tho matter is, only made worso.

CARE OF MANURE.
, Fallen leaves, dcrftl' animals, slops from the,

houso often lost in jtho drain, dry muck, the
urine of tho stable, night soil, turf, leaves
from hedge-row- s, aro all matter for deposit in
the compost heap, which passes them through
its laboratory and converts thorn into what is
as good as ready money for uso in tho field aud
garden. All of theso should-be-deposi- ts are
often wasted, and tho farmer, in place of them,
spends his hard-earne- d incomo for chemical fer-
tilizers, which arc well enough in their place,
but not economical until all tho homo resources
aro exhausted. American Home

TEEDING fOWLS TOO RAPIDLY.
Unless fowls aro fattening they should not

havo food constantly within reach. Giving
them only what thoy will eat up clean and
slowly, so thoy will not gorge themselves, is
tho best practice Iu sholling an car of corn
by baud it is not apt to be given too rapidly
.where thero are many fowls. But if a quantity
of corn or wheat is to bo fed at once, it should
bo scattered among clean, dry straw, and the
fowls be compelled to scratch for it. The exer-
cise thus given will provent fattening and
pronioto laying.

ABOUT DUCKS.
Although ducks can be profitably raised

without much water to swim in, yot thoy will
do much better if thoy can have daily access
to a stream or pond, which latter will also result
in a saving of food, care aud labor. As soon as
the ducks begin io lay, the eggs should be
gathered overy morning and put away until a
broody hen is secured to sit on them. When
hatched, givo tho ducklings crumbled bread
soaked iu milk. Continuo this, with change
of johnny-cak- e, oatmeal, barley meal, and occa
sional messes of boiled potatoes and cut vegeta-- "
bles. Do not allow thom to frequent streams
or ponds until they are almost half grown.

SELECTING BREEDING 80WS.
Before boginniug to feed heavily, the sows

intended to bo kept for breeders should be
separated from tho rest and given plenty of
nourishing but not fattening food. Select thoso
with long, straight backs, and be sure that
they have at least 10 or 12 tcata. Sows will
sometimes havo more pigs than teats, remind-
ing ono of tho Government after a Presidential
election, when there aro more hungry patriots
than offices.

N0TELET3.
Incoming cows should have a limited diet

of dry hay, with a little bran, for a few woekB
previous to calving.

The beds and, banks of streamB maybe
profitably utilized by sprinkling a littlo water-
cress. It will flourish for years, is always a
good crop to market, is ono of tho earliest
Spring salads, and tho demand for it is increas-
ing.

PENSIONS.
Southern Feeling Regarding Them.

To the Editor: The morning after the
inauguration of Cleveland, the Dispatch, of this
city, gave utterance to tho following:

UNJUST TAXES.
Sixty millions of dollars appropriated to pensions I

What docs that mean? It means a constant stream,
of money flowing out of the South into the North.
It means that the South is an Ireland so far as what
we may call "absenteeism" is concerned. In the
case of Ireland, the money derived from the rent of
lauds is sent out of the country to be expended else-
where by the rich owners; and thus the Emerald
Isle is kept poor. In the case of the Southern
United States the money is derived from taxes in-
stead of rents, but to be expended it is sent out of
the section where the taxes aro collected. For-
tunately the Southern Slates are so rich in natural
advantages that it would he next to impossible to
make an Ireland of them. They produce so much
of cotton and tobacco and other exportable articles,
nnd draw so many hundreds of millions of dollars
into their section from abroad, that even an unre-turni- ng

outflow of CO millions of dollars a year
cannot impoverish them. It is to be hoped that
the annual outlay for pensions will be, as the pas-
sage of timo requires ft should be, a constantly di-
minishing total.

Let tho Union soldiers who, le3 than ono
short year ago, gavo liberally of their means to
erect a home for disabled. Confederate veterans,
read carefully tho above article.and see if they
do not discover in it good ground for refusing
further contributions on any account to such
a people. "It is to be hoped," says the Dispatch,
" that the annual outlay icill le, as the passage of
time requires it should be, a constantly diminishing
total." Here we have a leading Southern jour-
nal in favor of increasing the death rate of our
pensioners, many of whom would not now be
receiving pensions bad it not been for the bar-
barous treatment they met at the hands of such
men as control the columns of the Dispatch, in
the prison hells of the South. Perhaps it is
fortunate for these wards of the Nation that
their "constantly diminishing total" is beyond
tho reach of the Dispatclt and the Southern
press-generall- for there is no knowing what
might happen tho pensioners should the advice
from this source be heeded.

Tho writer of this has rendered considerable
service in the upbuilding of fraternal sentiment
between the two great sections of our common
country through the brave men who, during
four long years, withstood each other in deadly
conflict, and whilst this era of good feeling
should continuo, there is little hope that it will
if tho South is to make war upon the men who
put down theTebellion. We were told that after ,

the 4th of March, loo5, we would be again one
people. It would seem that this prediction is
true only in part (the Southern part). A
