Sugzested by her Lecture.

In June, 1853, Miss FElizabeth Clevelan
present mistress of the White House, deli
an address before the Elmira, N. Y., Female
College, which the Preshyterian Ervangelist pro-
nounced “ great,”"—a deserved compliment to
an excellent woman., It was entitied “Altru-
istie Faith,” and for her illustration she took

You will have mach
bunger and thirst, will erave affection when
the bloom of youth is supplanted by the ashen
hue of age; will ery aloud lor heip in infirmi-
ties, must needs come, because those on whom
women rely, theuzh themselves powerless to
relieve them of their intolerable aches, pains,
prostrations, sleepless vights of agony, and days
of distress,—becanse of the narrmwuness of their
code and the selfishness of their purpose,—re-
strain them from resorting to those agencies
which may lilt women to a plane of greater
usefulness, and to a nebler life.

Miny & woman lacks the faith of Chedidja.

* Resolved, That to this younger crganization we
extend a hearty welcome, und we pledge our effor:s
in words and deeds towards building up and ex-
tending its wembership and influence,

*Resolved, That our National Delezstes be and
hereby ure requested to cast their voles and n=a
their influenee towards securing for the Sons this
full inilorsement and recoguition which they merit,™

Tisis uflicial recognition leads us to anticipate liko
favorabie action fromn the National Encamprmeent,
which wiil convene in Purtland, Me., in June next,
at which this Grand Division will be suilably rep-
resented,

I1. The Commandery-in-Chief has prepared forms
for Division charters, as provided by ihe laws of
the Orcder, und the same will be granted to duly
organized Divisions on appiicalion at these Heai-
quarters, accompanied with the fee of §10. Divisions
working without charters willi not be recognized
after their next annual session, to be heid between
May 1 and June 15, 1545,

11I. Dro. E, K. Gould, of Rockland, Me., has pre-
pared a * Sons of Vetermns’ Guide™ (price 10 cents),
containinz a digest of instructions apwniieable to
Camp oilicers sud a compilation of twines suited to
the needs of the Order, This manual is commended
to the brothers us supplying the essential military
instruction required by the revised ritual at & min -
mwum cost. Where adopted in this Grand Division
it will be modified as foliows:

1. Salutes wiih the colors will only be nsed in
rendeding honors to odicers of our Order, the
G. AR, the Army, Navy, Murine Ceorps, the Presi.
dent of the United States, Governors of States, ete.,
holding rank assimilating to Bogadier-General or
higher, Indiseriminate salutes by dropping the
colurs are prohibited.

2. Division and Gran<d Division officers, in their
official capacity, and as guests, wiil be reccived
with due honors, and wiil mareh in rear of tho
Camp acting as= ¢scort, or, preferrediy, between the
platoons of the Camp. When in command they
will take position prescribed for their rank by
Upton’s Tiectics, Unoffially, when parading with
their own Camp, they may be placed as ordinary
Camp members, or treated as preseribed for guesta,

THE SOLDIERS HOMES.

An Explanation by an Inmate,
To THE Eprror: Early in Febrnary I sent
you a small squib regarding the system of gov-
ernment of Soldiers’ Homes, their strict mili-

tary discipline, probable number of inmates st
the National Military Home, Dayton, O, ete.

Instead of publishing the letter, which I ae-
knowledgze was severe, yet true to the letter,
you suy in your issue of Feb. 27: “Karl eriti-
cizes sharply the munagement of the Soldiers’
Home at Daytou, O. He thinks the military
discipline is too strict. He says the Home has
pow about 4,500 inmates, of whom 250 have to
sleep on the floor for lack of aceommodations.”

Now, 1 did not criticize the management of
the Dayton Home, and this publication has
caused me to be discharged therefrom, or rather
has, as I believe, furnished the pretext for so
doing.

Will you be kind enongh to call attention to
the matter, diselaiming any such meaning on
my part? My object was to inform those con-
templating becoming inmates that while these
Homes had the name of being what was in-
tended by Congress, the monolony and promis-
enous mixing of the members soon brought on
eunui, snd made the men far from contented
or happy;: this being azgravated by tho strict
enforcement of military discipline. I had mo
thongzht or intent of blaming the management,
who are simply foilowing out the Rules and
Articles of Wur as the act preseribed.

The resuit bears hard npon me, as I was illy
prepared for banishment on this account.—
