BOUTHWESTERN OREGON,

The best general letter comes from our Ore-
gon correspondent, who, through the Club, has
been conducting a large correspondence and
now comes forward with a graphic deseription
of Southwestern Oregon aund its advantages,
climatic, agricultural, and so on. Frank will
be welcoined as an old requaintance.

Friexts o THE CLun: This is known as South-
wesiern Uregon. The Coquiile River rises in the
Coast Bange Mountains and flows west, through
the central part of Coos County, into the Pacilic
Ocean. The country is rough and broken. The
hills are covered with a dense growth of fir aud
cedar timber. while the river boutoms produce
white waple, ash, myrte and alder trees in sbun-
dance. The Coguille River is naviguble 40 miles
from its mouth, and the valley exicuds along its
tributaries for 55 or 40 miles farther. The main
valley will average shout three miles in widih,
wlile the river boltoms above the head of naviga-

tivn are from one-balfl o 8 mile in width,
A part of Uie wvalley is covered with
swamp land, most of which is caused by |

beaverdmns or other obstructions in the natural
drains. Most of this lund can be easily drained,
snd will muke the best of farming land. Owing 10
the henvy growth of timber, o great amount of
lubor and meanus must be expended in clearing the
land, in conscqguence of which most of Lhe farms are
emall. The Lill lands when cleared and sown in
tume grass prodace excellent pasture, and, as faras |
tried, good crops of grain have been raised on them, |
The bottom lands produce all kinds of vegetables |
thut can be raised in this lstitude. The average |
yield of whest i= about 30 bushiels per acre, barley |
40, snd vats 5. This country is not adapted 1o the l
cuiture of corn, although us high as 40 bushels per
ncre have beer raised. Lumbering i3 one of the
leading pursuits, while consideruble attention has |
h*_en paiid o salmon fishing, and at Coos Bay coal |
mining is an nnportant business, The climate is
mild and bealitbfal, We have but littie snow and
fromt, and no excessive beat. Mercury seldom rises |
above 55 in Sumuner, or fails below 18”7 above zero ‘
in Winter. In the Winter a great amount of ruin |
falls: but it does not rain steadily all the time, as 8 |
reat many suppose, although enoagh fulls to make
rathier arsagrecable,

There is plenty of vacant Government iand. but
I is mostly among the hills Improved land is
worth from $10 to §0 per acre, snd unimproved
about §5 per uncve, Cyclones, tornadoes and hurri- |
onnes are unkuown. The price of lumber is from
£9 1o §20 per thousand feet. Horses are frow $75 to
£150 per bead, and cows from 20 1o £50. All of the
above prices range necording to guality,

We have gruded schoois st Murshfield, situated on
Coos Bay, andat Coquilie and Myrtie Point, on the
Coquille River, and competent teachiers are em-

oyed in these and most all other schools in the

ounty. There are regular organized churches in
different purts of the country, and religious sery-
are held in nearly every school-house. Wild
E:.me. such as elk, deer, bear, panther, ete., abound |
the mountains. Almost every kind of fruit grown
in the lemperate zone can be raised here. There
are G.AR Posts at Coquille and Marshfield, the |
two largest towns in Coos County,

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FEEDING PIGS DN MILK AND MEAL

In our recent accoput'®f the Massachusetts
Experiment Station «allusion was made to some
experiments which bad bfien carried on during
the past year in feedjpg agimals, Bulletin No,
13, of the station reporisegives detailed state-
ments concerning experiments in the feeding
of two lots of pigs updil eorn meal and skimmed
milk, and corn meal and buttermilk, the

at the college and the station, the buttermilk
from the Amherst creamery. Six Berkshire
pigs were selected and brought from the col-
lege farm, Their weight was from 40 to 50
pounds each. They were kept in separate pens,
each lot having one barrow and twosows. The
former gave the best results in both cases. The
skimmed milk was rated at two cents per gal-
lon, and the buttermilk at 1.37 cents per gal-
lon, the price paid for it at the factory. The
corn meal cost $1.40 per hundred pounds. The
feeding was done three times a day, at 6 o'clock
in the morning, at noon, and at 6 o'clock at
night, one-third of the milk being given at
each feed. At noon no meal was fed, one-half
the allowance of meal being given at each of
the other feedings. Whenever the previous
food was consumed some hours before a suc-
ceeding feeding time, the amount of daily fod-
der was gradually increased. At the beginning
of the experiment abeut two ounces of meal
were fed for each quart of milk, but later three
ounces for every quart. The buttermilk was
doubtless somewhat diluted by the first wash-

ings of the butter, for it showed only 7.2 parts
in 100 of solids, while the skimmed milk con-
tained 9.80 parts of solids in 100 pounds, or
nearly 25 per cent. more, making the values by
analysis correspond fairly with the respective
prices paid. The resnlts, however, show that
the cheaper buttermilk asfed with the corn
meal gave equal inercase in weight, the extra
solids in the skimmed milk not appearing in
the pork. The pigs were fed just four months,
and, although there wus a difference of between
one and two dollars in the cost of food con-
snmed by different animals, and a still greater
corresponding difference in the inerease made,
the difference in results from fedding the two
kinds of milk was a mere fraction. The heav-
iest feed for a week, in any case, was three
pounds of meal and 14} quarts of milk per day,
but this was only reached two wecks by two of
the pigs. The cost of making the dressed pork
from skimmed milk and meal was 5.8 cents per
pound, and from the buttermilk and meal 4.6
cents.—New England Farmer.
KEEPING EGGS.

