D. M. Frey, Washington, Pa., pre-
sented the monument to the Battlefield Memo-
rial Association, which was received by Col. J.
M. Vanderslice, member of the association.

The Peunsylvania Reserve Association held
a Reunion at Devil’s Den, ex-Gov. A, (!, Curtin
presiding, Addresses were delivered by Capt.
H. 8. Minnigh, who commanded Co. I, Penn-
sylvania Reserves, the only Adams Couuty
Company in this battle; Col. John H. Taggart,
of Philadelphia, and ex-Gov. Curtin. A ban-
quet at Round Top Park followed.

The 4th Pa. held a Reunion in the court
room, with addresses by Rev. Jesse B. Young,
of Harrisburg, and others,

The 45th Pa. had a Reunion at Post No. 9,
Room A, Department Commander Curtin and
Gen. John J. Curtin, of Bellefonte, speaking,

Among the attractions at night was a lectare
by Rev. Jesse B. Young before the Sons of Vet-
crans—sulject, ** Echoe§ from Round Top"—
and a ball in the large r¢freshment tent of Post
201.

The Battleficld Memorial Association held a
long session during the day, at which permission
was unanimously granted the 2d Md. (Confed-
erato) to erect a mopument on Calp’s Hill, on the
grouf of the Assotiation.

At the
business meeting, Gettysburg was selected by a
large majority over Williamsport as the place
for the next Summer camp. The commission
to erect a Pennsylvania Soldiers’ Home met at
the Springs Hotel, Gov. Pattison presiding. No
definite action, however, was taken. Gov. Pat-
tison, the State officers and otherdistinguished
gentlemen reviewed the dress parade. The day
closed with a grand display of fireworks and a
sham battle, participated in by a large nujnber
of men. Gov, Pattison made a speech, which
was heartily applauded by the veterans. ' Gen.
J. A. Beaver followed, urging that the Eneamp-
ment should indorse the Memorial Assogiation’s
action in allowing Confederate monuments to
be placed on the field, saying thaf the war
ended at Appomattox. The speaker/hoped that
every Southern State would makd the appro-
priations necessary to mark the’ positions of
their regiments on the battlefield. ' At the end

It was received by Past Depart-
ment Commander J. M. Vanderslice, of Phila-
delphia, on the part of the association. Exer-
cises were held in the large tent at the camp.
On account of the rain there was no dress pa-
rade. There were fireworks later in the even-
ing, and a concert at the Springs Hotel by
members of the Peabody Institute Orchestra,
followed by a grand ball. At 1 o'clock Friday
the Encampment closed. It was one of the best
attended, most suceessful and interesting in
the history of the Department.

writer, after huving dwelt at some len in de-
scribing the dificrent prisons through which these
men had passed, says: ** From Charleston the boya
were laken to Columbia, S. ©. While on the march
to the camp at Columbin, Capt. H. S. Benner. of
the 10ist, being a Free Mason, obtained recog'nit;on
from two men who lived in that town. They fol-
lowed him to eamp and secured an interview with
him. The pmext day they retarned, brin ing with
them some provisionsand a pair of shoes. shoes
being too small for him, he gave them to Capt.
Compher, who sold them for $50, and with the
money he bought an ax, paying for it the sum of
$50. With this ax two bloodhounds were killed
t{ml. were kept by the rebels near to the camp.
From the camp the prisoners were taken to
the asyvlum in  Columbin, and while cone
fined here Capt. McKage and two other
prisoners composed the song *“ Sherman’s March
to the Sea.” Information of the events thas
were taking place, of battles fought and won
by the Union armies, was given the prisoners
h_r Miss Blount, of Columbia. While here Gen.
Geary made his appearance near the city, OCCUPY-
ing with his artillery the eamp in which the prise
oners had been kept, and when the demand was
wnde for the surrender of the city, the prisoners
were hastily taken to Charlotte and kept under
guard in a cottonfield. In this field was & maple
tree, and the ax that Capt. Compher had purchased,
and which he had managed to keep, was used to
cut this tree down. When it fell Capt. Compher
took a seat on its trunk. While sitting there one of
the men proposed to form a soldiers’ society. The
proposition met with genernl favor, and in order to
get all the men together the ery of * fresh fish »
wns set u{:. In a few minutes the entire body of
prisoners had gathered and they proceeded st onée
to organize. As Capt. Compher wns ** in the chair,”
he was selected ns President of the meeting, and
Maj. D. W. Mullen, of Bedford, Pa., who was then
Captain of Co. G of the 10lst Pa., was selected as
Secretary. A committee was appointed to prepare
a constitution, which they in due time did, and
after it was read and adopted it was sigued by the
men. In the prison at this time there were men
from every State in the Union, except South Carg-
lina. This meeting was held the latter part of Feb-
ruary, 1865, and was the starting point for the or-

ganization known as the Grand Army of the Re-
public. Shortly after the war was over and the
soldiers had returned to their homes, Capt. Com-
pher went to Blair County, and with Capt. McKage
and Capt. Huft a meecting of the Grand Army was
called and about 3 old soldiers from that County
became members. We ask that this history be
placed beside that of Comrade Stephenson and lep
the priority determine to whom the honor belongs

Had Become Deaf and Dumb.

To TaHE Eprror: Some three days after the
battle of Antietamn, while making my way with
a comrade, both wounded, from to
Boonesboro, as we rested by the way, a tall and
slender man, with nothing on him in the way
of clothing but a shirt and pair of drawers,
marched rapidly along towards Boonesboro, in
the middle of the dusty turnpike, looking
neither to the right or left; not even a cap was
on his head in the broiling sun, nor shoes on
his fect. My comrade and myself being loaded
with our knapsucks, and I carrying my Sharp’s
rifle, the stranger seemed in extremely lighs
marching order, as I remarked at the time.
When we reached the stone church at Boones-
boro used as a hospital, we found this man sit-
ting in the sun, while other sick and wounded
sought the shade. The good ladies had tied a
wet towel on his bare head, and we soon learned
that this man was a soldier, who, in some way,
had entirely lost both his speech and hearing,
and scemed somewhat dazed and crazed; but
not & mark of a wound upon him. The gen-
eral opinion was that some concussion of bat-
tle—perhaps a bursting shell—had rendered
him deaf and possibly affected his speech. He
had escaped from tie tield and the hospitals at
the front, and could give ne asccount of him-
self. During the day I wrote on & card asking
his name and regiment, and in reply he gave
me a rare literary curiosity, which 1 lost, to my
sincere regret. In 3 neat and closely-written
hand he filled the back of the card, embodying
the information I asked, and, strange to relate,
every word in the form of a prayer to God.
My recollection is that he belonged to Co. I,
15th or 16th Conn. He continued to sct very
strange for the day or two that I saw him. If
any reader of this knows of his case and what
became of him, I should be glad to hear.—A.
