She very oflca acled as a spy, and by earryving in-
formalionin regurd 1o the movements of the enemy
mauy Umes =ived the American snoy from ruin.

At home, woman was obliged to act ax futherand
as mother. She cultivated the soil, raised products

Elijah, Ahab and Jezebel are representative
characters, and so become profitable studies.
Though they lived 28 centuries ago, they play
s part in the affairs of te-duy.

home, tells his wife the news of the day—how
that a trial, as to whom is the true God. was
made, by means of two altars, with sacrifices,
the decision depending on which object of wor-
ship shonld answer by burning up the sacritice;
that DBaal failed; that the 450 priests of the es-
tablished religion were executed, and that
Elijah prayed and rain descended. It would
seemn Abab told the story with mal-prepense,
making it barmful as possible to Ehjah. No
euphemisms were used. No effort was made
to soften the impression it wonld have on Lhe
Queen's mind. Ina blunt way he said Elijah
killed the prophets. They were the pets of
Jezebel. Phenician Juno comes down like
night. What ire!
“A woman's anger burns with awful light,
When you are in the wrong, she in the right;
But, oh! what lightnings desdlier wrath prolong,
When you are in the right, she in the wrong!"
Natuorally excitable and cruel, all her rage
is inflamed. llad she been present at Mt. Car-
mel and scen all the particalars, she might
have been more mollified. And, then, Elijah,
after such a day’s deeds, presumed to enter the
city of Jezreel and to put up near the palace!
In her petulance she sends word that very
evening to Elijah that before eight next day
she wonld treat him as he had her priests.
Elijah takes advantage of the darkness and
flees for his life. Reaching Beersheba, about
100 miles off, he leaves his servant and passes
on about 30 miles south. He is now in the
same wilderness where the children of Isracl
spent 40 years. He sits down under the
branches of a juniper tree thoroughly disconr-
aged, preferring to die. Falling into a slecp an
angel visits him with food, wakening him.
Then he sleeps again till the angel rouses hiwm,
furnishing food a second time. MHesets out for
Horeb, about 140 miles off. Arrived, he extem-
porises & lodging-place in a cave. Now God
himself appears, asking this question: ** What
doest thou here, Elijah?” The Prophet sets
forth the idolatry of the Kingdom of Israel;
tells how grieved he is at their condition; how
jealous for the honor of the true God; what
murderous feelings prevail againse him; and
how single-handed he was in his struggle
against the wickedness of his country. But
what of all this? God is not dead. If Elijah
have Omnipotence on his side, why despond ?
To revive the Prophet God exhibits his power
in wind, earth and fire. Why should one fear
when he has the help of the Deing who com-
mands all the elements? Elijah is quite over-

if all this power were used against him? He
bad left his work—had run away from duty.
He needs reassurance. Now comes **a still
small voice,” repeating the question, * What
doest thou here, Elijah ?” The same answer
is given. * Well,” says God, *“never mind,
People so wicked as you say they are of the
Kingdom of Israel, should be punished. Hazuel
shall become King of Syria, and, as such, shall
destroy the idolatrous Israclites in fearful bat-
tles, (2 Ki., 8: 28, 20; 10: 32, 33; 13: 3.)
Jehau shall put to death Joram, son and succes-
sor of Ahab, Jezebel, the widowed Queen, and
all the priests of Baal (2 Ki., Chaps. 9 and 10);
and Elisha, after aiding you for a time and be-
coming your successor, shall go ameng the peo-
ple, slaying them by dreadful comminations
and fearful prophecies, using the sword of his
mouth, (Isa, 11: 4; 49: 2; Hos, 6: 5; Rev,,
1: 16; 2 Thes, 2: 8.) And, Elijah, do mnot
imagine you are alone. There are at least 7,000
others in the Kingdowm of Israel who have not
puid devolions to Baal.”

I.et ms now see what practical thoughts are
dedueible from the facts betore us:

1. Husbands should be commuunicative with
wives, telling them occurrences that may in-
terest.  As a rule, women are quite retired and
will apprecinte news, If husbands were care-
ful in this matter, wives would be more con-
tent with their home life. But it is not well
to inform wives of facts which would disquiet,
annoy, or anger them.

