Practical Duties Taught by a Stady of the Inter-
national Sunday School Lesson Appointed for

Elijah left Mount Horeb and went to Abel-
meholah. (I Ki., 19: 16, 19.) This is not far

| from the Jordan, on the west side, about 10

wiles south of Bethshan. He found Elisha
plowing. Elijah cast his mantle on the far-
mer. Probably explanations were made. More

was understood by the act of Elijah than we r
| evil of dignities.” (2 Pet. 2: 10,

might infer, The mantle pointed to the pro-
phetie office.  Elisha at onee knew he was
called to the work of being a religious teacher,
Bidding good-by to his family and neighbors
he followed Elijali. The 20th chapter gives an
account of the two battles between Abab aund
Ben-hadad, King of Syria.

The story of Naboth is our lesson, Seven
vears have passed since we saw Elijah so cast
down at Mount Horeb. Ahlab and Jezebel are
still alive. The King had a palace in Samaria,
and another in Jezreel, 25 miles north. Near
the Jezreel palace there lived a man by the
name of Naboth. He was one of the 7,000 who
refused to be idolaters. (19: 185.) He seems to
hayve been a well-to-do vinedresser. The King
wanted to enlarge the grounds of his palace,
aud was anxious to sccure Naboth’s vineyard.
(Isa., 5: 8.) Ahab offered either to give Nuboth
another vineyard, or to pay a fair price for the
one Naboth owned. Both propositions were
Ahab's offer was proper, providing
he would be true to the principles which, ac-
cording to Jewish law, governed in the buying
aud selling of real estate. Iroperty was val-
ued in proportion to the years to intervene
between purchase aud the jubilee year, which
was every H0th vear. (Lev., 24:5-13.) No titles
conld go beyond said year. All property must
then revert to the original owners or their
heirs, and the date of their reinvestment was
indeed a jubilee to them. (Read Lev, 25:14-
17, 23-23; Nu, 27:7,36:7, and Eze., 46:18.)
Naboth thought Ahab wonld noet respect the
he would offend
God by parting with his vinevard to a man
practically a heathen. So Naboth answered
Ahab thus: “The Lord forbid it me, that I
should give [part with, sell] the inheritance of
my fathers unto thee)” The Lord did forbid
such a transaction by the Mosaic law. Naboth
menant, * May the Lord prevent (save) me from
violating his law as to selling real estate, and
so keep me from oflfending God.”

The Douay Bible puts it thus: “ The Lord be
merveiful to me, and not let me give thee the
inheritunce of my fathers,” Naboth wanted
preventing grace. Some uations have sought
by law to foree subjects to keep their estuates
intact. The Locrian polity forbade the selling
of real estate save in cascs of notorious misfor-
tune, and the Leuncadians would not allow an-
cient patrimonies to change owners save by
primogeniture. Ahab went
*heavy and displeased,” according to the HRe-
ceived Version; angry and fretting, in the
Douay ; pouting and sulking, in plain English.
Mad and sad, he threw himself down on his bed

with his face turned toward the wall, either to |

conceal his vexation or to expose it soas to
elicit sympathy, or out of shame at his state of
mind. And he would not eat; a very natural
etlect of anger or grief. (2 Sam,, 12: 16, 17, 21.)
It would seem he was given to such fits.
(20: 43.) His wife, Jezebel, noticed how agi-
tated her husband was, and inquired the rea-
son. He explained. She repliod: * Who is
King? Who rules this Kingdom?" She was
in the spirit of one who, to day, hlurts out:
“Who runs this machine ?" And we lind very
soon who the ruler of Israel was. It was
neither Abhab nor Naboth, but Jezebel. There
is good reason for rendering the question (V.
7), " Dost thou now govern the Kingdom of
Israel 2" ironically. The Douay rather inclines
to such understanding, translating thas: *Thon
art of great authority indeed, and governest
well the Kingdom of [srael.” As much as to
say, “ You are a bright ruler! Yon are of great
importauce. FPeople will tremble at the very
thought of you ; wont they, though ?* * Cheer
up!"” says Jezebel ; 1 will attend to this mat-
ter. You shall have the vineyard.,” Now, we
reach the plot of the Queen-consort. What
must have been the moral stale of things, when
Jezebel eould successfully plan murder with the
elders and nobles of the city! “ Dux femina
facti.,” (2 Ki.,9:34.) All at once a pious streak
comes over the Queen, and, behold! it takes a
Jewish stamp. She is shocked to hear one of
her subjects, Naboth by name, has been guilty
of cursing both the true God and the King of
Israel. Something must be done to avert na-
tional calamity on account of the vengeanes of
Jehovah, (Nothing is said about Baal being
offended.) Naboth must be brought to trial
forthwith., So she issned letters, siening the
name of the King and nsing his seal (falschood

