Some Practical Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Headers.

LIFE ON TUE FARM.
The following excellent articlo from the

Bangor Courier, in regard to the advantages of
fanning in comparison with mercantile and
other pursuits is so full of common sense, as to
commend itself without comment to every
thoughtful farmer: " As to its druggcry what-
ever has been the case in the past, when stumps
were to ho pulled and mortgages were to bo
lifted from almost every field; when it was a
long way to market, and the buyer paid for
produce in 'trade'; when almost all instru-
ments were laboriously hewn out at home or
clumsily hammered out by tho village black-

smith there is, happily, less drudgery on tho
farm now and less need of itovcry year. Tak-
ing the year through, tho working hours of a
man on a farm are no longer than thoso of tho
section hand on tho railway or the artisan in
the shop, who has his own garden to koo before
breakfast and after supper. The busy lawyer
and tho doctor in average pmctico work longer
and harder than tho farmer. Tho grocer and
the bookkeeper each sees less of his chidren in
their working hours than tho farmer, who
sometimes envies the above their 'easy life.'
It must bo conceded, of course, that the profits
of farming aro not so large on an average as
those which aro realized by men who aro suc-

cessful in mercantile or professional life, hut
such as they aro they are surer, 20 fold surer,
at least. Largo profits aro always contingent
to large risks. Ono must not expect the samo
rate of interest from Govornmcnt bonds as he
does from mining stocks. The wear aud tear,
tho losses and defeats of business men iu tho
last 10 years, havo been tho experience that no
farmer need covet. Cities are full of men who
had visions of a business success that would
in monthly profits puttoshamc thesmall profits
of a farmer's lifetime. On tho homestretch of
threo score and ten thoy find themselves de
pendent for a livelihood on salaried positions,
which thoy hold by a dismally uncertain
tenure, or the precarious commission of a
canvasser or a commercial traveler.

"In comfort and income the lives they havo
led mako a shabby showing compared with
what they might havo done as farmers, and
point an important moral for tho young men
who aio now debating whether they will turn
their backs on the farm and try their luck in
the lottery of city life.

PARSNII'S TOR CATTLE.
Parsnips are excellent Spring feeding for cat-

tle. The roots may be left in the ground
during Winter, and plowed out as required for
feed iu the Spring. A great convenience is
found in not being hurried to harvest and
house them as Winter is approaching; they
occupy no cellar room, and aro not in danger
of being injured in heaps. From tho time that
the frostdisappeais from tho soil until tho cat-
tle aro turned to well-grow- n pasture, they fill
a vacancy which is otherwise too often supplied
with only dry fodder.

POULTRY NOTES.
Fowls aro inoro of a help on a iarra than

many farmers realize. They destroy number-
less insects that are injurious to tho orchard
trees; and the poultry manuro, if thoroughly
composted, is a valuablo fertilizer for corn,
grass or grain, and is especially adapted to pro-
mote vigorous aud healthy growth of fruit
trees.

Poultry raising requires hut a modicum of
heavy work, with, of couise, tho regular and
ceaseless attention that must be given to any
enterprise to insuresuccess. Tho risks attend-
ing it are not greater than thoso appertaining
to any other business, if as much. Thorough-
ness is tho great secret to success. Poultry
World.

When you find some of tho young chicks
diooping or sick, separata them from tho well
ones and move the brood to a fresh place, and
put a liltlo copperas in tho drinking water.
Nine times in ten this will stop tho trouble.
Wood or coal ashes, lime, or, what is bettor than
either, dry dust, sprinkled in coops, runs, otc,
are first-clas- s sanitary precautions.

Sunflower seed is an excellent egg-produci-

feed, and as it is so easy to raise itsliould bo fed
liberally to tho fowls. Tho seed should bo
planted about corn-plautin- g time, and tho crop
will iurnish a large bulk of excellent food with
very little trouble or oxpense, as they can bo
grown in odd corners whoro nothing elso could
be raised.

KOTELETS.

A South Australian farmer has boon ex-
perimenting to show tho wonderfully-prolifi- c

nature of wheat. Six years ago ho planted one
grain, and has replanted thoproducoof thesamo
each year, it yielding no less than 2G0 bags at
tho last harvest. Ono single stem was found
to contain nearly 250 grains.

Colts foaled during the Fall will not occa-
sion loss of labor on tho farm by tho mares, as
they can bo carefully managed during tho
Winter and turned into tho pasture in Spring,
leaving their dams freo for early plowing.

Corn that is thoroughly ripened on tho
stalks in tho field, well dried in the sun, traced
up and placed in a room, possesses remarkable
vitality. Some seed corn was disposed of at an
auction sale in Vermont in tho Spring of 1SS3
said to be 110 years old, but it sprouted readily
and produced a largo crop.

