
HUNTER'S RAID.

Sonic Comments on Comrade Drj's Skclcli.

To the Editor: Hnvin.sr waited with almost
hopeless patience, I am nt hist rewarded by
seeing that long-looked-f- or history of Hunter's
raid to Lynchburg, in June and part of July,
1564, written, as seen, by our Comrade Josiah
P. Dry, M. S., Co. F, 123d Ohio. iTuoso two
initials I cannot explain.) And now, since the
comrade invites honest criticism, 1, for one,
shall watch him closely, and may, perhaps, in a
frieudly way, give my side of the story as seen
ou the stage.

I would rather have seen it headed "Up tho
Kanawha," as our part of tho army (cavalry),
after being unloaded at Tarlcersburg, W. Va.,
went overland to Charleston, on the Big Kana-wh- a

Eiver, up tho valley, through dales and
over mouutains, until wo all met from the
Shenandoah and Kanawha Valleys at Staunton.
After our concentration and resting, we filled our
haversacks anew with rations and our saddle-Lag- s

with that celebrated Lynchburg Killi-kinic- k

smoking tobacco and that fine honey-Beasou- cd

twist and other Havorcd chewing to-

bacco.
Here let me mention that your humble serv-

ant well remembers what short work we made
of the stock of tobacco we found in this noted
city of Siaunton; how wo took bags of smoking
and caddies of chewing tobacco into our camp
near town, took our sabers, camp hatchets,
knives anything that wo could cut with, and
divided with those who used tobacco, but wero
not so fortunate as to be in town at the time
some of us were making a raid on the factories
unknown to our commanders. We really had
so much tobacco in Co. M that some of the boys
would practice with it in target throwing. I
know that I had some of this same tobacco left
yet when we .wont into Penusylvauia after
Early, whin he "burned Chambcrsburg.

After a few days' rest we all took up our
inarch for one point by different routes, but
skirmishing and lighting, to get to Lynchburg.
This was an cvery-da- y occurrence, we being
always in the front, if not on the skirmish-lin- o

and ilank", as cavalry. I know I was one of
a few of my company who kept note of our
every-da- y occurrences as wo could seo them,
and,herefore, many of us expressed our ideas
of the management of this or that movement.
I presume many of us have not to this day
changed our opinion, for there were surely
some of the greatest blunders made that over
were made in war. whereby man and beast
suffered most terribly and hundreds of noble
livc3 Avcre lost recklessly and carelessly. Xmv,
comrades, do notbeafraidtospeakyouropinjou
as you saw things, especially of tho foraying
parties. How the chickens cackled, tho ducks
squawked or the bees stung; how the last flap-

jack was baked, the last sowbelly eaten; then
liow we resorted to roots, bark, leaves, any-
thing that wouid keep us alive until wo got
hack to God's country once more. Our Com-

MORE ABOUT THE STAR.

To the Editor: I read Comrade Dry's arti-
cle in The National Tribune of Sept. 10
with much interest. The writer joined the
Nineteenth Corps in 7Iarch, 1SG4, in Louisiana,
and was with it to tho cud ; but he has no rec-

ollection of any 110th X. Y. in it. "We wero
brigaded with the 114th, 110th, 153d, and 161st
N. Y., in Louisiana, and royal good men they
were. But 1 write in relation to Comrade
Dry's statement that "the Nineteenth Corps

6 was ordered In report to Maj. Gen. P.
H. Sheridan at Harper's Ferry." A part of tho
corps leaohed Washington, from New Orleans,
July 13, lsGi, and we, with the Sixth Corps,
started after Early as soon as we got off from
the boat; chased rter him to Snicker's Gap,
and then back to Chain Bridge, where wc ar-
rived July 23; rested three days and then went
after him again. A part of our First Division
and all of the Second Division were at Deep
Bottom, ear Petersburg, awhile, and joined us
at Monocacy Junction and Harper's Ferry,
about Aug. 1, before Sheridan came up, or wc
knew he was to assume command.

