On Thursday last Commander-in-Chie- f Bur
dett attended Grand Army Day at Philadelphia.
The program was that the diilercnfcPosw of the
Department in the vicinity of Philadelphia
should meet at a point on Broad street, and
from there march to the Fair Grounds the
State JFair being then in progress. Tho idea
was to enable comrades and their families to
visit tho grounds ami have an opportunity to
view tho diifercnt interesting exhibits, after
which a banquet was to bo livid in the evening,
at a largo restaurant on the lair Grounds. At
the conclusion of tho banquet a grand open
Canipfirc, with the grand s?tand as a platform
for the speakers, was to be held. Unfortu-
nately, however, the day was both wet and
cold, but, notwithstanding this, a very largo
number of the uicuibers of the Posts were on
Land, aud made a good showing in tho Fair
Grounds. After tho banquet it was thought
best to omit the Canipfirc, as it was exceed-
ingly cold and wet. Addresses were made by
theCommauder-hi-Chie- f and Corporal Tauucr,
of Xcw York

A pleasant event occurred during tho after-
noon which was not on tho bills. It was the
visit of Alexaudor Hamilton Post, of New York,
to Post Xo. 2, of Philadelphia. They came to
Philadelphia without knowing that it was
Grand Army Day, and were escorted to the
Fair Grounds by the Post. At the conclusion of
tho banquet a great number of tho visiting
veterans assembled iu tho hall of Post
2sb. 2, where the rest of tho evening was spent.
Here addresses were made by the Commander-in-Chi- ef

and others. Although the weather
was so bad the veterans managed to enjoy
themselves, aud displayed all their old-tim- e

vim. The Commander-in-Chie- f expressed
himself to The National Tiubune as
delighted with the spirit of determi-
nation the old veterans show to get
togthcr at these meetings, and to see so many
of them on such a day as last Thursday showed
very plainly that tho fraternal spirit had not
weakened in the least. Gen. Uurdctt expressed
himself as regretting very much not being able
to attend Grand Army Day at Pittsburg, llo
was not notified in time, or be certainly would
have made arrangements to be on hand.

Iu regard to the responses made to tho Gen-
eral Order calling for contributions to the Grant
fund, Gen. Burdett said that scarcely sullici en t
time had yet elapsed to state fully what the
result of the Order had been, although there
was every prospect that it would meet with a
hearty response.

The correspondence at Headquarters con-

tinues very large; in fact, during the past
week it has been without precedent in this
administration.

Gen. Burdett, who was so much delighted
with his Topeka trip, iu conversation n that
subject spoke again of tho great and growing
interest the people of Kansas arc taking in all
that pertains to tho "Onion soldier. During
the Beuuion he had tho pleasure of seeing a
compauy of young ladies, who in imitation of
their brothers had organized themselves into a
corps of " Daughters of Veterans." They were
attired in a tasty unitonn of red, white and
blue red skirts, white jackets and jaunty blue
caps and presented an appearance both novel
and attractive. They were daughters of vet-
erans, too, aud in imitation of their fathers and
brothers iu organizing the Grand Army aud
fcons of V eterans, thought they too would baud
together. They rode in carriages and formed
a very pretty feature of the procession. Since
the Conimaudcr-in-Chief- s return ho has re-
ceived several letters askingquestions in regard
to the corps, and also requesting authority to
form similar organizations at other pointsaud
to issue a general order recognizing them, to
all of which he has replied, of course, that it
was a matter over which he had no jurisdic-
tion. This banding together of these young
girls, however, was very pleasing, showing as
it did that tho interest iu soldier matters is
growing in intensity all the timo there.

He mentioned also another organization he
noticed while in Topeka, aud that was a corps
of young boys, rangiug in age. from 10 to 15,
who were neatly clad in Zouave uniform aud
carried muskets. Their drill was very nicely
executed. They presented a very neat and

sty appearauce, aud were much admired.

This accumulation of
dues, with increasing lack of interest, is discourag-
ing, and tho result is, he declines to pay. Every

not, should be advised of who are lukewarm in thocause, and give him iersonal attention. A worthy
comrade, saved from suspension or gathered inafter suspension, is a better aud more desirable ac-
quisition than a recruit. If a worthy member is

llaic a Bousing Timo.
Grand .Arm Day at Pittsburg, Oct. 6, w.is

a grand success. Delegations of old soldiers
from all parts of West Pennsylvania, East Ohio,
and West Virginia, wero preseut, aud in the
parade nearly 10,000 veterans wero iu line.
The houses in the city woro profusely deco-
rated, aud very few buildings on tho route
traversed by the veterans failed to show tho
Stars and Stripes. The procession was headed
by Commander-in-Chie- f D. A. Jones and stalf.
Ilis headquarters flag attracted much attention
on account of its history. It was tho guidon
of Battery B, 1st Ta. L. A., of which Capt.
Win. McClcllan, of Pittsburg, was commauder
in the civil war. The flag saw service in tho
rebellion, aud is torn in several places by bul-
lets. It was tho first flag in tho Army of the
Potomac draped in memory of President Lin-
coln, and the crape put on it then is still there.
