ABROAD.

A heavy shock of earthquake was felt at
Palermo, Ttaly, on the 15th. The disturbance
cansed a three-story house to fall, burying its
cccupants beneath the debris. Eight corpses
were found in the runins,.——The sentence of
death passcd upon the Canadian rebel, Lonis
Ricl, has been commuted to imprisonment for
Jiie.——Turks and Bashi-Bazouks are comnit-
ting crave excesses a6 Macedonia, and the
Chrisiian residents are in constant fear of
being attackel.—At & meeting of tenant
farticrs st Wostpoint, Ireland, Sunday last, a
resolution was adopted demanding that the
Government introduce in Parliament a bill
glmilar to the American homestead law.——A
petition signed by the directors of the news-
papers, volunteers and many prominent citi-
gens of Iavana has been cabled to King
Alfonso asking him to pardon Varona and the
three other men belonging to Limbano San-
¢hor's party, who were condemned by a council
of war to be shot.——Russia is projecting larze
additions to her navy. The Chinese Govern-
ment has unanimously decided to proceed
specdily with the work of building railways
throughout the Empire.——This weck the war

threatening. Great activity prevails in mili-
tary circles throughout Turkey. Troops are
being hastily armed and egunipped for immedi-
ate serviee. The Sultan has determined to
fight against a further dismemberment of Tur-
key, and large bodies of troops are being rap-
idly concentrated on the frontier at strategic
points within easy striking distances of
Bulgaria, Greecoe and Servia. Troops, horses
snd field guns are being dispatched to the front
night and day. The Moslems are enthusiastic
and volunteering in large numbers. The Bri-
tish fleet is taking on coal and otherwise being
preparcd for active service, The fact that a
large contract has been made to supply coal to
the English fleet in Turkish waters, coupled
with the feet that Russia is making extraordi-
nary cfforts to increase the strength of her
navy, causes much speculztion as to the inten-
tions of the two powers.——Austria ssked
Prussia to explain the expulsion of Austrian
Poles from the latter country, and Prussia re-
plied that she regarded the expulsion as a
purely internal affuir. The Prussian Govern-

" ment promises, however, to favorably consider

exceptional cases and to afford persous expelled
facilities for settling their private affairs.
Seven thonsand Christians have been massacred
in Annam. Among the victims were M. Chat-
elet, a miesiorary, and 10 native priests.

On Thursday last the funers] of Cardinal
McCloskey took place in St. Patrick’s Cathe-
drzl, New York. Two hundred policemen kept
the great crowd, that had assembled shortly af-
ter = o'clock, ia order, 'I'he doors of the cathe-
dral were opened abt £:45, and the waiting throng
invited to enter. Asthe hour for beginuing the
services was reached the erush without the ea-
thedral became greater, The sireets for several
squarcs in every direction were blocked with
carriages and masses of people. Thoe scene
within the cathedral was grand and impressive,
The dead body of the cardival had, during the
night, been placed inthe mahogany coilin which
bhad been prepared for its reception.

WM. S. WARNER’'S ARREST.

Ferdinand Ward’s Friend to Have a Hearing in Conrt.

Few financial collapses bave ever occasioned
more gossip than the gigantic failure of Grant
& Ward, in New York, some 18 mouths ago.
The crooked ways of I'erdinand Ward, and the
mauner in which he so perfectly hoodwinked

sen. Grant and others, have scarcely a parallel

in the annals of rascality, One of the mys-
terious persons counccted with Ward in  his
operations was William 8. Warner. It was
Ward's failure that dragged down the Marine
Bank. For more than a year Mr. Johnson,
receiver of the latter, has beea trying to find
out what became of large sums of money which
were traced from Ward to Warner. His efforts
culminated in the issaance from the United
States Court, last Friday, of a warrant for the
arrest of Mr. Warner. The aflidavit on which
the order of arrest was issued was made by
United gStates District-Attorney Dorsheimer.
In it be said he was informed by the books and
records of the Marine National Bank that on
certain days between the 1st of May, 1854, and
the Gth of May of the same year, Ferdinand
Ward, an officer and director of the Marine
Bunk, misapplied large sums of money out of
the funds of the bank for his own use and that
of William 8. Warner. The sums thus misap-
plied amounted in all to $70,336.75, and this
sum was taken, according to the aflidavit, to
injure or defrand one Ulysses S. Grant, now
deceased, and William H. Vanderbiit. The
theory on which this charge is supposed to
proceed is that Warner was conscious, that
Ward's contracts were fictitions and that he
knowingly took money belonging to the Marine
Bank when he accepted the checks on that
corporation.

