want to adjust. He should make his will, ar-
range as fo his successor, and give attention to
spiritnal preparation. The disease was mortal.
hysicians conld not save the patient. Only
one hope was left—that was Divine help. So
Hezekinh prayed. All effective prayer must
be argumentative. The King gives reasons
why Lie would live longer—reasons so power-
ful to his mind that at the prospect of death
he even wept.  Length of life had been prom-
ised so positively to the righteous that it seemed

a reflection on his character to die so young.

(Ps, 91:16; Pro. 3:1,2.) He had been moral

and pious. (2 Ki., 18:5.) He recalled God's

promise to David that the time wonld never
come when a deseendant wounld be wanting to
continue the royal line. (1 Ki,, 8:25.) Bat
how conld this be if Hezekiah die? No son
was born to him till three years after the sick-
ness of the King, Then the Government just
at that time was in a precarions condition,

The Assyrians were hemming in the territory

and threatening the very capital. Further, the

King had set his heart on the religious refor-

mation of the Kingdom, and feared a relapsa

by his death, So, not in peevishness as in the
cise of Ahab, (1 Ki.,, 21:4,) but for retiremont
and abstraction. he turns his face to the wall
and prays. What power in prayer! God
listens and direets Isaiah, who had gone but a
little distance, to return and assure Hezekiah
that he should recover, and, indeed, be able
within three days to go to the temple; that he
would live 15 years longer, and that the Assyrian
forces would be forever withdrawn from his
territory. But God acts through human means.

A fig ponltice must be applied to the diseased

part. There is remedial power in figs, but a

special curative effect may have been imparted

to the plaster in Hezekial's case. It is impos-
sible to determine the nature of his disorder.

The cure of Hezokiah was not instantaneous,
but was deferred for three days. The King
winted somo immediate comfort. God had at
varions times confirmed his promises and
strengthened the faith of his people by per-
forming on the spot some wonderful act. It
would be an inspiration for the succeeding 72
hours if Hezekiab could witness some miracul-
ous deed requiring but a moment., God yielded
to tho weakness of the man. Through his
'rophet he snggested the sun dial as the in-
strument, giving the King the choice whether
the shadow shonld go forward or backward 10
degrees, A shadow is a result of a law of natare.
When the sun shines a perpendicular object
must cast a shadow on the side opposite the
sun, If no shadow should be east, or if it be
cast to the right or qul.uf,.n direet line from the
sun to the backgronnd opposite the intervening
object, we have a miracle. Let the sun be in
the east; then a po’t miust east its shadow
west, If, on the contrary, it cast shadow to the
north or sonth, we are astennded. We cannot
hold that the total umiverse reversed its revo-
lutions 10 degrees, ILeb the sun shine and let
un ohiject east shade to the ane or other side in-
stead of straight forward, and we have a mira-
cle. The miracle cousisted simply in an unus-
ual, and ordinarily iwpossible, loeation of a
shadow. To bring the matter home: suppose
the hunds of a clock should move back 10 hours
and after a little retu’rn tg the correct time; we
would be obliged to allow the interposition of
some supernatural powerd If we wanted a sign,
we would regard such actof the hands of a dial
as meeting the case,

It iscurions, the exact limit of the King's life
is stated—105 years. Weare cerlain, as the years
plided by, Hezckiah must bave felt strangely.
He was sentenced, It wauld be no comfort, or-
dinarily, to know in advanes the day of one's
death. The last year must have been one quite
wanting in composure. Hezekinh is the only
man of the human race who kunew the date of
liis death, save in the instances of condemned
eriminals.  And we notice that, even with the
additional 15 years, the King died quite young—
at Hi.

Now We reach a weak point in the life of
Hezekinh—ostentation. 'The King of Babylon
senta commission toJudah's King with friendly
letters and a present. He congratulated Heze-
kiah on his restoration to health., It is always
well to fear the Greeks bringing gifts. Instead
of reviewing before the commission all his mil-
itary forces and showing the strength of his
defenses, be exhibited all Lis treasures, jewels,
wealth, What folly ! He conld thus bat stim-
ulate their rapacity and wake them eager to
become possessors of such vast and precious
stores, In 125 years thie Kingdom of Judah was
attacked by the Babylonians, The inhabitants
were carried away captives. All of the treas-
ures were seized and made booty. The tradi-
tions of Judah's wealth, gathered from the
glowing reporis of the ecommission to which
Hezekinh showed his treasures, fired the Baby-
lonian ambition.

There is something probably typical in the
restoration on the third day;—points to our
Savior's restoration from the grave on the thind
day. Reecall Jonah's three-days' experience,

Notico the practical thoughts deduced from
our stuiy:

1. Think it no strange thing if sick. Even
palaces are not exempt from disense, Men can
be Kings only in certain limited realms.

