I. The Inspection ordered to commence Oct. 5
not having been completed, the time is hereby ex-
tended to Dee. 15, and it is expected that all reports
of Assistant Inspectors will beat these Headquar-
ters by that date.

Tho Quartermaster-Genera- l
writes me that a new price-lis- t will soon bo ready,
and the same will bo promptly promulgated when
received.

V. It is expected that every Camp having any
suspended members will tak some practical
method of restoring them to membership. A little
united effort will serve to bring back the greater
part of these brothers.
