fund ; on the contrary 1 believe that my com-
rades of your J'ost will and do greatly rejoice that
in many a favored spot, and in localities us wide
apart as our country is great, the eyes of our com-
rades will rejoice in looking on monuments to U. S.
Grant that our National authority has met the
wishes ofso many com rades by this action, and I am
equally well siitislied that when the record is com-
pleted of thoae ecrvaut. of Fraternity, Charily and
Loyalty, whose contributions erected the Grand
.Army & Moqiimcnt to its great comrade that there
will be no name lacking which has a place on the
rolls of the splendid Department of New Jersey.

"They indorse the several proposals of Circular
No. l,as expressing the wish and purpose of the
Grand Army, and pledge its hearty
until the noble object in view is fully attained.

"In view of the fact that inquiry is made at Na-
tional Headquarters as to the location of the menu-znen- t

and of the desire expressed on all hands that
it be at the National Capital, the committee, con-
sidering that it shotid for palpable reasons be there
located, hereby declare that the city of Washington
shall be the place of its erection.

Army or any of its comrades or authorities shall be
without cost to the said fund."

Butkr politically, there is no one who can forget
how, despite the influences thrown around him at
the time, in the hour of peril he stepped to the front
and laid his life and services on the altar of patriot-
ism nnd placed his country under lasting obligations
to him. Let us never forget them ; let us remem-
ber these things even in tho heat and passion of
political turmoil ; and let us remember that despite
his exalted position ho ha not deemed it beneath
his dignity to come and join himself with his hum-
blest comrade. Why, it is only a few weeks since
that I sceeived an application from a Post in a
neighboring town to grant them a dispensation to
go out into the country to muster two distinguished
comrades of the old army into our Order. I did not
believe that any such authority lay within my juris-
diction, bull did know that armless and legless vet-
erans had been carried into the lodge rooms in their
comrades' arms to join the Grand Army of the Re-
public. 1 remembered that, and I declined to grant
ihcdispensation, believing that ir our maimed com-
rades could come to us to be mustered into our ranks
no man was exalted enough for the Grand Army lo
go to them. What Gen. Butler has done all can do;
and those who know the character and mettle of tho
man, and recognize the exalted position he holds in
the eyes of his countrymen, can appreciate the spirit
that sent him among us to-nig- Therefore, 1 es-
teem it an honor and a privilege tohave been here."
When Department Commander 'yersey'B remarks
were concluded the Hon. Jeremiah Crowley made
a brief but interesting speech. Ho mentioned the
fact that when President Lincoln made his call for
troops at the beginning of tho rebellion Massachu-
setts responded with four regiments, and the first
to march was the Gth Mass. In crossing the bridge
the cars were mixed up, and in utter confusion the
regiment entered Bui ti more, where all but four
companies were drawn in cars through the streets.
These four companies were assailed by the mob of
rebels, who did not cease their demonstrations
until the maddened soldiery shot them down. The
bnnd of the regiment tho old Lowell Brigade
Band had been left behind In a box-ca- r. and was
soon the objects of the mob's revenge. They were
unarmed and helpless. But a poor, frail woman,
deep down in whose heart there burned the divine
spark of patriotism, came to their aid, called ujKn
them. to follow her, and led them in safety to her
home. That night the police took them under
their protection, and next day they returned to
Philadelphia, from whence, through the kindness
of Gen. Butler, they were sent home. Past Depart-
ment Commander Patch then made a rattling ad-
dress, given with n pungency and snap which dis-
tinguishes thut gentleman's utterances. The meet-
ing broke up about midnight, when the comrades
returned to their homes delighted with tho events
of the evening.

Eislcdfodd) brought down the house by their ren-
dition of tho " Soldier's Farewell," " The Battle of
Murfrccsboro," "Tramp, Tramp," "Roll Call on
High," and "Honor to the Soldiers." The recit-
ations" The Bayonet Charge." " You Put No Flow-
ers on My Papa's Grave," and " Into the Vnllcy of
Death," were well rendered. But the grand per-
formance of the evening, the one before which the
laurels of the Choral Society withered and the lus-
ter of the champion medal of Prof. Miles dimmed,
was the "Battle of Pork and Beans." by the mem-
bers of tho W.R.C., with full malo chorus.

Much of it was carried away
and will, probably, usurp the place of tho horso
shoe over ninny a door. The coffee had tho gen-
uine army twang. Wo regretted tho nbsenee of
Mrs. Sherwood, but tho work of tho W.R.C. wns
ably presented by Sirs. Dr. W. R. Thrift, President
of Mart Armstrong Relief Corps, of this place.

