SUNDAY MEDITATION.
Practical Duties Taught by a Study of tho Inter-iirIIor- hI

.Sunday School Lossoit Appointed for
Jan. ill. Ban., 1: 1.

One reading these notes should first carefully
study the paragraph from the Holy Scriptures as
indicated above.

TJio prophetic part of the Old Testament
reaches from tho Book of Isaiah to that of Mal--
achi. TJicro arolG such books. Tho first four,
viz., Isa., Jcr., Lam., and Eze., aro known as
tho Greater Prophecies; tho last 12 as the
Lesser Prophecies. The Hook of Daniel is the
first of tho dozen Minor Prophets.

Daniel was of tho first company of the King-
dom of Jttdah to ho taken captive. The time
at which lie was seized and borno off from Je-
rusalem to Babylon give3 dato to what is known
as the Captivity of Judah, viz., B. C. G04. Neb-
uchadnezzar made many captives. It had been
prophecied by Isaiah the Judaliites should bo
thus punished. ('J Ki., 20: 18; Is., 39:7.) Dan-
iel was hut a boy when made a prisoner of war,
being less than 11 years old. It was hard for
ouo so young to be carried away from homo and
country. Nebuchadnezzar ordered tbe most
promising of the Jewish captives to bo put into
n college and prepared to bo of sorvico in the
royal court. Dan., 1:4, furnishes an ideal of
tho personal appearance of tho young Hebrew
captive. Plato tells us tho age of students enter-
ing tho royal schools in Persia was about 14.
The course of study covered threo years. Xeno-pho- n

gives the age of 17 as that at which young
men arrived when entering on tho position of
attendants on tho King. Daniel would soon
graduato and be in readiness for regal service

During tho events of the lesson Johoiakim
was King of Judah.

We find ourselves in Babylon, 500 miles east
of Jerusalem. It was tho capital of Chaldea,
14 miles square, surrounded by a wall 300 feet
high and SO feet wide. From the wall rose 250
towers; 100 gates gavo ingress and egress. Walls
and buildings were made of brick manufactured
from clay at Land, while bitumen served for
mortar.

To this city the captives from Jerusalem were
taken. Among them was Daniel. Tho King of
Babylon needed court attendants, lie wautcd
men of ability. Such could bo found among
the Chaldean youth. Ho, however, had appre-
hensions that young man from tho leading
families of his own kingdom might, in their
ambition, prove troublesome to him. He judged
it best to raise up as royal attendants the noblest,
ablest, wisest of his foreign subjects. Such
would not. bo so likely to become factious or
rebellious. Ho had a school for training such,
so that they might become familiar with tho
Babylonian language, literature, history and
customs. Four were chosen from the Jewish
captives Dauiel, Shudracb, Moshach aud Abed-neg- o,

Nebuchadnezzar was anxious tho students at
Iiis political school should have tho best of
preparation, not only of mind but of body. Ho
ordered his servants (ounuchs) to provido
them with hills of faro corresponding to his
own menu. Ho wished them to have royal pro-
visions and beverages. Such food and drink
were therefore served to Daniel. But ho ut-
terly refused to partake of either. Tho Jews
were very particular a3 to diet. This was a
result of instructions given by tho Lawgiver of
Heaven through his Prophet Moses. Certain
kinds of food wore forbidden, o. g., that of
swine. Then animals the ilesh of which could
bo eaten must bo killed in a proscribed form,
and hence Jews had and have their own butch-
ers. Greatest care was taken to have all blood
thoroughly washed off tho meat. (Deu.,12 : 23-2- 5.)

The Prophet Ezekiel was conscientious as
to his food. (4:13-1-1- .) So was Peter. (Acts,
10 : 14.) The custom of offering sacrifices by
the heathen to their gods made the matter still
more complox. If ono ato viands or drank
beverages on which pagan priests had asked a
heathen blessing, or which had been borno from
idolatrous altars to the dining room, he would
bo practically joining in tho worship of such
pagau deities. Daniel could not thus oven indi-
rectly give countenance to heathen devotion.
(Hos., 9 : 3, 4 ; Acts, 15 : 20.) It scorns also that
Dauiel might have objected to a dietary so rich
as that of the court. Ho foresaw effeminacy in
lusuriauco.

While Daniel was firm he was courteous.
Before declining outright he kindly rcquestod
the lord chamberlain to permit him to cat more
plain diet. It is well to try to prevent any
unpleasantness.

Daniel saw that to observe Nebuchadnezzar's
requirement was to disobey God, to compromise
tho true religion, to be disloyal to hi3 own na-
tion. Though so kindly in manner a3 to win tho
lovo and favor of the eunuchs (servants) of the
King, yet ho was so determinate iu matters of
conscience that nothing could inovo nor intimi-
date him.

