I we out over the field doring
the day and saw more than 100 dead scattered
oun the hill, to say nothing of the wonnded, A
troce was declared from about ¥ till 5 o'clock to
carry off the wounded, though many of them
must huve froven to death, for it was intens
cold and they-were very thinly clad. On the
evening af Dec. 4 the rebs left for good, aud so
ended the sicge of Kuoxville,

ings durine the siege, but if it were not
making my aturv too long, I conld tell yon
about the eorncob-and-sawdust bread, and the
cattle that were so nearly starved that they
had to be killed lving down; of the killing of
all the extra horses and muoles so as to have
more feed for those that were left: of the fizht
with butcher Kknives in the duark between
some of our boys and the rebs over the earcass
of a cow accidentally shot between the lines;

The coudition of the
cow raised the commiseration of a large soldier,
who voluntecred to take herto the General
with kind treatment.

COLD HARBOR.
The Gallant Part Taken in the Fight by Gen,
Drake’s Brigade,

To THE EpiTor: The morning of the 1st of
June, 1564, opened beantifully. Having halted
g0 late the previons night, the command was
allowed to rest. About 10 o'clock they were
again in motion and in the direction of Ceold
Harbor., Atwoon they halted for an bour near
an ancient stone church., A favern standing op-
posite was called Oid Church Tavern. The
Sizth Corps was now passing on the same road
toward the scene of conflict. The mud of the
last night had entirely disappeared and in its
place a fine, impaipable dust, several inches
deep, ground up by thousands of wheels and
the trumping of tens of thousands of horses
and armed men. This dust
moved rolled over if, completely
it as a cloud.

enveloping

halt was reached, and could hardly be recog-
nized. Added to this there had been a cavalry
fizht in the region a few days before, and the
eilluvia of dead animals tainted the air. After
a brief halt the column moved on, and about 3
o'clock passed the headquarters of the Fifth
Corps, aud soon after those of the Sixth. Abeut
s mile farther the road bent to the right, and
along it was a skirt of woods. Here the brigade
was formed, the 112th N. Y. on the right and
connecting with the left of the Sixth Corps,
Col, Drake’s Brigade constiluted the first line
ol the division; Col. Barton's the sccond.
Scarcely were they formed in the edge of the
woeds when the silence was broken by the
artillery opening on both sides. Gen. Devens
now rode up to Col. Drake and said to him:
“Colonel, put your brigade in immediately.”
The order was obeyed with alacrity, and they
moved steadily forward to the awful conflict,
The mounted officers left their horses and
marched on foot with the men, The ground
here was very unceven with ridges and ravines.
The woods in some places were unbroken to the
enemy’s works, At other points there were
wide open spaces. In front of the 112th, on
passing out of the woods, there was an open
field 600 yards in width to be erossed. before
reaching the enemy's advance-line of skir-
mishers. This was successfully accomplished
with few casualties, and the enemy driven back
to their rifle-piter The regiment was now under
cover of the woods. After some ineflfective
firing, Col. Drake gave the order to cease fir-
ing and fix bayonets, The order was instantly
obeyed, and at the command forward the live
of battie pressed on steadily.

The worke were very irrogular, and the men
were exposed to & galling fire. The biave com-
mander was at all points where his presence
was needed, and the line was well kept, though
the loss was severe. At length the works were
reached and gallantly carried. Mounting the
parapet among the first, brave Col. Drake
waved his sword, hurrahed, and fairly danced

This line of works was carried, but with con-
siderable loss, and the ranks were now quite
broken; but the men, flushed with victory,
woere pressing on toward the second line, Un-
fortnnately, the regiment on the left of the
Sixth Corps was a raw regiment, enlisted but
six weeks before, and this was Lheir first fight.
The distance to the encmy’s works in their
front was less by a handrad rods than in front
of Drake's Brigade, but they quailed before the
fire aud could not be pushed up. This left
Col, Drake’s command in a very unfortunate
pesition. The enemy, holding their rifle-pits
on our flank, were able to pour in a very severe
enfilading fire, while we were also exposed to
the front fire of the advanced line of works. At
this point the carnage was terrible, the 112th
N. Y., from its position, sulfering most severely,
its casualties nearly equaling the sum of those
Here Col.
Drake, while attempting to rectify the line,
was shot through the body and borne from the
field.

