tional Capital.

THE T.ABOK TROUBLES.

The President last week ent to Congress
the following message on the labor question :

To the Senate and House if Rrtrcscnlativcs :
The Constitution imposes upon the President the

duty of recommending lo the consideration of
Congress from time to time such measures as uc
shall judge necessary and expedient.

I am so deeplv impressed with the importance
of immediately and thoughtfully mccUngthc prob
lem which recent cwna ana n prt-ci-ii uu
have thrust upon us, involving the settlement oi
disputes arcing between our jauoriiigmuu :m uu;
eninlovers. tliat f am constrained to recommend to
Cmicres legislation upon tins serious nnu prcshiug
fcubject.

Under our form of Government the value of
labor nsmi clement of national prosperity should
be distinctly recognized, and the welfare cf the
laboring man 6hould be regarded as especially en-

titled to legislative care-- In a country which cflers
to all its citizens the highest attainment or social
and political distinction its workingmen can not
justly or safelv be considered as irrevocably con-fcign- cd

to the "limits of a class and entitled to no
attention and allowed no protest against neglect.

The laboring man. bearing in his hand an indis
pensable contribution to our growth and progress,
may well insist, with manly courage and as a right.
nrun incamK rcen riimoii irom iuiu n uu luaiw.
our laws as is accorded to any other citi7.cn having
a valuable interest in charge : and nls reasonable
demand houId be met in such a spirit of apprecia-
tion and fairness as o induce a contented and
patriotic in thcachievcmcut of a grand
national destiny.

While the real interests of labor are notprompted
by a resort to threats and violent manifestations,
and while those wlio under the pretext of an
mivnmpv nf the claims of .labor wantonly attack
the rights of capital, and for selfish purposes or the j

love of msoidersow sceus 01 violence ana uiscon-Xen- t,

should neither be encouraged nor conciliated,
all legislation on the subject should be calmly and
deliberately undertaken, with no purpose of satisfy-
ing unreasonable demands or gaining partisan
advantage.

The present condition of the relations between
labor and capital arc far from satisfactory. The
discontent of the employed is due in a large degree
to tiic grasping and heedless exsclions ofemployers
and the alleged discrimination in favor of capital
as an cbj.et of Governmental attention. It must
also be conceded that the laboring wen arc not
always careful to avoid causeless and unjuslitiable
disturbance.

Though the importance of a better accord be-

tween these interests is npparcnt, it must be borne
in mind that any effort in that direction by the
Federal Government must be greatly limited by
constitutional restrictions. There arc many gi iev-anc- es

which legislation by Congress cannot re-

dress, and many conditions which cannot by such
means be reformed.

1 am satisfied, however, that something may be
done uutlfr Federal authority to prevent liip dis-
turbance-! wlrch. so often rise fiom disputes be-

tween employers and the employed, and which at
times seriously threaten the business interests of
the country; and, in my opinion, the proper theory
upon wh-.cl- i lo proceed i- - that or voluntary ai ni-

tration as the means of settling these difficulties.
But I suggest that instead of arbitration cho?en

in Uiclieat of conflicting claims, and after each dis-
pute shall arise, there be created a commission of
labor, coiL-isti- ng of three members, who shall be
regular utlicers of the Government, charged among
other duties with the consideration and settlement,
when p.iulc, of all controversies between labor
and capital.

A commission thus organized would have the
advantage of being a stable body, and its members,
as they gained experience, would constantly im-
prove in lh;ir ability to deal intelligently and use-
fully Willi Hie questions which might be submitted
to tiiem. If arbitrators are chosen for temporary
service as each case of dispute arises, experience
and familiarity with much that is involved in the
question will be lacking, extreme-partisanshi- p and
bias will be the qualifications sought on either side,
and frequent complnintsof uiifairncssand partiality
will be inevitable. The imposition upon a Federal
court of 21 tlulv&o foreign lo the judicial function as
the selection or an arbitrator in such cases is at least
of doubt fid propriety.

The establishment by Federal authority of such
e. bureru would be a just and sensible recognition
of the value cf labor, and of its right to be repre-
sented in tlic departments of the Government. So
far as its conciliatory offices shall have relation to
disturbances which interfere with transit and com-
merce lictwcn the States, its existence would be
justified under the provisions of the Constitution
which gives to Congress the jrawer "toicgulate
the commerce with foreign nations and among the
fccvcral relates." And in the frequent dispute- - be-

tween the htttoriRg men and their employers, or
leas crtei-I.an- d the consequence, of which arc con-
fined within State limits and threaten domestic
violence, the interposition of such a commission
uiightbe tendered upon the application of the legi-
slature or Executive of a Slide, under the constitu-
tional provision which require the General Gov-
ernment to "protect1 each of the States "against
domestic violence."

