MEMORIAL DAY.

Having recelved numerous requests to give'the
origin and correct name of Memorial Day, as it is
observed by the Grand Army of the Republic, we
have been to some painsto glean the following from
Rules and Regulations and proceedings of annual
Encampments. [t may not be genernlly known that
Gen. John A, Logan is the author of Memorial Day
in the North. In May, 1888 while serving as Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Gmnd Army of the Repub-
He, he issued the order which appears herewith,
About two years laler, or in 1570, Memorial Day
wis ordained by the National Encampment, and at
Baltimore, in 1852, the following article was incor-
porated into Rules and Kegulations :

“The National Eneanmpment hereby establishes
s Memorial Day o be observed by the members of
the Grand Army of the Republic on the 30th day
of May, annually, in commemoration of the deeds
of our fallen comrades, When such a day cccurs
on Sunday, the succeeding day shali be rved,
except where by legal enactment the preceding
day is I:Ide a legnl holiday, when such day shall be

In the earlier years of the observance of the day
the words ** Decoration Day " were used, but for
some years past the Commaunders-in-Chief have
lald great stress upon the fact that the day should
be sacredly kept, as a memorial, not ashn idle boli-
day. This wasem phasized by the National Encump-
ment and now every vetoran of the Order is pledged
to do all in his power to bring sbout a proper ob-
servance of the . The following resolution was
&?ﬂod by the National Encampment at Provi-

oo, llﬁ

** Inasmuch as there have been some differences of
opinion as to the intent and meaning of Memorial
Day,this Encampment hereby calls atlention tothe
::l‘rt-.u of Chapter V, Article X1V, of the Rules

Hegulat and therefore, * Resolved, That the
Grand Army the Republic secks thus to pre-
serve Lhe memory of these only who fought in de-
fense of National Unity.""

HEADQUARTERS GEAND ARMY OF THE REPUBLIC,

1. The 3th day of May, 1568, Is desiguated for the
purpose of strewing with ﬂowaﬂ or otherwise
decorating the graves of cumrades who died in de-
fense of their country during the late rebellion, and
whose bodies now lie in almost every city, village
and hamliet chiurchiyard in the land. o thisobserv-
ance no form of ceremony ls preseribed, but Posts
