On ihe 84 of July, under & flag of truce, Gen.
Bowen und Maj. Monigomery, of the Confederato
army, appuared do onr front, and were escorted
blindfolded 1o the hoadgunriers of Gen, Bur-
bridge, who, being confined to his bed at tha! thime,
pent for mo 10 assist in entortaining thom during
sheir stay, After entaring the tont the handior-
chiiefs were removed, and they &t onoe anooanesd
that they wore the bearers of & communieation
fron: Gen, Peinberton 10 Gen, ‘Grant. Goen, AL J.
Bmiih, the division communder, was then sent for,
and upon fie arrival sod introduction to these ofli-
oers, e recoived the papors and siartad 1o the
bheadguariors of Gen, Grant, The thne was ploas-
antly cocupled during bis sbeence ln discas=inz Lhe
batlios of l'uﬂ Gibson, Baker's Oreck and olher
engugemonis, Gon. Bowen especinlly wlking freely
and uureservedly aboul everything thal had no
peforouce (o the siege.  Ile complimented Admiral
Farrugut for hile galinotey in running the blookade
of Grand Guwlf with bis wooden fleet, and said thst
be was guite sure hie bad recognized the Admiral,
and geve orders 1o g moen Bdor no aircamstanoecs
o fire ot i, Jie said thet st the batlie of Port |
Gitmon be decoived MoClerngnd us to his roal
sireagih by strotehing out his commupnd m:d mak-
fng & compuny represeut a regiment, Upon the

yoturn of Gon, Smith with the reply of Gen. Grunt,
Gen. Bowen aponed the envelope, mead the com-
munioation, and remarked that s roply wonid be |
sont that night. They were agaln blindfolded, nnd

Maj, Monigomery, sondusted by s stafl oflicer, and
Gen. Bowen by mysell, through our works back to

] do not remember what officer of Gen. Bar-
bridgo's Brigude esoorted the Confedoraie offi-
ecrs into our lines, and think it guite probuble
it was Mui. Leonsrd, of the 86th Ohio. They |
wero not tsken to Gen. Grant, and never lell |
the toent of Burbridge daring the time they
were in our lines, Burbridge commanded the
First Brigade of Gen, A.J. Bmith's Division, |
while | commandad the SBeeond, our headguar-
ters boing withio sixty or seventy yards of cach
other, The roply of Gen. Grant was written on |
smnall uote-paper, and was not read wloud by
Bowen ; henee wo were lefi only to eonjecture as
to the olject of their visit. 1 think something |
was suid by Bowen indicating a desire on his part |
$0 have & personnl interview with Gen. Grant, |
and he was joformed by Gen, SBmith that it
ecould mot be granted. The walking through |
the intrenchmonts was tiresome and worried |
Bowen cousiderably, and he expressod groat
gratification at my removal of the bandker-
chiofs with which their eyes were baudaged. 1
was salisfied that the vinit was with reference
to & contemplated surrender, though wno ailu-
gion was mude to that subject, or to auything
connected with the slege, by auy one present |
during the interview, which lasted about an |
boor aud a hislf. The distance between our
headquarters and that of Gen. Grant was sbout
& milc, but Gon, Smith was & very rapid rider.
Bowen snd Monigoumpry were handsome, well-
formed men, ine conversationalists, and soemoed
to enjoy thoir visit. I they felt any chagrin
or mortification st the existing state of afiuirs,
they did mot show it; on the contrury, Lthey
looked bright and cheerful, and were geniul
and interesting io their conversation and hear-
ing gevemally. From what 1 had seen of his
mansgomoent of troops, I was impressed with
the belief that Gen, Bowen was not only one of
the best officers in Pomberiou’s command, but
one of the best in the Confedainte army.—W.

Bow Sherman W Held in Chock 11 Days.

To mux Eprror: While reading “ Fighting
Thom Over,” in Tux Namioxar Trisvxe for
April 22 1856, my sttention wus arrestod by
the article of Capt. L. G. Nelson, 156th Wis., on
“New Hope" or the “Hell Hole” 1 think
that the Jatlor term was applied by Gen. Sher-
mau o the entive position ecoupied by John-
glon's wrmy in the Allatoons Hills, from Powp-
kinvine Creek 1o Dalins. This position wes o
wvery strong one. It hed been 12id out and for-
tified by the Confederate ongineers long before
Bherman forced Johnston to seck the cover of
the works,

By the aid of these defenses Johuston was,
enubled o stay Lhe progress of Sherman'e ariny
for a period of 11 days, from May 25 wo June §,
1864

Comrade Nelson speaks of the engagement of
She 27th May as the only one at which * bloudy
fighting ™ wes done, and slludes to the other
eperatious along this lino as “mwinor engage
ments.” 1 wish 1o correct his statement, or
pather enlighten him sud the readers of Tue
Nanonar Trinung regarding this.