There are probably a hundred ways suggested
for keeping eggs, but in this conneection we will
remind onur readers that hens will lay without
the presence of cocks, and such eggs, being in-
fertile, will keep three times as long as those
used for hatching purposes. Place the eggs in
a box small enough to be turned over occasion-
ally, such as a soap or a candle-box, or in a bar-
rel, packed in such manner that the barrel can
be rolled one-half ronnd.: It makes but little
difference whether they are packed on sides or
ends. Common salf is excellent as a packing
material, and so is oats, byt the oats should be
well dried. Dry earth, sifted fine, is excellent,
and so ischarcoal flour, Kiln-dried sawdust
will answer, and also finely sifted coal ashes.
We mention these several articles because they
may be adapted to djfferept sections. Place on
the bottom of the box an inch of the packing
material, and then put down a layer of eggs, no
egg touching anothgr, and fill the spaces be-
tween them. Pack tightly till the receptacle
is full, and then press the head close npon the
material, so that the econtents cannot shake.
Now place the box or barrel in a location of
cven temperature, or rather where it will not
be too warm or too cold, hut dry, such as a cel-
lar. Turn the box or barrgl two or three timesa
week, and the eggs shonld keep well for six
monthsor more. The best plan is to pack a dozen
eggs, and open an egg every month, which
will give agood indication of the length of time
they will keep.—Farm and Fireside.

BEE-CULTURE A8 A NATIONAL INDUSTRY.

Among the recent industries of rapid growth
in this country, bee-culture stands prominent.
Of course, as a homely art, bee-keeping is no
modern industry, being as old as history ; but
in its scientific development it is of recent
growth. In these times, when science is prop-
erly taking its place at the helm in all its de-
parments of human industry and activity, it is
not strange that it is promptly assuming the
guidanee of bee-culture. This is a utilitarian
as well as scientifie age, and this is why bee-
culture is being so rapidly developed, for its
extraordinary growth is only in the ratio of its
utility., Though known to commerce for 2,500
years, hitherto it has been followed and known,
in this country at least, principally as a local
industry. But bee-culture, from the soundest
economic considerations, ought undoubtedly to
become a great national industry fostered and
protected by the State. Apiculture is natnrally
a part of and closely allied with agriculture,
inasmuch as the nectar gathered by the one is
immediately derived from the same fields and
forests that yield the abgndaunt ingatherings of
the other. Indeed, the bulk of the honey crop
of this country (which is in round numbers
about 100,000,000 pounds annually) comes from
the bee-keeping which is in connection, more
or less, with farming.— Popular Semi- Monthly.

POULTRY FOR PROFIT.

One of the most valuable resourcs of the farm,
both for profit and manure, is the keeping of
poultry. Buttorealize the most profitable results
the poultry must be kept under the most favor-
able circomstances. Theyshould be kept, lodged
and fed as well and as comfortably as the other
stock ; not as a mere appendage of the house-
keeping, but as a rogular part of the farm busi-
ness, A pasturesuitably inclosed ; aclean, health-
ful and convenient lodging; a distinet separation
of the young chicks and brooding hens, and ap-
propriate arrangements for feeding must be pro-
vided. The fowls should no more have the
range of the fields and garden than sheep or
pigs are permitted to have, and mast be con-
fined to their own proper quarters. When thus
kept the profit from a hen may be quite as
much as that from a sheep, inasmuch as 10
dozen eggs are worth as much as an average
fleece of wool, and eight or ten well-fed chicks
are worth more than one lamb. But one
hen will consume much less than a sheep. This
shows how profitable poultry may be made
with good management.—N. Y. Times.

NOTELETS.

— Mix the droppingsin the poultry-house in
thin alternating layers with road dust, dry,
pulverized loam, dead broken turf, powdered
charcoal, eoal ashes, & other absorbent, and
after some weeks break it up and pulverize it
well. It will then be ready to apply to the
land, and will be beneficial to almost any crop
which needs yard manuré, Iu the absence of
the above absorbents, which should be at least
double it in bulk, scatter it in thin layers with
common manure, in compost heaps or other
manure heaps. E

— A very simple and iwexpensive trap for
destroying rats in thé cellar is made after this
manner: Fill a washitub or'caldron with water
almost to the top, thcn spread wheat bran over
the water to the depth of #n inch. Lay some
bits of boards on two sides, resting the lower
end on the bottom of the tellar, sprinkling a
little bran on them. '

— One of the best'manures for the garden is
made by mixing two bushels of fine bone with
a wagon-load of stable mannure. The bone makes
the manare heat more quitkly, and the man-
ure softens or dissol ves the particles of bone.

— Provide good harness for your horses,
especially the collars, A faulty and poorly-
fitting collar may lose you several days’ work
by one of your best horses. If it can be done, let
the harness-maker take tie size of the horses’
shoulders before making the collar.

— For leaf compost spread 20 bushels of dead
leaves three inchos thick on the ground, then
a bushel of slaked fresh lime, then leaves and
lime several feet high. In some months out it
down and shovel it over. Slake the fresh lime
with salt water. If convenient, add thin layers
of muck.

— A Maine farmer had a tree which gave a
very large crop of very small apples. He thin-
ned the small branches from the outsid: taking
more than half, and thinning the fruit. The
apples became larger and better, and gave as
many hushels as hefore.

— Currant and gooscberry bushes should be

skimmed milk being obtained from the dairies |
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pruned every year. If they are pruned in tree
form they will bear Iarger and finer frait, and
the latter will not be so apt to mildew.

— The killing of sheep by dogs is usually
dono doring the night. To guard against dogs
the sheep should be indueed to come up every
evening to be fed inside of a high inclosure
made of pailings or wire, with an open shed in
tlie center for protection against storms.

— The Southern fruit and vegetable shippers
are mnch exercised over the very late season
canfronting them, as it predicts a very short
and unprofitable interval for reaching the
Northern markets.