2. Swearing should be avoided. Says Jeze-
bel, “ So let the gods to me, etc., if, ete.” Such
expressions as “ May I die if, ete.”; “1 hope I
may die, ete., if, ete.” ; *May God strike me
dead if, ete,” shounld be shunned. Jezebel's
oath called for her death by sword when una-
ble to slay Elijah. Had the gods taken her at
her word she would have been a corpse in 24
hours.

3. Do not wish to die. Elijah lived 12 years
longer. Even then, he did not die. (2 Ki., 2;:
11.) God does not always answer our prayers.
Mrs. Harriet Winslow, in & letter to the sister
of Rev. Bamuel Nott, missionary to Bombay,
Bsays:

“If we are dissatisfled with God’s requirementa
to take np our daily cross and follow him, and
long teo much for the termination of our pilgrim-
age that we may undress and be with God, are we
suitably affecled with the reflection that our Sa-
vior lefl reaims of bliss for more than 33 years and
condescended to suffer for us infinitely more than
we can sufler for Him? Sarely such love demands
{deserves] a life [a full, long, life] of praise [and
work, too)."

Some say the shade of the juniper tree is
noxious, and that Elijah would thus commit
suicide.

4. Do not bediscouraged. Ward off despond-
ency. Elijah lost heart. Yes, he was a man
of like passions with the rest of humanity,
(Jas., 5: 17.) Wefind him in a fit of dejection.
He thought at first the great facts on Mt. Car-
mel would settle the gquestion of God's su-
premacy and leave him & sort of hero with
nothing to do save wear laurels. The strong
must tuke heed lest they fall. Jezebel's threat
to take his life completely unnerves him. We
cannot now think him thesame man who facgd
and braved Ahab. What is the matter? Eli-
jah's experience was quite characteristic of
greatness in the religious realm. As soon as
heroes let go God and look to self, they become
cownards. Hear Luther:

“At one time I was sorely vexed and tried by m
own sinfulness, by the wickedness of the world,
and by the dangers that besct the Church, One
morning I saw my wife dressed in mourning.  Sur-
{:rined.l asked her who had died. *Do you not

now?' she replicd; *God is dead." *How can
yvou talk such nonsensc!' Isnid. ‘Ilow cun God
die?’ 'ls that really true?’ she asked. *Of conrse,’
I said, not perceiving her aim; ‘how ean you
doubt it?’ ‘And wyet,” she said, ‘though you do
not doubt thal, yet you are so hopeless and dis-
conraged.'"

Do not think you are alone. You do not
know all who serve God. Elijah imagined bhe
was alone as a follower of God in Ahab’s King-
dom. But there were 7,000 other devotees.
(Rom., 11: 4, 5.) Many of these were probably
led to the corroct faith through this very Eli-
jah., They who love God should speak and be
koown. (lsa, 43: 21.) They can thus inspire
exch other's courage. Perbaps Llijabh would
not *have run away had he been aware seven
regiments of true soldiers were in the land. A
hidden church may do much in a preservative
way, but little in aggressive movements, Other
Prophets were in the laud, (Ch., 20: 13, 28,
35.)

Notice the utility of company, Elijah felt
cheered by tho presence of Elisha, God sent
Elijah to seeure an associate. Scek the com-
pany of Christians,

How
tender God was to Elijah, and that when the
Prophet had left his post and was 300 miles
away from daty ! He gave him sleep. He sent
angels with food. God did not meet him under
the juniper tree in vemgeance. He did not
slay him, and that even when he coveted death.
Then, at the cave, how considerate God was of
his weak, wearied, frightened, wandering, way-
ward child! He did not borate him. The
guestion, ** What doest thou here. Elijah ?” bas
doubtliess something of rebuke, (Eec'us, 48: 7,)
but the voice is that of a Father. Nolice, he
calls the Prophet by name. (John, 10: 3, 14.)
He did not speak out of the tornado, earth-
quake nor fire, but in a still, small, quieting
voice as of a mother stilling her child. (Fs,
103: 13, 14; Mt, 12:20; 11: 28)

13. Pray. Elijah addressed God bencath the
Jjuniper tree. But let your prayer be indeed a
petition and not a dictation. Submit your

wishes to God. Do not order him what to do, |

but rather say, “Thy will be done.” Often
GGod does well to deny our requests, as in the
the case of Elijah.