| and forgery!) and sent them to the elders and |
nobles (we would say Mayor and Comanmon Coun- |

cil) of the ecity, ordering that a {astday be ap-
pointed to beseech God not to punish all the
people on account of the sin of one, and also
commanding that Naboth be tried, condemned
and executed immediately,

To conviet a man of blasphemy, it was neces-
sary to have two witnesses, (Nu., 35:30; Den,,
17:6, 19:15: Mt 26:60.) Jezebel knew this
law, and so she dircets the city authorities to
sceure two false witnesses to swear against
Naboth, Belial is a general name for an evil
spirit, and so, a8 an adjective, the word means
reckless, wicked, worthless. The Douay Bible
renders the 13th verse thus: “And bringing

two men, sons of the devil, they made them sit |
{swear] against him [ Naboth|; and they, like

men of the devil, bore witness against him.”
It ean hardly be supposed men eould bo found
s0 fur gone in depravity as to sit about judicial
buildings ready to be hired to give false evi-
denee, and that specially when a good man’s
life is at stake. (Mt 26:60.) The meaning
of the word “set,” in V. 10, is suborn, and
such is the rendering in the Douay. Suborna-
tion is the crime of persunding men to the sin
of perjury. The Douay, in V. 13, says: “They
made them sit against him.” How like the
case of St Stephen is that of Naboth! (Acts,
6:11.) The orders of Jezebel were obeyed,
Naboth was arrested and “set on high,” 4. e,
was put into the prisoner’s box, which in a
court is gquite conspicucus. The witnesses ap-
peared. There was no eross-examination. Con-
viction was foregone. * Guilty!" was the find-
ing. At onee, he was led out from the city
(Lew., 24:23: Jos., 7:24; Mt., 27 : 342, 33; Acts,
7:08; Heb, 13:12,) and stoned todeath, (Lev.,
21: 165; Acts, 7:59.) Word was sent to the
Queen that her orders wereexceuted., Shetells
Ahab, aud he goes to Jezreol to take possession,
It 15 clear from the 16Gth verse that the King
and Queen, during the fust and trial, were at
Samaria. From 2 Ki., 9:26, we find not only
Naboth but all his heirs were slain, (88 in
Achan's ease; Jos,, 7:24,) and hence, Ahab was
sure of no trouble in the jubilee yeur. All
helrs deceased, the property would revert (or
escheat) to the Government.

ments at times have demanded the contiscation
of the property of the guilty parly, even
though the children sufivred in no way save
by losing rights of inheritance to the paternal
cstate.

Sa., 9:7.) In our land, having no jubilee
year, and with no settled principle of suc-
cessive inhlicritance us to homesteads, it is
an easy malter to sccure private property
for public purpeses. If trouble arise as
to conditions of transfer,—e, g, as to price,—
appraisers are appointed and the owner obliged
to give title. 1t isa principle of common law
that the public good must take precedence of
private convenieuce, It docs not appear that
Ahab needed Naboth's estate for the public
good. He was governed by a selfish, meun
whim, and we canuot suppose Ahab ignorant
of the strategy of Jezchbel. See the contrast:
Abab spares Benhadad (20:34, 42) and slays
Naboth—Ilets a conquered Syrian (heathen)
enciy go unharmed and kills a true Israelite—
and oflends God in both acts, If Ahab were
aware of the plot, it is eurious Jezebel should

| write letters in his name and use his seal; but

we remember the state of mind in which we
find the King, and also the execcutive fury of
Jezebel. 1t is quite probable Abab knew all
the particulars, If so, Jezebel used the vame
and seal of the King without being guilty of
foirgery. Practically, she did the work as the
secretary of Ahab. We canunot, however, imagine
Jozepoel would pause at the commission of
forgery. Further, Ahab bad learned to consent
to any proposition of Jezebel. Doubtless, thero
was no geunerdl understanding of Jezebel's
plane. She probably hud one or more trusted
ministers, to whom alone she made known the
plot. The masses supposed Naboth guilty,
though it wust have taken Jezreel by surprise
to learn Naboth was so wicked as to curse God
and the King.