An absorbent; matorial, as tow. sponge, lint,
etc, suspended in a stable and kept moist with
crude carbolic acid is said to keep Hies away.

Sheep nro excellent scavengors and eat
weeds as well as grass. They graze closo,

kcopdown many obnoxi-
ous plants by nipping them ofT as soon as
they appear above the ground. In old meadows
and scanty pastuies they often securo enough
to sustain them without additional feeding.

Small hogs usually fatten quickly after
maturity, wnilo the largo breeds make tho best
growth beioro tho timo of leaching tho adult
age.

Tho Boston Cultivator is authority for tho
statement that it has been proved by experi-
ments that a growing ciop keeps tlio soil in a
better condition tliun fallowing.

Sow glass heed over the thin spots in tho
lawns and rake it in, as it will enable tho lawn
to have a more uniform appearanco nextSpring.

Farmers in tho United Slates buy about
12,000 tons of grindstones annually, besides
about, dO.OiK) stones mounted ready for use.

Indiana's corn crop is estimated by tho
State lio.nd of Agriculture at 110,000,000 to
150,000,000 bushels.

The use of inuil-ator- s in poultry-raisin- g is
said to bo on the increase.

Tho catalpa yields nectar in largo qunti-tie- s,

and this year bee-keepe- havo secured
much excellent honey lrom this source. It is
worth while in selecting trees and shrubs for
ornamental planting to consider their honey-pioduci- ng

qualities.
One part of Paris green to 150 (by weight)

of land-plast- er is sufficient to destroy tlio I arvio
of tho potato beetlo, provided the parts arc
thoroughly mixed. One part ot tho poison to
200 of the plaster has been used with good
success.

Tho growth of tho cattlo industry is
wonderful. Twenty years ago a million of dol-
lars would cover tho amount invested in cattlo
ranches in tho United States, while now tlio
investment is estimated at a hundred million.
Not. only in this country, but abioad, agricul-
ture h:is been superseded in many places by
cattlo raising, which is lowering, and will con-tinu- o

to lower, tho price of beef.
In favorable seasons California counts its

Do not feed much com or othor grain to
stock during tho Summer months if it can bo
avoided, as grains create heat, and sometimes do
moro harm than good at this season. Should
grain bo used, however, it should bo fod in

connection with gjuss nd other green, shccu-lc- nt

On what day of
the month ofApril, IstiJ, was tho charge made on
l'ort Ulakeley, Ala.? Answer. April 9.

C. P. ., Palmyra. Mo.l would like to know
whether there has been any change in the law in
regard to soldiers who cnhhlcd under tho call of
000,000 ? who were discharged bofore they had
served two years, not for wounds? Could theyget
any bounty? Answer. There was no call forCOO.OOO
men at any time. But no soldier who enlisted un-
der any call, and who was discharged prior to two
years' service for a cause other than wounds, ia
entitled to bounty, unless he enlisted prior to July
22, 1SGI, and was mustered in prior to Aug. 6, 1801.

Mount Joy, O.C. 1). applied for pension on tho
ground of chronic diarrhea and piles. After severalyears the pension was granted, the rating being Si
ler inoiuu. suoscqueniiy lie applied for increasoon account of incresiscd disability. lie was oidered
before a Bonid of Surgeons and was examined. In
about two months ho is informed by the Commis-
sioner of Pensions that "his claim is rejected upon
the ground that ho is now receiving the full amount
of pension to which he is entitled under tho law for
the disability resulting from chronic diarrhea and
piles." Now, is that the law, regardless of how great
the disability may be f Answer. It is the decision of
tho Pension Olllce, based ujwn tho report of tho
Boardof Surgeons, which probably failed tollnd any
increase of disability.

In a conversation,
the.other day, about the battle of Stone's Kiver,
Tcnn., a gentleman made this statement: "That
the 10th regiment of Regular infantry went into the
battle of Stone's River with 015 oflicers and men,
and came out of action with only 17 men and a
private commanding them nil cither killed or
wounded." We have concluded to refer the matter
to Thk National, Tkimjni: for the exact facts as to
niunb'.'is killed and Mounded, liisucr. The 1st
battalion of the 19th U. S. Inf. only was engaged in
tho battle of Stone's River, Tenn. (tho other two
battalions not having at that time been organized).

The entire loss of the Regular Brigade, which
was composed of the 10th, 10th, 18th and 19th Regu-
lars, at that battlo was four ollieers and 90 men
killed, 22 oflicers and 175 men wounded, and 50 men
missing.

The above
figures are "ollicial."