Again, Comrade Dry speaks of the "five-pointe- d

star" of Crook's Eighth Corps; which
is a mistake on his part, I think, as the five-point- ed

star was tho badge of tho Twelfth
Corps, Army of the Potomac, aud when that
corps went West aud was reorganized as tho
Twentieth Corp?, the five-point- star was the
badge of the Twentieth Corps. The badge of
the Eighth Corps was, I think, a six-point- el

To the Editor: I have been a rcador of
your paper for cveml years, and for all this
time have been patiently waiting for jutt such
a communication as appeared in "Fighting
Them Over" in No. 21 1, entitled "Chickasaw
Bayou," from one of Blair's Brigade 1 think
we can now settle a long controverted question.
We will firt say that there was quite bad en

both Do Courcy, Blair, aud their
entire commands concerning that battle aud
its results, even to the extent of a challenge for
a duel between the commanders, caused by a
report in certain St. Louis papers giving
Biair the advance in that charge, we of De
Courcy's couinitoid, the support, and that we, as
support, failed. TJy2 fact is, we were theadvauce,
in five solid columns, our regiment lGth
Ohio in front, and De Courcy still in our front;
Blair our support. And Comrade Tisdale hits
the nail square on the head when he says they
melted away in the bayou ; but, indeed I can-
not see where they lost their men in such large
numbers, for the bayou was considerably back
from the outer edge of that seething hell. Yes,
the rebel first line, and even their second
line gave way, and from breastworks, too,
and several hundred yards bej'oud the bayou,
where, after passing the abatis of fallen timber,
which we worked through, was a dead level
plain, or rather mud cornfield, in which wesauk
knee-dee- p; yet we, with our support, almost
got in the second rifle-pit- s. Capt. Mills, of my
comj-any-

, was taken prisoner within a few feot
of said becuud line. He was stunned by a shell.
I was very near him, and undertook to crawl to
him, supposing him dead, to savo his sword,
watch, etc., as ner his request a few minutes
before if anything should happen him. Then
it was I discovered we wero whipped, and the
enemy gathering prisoners, not with cavalry,
but infantry, ami only a few steps from their
works to take them in. 1 myself was ordered
to surrender, but refused, and was by a kind
Providence permitted to escape, but how, and
alive, too, 1 cannot now explain. Will say
though, that a few of us did get off, hut without
an oiliccr to command our company. Now, in
conclusion, will say, we have no doubt Blair
w:is a good man, and commanded a good bri-
gade, but they always did (the officers, at least)
try to place themselves in that liattlc where they
were not; and the fighting up to thebayou was
only the slightest kind of skirmishing in com-
parison to the fight beyond it. How anyone
ever escaped is a wonder, for it seemed as if all
the troops, of every description, of the Coufcds
were drawn up on that semi-circl- e to pour out
their missiles of death, not by the platoon, but
by tho bushel and ton. From the landing up
to the charge our regiment was continually on
the front as skirmishers, covering our division,
and had quite a lively time, and lost quite a
number; butwe did not consider it anything in
the shape of a battle until wo passed beyond
the bayou.

D. Wagner as its first Colonel, and was
with the brigade until while at Loudon, Tcnn.,
about Feb. 1, 1SG1, it was sent to Chattanooga
to do guard duty, and was mustered out of the
service in May or Juno. Col. Wood, loth Ind.,
commanded the front line of the assaulting col-

umn of Wagner's Brigade ou Missionary Ilidge.

Now, comrades, thero is over one month yet
till the 24th anniversary of Belmont, and why
could wc not agree to meet somewhere and
commemorate the deeds of our old coinmaudcr
and his first battle?

Thry All Helped To Do It.
To the Editor: Iii tho controversy over

the capture of Ivcrson's Brigade of North Caro-
linians at the first day's battle of Gettysburg,
one might think there were only two fighting
regiments in Baxter's Brigade, viz., tho 12th
Mass. and the 97th N. Y. I give the wholo
brigade the credit for tho capture of those pris-
oners. I claim that the S3d N. Y. captured as
many as any other regiment in the brigade,
and deserves as much credit as any of them.

My opinion is there was no general order for
a charge, but tho whole left and center of the
brigade charged simultaneously, and, as Adj't
Wehrum says, the prisoners outnumbered their
captors. The prisoners were simply ordered to
tho rear, and I can tell you they needed no
second oidor, but "got up aud got." I was
wounded on our return with prisoners by a
flank movement of the enemy's skirmish-line- ,
as near as I can tell, which caused the loss of
my left arm, and I still carry a bullet in my
left side as a memento of Gettysburg I dis-
tinctly recollect the 12th Mass. being in that
charge, as one of their olliccrs captured a battle-fla- g

which I was about to take myself. Ho
being an officer I let him havo it and turned
my attention to the capture of prisoners, of
which I took a number. If that officer is still
living he will no doubt remember me, as we met
by chance once after that in a Philadelphia
horse-ca- r. We compared notes and I found
he had just ordered a set of teeth, in place of a
set shot away at Gettysburg, and I had just left
my measure for an artificial arm, in place of
one left on the same field.

I liko to read your very interesting paper
and I would bo lost without it. Long may
it wave! I would bo pleased to hear from
others of the &3d, through your paper or other-
wise, on this subject.