Another phase of the proceedings is based
on the famous transfersof property by Ward to
Warner on the morning of May 7, 1554, the day
after the failure. Ward has testified that he
was so lost to his usual self-possession the night
before that, under the influence of chloral, and
barely kuowing what he did, he transferred to
Mr. Warner personal and real estateamounting
to about $600,000; this included lots in Lewis
avenae, Brooklyn, worth $10,000; the house
No. 81 Pierrepontstrect, Ward’s home, $50,000 ;
a hall-interest in the Booth’s Theater property
and property in Harlem and elsewhere, worth
$285,000; and the Connecticut property, $60,-
000, besides personal property worth $170,000.
In return for these deeds and transfers Ward
received from Mr, Warner $568,000 in Grant &
Ward obligations on “ profits.” The present
proceedings ou Mr. Johusouw’s part scek the
recovery of all this property on the charge of
duress, usury, collusion and fraud. It was
stated on good authority that Mr. Warner was
not the only one against whom Mr, Johnson
had proceeded; that other orders of arrest
had been issued, and that deputy marshals
were sbroad secking (he objects of those.
The indications pointed to some, at least, of the
directors of the Marine Bauk,

During Friday afternoon and night the ofli-
cers were looking for Wurner, to serve the
warrant, but he was abzent on a yachting Lrip.
His friends said that upon his return, as soon
as he learned that a warrant had been issued,
he would voluntarily surrender himself. Mr.
Warner, in accordance with the predictions
of his friends, appeared at the United States
Marshal's office at 11 a. m. Saturday. He was
accompanied by his attorney, Mr. MacLean, and
James G, Janeway, of Alexander & Green, the
counsel of Mr, Warner. Mr. MucLean informed
the Marshal that Mr. Warner understood
that an order of arrest had been issued against
him; that he had come voinntarily to ascertain
what truth there might be in the rumor, and
that he was prepared to furnish buil for his
appearance for exumination, if desired. The
gentlemen were informed that a warrant was
out charging Mr. Warner with collusion with
Ferdinand Ward in defrauding the Marine
Bunk, Gen. Grant and William H. Vanderbilt
of money on transactions in connection with
the firm of Grant & Ward. The examination
was set down for Thursday next and bail was
fixed at $20,000. Mr. Warner's counsel pro-
duced two sureties, who justified in twice that
amount. They were T. Bates Musgrave, banker,
of New York, and Tracy F. Roberts, a rotired
merchant, of Brooklyn,

A Skeleton Found in a Mill Pond.

In 1863 James Jamison, who lived in the
mountains near Port Jervis, N. Y., enlisted in
the army. A soldier's life was not congenial to
him, and so at the end of a few montlis he took
French leave of his regimeut and returned
home, hiding in the woods. United States
Marshals got on his track, and a lively hunt
for some time ensued. The woods in that vi-
cinity were diligently scarchied, but without
finding any trace whatever of the deserter, and
from that time up until Tuesday of last week
nothing more was seen or heard of him. On
thzt day a number of men were cleaning out a
mill pond, the water baving been drawn off for
that purpese. About three feet under the mud
at the bottom of the pond they came upon the
skeleton of 2 man., Remnants of cloth with
brass buttons attached to them were found
clinging to the bones. By the side of the skele-
ton was anold wallet, containing a few corroded
coins, and the rusty remains of the metaiic por-
tious of a revolver, the wood work having en-
tirely disappeared. As the mill pond is near
the place where Jamison was hunted by the
oflicers it is believed that the remains are his,

The Cholera,

The cholera bas not yet disappeared from
Italy, but in France and Spain the epidemic
may be said to be at an end. Alluding to the
disappearance of the disease in the former
country, U. 8. Consul Frank H. Mason, in a
recent report on the subject to the State De-
partment, says: * It is a pleasure to be able to
close the record of this epidemic withont in-
cluding among its victims the name of any
citizen of the United States. ‘This is the more
gratifying in that the malady was particularly
fatal to foreigners, notably to English and
Scandinavians, The few American families
who reside here are mostly in circumstances
which enable them to spend the hot months
away from the ecity. Suoch as remained here
have, as usual, taken all wise precautions, and
have avoided the carelessness and excesses
which are in so many cases fatal to other for-
eigners,”

A Life-Ureserving Dress,

A novel spectacle was witnessed in the Thames
near Westminster, England, the other day. A
lady, & clergy man, and some military and vaval
oflicers, in every-day garb, embarked in asmall
boat and in mids ream began to jump into tho
water. When there they appeared to be per-
fectly at their ease, and, making no movement,
rested calmly with their heads appearing above
the surface. The clothes worn by these people
were made of a fabric in which fine threads of
cork were interwoven wilh other material—an
ingenious device for the Lenelit of tiwmid sea-
travelers.

Pickled Pork Dug Up on a Farm,

Scven years ‘ago a farmer living near Mat-
toon, 111, accidentally fed to several hooss a
Inrge quantity of salt brine, which they eagerly
drank, causing their death.

A few weeks ago the pluce was
sold, and the new proprietor, while digging a
deep diteh for draining purposes, came across
the earcasses of the hogs iu excellent conditicn,
the brine having pickled and preserved them
thoroughly. IHe was at a loss to aceount for
this strange thing until some of the neighbors
told bim of the oceurrence of seven years ago.