2. Visit the sick. The Prophot, hearing of
Hezckial's (Hness, paid him a pastoral call.
Clergymen should be seen much with the sick.
Patients should send notice of their illness to
their pustors,

3. Make all due preparation for death. See
to wills. Keep business in a manageable con-
dition. Specially seek that holiness without
which none can see God.

4. 1f sick, pray. (St.James, 5:13.) Let others
pray for the sick. (Vs 14, 15.) Prayer avails
agninst disease, foes, nature—against sin, Satan
and thoe unregenerate heart.

5. Live exemplary lives. (V. 3.)

6. Tell the dying the fact outright. (V. 1.)
One should not deceive, nor should one be
blunt., We cannot be so certain in our declara-
tions a person shall dic as was the Prophet
Isaiah; but when the fact is fixed to all humuan
probability, it is better not to conceal it from
the patient, Advise with the physician.

7. Lven the dead speak. Their influence is
felt. David had been dead 300 years, and yet
Hezekiah was blessed through him,

8. God keeps his promises. (Compare V. 6
with 1 Ki,, B:25.)

9. Use means; not pray alone, but apply
poultices. (St. John, 9:46, 7; St. Mark, 7:33;
2 Ki., 2:2022,) . :

10. Return thanks for cpre. When Hezekiah
went to the temple on the third day he surely
did not neglect to expiresgto God his gratitude
for recovery. s %

11. Congratulate your friends on their re-
gaining health; do se in person or by letter. It
was a handsome act on' the part of Berodach
Baladan to send greetings to Judah's King on
learning he had recoyered,

12, The giving of presents is not to be de-
spised if the motive be pore and friendly.

13. Do not encourage enemies by exhibiting
treasures. Persons at times invite robbery by
vain display. Not only pray not to be tempted,
but also keep temptation from others.

14. Avoid ostentation, Pride leads to one's
fall. (Prov., 16:18;'29:23; 1Ti, 3:6.) Says

Some Practical Sugeestions for Our
Agricultural Readers.

APPLES AS FOOD FOR STOCK.

Every farmer having on hand a quantity of
unsaleable apples, by reason of their smallness
or blemishes, should earefully peruse the fol-
lowing from the Live Steck Journal;

A few questions received on this subject,
show that opinions are not yet settled on the
value of apples as food for stock. One asks if
apples will produce good flavored milk. Another,
if sour apples will fatten pigs; another, if ap-
ples will be safefior four or five-months calves.

First. Apples have been feed to cows, with
good results both in increasing the yield and
improving the quality of milk. We have eaten
butter from milk of cows fed on apples and early-
cut hay, and found the quality excellent. But
it must be remembered that too large a quantity
of apples will decrease the yvield of milk. This
may result from the fact that apples are com-
posed almost wholly of carbe-hydrates; nutri-
tive ratio is 1 to 43. Of course apples do mot
contain all the elements in due proportion to
make milk. No more than one-half bushel per
day should be fed toa cow,and from that to
one peck. Apples contaln an acid which assists
in the digestion of other foods, and thus, when
fed in moderate quantity, they appear to be
more nutritions than they are. Apples, also,
promote health by being slightly laxative and
keeping the secretions of the stomach healthy.

Second. Apples have proved very beneficial
to pigs, especially when on clover. The clover
being nitrogenous, and the apples just the op-
posite, these foods seem to complement each
other, In such cases pigs will fatten fast, even
upon sour apples. We have known pigs grown
to 400 pouuds, live weight, on apples and clo-
ver. The pork is found to be peculiarly sweet
in flavor. We never knew a pig to be ill when
fed moderately upon apples. Bat it is well
to feed corn or meal for a few weeks
before killing, as this will ripen up and harden
the pork. Sweet apples will fatten pigs faster
than sour, if apples are principally depended
upon, but if grain is fed with the apples, then
sour wiil do even better than sweet, as the acid
will assist in the digestion of the grain.

Third. Apples are also beneficial in growing
calves, Calves are apt to be fed almost wholiy
upon dry food, and this sometimes produces a
feverish state of the system, and they become
what 15 called “hide-bound.” The apples will
cleanse the stomach and give them a good ap-
petite.  We have seen six quarts of apples to a
calf produce remarkably thrifty growth, when
the other food was good. The English feed
turnips largely to all young stock, and these
promote a healthy growth, but we think apples
quite as good as turnips. They give them such
a vigorons appetite, causing them to eat and
digest more other food with a keen relish, and
thus to make a rapid growth.