They wero difficult to obtain, as the
rebels placed n guard over tho old horse's tail to
keep the prisoners from stealing his tail, and they
could get but ono hair at a time, when they could
manage to divert tho guard's attention away to
something clso. Tho Major entertained the audi-
ence by playing. This remarkable fiddle was pre-
sented by Lieut. Paine to Maj. Bering while in
prison? and it has been in bis possession ever since.

Thompson, St. Johnsbury: Chnmbcrlin
Post and Relief Corps have recently closed a very
successful fair, held for the purpose of raising
money to establish a relief fund. The fair was
opened and placed on a popular footing by Gov.
Pengrcc, a Grand Army man. and stall'. The Gov-
ernor made some very pertinent remarks, and was
warmly received. Music Hall was beautifully
draped with bunting. There were several tables
of fancy articles made by the Relief Corps, together
with contributions from our citizens, among them
an elegant marble clock, a French plate-glas- s mir-
ror, a mixed silver and china tcte-a-tc- te set, a bar-
rel of Hour, a set of grocers' scales, live aligators
and other curiosities from Florida, and many other
things. The ladies had a very handsome silk crazy
quilt, which was given to the person guessing the
exact or nearest to the correct number of pieces the
quilt contained. Thiee persons guessed the exact
number, and they gave it o Gov. Pengree. Wo
also had a Grand Army qiiilL composed of 20 blocks
of line bleached sheeting. A Maltese eross of red
was sewed on the center of 'every block, and two
stars and two crescents on diagonal corners.
Twenty ladies each t&ok li bloclj; and solicited
contributions from the gentlemen in sums from 10
cents upward, the lndyt raising the most money
receiving the quilt usually; but we varied this by
giving it to the gentleman who gave the most on a
square, une generous individual gave 520, and
received the quilt. Themarble clock was voted to
the most popular man in Chnmbcrlin Post; the
mirror to the vainest woman, " that she might see
herself as others see her" open to the world: the
scales to tho most accurate business man; n hand-
some afghan to the most pojfnlar clergyman. The
marble clock netted us 138; the silk quilt $30; the
Grand Army quilt 45. We had a restaurant in
rooms below, which was wel patronized. An in-
teresting feature of the fair was the " War Itelic
Loan Exhibit," filling about 40 feet of showcases,
besides stacks of muskets hung with canteens,
knapsacks, haversacks, cartridge-boxe- s, all carried
or captured from the lebels by their owners. There
was one Fenian gun, picked Up on the border nt the
time of the Fenian scare a curious-lookin- g tiling.
In the showcases there was everything of use to a
soldier, from a sword to, a frying pan'; wooden
spoon inr.de nnd used eight months in Audersou-vill- e

Prison ; shoes made from an old flannel shirt,
and worn in Libby Prison; n bayonet from the
Fort Pillow massacre, with a blood-curdlin- g his-
tory; Revolutionary relics from Fort Ticonderoga;
bayonet used at Lexington; a flintlock pistol, pow-
der horn, and a gourd which would hold nearly a
gallon; bullet mold and sword all Revolutionary
relies. There was a piece of the force pump of tho
Merrlmnc, showing where it was broken by n ball ;
rebel shell and canister shot; Union and rebel can-
teens; swords, sabers and murderous knives, nl1
captured from the rebels; bone anil laurel-woo- d

rings made in prison; pipes and watch charms
made in camp ; a piece of hardtack brought home
by a three-month- s' man in '61, and a bass drum
captured by the 17th Vt. in April. '63. A wealth (?)
of Confederate money SIOO bond and several 100
bills, and 50s, S20s, and down. One curious thing
was a souvenir of Libby Prison ; whittled from a
straight stick of wood were a pair of scissors, di-
viders, hammer, anvil, bullet mold, two pairs nip-
pers, little ball in open frame, these all connected
by little chains of several links each, all without
rivets, joints all cut in tho wood, all movable, scis-
sors could be closed, hammer strike tho anvil, di-
viders measure one or six inches, and the whole
shut up in a box about three inches wide and 10 or
12 long. There wero dramatic entertainments by
home talent. But the great event of tho week was
the evening when Gen. John A. Logan delivered
nn address to an audience of 1,200 people. Gen.
Ixigan was received with open arms by Vermont-er- a.

The subject of his address was Gen. Grant,
nnd was intensely interesting. The fair was a
financial success ; receipts, about 81,300; expenses
very light; net gain, probably 81,000 or SI ,200. It
places Chambcrlm Post and Relief Corps on a very
substantial foundation, and wu hope no veteran or
veteran's family will stiller while there is a dollar
left. Wc have a fine hall, well furnished, stations
all marble top, with banquet room adjoining; also
kitchen, ante-room- s, ladies' parlor, and various
other rooms attached.