When the chief officer having in charge tho
dietary of the college expresses fears of boing
beheaded if tho students fail to maintain good
health and fine appearance, Daniel proposes a
test. Instead of rich meats and wines, ho sug-
gests a trial for 10 days on pulso and water, as-

suring Mclzar tho Jewish captives would bo
better off in flesh and strength than they
who followed tho royal diet. By pulse we
mean beans, peas, vegetables, herbs, as con-
trasted with a diot of flesh, game, fish. Tho
four Jewish captives were permitted to uso a
vegetarian's bill of faro. At the end of 10 days
Mclzar was pleased with the result. Tho He-
brew youths were more ruddy, fresh and
healthful in appearance than they who fol-

lowed the heathen vicnu. Aftorward Mclzar
granted Daniel and his threo companions privi-
lege to have their chosen dishes. After tho
threo years had passed, (V. 5,) the four grad-
uates, Daniel and his threo fellow-captive- s,

wore presented to Nebuchadnezzar. Tho King
found they excelled all the rest of tho school.
He hence selected them as his special advisers.
They oven surpassed in wisdom nnd under-
standing the professional and experienced
magi. The scientists aud philosophers, called
in tho lesson magicians aud astrologers, were
outdono 10 times over by tho four young men
from Jerusalem. It was well indeod for
Babylon that ono so learned, good, kind, cour-
teous, firm, far-seein- g as Daniel was preserved
in life so long. Ho lived all through tho 70
years of captivity; dying, probably, 85 years
old. Ho was taken captivo at about tho timo
Nebuchadnezzar became King, G01 B. C, and
lived during tho 43 years reign of thi3 Baby-
lonian ruler. Then Dauiel lived on during the
reigns of Belshazzar, Darius, aud threo years
of the reign of Cyrus, dying at about 500 B. C.

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Some Practical Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Readers.

CULTIVATION OF CORN.

To the Editor: I would like to say a few
words about corn and its cultivation through
tho medium of tho agricultural department of
your truly excellent paper. There is no doubt
many readers of The National Tribune who
aro growing this great staple are or ought to bo.
interested in the improvement of the quality
and quantity of the com crop. Truly, Corn is
King. Tho corn crop of the United States is
thousands of millions of bushels yearly; indeed,
the corn ccop of youthful Iowa alono is esti-

mated at hundreds of millions of bushels. There
is no doubt that tho corn crop of Iowa has been
greatly overestimated for tho year 1SS1, at
least one hundred millions of bushels, as both
tho quality and quantity of tho corn crop of
Iowa for the year 1631 is below the average.

Twenty-fiv- e years ago it was thought impos-
sible to grow corn in Iowa, but to-da- y we are
growing tho finest corn in tho world. This
great result has been brought about not by
chance, but by selecting and plauting oarly
varieties of corn. At the same time tho corn
crop of Iowa and, in fact, the wholo country,
can bo increased fully 50 per cent, both in
quality and quantity. This can bo done with-
out increasing the acreage, aud tho only way
to bring about this gratifying result is by plant-
ing none but good, reliable seed of early, hardy
varieties. Doubtful seed is dear at any price, and
it is poor economy to plant it. There are thou-
sands of farmeis who plant poor seed because it
is cheap. They will cheerfully pay from $50
to $100 for a pig and from $5u0 to .00 for a calf
to improvo their herds, but aro not willing to
go to a little extra trouble and cxponso to im-
prove and increase the best-payin-g ciop ou tho
farm. Good, reliable seed is the first step to-

wards a good crop. Pure-bre- d, reliable and
acclimated seed is just as essential to grow a
good crop of corn from as pure-bre- d animals to
improvo your herds. Thorough cultivation in
the early stages of growth is "the next impor-
tant step towards a good crop of corn. From
tho timo tho seed germinates until tho plant
attains a growth of from two to threo feet
high it should bo thoroughly cultivated, but
in high latitudes, where tho season is
short, deep cultivation should not bo contin-
ued, as deep cultivalion after a certain
stage of growtli will make the crop lato. Late
and deep cultivation will increase tho size of
tho stalk, but in doubtful seasons will endanger
tho crop by making it lato and liablo to bo
spoiled by early frost, but shallow or surface
cultivation can bo continued with profit until
the stalk has attained its full growth. Every
intelligent farmer knows by experience that it
is utterly impossible to grow a good crop of
corn and a big crop of rag weeds at tho same
time and on tho same piece of land. Again,
corn being a semi-tropic- al plant, should bo en-
couraged to grow rapidly to insure maturity,
more especially in high latitudes where tho
season is short. Again, it is always best to pro-
cure seed as far north as corn will mature. It
is a tact that northern-grow- n