After the ineffectual attempt to carry the
second line of works the brigade fell back be-
hind the earthworks already carried, which
they beld auntil drawn off. The wounded were
conveyed to asecure position, about a mile in
the rear of the scene of confiict.

The next day they took position a little to
the right of the sceneof the previousday’s con-
flict, a position held until drawn off to re-
embark for the James River. Forty men of the
regiment were killed upon the field. The total
casualties in the brigade were: 112th N. Y.,
153; 169th N. Y., 94; 9th Me., 62; 13th Ind.,
11. Col. Mc¢Conihe, of the 169th N. Y., was
killed, and Lieut.-Col. Alden was severcly
wounded., The Eighteenth Corps moved back
to the Army of the James by the same route
over which it had been transported 10 weeks

When we formed the last line of batte-
ries for the day, near the river landing, just
before the last charge of the encmy, the rem-
nant of an infantry regiment (from Illinois, I
believe) formed on the left of our guns. There
were about 75 men left. A patriotic address
wis wiade to them by one of their Captains, an
old, venerable looking man, who said that he
had been chosen by the remaining officers -to
take command. e stated that their Colonel,
Lieutenant-Colonel, Major, and Adjutant were
all killed or wonnded, and made a patriotic
talk, which, under the cireumstances, was very
impressive, as we kuew we were to be charged
on in a few moments, Just before the charge
came, a regiment of Nelson's Division, Buell’s
army, took post on their left. Who was the
old Captain, what were the names of the dis-
abled oflicers, and what regiment wasit? An
answer to this will be appreciated. —Jonx

4, 13617 1 sup-
pose that the General knew the military des-
ignation of the body of troops which he com-
manded ; if not, it seems unfortunate that some
one who was better informed, like Comrade
Leahy, had not shown him his mistake before
he left the service.

As to the Commissary dopartment and the
life upon the island, there is merely a differ-
ence of opinion. If the comrade found the
ratious good and the life not monotonous, so
much the better for him; he conld enjoy the
continual feast of a contented mind. In my
case, distance, as yet, has failed to lend suffi-
cient enchantment to the view to enable me to
Jook back with pleasure upon the months ]
spent there.

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A REBEL STAMPEDE.

How thie Johnnles were Driven from Frederiek, Md

To Tue Evrtor: The incidents I wish tore-
late here occurred at the time of one of those
rebel invasions or predatory incursions into
Maryland and Pennsyivanin, although this
one was wmore ostensibly a ruse to divert the
attention of the Governmernt at Washington
from the pending siege at Potersburg.

intuition, Mac and his boys made a bold dash
down the street to the center of the town,
thinking to assist in and expedite any further
arrangements needed to complete the good
resolutions of the rebels to leave the town,
But here their reeeption was anticipated.
Near the intersection of the two streets at this
point, on the one running north and south, but
far enough inward to be unperceived by the
chargers until too late, 200 Confederate caval-
rymen, formed in ambuscade, weleomed the
boys with blant and unkindly greetings, judg-
ing from the reckless manner in which tlwy
handled their Winchesters, Although causing
a momentary cheek to the advance of the htlle
loyal band in blue, it was quickly responded to
by lively manipnlations of carbine and revolver.

When the crash of shot and shriek had died
away and the sulphurons fumes of the contest
were disappearing, Capt. MceDonald, dismount-
ed—his horse Iying dead on the streets of Fred-
crick, riddled with bullets, and himself se-
riously wounded in the right breast and right
leg—ordered a charge, With drawn sabers the
boys unhesitatingly waded in upon the solid
phalanx of horsemen, who, dismayed at the
unflinching and daring bravery displayed by
their antagonists, wheeled and fled towards
the ontskirts of the town.

We will say here that Capt. McDonald was
earried to the residence, aear by, of a promi-
nent gentleman and well eared for.