If such a commission were fairly organized the
risk of a loss of popular support and sympathy ng

from a refusal to submit to so peaceful an
instrumentality would constrain both parties to
blicll dujv.iU-r- i to invoke its interference and abide
by its There would also be good reason
to hope t!t t the very existence or such an agency
would in Yi'o application to it for advice and coun-
sel, frequt utly'rcsulting in the avoidance of con-tvnti- ou

m.d misunderstanding.
If the usefulness of such a commission is doubted

becauseit might lade power to enforce its decisions,
much encouragement is derived from the conceded
good that has been accomplished by the railroad
commissiras which have been organised in many
of the Slates, which, having littie more than ad-Tiso- ry

power, have exerted a most salutary influ-
ence inthe settlement of disputes between conflict-
ing intercuts.

In July, 1SJ, by a law of Congress, a Bureau of
or was established and placed in charge of a

Commissioner of Labor, who is required to
' collect information upon the subject of labor, its

relation lo capital, the hours of labor, and the earn-
ing" of laboring men and women, and the means of
promoting their material, social, intellectual, and
moral prosperity."

The cummuuou which I suggest could easily be
ingrafted upon the bureau thus already organized
by the add.: ion of two more coinmisslouero. and by
fcupplciui.il ting the duties now imposed upon it by
such oilier powers and functions as would permit
the commissioners to act as arbitrators when nec-
essary bctweeu labor and capital, under such limi-
tations Jiiil upon such occasions as should be
deemed j rper and useful.

Power should also be distinctly conferred upon
thir bureau to investigate toe causes of nil disputes
as they uu.ur. whether submitted for arbitration or
not, so Uiut .information may always be at hand to
nid legislation on the subject when uecessuryand
deMrable.

The sjicdal House committee of which

Boa. A. G. Curtin, of Pennsylvania, is chair-
man appointed to inquiro into the labor
troubles, began its work in Washington last
week. The gentlemen czainiuctl were Messrs.
Powdcrly and McDowell, of the Knights of
Labor, and Jay Gould and A. L. Hopkins, rep-
resenting the railroad companies. Sir. Potv-dcrl-y,

thv head of the most powerful combina-
tion of that was ever formed, is a
man of medium Light, sparely built, nervous,
and bald. Utgeye is keen and penetrating, and
his features "betoken great firmness of charac-
ter. Much interest was shown in his testimony,
and that of Ir Gould, the man of many mil-
lions. Their evidence was chiefly of a general
character. Mr. Powdcriy gave an interesting
histoiy of the Xuighls of Labor the purposes
of the organization aud the principles by which
it is controlled. Mr. Gould had much to say
concerning tho management of his rail raids
and the rolaticnsthat existed between the com-
panies r(!;d the Knights of Labor. On Monday
the committee left for St-- Louis, where direct
testimony relative to the strike and its causes
will ha laheu.

One evening last week a large labor meeting
was held here, which was addressed by several
Uongresnan and others. Senator Loan bent
the following letter, jiving his views on the
labor question :

fioc--t lilRTiy, protection, mid guarantee of nil
just rigiitsand privileges; the womlerful prosperity
of the United States, that in the last quarter of a
century has increased the Nation's population
twenty millions, exleaded its industries, developed
its resources, and augmented its wealth to a sur-
prising degree, whereby capital has had enormous
oppoi tunitics of employment, labor abuudant occu-
pation at belter rales than in any other couutry, a
model financial system provided for tho benefit of
both, and a safely-protecti- policy to guard tho
interests of all.

There should be no nntagonism between capital
and labor. They are members of the same body,
and hostility between them is like a conflict be-
tween one's arms and leg?, or a Avar between the
mouth and Etomach. Capital can seek no expan-
sion or employment except through labor; and
labor can only become practical and remunerativethrough the of capital. The two aiemuluxlly dependcut, and bound together bv a
union as vital as thatexi-tin- g between IheSiainese
twititj. The same blood circulates through the
common body of bolh; one cannot live if the oilier
dine. Capital and labor are mors strictly a unit of
txi-ten- ce than tiie twins alluded to, since they are
Interchangeable in the person, so to speak as the

laborer of to-da- y may become tho capitalist of
and vice versa.