There were three well-defined and bloody
engngemonts fought on this line, suy one of
which, #t sn esrlior period of the war, would
bave exciled penesral atiention.

The first of these ovcurred on the 26th of
May, whes the Twentisth Corpe (Gen. Joo
Hooker's) ran ppon the enemy's outposts sl
Burnt Hickory CUrcssiug, drove them rapidiy
back into their fortified lines, gud inelsctunlly
sssaulied these lines, continuing the Sighting
putil durk. The fighting was desperate and
bloody. The beaviest work fell %0 “Pap”
Willioms's Flrst, or* led Star,” Divigion, which
alono lout some 1,600 men in & very short time,

As Uomrade Nelson's regiment lost more
beavily on the 27th of May than at any other
eupnpemont of the Allanta esuyniga. S0 my
ownh rgiment, the 107th X, X, sulfered &
heavier loss on the 250k than st any other time ;
Josing 43 men killed, or died of wounds, and
3132 wounded, which 1 sam suwe will be sc-
knowiedged “ bloody ¥ encugh,

The secoud of these engagoments s the one
pelatedd by Capt. Nelson—an assault by T, J,
Woods's Third Division of the Fourth Oorps

(Howurd's) on Johuston's linws, farther to the |

wight, ol & place called Pickett's Mill, ou the
L7k of May. This was 8 counterpart of that
ou the 2Z6th, with like desperate fighting,
egually bicedy, and with the same fruities
pesnila
The third was sn sttack on Logan's Fif-
tocnth Corps, on the 2%k of May. by Bate's
Division of Hardee's (Conledernte) Corpe. Lo
gan's men were protected by some hastiiy-con-
structed bresstworks, and geve the enemy s
bloody repulse, which partly compensated for
the losses suffored by the Fourth and Twen-
Sieth Corps.
Nearly 2,000 of the encmy were killed and
wounded, and the loss of our forces was oom-
avively slight, Jhis coded the heavy fight-
g ol these poiots.

esmp & couple of weeks we marched to Chicka-
saw, Als., where we went into camp, sud some-
tiwe in March (ean't give the dute) we received
ordors 1o onse off and prepare for a forced
march. Droke camp the same day aud reached
Solma, Als, on April 2 which we captured,
after a fight of shout an hour and & half, with
several guns and about 3,000 prisoners. From
there we strock for Montgomery, where we
arrived on the 14th. The rebels had evacuated
on hearing of our spproach, and the citizens
had hoisted the Stars and Btripes over the Coort-
houss, where they waved trivmphantly on our
eutry. At Moulgomery a party of eight, includ-
ing the writer, were detailed from our company
(&) o go out for fornge, We were commanded
by Serg't Dal. Andes, My horse was entirely
pluyed oot &t Selma, and I was compelled to
walk and load my horse the greater part of the
way to Montgomery. Daoring the mnight I
met two megroes mounted on 8 mule,
swappod in troe Yankee style, and reached
camp st about midnight, At break of day next
morning we left camp, After s short ride we
had to ford & small streawnm. My mnle was
small and stubborn, and by the time I had him
across my comrades were about & balf-mile in
wdvanco of ma, but I canght up to them st the
first plantation, where wo stopped.

Afier ransacking the house we decamped,
My comrades strack for the main road, and I
struck for & house a short distauce across the
field, where I met a rebel Surgeon, bhomne on
furlough., After talking awhbile he showed me
a Union sword-belt that he had picked up on
the battleficld of the Second Bull Run. The
dooctor's borse was in a rail pen in the yard
pear the house, 1 ssked the doector how he

wonld swap for my mule. He did not feel like
swajping. 1 pat my bridle and saddle on the
| horse, and mounted snd rode arcund the house

a couple of times.

“Well, how does he suit you?!” asked the
doctor.

“Quite well; he is & pacer.”