“We ignoran! of ourselves,
Beg often our own harms, which the wise powers
Deny us for var good; so find we prolfit,
By losing of our prayers.”

If in great strait or trial seek the tree,—not
the juniper, but the tree of Calvary. Hide
under the shadow of the eross. You feel worn
out—that you cannot longer bear the burdens
of life—and vou ery out, “1t is enough!” Go
then to Christ. A tradition says no serpent
ever coils beneath a juniper tree; be this is 1t
may, you will always be safe under the cross—
the tree of Calvary. ‘

OUR RURAL TOPICS

Some Practical Suggestions for Our
Agricultural Readers.

THE CULTIVATION OF ORCHARDS.

A speakerat a recent meeting of the California
State Horticultural Society is reported to have
said that an orchard that had been calti-
vated for 10 years had not borue, and where
there ought to bave been a thousand boxes of
apples there would not be a hatful, while an-
other orchard that had ncver had any care
whatever, and had never been plowed, had a
fine crop of healthy, fine apples.

With regard to cultivation, it must be judi-
cious if at all. It will not do to cultivate in
such a manner as to injure the bodies of the
trees, nor destroy the roots by the use of the
plow, for then the energies of Nature would be

put forth in an effort to repair the injary, and |

there would be no energy employed in the pro-
duction of fruit. There is nothing especially
remarkable in the fact of a good crop of fruoit
in an uncoltivated orchard. If there is suffi-
cient soil food to satisfy the demands of grow-
ing grass and also a fruiting crop, then the two
will be fully developed; bat unless such a con-
dition exists one or the other must suffer, and
it is more likely to be the frit.

York, is to pasture orchards by sheep or hogs.
Perhaps the latter are preferable, because of
their disposition to stir the soil about the trees.
In this way good fruit is obtained, a fact that
should be considered by frnit growers who are
troubled with insects, and especially the codling
moth, which is especially destructive to fruit.
If an orchard is pastured by sheep or swine,
the fruit that is attacked and in consequence
falls to the ground with the apple worm at its
core is devourcd by the animals, and in a little
time the moth will be no more. It is for this
reason that fruit becomes fair and smooth rather
than becaunse the soil is so firmly trodden by the
animals so 4s prevent the entrance of the lar-
vie into the soil for the purpose of transforma-
tion, We have seen orchards side by side, one
with swine and bearing a plentiful and smooth
crop, the other not pastured with a poor crop of
very poor fruit. This shows what can be done
to improve froit.—Germantown Telegraph.
KINDNESS TO HORSES.

The value of our noblest animal, the horse,
depends much more upon kind treatinent than
is supposed. If we go upon our busiest streets
in cities, or upon the most traveled road in the
country, we shall soon see such Lreatment of 1
this faithful servant as shows how ulterly
ignorant many of the drivers are of Lis nature
and how to best profit by his labor. They
liave no more comprehension of the horse than
to suppose that his best eflort can only be
obtained by the whip. In this respeet the
horse is much wiser than his driver. One who
has studied this animal can see at once that the
horse only makes a pretense of doing his best.
He knows he is abused, and takes his own way
to get even with his ignorant, brutal driver,
The horse is capable of strongattachment and
will always do his best for the driver that has
gained his confidence by kindness. The whip
is seldom used by such a driver. His word is
all his horses need. Balky and unreliable
horses are mnearly always made so by bad and
vicious drivers. We Lave owned horses that
would draw the last pound for a kind driver,
but who wonld not draw the empty wagon for
one who had abused them.—XNat, Live Stock
Journal.