No one can study the case of Naboth with-
out being impressed with wauny practical sug-
gestions :

1. Never be guilty of blasphemy. Keep the

2. Do not speak irgévemgntly of rulers. Says
the Mosaic law, “ # ahalt not revile the
gods [meaning the judged; magistrates, etc.] nor
curse the ruler of tWy pifaple.”

One charge made agdinst'St. Stephen was that
he spoke words derggatosy of Moses. (Acts, 6:
11.) St. Peter, writimz of-eer'nin unrighteous
persons, states as proefs “ Presumptuons are
they, selfwilled ; they are not afraid to speak
Cr. Jude, 8.)
Had it Leen shown) trwéhfully, Naloth wus
gunilty of disrcspecttto Ris King, punishment
would have becn desarvedl, The refusal to sell
his vinevard to Ahaly contrary to God's law,
was a right and duty of Maboth. True, it mad-
dened the King and madd him sad ; but no sub-
ject of a ruler is olliged to yield to the whims
of the King—to his unreasonable demands, and
certainly no subjeet ean disobey tiod to please
any dignitary. Buat we should in society cunl-
tivate exalted ideas of our rnlers und then
match our ideas by our ballots, thus securing
rulers worthy of respect. Being electors, we
are responsible as to whom we shall have for
governors, and this fact shonld modify onr
eriticisms and eensures.
men to find fault with their own work.

3. Never condemn persons without evidence.
The Mosaic law was very guarded in this re-
spect.  Acts, 25 : 16, shows the Roman law de-
manded clear proof of guilt before punish-
ment.

4. The court should be fair, never winking
at false cvidence. What a corrupt court that
must have been before whom Naboth was
tried! It was at the command of an andacions,
cruel woman, It is well, too, that jundges hold
their tenure of effice independent of the exe-
cutive power, so that not even the highest offi-
cial of the nation can escape its decisions, and
so that the eourt itself need not be intimidated
by any threatened harm.

5. If you be witnesses, tell the truth, the
whole truth, and nothing but the truth.

6. Be brave for the right. Let not even
Kings daunt you from duoty. It required
courage on the part of Naboth to decline the
proposition of Ahab, Naboth had, in his pa-
trimony, a charge from God. He would do
violence to the Mosaic law, if he sold his prop-
erty in & way contrary to that provision of real
estate which required it to revert to his heirs
in the jubiice year. Doubtless, Naboth could
have made money in the transaction. Ahab
scems to have been generous in his offers. But
Naboth was conscientious and courageouns.

7. Respect the conscicnces of others. Ahab

shonld have considered the religious scruples |

of Naboth. It would seem he did not; for in
Jezebel about the reason why Naboth declined
to sell. The explanation would probably have
had no effect on the Queen, as would have been

8. Look out for the beginnings of sin. Evil
developes. Notice the steps in the ease of Jeze-
bel —covetonsness, forgery, lying, murder, theft.

9. Do not practice hypoerisy. The case of
Jezebel shows how one can invest himself in
the cloak of religion for evil purposes.

1€
must be shown he was gndlty according to that
law. Everything was - procecded with regu-
larly. Witnesses swgpe~—the law was quoted—
the penalty was descrilbed in the words of
Moses. He must be gput to death ontside the
city, and it must be done by stoning. 1s there
anything more diabolfeali? Remember, Jezebel
was a Baalite, and hated everything Mosaie
and Jowish. She kpew Naloth was a true
Jew, and she plannod; so zthat he shoald be put
to death by his own jaw, .

10. Do not marry a Jezebel, Ahab was not
s0 bad as weak. Jezebel glirred him up to evil.
(21:25.) Happy man whose wife ever points
him to good!