Col. Uodgtrs at Corinth.
To TnE Editor: In The National Trib-

une of June 11, in reviewing Gen. Maury's
account of the fight at Corinth, Oct. 3 and 4,
1SG2, you say: "Corinth was not stormed, y
and Col. Rodgcrs did not fall within our lines,
but some distance in front of them," which is
corroborated by Comrade James E. Graham,
Co. C, 43d Ohio, who states that "Col. Rodgcrs
fell fully 100 yards from them," in The Na-
tional Tribune of July 2, 1635.

Was not our first line in the old rebel works
about three miles from Corinth? Maj. Cham-
berlain, correspondent of the Cincinnati Ga-

zette, says: "In five minutes from tho time tho
rebels emerged from the woods they had pierced
our lines, captured several pieces of artillery,
and driven us from our works." Davics's
Division. The balance of the fighting of the
3d and 4th was within this outer line of works.
Again, in speaking of the fight of the 4th, after
the lines had been withdrawn to Corinth and
the attack on tho right had been repulsed (Col.
Rodgcrs led that on the left), he write3 : "They
broke no portion of our line, although piles of
their dead lay under the very guns of Battery
Rohinet. It was hero that tho recklessly-gallan- t

Col. Rodgcrs, of the 2d Texas, fell while
attempting to scale the parapet. IIo was buried
in a separate grave, a magnanimous trib-
ute to the bravery of an enemy."

Now, while Lwas not on that portion of tho
line; yet shortly afterwards my diary shows
in conversation with some of "tho artillerists
that wero in Robinet during tho fight, they
stated that Col. Rodgera aud some five or six
nion-attcmpte- d to cross tho parapet, hut wero
driven back by them. " Private," 81st Ohio,
Box 1207, Emporia, Kan.

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Gen. Alex. Hays at GcttrsDurj.

To the Editor: Gen. Alex. Hays was in
command of tho Third Division, Second Corps,
at tho Gettvsbnrg battle. Ho had command of
tho Third Brigade, Third Division, Second
Corps, on tho march to Gettysburg, and suc-

ceeded to tho command of the division prior to
tho battlo. I know he previously commanded a
brigade, viz., 39th, 111th, 125th aud 12Gj.h N. Y.,
as they wero in camp at Ceutcrville, Va., from
Winter to Juno, 1SG3, when the brigade was
attached to tho Third Division of the Second
Corps, and that the General had command of
one brigade on tho march to Gettysburg, and
while in camp near Uniontown, Md., June 30,
1SG3, tho day wo were mustered for pay. Ho
may havo been given command of the division
July 1, the day wo marched north to Gettys-
burg.

July 2 Gen. Hays, with the Third Brigade,
Third Division, and, I believe, our brigade,
supported by cither tho First or Second
Brigade, made a charge on our left, forcing
the rebels back and taking a battery and many
prisoners. It was tho first fight for the Third
Brigade in tho Second Corps, and wo all felt
proud of tho result. The Second Corps com-

rades will remember the brigade on the Get-
tvsbnrg march that was called tho "White
Glove Brigade." When the Army of the Potomac
retreated "from Chancellorsvillo wo wero on
duty at Ceutcrville, aud with white gloves,
blacked boots, etc., were taunted by the old sol-

diers of the grand and brave Army of tho Poto-
mac, and reminded that we would yet have a
chance to smell powder.

It seems that only tho 39th N. Y. of our
brigade had seen active service other than some-skirmishin-

on Maryland and Bolivar Hights
in September, 1SG2. at the time of the disgrace-
ful surrender of Miles to Stonewall Jackson.
However, the brigado did provo itself worthy
of a place in the old Second Corps. When tho
army was reorganized in 1SG1 Gen. Hays was
transferred to another command.

Will some comrade tell us what his command
was, and when ho was killed? I well remem-
ber the news being passed through our regi-
ment after cither the Wilderness or Spottsyl-vani- a

fight, that our old brigado commander
was killed.

The Truth anil Kigliteenth Corps at Cohl Harbor.