In feeding apples to eattle, it is safest to run
them through a root-cutter, so as to prevent all
danger of choking; with early-cut and nicely-
cured clover hay, two quarts of ocats and six
quarts of apples, we have known calves to gain
90 pounds per month.

Apples are also an excellent relish for horses.
We have found them a protection against dis-
ease in work horses. They are very fond of
them, and will digest their other food better
with a few quaris of apples, and for this fact
we have come to regard them almost as valu-
able as oats for the work borse, when fed in
place of four quarts of oats.—National Live Stock
Journal,

WINTERING STOCK.

The condition in which an animal begins the
Winter has very much to do with its thrift
during this rigorous season. * Well Summerad
is half Wintered " is an old adage among stock-
men, and the force of the remark may be real-
ized from the fact that a woodchuek, when it
goes into its Winter quarters for its long sleep
and rest, has no less than 70 per cent. of fat in
its body. This stored-up fat aflords subsistence
for theanimal and furnishes the material which
supplies the vital processes during the four or
five months of its hibernation. When it comes
out in the Spring only a bare trace of fat is
found, and even the thymus and adjacent fat
glands which suppiy the blood are entirely
exhausted. The fact that an animal can thus be
supported on 1ts stored-up fat during the Win-
ter and totally exhausts the supply by the
Spring shows (1) how necessary it is for stock
to go into Winter quarters in high condition;
(2) that it can in a great measure support itself
upon this stored-up reserve, and (3) that by
gouod feeding this reserve may not be drawn
upon, but form the basis for next year's thrifty
growth.—N. Y. Tines,

BEST WOOD FOR FENCES.

In some tests made with small squares of
rarious woods buried one inch in the ground,
the following results, says the Garden, were
noted : Bireh and aspen decayed in three years,
willow and horse-chestnut in four years, maple
and red-beach in five years, elm, ash, horn-
beam and Lombardy poplar in seven years;
onk, Scoteh fir, Weymouth pine and silver fir
decayed to a depth of one-half inch in seven
vears; larch, juniper and arbor-vitie were un-
injured at the expiration of the seven years.

NKEW USE FOR OLD FRUIT CANS.

A correspondent of an exchange suggests a
new use for old fruit cans, as follows: Last
Spring I found under one of my apple trees in
the orchard some 20 of these cans—probably
thrown there by some of the females of the
fumily. To put them out of the way of the
seythe when mowing my orchard I placed them
open end down on spurs of the apple tree. A
few days since 1 thought I would remove them
to a permanent resting place, and on taking
them down found every can partially filled with
the cocoons of the codling moth. With a piece
of shingle Iscraped them into the fire—setting
the old cans again on the trees for another crop
of cocoons. I probably trapped with these old
cans at least 300 cocoons of the eodling moth,

CONCERNING CANADA THISTLES,

It would be well if the Legislatures of every
State in the Union would follow the example
of that of Indiana in dealing with that pest—
the Canada thistle. We refer to the following
enactment which recently passed that body:
“ Auy person knowingly allowing Canada this-
tles to grow and mature upon his land, or land
under hischarge, shall be fined not less than 35
nor more than $20, and for the second and each
subscquent offense double the amount of the
first fine. Supervisors of the highways of the
State who allow thistles to grow on any road in
their districts are subject to like penalties, as
are also road-masters of railway lines who al-
low the pests to grow about stations or along
the right of way under their supervision.”
DETERMINING THE VALUE OF MILCH COWS,

There i8 no safe method of determining the
butter qualities of a herd except by charning
the milk of each eow separately. The bulk of
the milk is not a sure indication. Very often
the cow that gives but a mederate quantity of
milk may vicld the largest amount of butter.
In breeding up a herd a knowledge of the char-
acteristic of each cow will enable the dairyman
to breed for the best results, as the superior
cows may be used for breeding to thoroughbred
bulls. It does not pay to keep calves unless the
merits of their sires and dams are well known.

CARE OF FENCES.

The old saying that “a stitch in time saves
nine " finds an appropriate application in many
directions of labor. There is nothing of more
importance to the farmer than his fences, ard
he should have an eye to their security, espee-
ially when they are likely to endanger crops.
Proper repairsshould be made in the Spring, and
if these are neglected trouble is likely to follow.
This was illustrated only a little time since in
the case of a neighbor whose cornfield received
& visitation from his stock because of a neglect
to make necessary repairs. After the horse was
stolen the lock was put upon the barn. How
much better it would have been to have made
the repairs at the proper time,

death of the mother. Actual residence upon the
land (in case of minor children) is not necessary.
Any proper information regarding vacant public
lands may be obtained by application at any land
oftice. The land oflices in your Territory are located