corn that is fully matured is bast for seed pur-
poses. Corn cati'be taken from north to south
any distance for$ccd purposes, and will bo fol-

lowed with good results. On tho other hand,
planting southern-grow- n corn in northern lati-
tudes is always; followed by failure. Again,
northern-grow- n i corn being richer in oil will
produce a stronger, more vigorous aud hardy
plant. The loss to Iowa alono in tho year 1832
and 1883 was millions of dollars by planting
southern or Nebraska seed. Again, lato and
largo southern corn ha3 a tendency to grow
large, barren stalks when planted in higher
latitudes. Indcfld, all largo varieties of corn
have a characteristic of growing barren stalks,
and those that are itot "barren grow a small car
very high up on tho stalk; on tho other hand,
corn of northern origin and growth has a char-
acteristic of growing a .short, stocky stalk, with
tho car well down on tho sttilk, and every stalk
producing at least ono good car. All intelligent
farmers will agree with me when I say large
barren stalks are not profitable; they impover-
ish the soil without giving any return. Tho
writer has spent many years in experimenting
and growing corn in a small way, and ho finds
tho only way to improve corn is by selection
and cultivation. Always bear in mind not to
plant poor seed. Plant iiouo but good seed;
piant at thO proper time; plant no more than
can bo properly cultivated, and you will be both
pleased aud benefited by tho result. A. L.

LKAVKS I'OU FKUTILIZINQ.
Very few farmers are fully aware of tho

valuo of forest leaves as a fertilizing elemont,
nud also as a substitute for straw as bedding.
In localities whoro leaves can be obtained tho
thrifty farmer should not fail to avail himself
of them. An article in a recent number of tho
Xeio England Farmer gives a very good exposi-
tion of tho subject, as follows:

"The special valuo of leaves for fertilizing
purposes lies in the fact that they combine iu
themselves all tho mineral constituents of plants
in proper proportion. Through the laws of
adaptation they nourish growing plants with-
out tho disadvantages arising from an excess or
deficiency of ono or more ingredients. Every
particle that is found in a leaf is capable, when
decayed, of entering into new combinations and
again arising into a tree for the purpose of con-
tributing to tho production of more leaves and
flowers and fruit. It is patent that the less wo
rob tho soil of the perishing members of vego-tatio- n

which furnish tho means of annually
renewing its fertility the better it will bo for
future growths.

"Leaves contain tho carbon, or humus, to-

gether with the alkaline substances essential
to tho support of growing plants. When dry
they aro said to contain about six pounds of in-
organic matter, suitable for plaut food, in overy
100 pounds. This is inclosed in a vegetable
tissue, which rapidly decays, and during

various ga303 aro evolved which
further supply tho waut of growing plants.
All other manures are more expensive. Leavos
cost only tho gathering, usually a light and
pleasant work. They coustituto a perfectly
safe manure. They may be applied to plants,
or when decomposed may be brought into con-

tact with seeds without any danger of injury.
Applied to the roots of trees or growing plants
in the form of a mulch, leaves are valuable in
preventing tho rapid evaporation of tho moist-
ure in the soil, holding it iu rcservo for tho
uso of trees or plants, while by their slow do-ca- y

thoy aro constantly supplying their fertil-
izing elements.

"Tho greatest value of leavos is probably
found in their use and mechanical influence
when incorporated with tonaciousor stiff, clayey
soils, in rendering them porous, holding them
opon to the air and the showers, keeping them
in a more fitting etatoibr tho frco admission of
moisture to the roots of tho plants, as woll as
to tho gcnoral promotion of various crops. In
Scotland leaves are ullpwed three or four years
to porfectly decomposo, occasionally being
turned. Hero this would bo regarded as im-
practicable. Butr, though bulky in propor-
tion to thoir weight, leaves should bo utilized
wherever thoy are available, for tho reasons in-
dicated. Even their very bulk and lightness,
in certain cases and for somo purposes, give
them a special va.luo.'I

on the part of the bank, which it can
refuse to grant If it chooses to do. The banks
called National Banks are so designalcd, because
their bank notes are national, their circulation be-
ing guaranteed by the Government, and such notes
aro thus good any where in tho United States; but
thuy can do as they please about cashing checks
not drawn upon them.

A pensioner is draw-
ing pension at $0 per mouth, disability occurring
when he was an enlisted man.

afterwards. If his disability becomes worse
and ho wishes to apply for an increase, would his
rank he any benefit to him; that is, could beget
any more by applying as an officer?