He Says the 10th 111, * Did Sling Gore.™

To THE EprTor: My attention was called to
a communication in your paper of Jan, 7, 1836,
under the above captious caption, signed C. G,,
which means Charley Grundy. The comrades
of the old 10th are very indignant at ** Brick-
top’s” aspersions on a body of men who were
amongst the first to answer their country's
call, and we with charity look upon C. G.'s ef-
fusion as a eranky exuberanee, born in passion
and fulminating from a pen dipped in gall.
Now, Mr. Editor, it is true at this day that
even the 100-days’ men, who never smelt pow-
der, are glad to elaborate on their services to
their country; but here is a man who served
three years and 11 months in a regiment that
slung no gore. We, too, served our country
acceptably in the same mess with C. G., and
were with the old pious 16th as far as before
Atlanta, Ga., getting discharged on the 3lst
day of August, 1564, subsequently serving in
Co. H, 5th U. 8. V. V., Hancock's First Corps.

The history of this regiment that *never
slung gore” is a proud one, and, as we will
show hereafter, its services were of the highest
order. This regiment was sworn into the serv-
ico on Aug. 13, 1861, for tree years. In Gen.
Grant's first reconnoissance in the rear of Co-
Iumbus, Ky., January, 1562, we led the ad-
vance; in February, 1862, we drove Jeff Thomp-
son to the wall, and on March 12, 1862, after
several attempts to capture New Madrid, we
(with the aid of the 16th 1il.) eaptured that
strong fortress. The War Department issned
a complimentary order. On the Gth of April,
1562, with the 16th IIL, we captured Gen. Me-
Call's force of 5,500 men at Tiptonville, Tenn.
On May 3, 1362, we captured Farmington, Miss,,
charging the Louisiana Tigers, for which our
old Colonel (J. D. Morgan) received a star. We
were the first to plant our eclors on Fort Beau-
regard, Corinth, and in the puarsuit of the
Johnnies we were on the advance, engaging
them at Tuseumbia River, when we did have a
“stand-up-and-shoot” fight. 1 pass over nu-
merous other minor exploits. Oect. 5, 15862, we
repulsed a large body of rebels under command
of Morsan and Anderson before Nashville,
your correspondent drawing the first bead, and
for our good resistance Gen. Negley compli-
mented our Gen, Morgan.—M. J. CLERIHAN,
Co. B, 10th 111, Jacksonville, I1I.

Fort Blakely, Ala,

To T Epitor: In your issuae of Jan. 28
Lient.-Col. John B. Gandelfo, commanding
175th N. Y., undertakes to correct a statement
of Johu W. Fry in the issue of Oct. 29, in re-
gard to the forces operating in front of Fort
Blakely, Ala.

It scems to me that the Colonal, in correcting
the comrade for seeming to forget that Gen. A.
J. Smith's Corps formed part of the besieging
and assaulting force at Fort Blakely, fulls into
the same kind of an error, assuming that Gen.
Garrard's Division of the Sixteenth Corps did
all the fighting and captured the works alone
in the assault of April 9, 1865. The Colonel
says that Gen. Garrard’s Division made the
final assault on Blakely, which resalted in its
capture April 9, 1865.

The fact is that the fort was invested by
Gen. Steele’s forces on the right, which con-
sisted of Gen. Hawkins's Division of colored
troops on the extreme right, next Gen. An-
drews’s Division, to which I belonged ; on the
left of Gen, Ardrews was another dwaswn—tha
name of the commander 1 have forgotten, and
on the extreme left was Gen. Garrard’s Divis-
ion of the Sixteenth Corps.

The assault of April 9 was a general charge
all along the lines. I presnme Gen. Garrard’s
men did their share of the work, and should
have their share of the honor, but while they
were fighting on the left the troops of the right
and center were not idle. Our regiment, the
76th 111, lost 100 men in the assault, And 1
will here state that Gen. Hawkins's Division
of colored troops did splendid fighting during
the siege and final assault. Honor to whom

Now 1 "would like to know how
“94th Mich.” reconciles these two statements—
in oue of which the number Killed exeeeds by
49 that of the total given in the article giving
the easualities of the Iron Brigade? [ will
submit the loss of the 147th N. Y, in that battle,
aund 1 think our percentage of lossin that fight
was a8 great or greater than any regiment in
the division, We lost in killed and those who
died of wounds, 66; wounded, 165; missing,
30, out of 310 men which reported for duty
the morning of the 1st.—Grove H. DurroN,
Sergeant, Co. D, 147th h Yo l"l.llmn.