Hence, there can be no natural casus belli be-
tween thein, and if there arise disturbances the
family circle, growing out of internal questions of
relations, covering, among others, tho fixing of tho
unit value of the day's work and a day's pay, dur-
ing the inevitable fluctuations of values in general,
every wise man will perceive tho necessity of
equitably satisfying the interests of all, ns upon
the happiness and prosperity of eacli member of
the body corporate depends the health and life of
the whole system. It becomes tho duty of all men,
public and private, in such contingencies as now
exist, to inquire most carefully into the precise na-

ture and causes of the danger threatening the so-

cial system, and to lend his best efforts to promote
an adjustment of interests upon a basis of equity,
justice and permanence. Further than tins, it
seems to me Hint your organization should become
a great factor in the preservation of peace and har-
mony in the adjustment of questions between capi-
tal and labor. The ineUioivof peace and law
should constitute the mysujflHfcfor the settlement
of industrial difficulties urVHeat country. Let
this method be ndonted InitTl cases. Let us all
agree that arbitration upon a just and equitable
basis shall become the unvarying rule of Hie fu-

ture. Let noblood boshed, nor property destroyed
in any case? Neither one means ncr the oilier con-
stitutes an efficient remedy. Equitable laws, con-
cessions, and good faith, both in the observance of
laws and obligations, constitute tho infallible pana-
cea for such domestic ills.

A KENTUCKY STEW.

The Kentucky contingent inWashington hits
beeu for a few days past in a state of active
fermentation, and it is all about a woman. Mrs.
Virginia Thompson was Postmistress at Louis-
ville for several years, under the Kopublican
regime. A large fraction of tho white malo
residents over 21 years of age want the place,
as it pays a good salary. Evor since Mr.
Cleveland's inauguration they havo boen mak-
ing spasmodic efforts to have her displaced, but
without avail. Tho President turnod a deaf
ear to all entreaties, and Mrs. Thompson has
held the fort. Hor oilicial term has just ex-

pired and tho President has reappointed her.
This is what has caused all the trouble, not
only at Louisville, hut among tho Kentucky
Congressmen aud others here. Mrs. Thompson
was strongly backed by Senator Beck and
Congressman Willis, the Member from that
"district; while Senator .Blackburn and all tho
rest of the statesmen stood around undor tho
caves of the White House and joined in a
chorus of protestations against her contiuuanco
in office. Mr. Wiliis claims that she is a Demo-
crat, but oven if this be true, her sex prevents
her from voting or rendering efficient sorvico
to the party. At present Mrs. Thompson seems
very decidedly to " have the bulge " on her op-

ponents. It is not quite clear what, if any-
thing, the latter are going to do about it. Mr.
Henry Watterson, editor of the Courier-Journa-l,

is leading the forces that arc opposing the lady.
It has been hinted that he would call into
service the army of a hundred thousand men
with which ho proposed, a few years ago, to
inaugurate Mr. Tildcn. Judging from the talk
among the Kcutucky Congressmen, tho head of
the hostile column may be hourly expected to
enter the city and march to the White House.

GEN. GRANT'S BIKTnDAY.
On Tuesday evening tho G4th anniversary

of Gen. V. S. Grant's birthday was celebrated
at the Metropolitan M. E. Church. The anni-
versary took place under the auspices of tho
friends of the Grant Memorial University of
Tennessee. Chief Justice Waste presided. Ad-
dresses wore delivered as follows: Senator
Josoph E. Brown, " Grant, a Lifo Sketch";
Gen. John A. Logan, "Grant, the Soldier";
Hon. John Sherman, "Grant aud tho .Now
South " ; Hon. William M. Evarts, "" Grant and
Education " ; President John F. Spence, of Ten-
nessee, "Grant Memorial "University"; Hon.
John D.Long, of Massachusetts., "Grant as a
Citizen"; Gen. S. S. Burdett, "Grant and the
Grand Army"; Gen. James A. JJegloy, of Penn-
sylvania, "Grant and the Volunteer Soldier";
I!ev. J. P. Newman, D. D., " Grant's Last Hottra."

The Board of Directors of the East Tennessee i
Weslcyau University, located at Athens, Tcun.,
in the mountains of" the Central South, havo
amended their charter, changing the namo of
the institution to that of the Grant Memorial
University. The importance of the Grant Uni-
versity in the South cannot bo overestimated.
The Board of Begouts desire to secure for aich
of the departments $10,000 as an endowment
fund. They also seek to strengthen by endow-
ment every department of the unirersity, aud
they appeal to tho frionds of a liberal educa
tion to aid them to secure that object.

JONE3, OF KLOItlDA.