In glascing around I saw asquad of gmays
coming down the hill, which I afterwards
learnod was a company of niggers pickod up by
our officess. 1 gave the borse the spurs and
wmade for the bush,

The dottor yelled, “Iought to have some-
thing to boot!™

“Uncle Sam will give the boot,” I answered.

Back from the bouse & short distance I
jumped my borse over the fence on some loose
stoncs and lamed bhim, and was compelled to
carry my saddle, bridls, saber, carbine, ete,
abont three-quarters of a mile, where I met my
comrades, who hoad captured a wagon-losd of
goods, They were busy runsucking the boxes
und truoks on the wagon. They found two
ladied' pold watchoes, §1.850 Confederate money,
silk drosses, and other finery without end, and
s hogshiead of ham.

When we had done “ gouing through ™ the
wegon, an old farmer with two horses and a
load of wood approached. He was politely re-
guesied, in the nume of Uncle Sam, to deliver
up his borses. Relusing, 1 unhitched them
and wonuted the best one.

We contivned our journey till we came across
& rebol commissary on a large plantation. There
wore three buildings on the lawn, ope (the
commissary) directly fo front, snd the others
on the right and loft. As we approached the
buildings & rebel in officer’s aniform came out
wavieg bis bandkerchicf and erying out, “I'll
surrender!” I iold bhim [ did not want him,
wherespun he gave me the key of the building
to sy lelt. I ook the key, but went for the
building directly abead., It was jocked, but
the door soon yielded to the persussions of my
ecarbine-butt, and inside I found flour, sugar
and shoes. [ dumped the shoesall ina bag 1
found, aud pitched cut all the foar and sugar
we could curry.

We continued our journey till gight came
on, when we camped on the lawa of a planter's
bouse. The next worniug we picked up an old
wigon alongside the road, captured a set of
hurness, bhitched up two mules, and loaded
with the ham, flour, eto, we had captured the
day befora,

Nothing of importance happencd that day,
exocpt capturing a horse or mule cccasionally,
When we resched camp in the evening the
whole rogiment tarned out to cheer us. We
turned the furage over 1w the regimental Quar-
termaster. Our haul consistod of 50 head of
borsog and mules und the wagon-load of foruge.
1t was the mos! success(ul forage I ever partici-
pated in, asud one of the best that ever came

He says on
returving we had & bhard time of it on sccouat
of bosvy rains thet raised the Rapidsn and
Bappahuunock, so that they were unfordable,
It is vrue thet both streams were very high,
| the latter so thul we were obliged to wait until
the next day sfter gettiog there before we could
erom, and the artillery bad to take off their
liwber chests and the smmunition chests from
the esnlssons and raft them over to keep the
smmuonition dry, and we bad one man {x my
regiment drowned by getting drified below
the ford. ] well remmewber Gen. Stoneman and
stafll standing oo the bank of the river and di-
recting the crossing. The second mistake I
potiond was in regard to the Trevilliau Station
expedition. He says that the cavalry escorted
the srmy to the Jumes River afler the battie of

Cold Harbor. The expedition left the srmy
| while the buttie of Coll Hurbor was in progress.
I remember mesting Gen. Baldy Smith's Corps
on its way froun White House Landing to the
frout st Cold Harbor when we were ou our way
to the Pamunkey River. Another very grave
mistake was in regard to Custer's Drigade at
the battle of Trevillisn Station. He says, and
truly, that Coster had & herd timeof it; but as
| to his losing two pioces of Pennington's battery,
Geun. eno s wrong. Cuoster lost all of his head-
quarions wagons, tegether with four caissons,
aud either the battery wagon or forge, and all
of the spare bhomsos belonging to the battery, bat
we brought off all the pioces belonging to the
battery, namely, four, The rebols captured
one pieto wbd the cannonecrs, but the drivers,
soving that capture was inevitable, o off with
the Limber, and before the rots could got awa
with the “woe the cavalry charged and took it
back, when the drivers went back and lim-
bered up the plece aud brought it off and
suother detachmest was put with it to work
the pan. 1 think that not only Gen. Custer
but his whole eomimand did as well us the same
sumber of mes oould do under the same cir-
cumslances, consldering that wo were sur-
rounded sutirely for over four hours and fight-
fng four times cur own number. It bas often
been & wonder to me that the rebs did pot get
the whele of wa —Ropegr Teorren, Co. D
30tk K, Y. Cav, Kixkfield, Kan.

THE FIRST BULL RUN.