Give me the daggers!” Great
men often make fearful mistakes in the matter
of marriage. Thiuk of John Wesley, Byron,
Bulwer. We must not forget the womanly,
wifelyside of Jezebel. She noticed her hushand
felt sad, and, out of real sympathy, it wonld
sevem, was anxious to know the canse. This
was well so far, but no woman should be so
concerned for her husband's happiness as to
manipulate the rovbery and murder of some
other wife's companion in marriage,
futare joy in this world and largely in the
world to come depends an his uxorial ehoice.

11. Becontented., Naboth was wealthy., He
had two palaces aud ample income. He sees a
man happy in his vineyard and thinks he must
have that person’s property. He makes him-
sclf utterly miserable because the vinedresser
prefers to keep his ancestral home and to hand
it down to his children as he had received it
from his forefathers. Some one hassaid, * Dis-
content is a sin that i3 its own punishment.,”
With an elegant home on the hill of Samaria,
which Omri bought and adorned (16 : 24); with
a palace built of ivory (22:39); just fresh from
victories over Benhadad (Chap. 20); the occu-
pant of a throne; with gardens, parks, foun-
tains ; with royal resources ;—yet, we see Ahab
moody, whining, sad, unable to eat, becanse he
cannot have in addition a bit of land owned
by one of his subjects. To a contenied man,

“The meanest floweret of the vale,
The simplest note that swells the gale,
The common sitn, the air, the skies,
To him are opening paradise."

To use the stulks of the
corn whole is to enmber the manure with them
in a most inconvenient nnd troublesome man-
ner, while the cut stalks are easily handled,
and are extremely absorbent and rot easily.
An oxcellent use for the wasto cut stalks is o
mulch strawberries and other small fruits with
them, as they do not pack firmly, and are open
and loose and hold suilicient air to be a good
non-conductor of heat and retain abundant
moisture as well

— Mutton is superseding wool. We want
more mutton in market and of abetter quaiity.
We know of no breed of sheep more serviceable
for lurge and good carcasses of mutton than the
Oxfords, and they give a heavy clip of woeol
ulso,

— Keep only sows for breeding that will
make good mothers. A heavy, cumbersome
sow will crush ber pigs if not watched, and
some of them will not give a fair supply of
vourishment, If a sow proves hersell a care-
ful mother with her first litter she shonld be
kept for breeding purposes for several yvears
thereafter,

— In eight Western States there are 1,628
butter fuctories and creameries. OFf these lowa
has 650, 1luois 497, Wisconsin 130, Kansas and
Minnesota 100 each, Missouri 61, Indiana 50,
and Nebraska 40. Last year lowa prodoced
one-tenth of the dairy products of tho United
States, 35300,000,000 being the sum of the entire
production of the country.

— French cheese-makers aim to get $150 to
$200 yearly per cow. Fine stock, great care,
and specialtics in manuficture are the means,

— A pound of poultry flesh may be produced
as cheaply as a pound of pork, and it sells for
twice the price in murket.

— 1t is well to remember that August is the
month in which to bud peach trees,

— A gardener in the Obio Fuarmer reports
that he has belter suceess while transplauting
beets when he cuts off the tops half an inch
above the crown. The culting prevents evap-
oration of root moisture through leaf surface.
He also tried the same system on cabbage,
breaking ofl’ all but twe leaves, and it worked
well.

— The French wine producers have discoy-
ered that where the fowls are allowed free
access to the vines the phylloxera are lessened,
and in some ecases the vioes are entirely ex-
empt.

ment for the $60,000 offered by it fur a remedy
for the pest.

— Rats have a great aversion to the odor of
the chloride of lime, and when mixed with
water and poured into the holes through which
the rats pass, they usnally vacate their haants.
This mixture is harmless; does not kill the
rats but drives them away.

— The great problem of profitable farming
consists in making the soil increasingly fertile,
He who builds up a bank acecount at the ex-
pense of the fertility of his seil is not to be
considered & wise husbandman or successiul
farmer. There is no better safe deposit for
farm prodacts than reinvesting them in the
farm itsell. Not only is it a sufe deposit, but
any investmont made in this direction is eer-
tain to vield a paying dividend apnually.—