To the Editor: In all descriptions of tho
battle of Cold Harbor that havo fallen under
my notice, the Eighteenth Corps is mentioned
as holding the center of the lino of battle. I
hold that this statement is not in accordanco
with the facts; that tho Tenth Corps should
have the honor, if any is to be named, as I
shall endeavor to prove. On tho 2oth of May,
1SG1, Gen. Grant ordered Gen. Butler, then at
Bermuda Hundred, to send him all the troops
ho could spare, under command of Gen. Smith,
this force to land at Whito House, on tho cy

River. In accordanco with this order,
Gen. Smith, with Brooks's Division of the
Eighteenth, and the Second aud third Divis-
ions of the Tenth Corps, commanded by Gens.
Dcvens and Ames, embarked at City Point and
landed at White House on tho 30th, and reached
Cold Harbor in time to bo engaged on Juno 1,
occupying position between the Fifth aud Sixth
Corps. Gen. Smith's command lost in the three
davs' fight 2,400, and it is reasonable to suppose
that two-third- s of this loss fell on tho Tenth
Corps. Therefore, as Smith's command con-

sisted of two divisions of tho Tenth and ono of
tho Eighteenth Corps, I hold that if any corps
is to be designated, it should be the old Tenth.
Anyone reading an account of this great battle
would not suppose that tho Tenth Corps was
engaged at all. History should give to each
organization credit for tho work it performed.
Giving the Tenth Corps its proper place in the
bloody battle of Cold Harbor will not in 'tho
least tarnish the fair fame of the division' of
the Eighteenth that fought so gallantly h't'our
side.

Sergeant Ferguson's Exploit.

To the Editor: In "Fighting Them Over,"
of Sept. 3, 1 find an article by George D. Moore,
Sth Tcnn., that was of interest to many, to my
self especially, in which he related the inci-
dent of the dispatches from Kingston to Knox-vill- e.

We were at Kingston during Shorman's
fight at Mission Ridge, and Burnside was bo-sieg-

at Knoxvillc. The dispatches were sent
to Byrd to got captured, so that Longstreet
would raise the siege; Sherman promising to
bo at Kuoxville on tho 6th, when ho did not
get there until the 9th or 10th. Tho messen-
ger was not from Byrd's own regiment, but
was from Co. D. 118th Ohio. He answered at
roll-ca- ll as Serg't Ferguson. Col. Byrd com-

manded the forces at Kingston, consisting of
118th and 111th Ohio, SOdi'lnd., 25th Mich., a
Kentucky regiment, somo Tennessee troops,
an Elgin battery, and ono section of 15th Ind.
battery. Serg't" Ferguson was captured, got
away from tho rebels, was retaken within a
few miles of our lines and hung northeast of
Knoxvillc, on the south side of tho road run-
ning east. A woman found him while looking
for her cows tho next morning. Sho had him
cut down and taken to her houso, and reported
facts to Knoxvillc. The Sergeant had a brother
at Knoxville who, with others, went out and
buried him.

Our regiment went through tho two
days' fight, and found that the long-ro- ll was
not the onlv kind of music wo had to dance to.
The 12th Mich, was also in tho battle of Mid-dlcbur- g,

Tenn., where it received tho compli-
ments of Gcu. Grant for its gallant defense of
that place against Gen. Van Dorn's force of
many times its number; also tho battle of An-tieta- m

burning bridge and for miles to our lines at
Knoxville. Comrado McClintick speaks of tho
garrison atFortSteadman as tho 14th N.Y.H. A.;
ho should also havo added 29th Mass. Many
of our bravest men fell there.

a musical manuscript a song entitled "Sher-
man's March to the Sea." Tho Aid, or Orderly,
as ho might havo bceu, informed mo thaMt
was tho work of two Union officers while in-

carcerated at the placo named, and that tho
officers, liberated by our forces, wero then at
Sherman's headquarters. I was requested to
sing tho song for tho first timo to "Undo
Billy." About two weeks after wo reached
Goldsboro it was my pleasure then, ono beauti-
ful evening, accompanied by Prof. E. G. Knee-lan- d,

on the violin (a band member, and now
living at Monroe, this County), to sing tho
song. Bcforo returning the music, as request-
ed, I copied it and subsequently lost tho same.
The words of the song were witten by Adj't
Byers, and tho music by Lieut. Rockwell, as
stated by Comrade Manning. There is no guess-
work about this, and tho facts entire, as stated
above, can bo verified by every surviving
member of tho First Brigade Band, Third Di-

rade A. G. Thompson's statement relative to
tho death of Get.. McPherson, W. W. Allen, of
Knoxville, Tcnn., to the contrary notwith-
standing.

Wo
wore no braver than thoy, but in advancing our
part of the lino struck tho gun3, and our claim
to them was never questioned until 1885. Tho
writer of this was within a rod of the gun far-
thest west when Adj't Smith, of our regiment,
sprang from his horso upon it."

W. E. Loring, Co. E, 141st Pa., Santa Rosa,
Cal., tells of a recruit, early in tho war, who,
having been enjoined, while on guard, to " allow
nothing to cross his beat," bayoneted a toad
in the strict execution of his orders.