The case of Senator Jones, of Florida, shows
no improvement. Ho is still in Detroit, trying
to melt the stony heart of that obdurate girl,
and seems to have enlisted for the war. Liko
Grant in the Wilderness, he proposes to fight
it out on that lino if it takes tho remainder of
his natural life. The fact is, Senator Jones is
in very much the 6ame fix as a boy who has
run away from school to go and is
afraid to go back for fear of tho tanning that
awaits him. So much has been said and writ-
ten about Mr. Jones's amatory assiduity that ho
dare not face his fcllow-statcsme- n in Washing-
ton. There being no visible prospect of his re-
turn, the Senate has temporarily filled, by tho
appointment of another Senator, the vacuum
that was caused by his absence, in ono of the
important committees. Ono of these days tho
people of Florida will declare a vacancy in the
Senate Chamber, and proceed to fill it with some
man who has a wife, or who will give heavy
bonds not to go wooing during his term of
office.

THE PEESIDENT AND THE PAPERS.
The President i3 much " annoyed by tho

freedom with which the newspapers are com-
menting upon his marriage, which is believed
to be near at hand. He docs not deny tho truth
of the main proposition, but he objects most
vigorously to tho particularity of detail whicli
fills columns in the daily press concerning tho
lady in question. Events of her lifo which
should bo held sacred are brought forth and
paraded before the public eye in a manner that
cannot but be painful to her and her friends.
Mr. Cleveland has an antipathy to newspapers
on general jiriuciples. This feeling has shown
itself more than once since ho became Presi-
dent. His latest grievance seems to havo been
the straw that threatens to break the camel's
hack. Mr. Cleveland has declared that if the
newspaper men do not restrain their impatient
pencils ho will lock the doors of the White
House against the entire fraternity.

TIIE AEMY OF OFFICE-ITOI.DEE- S.

A statement has been prepared by life Civil
Service Commission which shows that, exclus-
ive of the Army and Navy, there are 110,000
persons in tho employ of tho Government, of
whom 02,032 aro postmasters. Of tho whole
number 4,013 are appointed by and with tho
consent of the Senate, divided as follows : Post-Oflic- o

Department, including Presidential post-
masters, 2,252 ; State Department, 803, Treas-
ury, 'd6i; Interior, 363; Justice, 2G1. About
15,000 of tho Government employes are classed
under Civil Service rules, of whom 0,000 are in
tho Departments at Washington, 0,000 in the
postal service, aud 3,000 in tho customs sorvice
throughout tho country.

An Epitome of llie Proceedings of the

Past Week.

Thoro was very little in Congress last week
of special interest, except the passage of au un-
usually large number of private pension bills,
which are given below. The Houso spent a
large part of the week in discussing tho river
and harbor appropriation bill.

Mr. Cullom (111.) introduced a bill (S. 2174)
to equalize tho pensions paid to soldiers and
sailors who become totally disablod.

Mr. Anderson (Ohio) introduced a bill (H. JR.

7997) for tho relief of soldiers of tho lato war,
honorably discharged after six months' servico,
who are disabled and dependent upon their
own labor for support.

llr. Frederick (Iowa) introduced a bill locat-
ing a branch homo for disabled soldiers and
sailors for Nebraska, Dakota and Iowa, atMar-shalltow- n,

Iowa.
PEEFEHMENT OF SOLDIEIIS.

Mr. Storm (Pa.), from the Committee on Civil
Service Reform, reported to the Houso a bill
amending tho statutes so as to give honorably-discharge- d

soldiers a preference iu public ap-

pointments. Tho report says that soldiers and
sailors of tho country have foryears demanded
this change in the law, aud the committee
thinks that tho demand is just and reasonable.
A minority report is submitted by Mr. Clem-
ents (Ga.) and JSIr. Blancbard (La.), in which
tho argument is made that tho amendment of
tho law would bo a violation of the alleged
fundamental principle of tho Civil Service law,
that appointments should ho mado alono upon
merit, ascertained by competitive examination.

AE3IY KUltSKS.
The Houso Committee on Invalid Pensions

has adopted a resolution declaring that tho
committee will consider no bill to pension any
army nurse unless it is clearly proven that some
disability was incurred in the service, or that
tho person rendered some distinguished service
or served as a nurse without pay. The Houso
Committee on War Claims ordered a favorable
report on the bill to direct the Secretary of War
to examine the claims of United States volun-
teer female nurses who sorved in the late war,
and to allow them compensation at the rate of
$25 per month, any amount heretofore paid to
be doducted from the amouut found duo them.