The Retreat from that Disastrous Field,

To rar Evrrox: With your permission I
should like to correct an erroncous impres-
sion s to what troops coversd the retreat
from the first battle of Bull Run, All of the
scoounts I have seen, including that of Gen.
Logan's, recently published in your columns,
give the eredit to the commands of Gens.
Blenker or Richardson, and neither is entitled
toit. It may be true, and most probably is,
that Gen. (then Colonel) Blenker was ordered by
McDowell to cover the retreat, but it isequally
true he did not do so. At 9 p. m, of that dsy
the 1=t N, J. (thres years’ men) were formed in
a hollow square betweea Centerville and Ball
RBun, and the Colonel {Wm. Montgomery) was
in consultation with Gen. MecDowell and others
in relation to the feasibility of making a stand
at Ceaterville, Our Colonel strongly urged that
El:n. and McDowell partially agreed toit. Two

ours later, however, & report came that Gen.
MeDowell and sll of the troops, save two regi-
ments under Col. Blenker, had left, and st a
consultation between Cols. Montgomery and
Blenker it was decided to stand by each other.
In the meantime the enemy’s advance had en-
countered the pickets of our regiment, but had
retreated. Soon after the consnltation with
Col. Blenker the stealthy movements of troops
was heard, and an examination rovealed the facts
that Col. Blenker's command had also left, leav-
ing the 1st N. J. alone to guard the rear. Near
by was a church filled with wonnded, but all
the Surgeons had retreated except Dr, Taylor,
the Surgeon of our regiment. After a consul-
tation it was deemed hazardons to remain
longer, and leaving the doctor to care for the
wounded, the regiment left at 1 p. m., or nearly
Soon
after daylight the next morningour rear-guard
came in with the report that the enemy in force
was rapidly approaching. Thereupon prepara-
tions were made to give them a hot receplicn,

| and to that end two howitzors of our battery

were unlimbered and placed in position. After
wailing some time and the enemy not appear-
ing, we again retreated. This was repeated
several times beforo we caught up to the rear
of the column. In the meantime sll sorts of
rumors were afloat. One was to the effect that
the Black Horse Cavalry had gone by another
road and cut usoff. Finally we caught up to
the retreating army, and as a severe rain storm
bhad set in we knew that all danger from the
enctmy was over. Upon arriving at Long
iridge we found a guard posted, with orders to
allow none to pass, and as our baggage wagons
—in those days we had baggage wagons to earry
our knapsacks, and which werea great Inxury,
bat they were soon afterwards disposed of—had
not arrived, we had no blankets, tents or shelter
from the rain which was coming down in tor-
rents, and were obliged to stand all night
shivering over dim fires, sonked to the pelt; and
notwithstanding it was July, I think it was one
of the most disagresably cold nizhts I ever
spent, The next day was clesr, and we went
into camp and began to prepare for real war.—

times the 21st 111, and also the 15th Wis., and
now cowes Comrade Themas C. Davis, and
believes his regiment—the 35th [ll.—captured
Knob Gap, and says that Gen. W. P. Carlin can
tell who did if he wants to. I can tell who

ot to that gun first as well as any living man.

t was the 15th Wiz, the 21st 111, and the 101st
Ohio that charged on the rebel battery at
Knob Gap. Where the 35th Il was at that
time I dou't know, and it scems to me they
dou’t know thernselves. The 15th Wis. got to
that cannon first, because it was in our frout,
and I saw Col. Heg, of the 15th Wis,, up to that
caunon first with bis revolver in hand, for he
rode up ahead of our column, Bat I will say
right here that our regiment don't deserve any
more credit therefor than the 21st 111, and 101st
Ohio, for they had to run through the muddy
field and brush in double-quick, the same as we
had. It has boen written about who captured
that gun so much, like it was a big battle; it
wis only & rebel outpost. I can also tell how
We camo Lo capture that gun. When we charged
on the rebels they struck out as fast as they
could, and in their hurry to retreat they drove
in between some trecs and got stuck, and so we
got on to them before they could get out of
there. We did not have much fighting, bat
bhow we ran after the rebs! Some of the boys
were preity near killed by roauning.—OLm

Gen. Smith’s Raid on Tupela.

To Tax Evrror: In your issue of April 151
noticed the criticisms of Comrade Max For-
villy, Co. G, 14th Wis,, on an article previously
written by Comrade Fitch, of the 334 Wis. As
I was there at the time, of courss I recollect
part of what I saw, as follows: The 14th and
33d were train guards. Hebels in ambush
opened fire on the 14th, they being in advance.
They fought the rebels until the 33d formed on
the right-flank of the rebels. About 20 min-
utes later they opened fire and the rebels ceased
firing. Jpst then Capt. Mansfield, of Co. H, 14th
Wis,, who usually commanded the regiment in
action, ordered the 14th to fix bayonets aud
forward, double-quick, and they did so. At
that time Capt. Mausfield passed through his
regiment and dasbed to the front on homseback.
The regiment advaoced three or four hundred
yards through the brush, when they were met
by Capt. Mansfield coming back with two
rebs, each carrying a rebel flag, One pris-
oner stated that the ladies of Tupelo had just
presented them with one of the flags, and they
would like to keep it. To our brave Capt.
Mansfield we give credit for the capture of two
rebels and two rebel flags, and to the 334 credit
for saving us ou that oceasion, and all other
veliant deeds to which they are entitled.—Jas.

To Tex Evitom: I have resd with mueh
Interest the many letters that have sppeared in
Tae NATioxAL TrIBUNE, but 1 do net recol-
lect over sesing snything about my old regi-
ment—the 1st Conn. H. A. If my memory
sorves me right their timo was sbout out when
the regiment arrived at Bermuda Huodred.
They had about 10 or 12 days more to serve. I
think they were placed in the diteh to shovel
and pick up the dirt to help strengthen the
main works—treated as prisoners the last few
days, after serving their country three years,
and passing through the fights of the Peninsula,
Hanover Court-house, Golding's Hill, Mslvern
Hill, Yorktown, ete. During their service
in the diich there was an order read off
one night to the men, asking them if they
would mot volunteer to stay 30 or 60 days
longer, stand by their colors, and not march to
the rear to the sound of the enemy's cannon.
After serving three long years, and then being
treated as they wero the last few days of their
serviece 1—375 men mustered out of service to get
bome the best way they could witheut pay,
withoat transportation, and without rations.
Our Colonel, H. L. Abbot, is a General now in
the Regular Army.—Ruceurr, Killingly, Conn.

To THE Eprron: Rumeors of the advance on
Washington of a large rebel foree reached Dr.
Wm. Beall, of Washingtén County, Md., on the

7th of July, 1564. Squads of cavalry then
filled Washington ;3 and |crrtion of
Frederick County, and destroyed all com-

munication between the Fedem! commander at
Frederick, Md., and the West, He determined
at once to ascertain thetruth of the report, and
for that purpose went to a prominent place on
South Mountain, and from a $ree (about night)
discovered the smoke of a large camp near
Sharpsburg, Md., some nine miles distant.
About 7 o'clock the next morning he saw two
columans of rebel infantry, one moving towards
the National pike and the other moving in the
direction of Crampton’s Gap in the Sonth Moun-
tain, six miles below the pojnt in that moun-
tain crossed by the National pike, and in a bee-
line for Washington, D. C. The movements of
these columns convinced him that Baltimore,
Md., or the National Capital was their object-
ive point. Assoon 88 he could make a toler-
able estimate of their numbers he started from
South Mountain to acquaint the Federal com-
manders near Frederick City, Md., with the
facts in the case, being convinced that the hun-
dreds of squads of rebel enulrg that filled all
the country from Mason’s & Dixon's line to
the Potomac had concealed from him the move-
ments of this large body of infantry. On his
way to Frederick City, Md., he experienced
great difficulty in passing the many squads of
cavalry, but the greatest difficuity was to effect
a passage through MeCausland's command,
which was moving down south of Middletown,
Md., to lead Gen. Breckinridge's command,
which was to strike Gen. Wallace's extreme
left at Frederick City. When near his (Gen.
MecCausland’s) ecolumn he was captured and
taken to the headquarters of Gen. McCausland.
Just as he arrived some one introdnced him to
Gen. MeCansland as a relative of Gen. R. E.
Lee. This gave him the advantage of their un-
limited confidence, and secured for him a pass
to visit & relative that was on the other ex-
treme of the rebel army. In one hour from his
capture he was on his way to Federal Head-
quarters, distant abont four miles. At 1:30
o'clock p. m. on the Sth he reached Maj.-Gen.
Wallace, and eommunicated to him the amount
of force bearing down on him, acquainted him
with the time and mode of attack and of their
ultimate object—the eapture of the National
Capital. Gen. Lew Wallace immediately put
his little foree in such a position, and was so
aided by the Second Division of the Bixth Corps
and Gen. Tyler's command, as to astonish the
rebels when they made their advance on him
at 4 o'clock p. m. and induce them to withdraw
behind the Catoctin Mountains again, and cau-
tiously—not foriously—move on us the next
morning.—OwWeEN K. Ssmirh, Co. I, 50th Pa.,
Berkeley Springs, W. Va.

How Jeff. Thompson Was Captured.

To TaE Epitor: In August, 1863, 150 men
of my regiment (3d 3. S, M. Cav.), commanded
by Col. Woodson, left Pilot, Knob, Mo. At
Greenville we were joined by a portion of the
2d M. 8. M., proceeding sonth nntil noon San-
day, Aug. 22, when we were informed b{ an old
farmer that Gen. Jeff. Thompson was in Poca-
hontas with s small body of troops, having
come over to see a Lieutenant married that
evening. At 1 o'clock p. m. we started to Poca-
hontas, 20 miles distant., We moved out in
double-fiuick, as we wanted to attend the wed-
ding and get a part of the cake, and I think we
got & good portion, as we dashed into the town
st 5 o’clock that evening and into the hotel,
where we found the General sitting at a table,
with his maps spread out, looking out his route
for & rsid into Missouri, fot dreaming that the
biuecoats were in less than 250 miles of him.
He gave up hisarms to the Sergeant command-
jng the advanee. Soon our Colonel came up,
and he took charge of hlm in the same room
where ho was captared. That nightat 11 o'clock
two men came to the hall door leading to the
roowmn where the officers were. The goard chal-
lenged them. They sald they were officers,
and being permitted to pass in, the light in the
room showed them to be two Confederate offi-
cers in full artillery ugiform, One of them
attempted to band a dispatch to the General,
bat Col. Woodson ssid: * I will read that dis-

h, if you please!” The bearers proved to
a Captain and his Lisatendnt. They did not
know that they were in Federal hands until
the Colonel demanded the  dispatch, which
stated Gen. Kitchens wounld be there next
morning at 8 o'clock with 4,000 men and eight
pleces of artillery. BSe, you see, we were get-
ting in a bad box. We bad but 250 men, within
four miles of such an army, and had 80 prison-
ers to guard, and were over 200 miles from any
reinforcementa. In 30 minutes after the cap-
ture of that dispatch we were in our saddles
retracing onr steps. We rode day and night
until we crossed Carrant R’ ver, where we went
into camp for the night. Gen. Thompson was
kept prisouer for some time, and duly ex-
changed. He was known by the Federal troops
as the " Old Swamp Fox"—Jou~ B. BURRIS,
Co. E, 3d M. 8.

Pemberton's command, hoisted the white flag
over their works and then came out to Maj.
Lenard, of the 96th Ohio, and be blindfolded
them and reported with them to his brigade
commander, who took them to Gen. Grant.
Thus he thioks it no more than just that the
96th Ohio be accredited with the honor of re-
ceiving the biggest surrender during the rebel-
lion, viz., 31,000 prisoners.

It is mot my purpose to find fault or to pluck
one laurel from the good name of the 96th Ohio,
and I only write to say (not from any
knowledge, however, as I did not arrive at
Vicksburg until July 20, the surrender being
ou the 4th) that I was informed, and have ever
since so understood it, that the first flag of truce
was hoisted over the rebel works in front of Co.
D, 324 Ohilo, and that Capt. W. M. Morris,
who was acting a8 Officer of the Day, received
the parties sent out under the flag to capitulate
for the surrender. They may have boen taken
to the brigade headquarters, in which the 96th
Ohilo was brigaded, and Maj. Lenard, of the
96th, may bave taken them to Gen. Grant,
But be that as it may, it seems to me that the
entire army onder Gen. Grant surrounding
Vicksburg played no less a part in bringing
sbout the surrender than did the 96th Ohio.

They all did well, and every man that took
part in that memorable siege is catitled to

MEN OF MANY WOUNDS,

Who Have Saffered for Thelr Country.

Alonzo Maynard, Co. I, 11th Conn., East
Hampton, Mass.: I will tell how the Johnnies
served me. I received a flesh wound in right
hand at New Berne, N, C. At Antietam I was
shot through right lung and shoulder with four
balls, splintering theribs in front, breaking eol-
lar-bone twice, destroying shoulder-joing, pass-
ing through lung, striking the spine and knock-
ing off four ribs, breaking shoulder-blade in
three or four pieces, splintering spine badly
and breaking one vertebra. Thirteen pieces of
bone came out of the wounds. My right lung is
gone—torn in pieces and came out of wounds.
There are 16 te wonnds through right
breast and shoulder. Some of them were as
large as & silver half dollar. I was confined to
my bed five years. When I was wounded the
doectors said there was no help for me, and it
was several days before they dressed my
woands. [ had a strong constitution and Yan-
kee grit. 1 am confined to the house most of
the time. I was in tent hospital near Freder-
ick City, Md. May God bless the head doctor
of that hospital. I think he saved my life.

J. R. Blackwell, Litchfield, Ill.: James M.
Miller, Co. A, 93th Ill., was wounded 12 times
at Chickamauga, Sept. 20, 1863, all gunshots,
viz: left arm, left thigh, left hip, left knee,
two in right leg, right knee, right thigh, right
arm, left side of body, left side of breast, right
gmin snd right hand—all done within an

our. He was 17 months in rebel prison, 10
months of the time at Andersonville; wore
ball and chain 60 days and nights; was recap-
tured twice while trying to make his escape;
once caught by bloodhounds.

John S. Ferguson, Co. F, 25th Iowa, Jefferson
City, Mo.: On the Sth of April, 1864, in action
at Sabine Cross-roads, La, I reeeived six
wounds in left hand snd arm, one in left side
of nose, one in left groin, one in left side of
neck, and loss of right arm at elhow, all shell
wounds, and one wound in right leg with a
musket ball. I was taken a prisoner, and at
that time weighed 200 pounds. On the day of
my parole I weighed 104 pounds. I am minns
right arm, heariug of left ear, and sight of left
eye, and still live, getting the pitifal sum of
$30 per montk.

The Charge Up Mission Ridge.

To THE EpnIToR: With your permission I
will tell the boys what I saw at Mission Ridge,
as one who carried a gon and used it to the
best of my ability. en those six guns were
fired from Fort Wood as a signal for us to ad-
vance, the division to which I belonged (Sec-
ond Brigade, First Division, Fourteenth Corps)
was lying jost at the edge of the wooda, At
the first sound of the guns we came to “atten-
tion,” as the last one was fired we received the
command *forward.” We advanced through
the woods in battle line. As we emerged from
the timber the command was given * Right
shoulder shift, arms! Forward, doable-quick !”
and away we went for the foot of the ridge on
adead run. Just as we started the rebel bat-
teries on the top of the ridge opened on us.
We moved forward so rapldly their shells barst
to our rear, sometimes so close as to make it
uncomfortable, to say the least. When we
were a few rods from the rebel works at the
foot of the hill I was knocked over by the con-
cussion of a bursting shell. I was dazed for a
moment, and the first thing I recollect after-
wards [ was on my hands and knees trying to
get up. The boys were then just elimbing the
works at the foot of the ridge. The line halted
there for a few moments to get breath, for we
were pretty well blown with our run, and I
caught op with my company again. We kept
firing at the rebels who had just left the first
line of works. All this time the rebel batteries
kept pounding away at the fellows in front.
Finally it seemed to me as if the boys all took
a notion at thesame time to go to the top of that
ridge and see what was the matter up fhar.
Away*we went, dodging from stump to tree,
rock, or whatover wonld us, and now
and then elinging to bushes to help us up (for
it was very steep in places), and cracking heads
wherever they showed themselves above ua.
When we were about halfway up, as nearas [ re-
member, I looked off to my left and saw the
line of battle was ahead of us a few rods. I
also saw a young officer leading them on, bran-
dishing his sword, encouraging his boys to do
their level best. Since reading the claims of
the S86th and 79th Ind. to the honor of being
the first to plant their flag on the top, I thought
it might have been those two regimenta I saw.
The First Division,or rather my brigade, reached
the a short distance to right of Gen.
Bragg's headquarters. Asmy regiment reached
the top the Juohonies lay down and stuck their

ns over the works and shot them off without

kingup. We jumped down among them and
they yelled oat, *“ We surrender; don’t shoot!”
We next turned our attention to those who
were making Mand 8 time down the side of
the ridge, aud persuaded a few to stop and rest.
