The 15tk Mass. Visits Gettysburg, Antletam and
Ball's Blafr,

One hundred and veterans and guests of
the 15th Mass,, mostly from Worcester, arrived
at Gettysburg on the 1st inst, special train,
and on the following morning dedicated their
imposing monument on Round Top avenue at
the clump of trees. It is of Quincy granite,
eight feet high, highly polished, with Italian
marble bas relief of & private soldier at a ready.
The exercises were opened with prayer by Rev.
C, M, Palmer, followed by singing “America”
Ex-Attorney-General Charles Devens delivered
an oration, and was followed by Gen. John W.
Kimball, of Fitchburg; Col. George C. Joslin,
of Boston, and Col. Charles Philbrick, of Law-
rence, all former commanders of the regiment.
The party then took in the battlefield under
Guide Holtzworth, and returned to the mona-
ment which marks the spot where Col. George
H. Ward received six wounds while leading the
regiment pear the Emmittsburg road. The
monument is of Quincy granite, 10 feet high,
with inlaid marble medallion likeness of Col.
Ward. Gen. A. B. R. Sprague, of Worcester,
made the address at this poiut, followed by
brief remarks by Congressman W. W. Rice and
Maj. Church Howe, 8 er of the Nebraska
State Senate. Gen. vens formally turned
over both monuments to the Momorial Associa-
tion, Secretary Krauthlreceiving them. The
Blrty on the following day prooceded to Sharps-

urg and visited the famous fleld of Antietam,
after which they proceeded to Washington.
Ball's Bluff was visited on Sunday, and on
Monday many of the excarsionists returned
home, while some visited Richmond and battle-
fields in the vicinity.

Rich Find of Silver in New Mexico.

A remarkably rich deposit of silver ore has
ﬁm‘, been discovered in BSouthwestern New

exico, Last month while an Italian miner
was &t work in the tunnel of Messrs, Rouchaner
& Campfield, his drill suddenly struck some-
thing very soft. Campfield had promised the
Italian & new suit of clothes if he “ struck it
rich,” From that day the miner seeined be-
gide himself with anxiety to make the find.
Hastily withdrawing the drill he loaded and
blasted away the rock, uncovering perhaps the
richest body of ore ever found in New Mexico.
Picking up a lamp of the precious ore the now
frantic Itslian rushed out of the tunnel toa
room where Campfield was asleep. Shaking him
violently, he eried: “ You no more sleep; you
very rich; but I must have fine suit gloss.”
He got his clothes. The ore averages over
$1,000 per ton. A drifi has been run along the
border of the ore for s distance of 130 feet,
exposing the deposit over 12 feet high and six
feet thick the entire length of the drift. How
much farther it extends is not yet known.
There is something like $8,000,000 worth of ore
in sight. Six carloads bave already been
shipped to thesmelter. Thisshipment will net
$100,000. It costs $7 per ton to haul the ore to
the railroad. The discovery has caused tre-
mendous excitement in the vicinity of Kings-
ton. It is believed when the extent of the
discovery becomes known in Colorado there
will be a grand rush for the new silver mines,
as it is comparatively a virgin section, there
being many claims open to location.

Crop km- ris,

The Farmers' Review reports that the weather
conditions have continued unfavorable in the
Bpring-wheat belt for the growing grain. In
many sections of Wisconsin, Jowa, Nebraska,
Kansas, Minnesota, and Dakota considerable
damage has already resulted from lack of rain,
and the drought is still unbroken.

Reports from Minnesota indicate that the
average condition of the growing Spring wheat
has been lowered from 10 to 15 per cent. dur-
ing the first 15 days. The noed of rain is indi-
cated from nearly all portions of Kansas. In
Nebrasks and Jowa the continued dry spell has
already caused considerable injury, but from
s majority of the Counties the outlook is still
reported good for an average yield of wheat.
In Henry snd Johnson Counties, in Iowa, vast

pantities of grasshoppers have appeared.
a’ho same report comes from Lake Counnty,

d

The general outlook for Winter wheat has
not been changed from the last report. In
i of Missouri an unusually large yield
assured. Bimilar reports come from Indians
and Objo. Michigan will not produce more
than 65 or 70 per cent. of last year's yield,

A Great French Steamship.

The new steel steamship La Champague,
which arrived at New York from Havre last
week, made the trip in nine days, including &
delay of 14 hours in mid-opean, caused by the
new mrehinery geiting out of gear. She trav-
eled over the southerly or longest course. It
was hor first voyage. La Champagne is one of
& ficet of four brand-pew ships built in France,
which the Compague Transatlantiqae is to run
between the ports of Havre and New York.
She registers 7,082 tons, In her trial trip for
the French Government she made 18 9-10knots
au hour. Her cabius and saloons are el tly
decorsted. She is equipped with 630 eleetric
lights. She is certified to carry 300 first-class,
75 second cabin and 900 steerage gers,
Her officers and crew number 270, The steam-
ship's cost was more than $1,670,000,

Seven Settlers Slanghtered,

On the 28th ult, at Carr's Ranch, on Cone
River, in the Cherckee Nation, Dr. George W.
Pyle, his wife, two children and a hired man
were all murdered and left for dead in their
own house, Mrs. Pyle and the hired man were
slive when found, though unconscious snd in
all probability fatally injored. The flendish
work appears to have been done with an ax or
some sharp instrument. About half & mile
from where Mr, Pyle lived a widow and her
son were found killed in their house, also with
gn ax, on the same night. No cause can at
present be assigned for this horrible tragedy,
and no clew has yet been discovered as to the
perpetrators,

A North Cerolina Town's Rapid Growth.

The popuiation of Durham, N, C, in 1870,
was 266, all told; in 1885 it was 5,787. The
property sssessed for taxation amounted in
1570 to £50,000; in 1580 to §984,000; in 1885 to
$3.256,000. The nmount investod in manufac-
tures in 1870 was $25,000; in 1555, §2,17,000,
chowing an increase of $2,145,000 in 15 years.
There are 23 factories, with an annua! value of
products amountinug to $3,035000. In these
factories are emploved 1,047 whites and 468
blacks, whose wages avernge §5.25 per week,
buot this does not include managers, foremen,
engineers, machinists or clerks.

THE BATTLE OF ATLANTAS

A File-Closer Whe Did Not See It Just as Gen.
Leggett Did.

To tae Eprror: Gen. Leggett's account of
the battle at Atlanta on July 22, 1864, was mis-
leading in some particulars, For the purpose
of appearing more heroic he very distinctly
conveys the idea that the Fifteenth Corps was
roated on that day, and that he not ounly had
the difficult task of holding his own line, but
had to extend assistance to the Fifteenth Corps
to enable it to maintain its position. Now,
while I econcede that the Seventeenth Corps did
its whole duty on that ccecasion, and fought as

allantly as ever men did, I think that the

ifteenth Corps, instead of acting so shabbily
as Leggett would have the reader infer, was
entilled to some credit for its part in the fray.

As I was bat o file-closer, my opportunities
of observation were not so exteusive as those
of a General, but I remember very distinetly
what 1 did see, and although I kept no diary,
and have not in my possession any letters writ-
ten about that time to enable me to refresh my
memory, I think the following aceount of that
battle will be found substantially correct as sesn
from our standpoint.

I was a member of the First Brigade, First
Division, Fifteenth Corps. The brigade was
composed, I believe, of the 27th and 29th Mo.,
the 26th Iowa and the 76th Ohio. The Third
Brigade was composed of the 4th, 9th, 25th and
31st lowa. The division was commanded by
Gen: C. BR. Woods. Gen. Walcutt, mentioned so
favorably by Gen. Leggett, was commander of
the Second Brigade.

On the morning of July 22 we found that
the rebels had abandoued the line of works
held by them on theprevious day, and with-
drawn to an interior line. The Fiftecenth Corps
advanced to the abandoned works and began
the labor of changing their front to the rear.
In the new salignment our division was the
right wing of the Army of the Tennessee, and
connected with the left wing of the Twenty-

| third Corps. To the lelt of us, across a small

valley, was our Second Division, under com-
mand of Gen. Morgan Smith. There was an
open space between the two divisions about 200

yards wide, which was 8o exposed to a raking |

fire from tho adjoining hills that no troops were
placed there. The Second Division was so
piaced that the railroad from Atlanta to
Augusta pierced its center, lsaving one brigade
on the north and one on the south side of the
railroad. The railroad ran along the ridge and
there was quite a deep eut, commencing several
hundred yards in front of the line of the Sec-
ond Division, and extending about 200 yards
to its rear.

Wihile the men were engaged in altering the
abandoned works the battle began. Away off
to our left and rear we couid hear the roar of
artillery and the rattle of musketry. Oar re-
serves were hurried off to the assistance of the
exposed Jeft wing. So wers those of the
Second Division. This left but four brigages
of the Fifteenth Corps along that front. We
worked and listened to the angry roar which
came up from the left wing. We realized that
our boys were having rough work over there.
At that time the quiet of our front was only
broken at intervals by an occasional shot from
the skirmish-line. About noon we heard that
McPherson had fallen and Logan assumed com-
mand of the Army of the Tennessee. MePher-
gon was a favorite with the men. They had
confidence in his ability as a leader, they
regarded him almost in the light of a persounal
friend. His death produced profound sorrow
in the ranks, as well as at headquarters.

There was nothing like a battle on our front
until about 4 o'clock in the alternoon, when &

oceupied by the Second Division. From onr
elovated ground we could see ns far south as
the railroad, and conld see cut to the front of
the Second Division, a distance of about 100
yards, where the thickening brush prevented
farther view. The attacking column rushed
up quite closely to the Second Division, but the
boys of that command poured in such a volley
as caused them to recoil. They fell back and
formed their lines for a new attack. They
altered their tactics, for the hot fire tanght
them that they could not budge that division
by an attack in front. They pul & brigade in
column of fours and started them into the rail-
rond cut. They had discovered that this cat
was not properly gua «Jded. At the same time
the forces on each side were pushed forward
and the battle was renawed, but our fellows
m cheeked the foree in sight and drove them

Just as the Second Division was congratn-
lating themselves on their snceessful defense
of their position, the brigade in the cut (which
seems to have passed unobserved) deployed
from the eut and opened fire from the rear. It
was o surprise. The ollicers and men did not
understand what foree it was, or where they
came from. There wers no reserves to engage
them—only & thin line between the rebel
forces. Assoon as the fire from the rear had
created a commotion, the rebels in front ad-
vanced again. Under such circumstances thers
wns no alternative for the men but to fall off
to the right and left of the line they had occu-
pled.

De Gress's battery was north of the railroad
and near the right of the Second Division. 1
remember that De Gress staid by his guns while
the rebels were swanuing all around him.
When bhe saw be must absndon his guns he ran
hastily from one te<he other und spiked them

with (as I understood) ordinary fence nails. |

He then mounted his horse aud rode to the
northeast. His conduct was most gallaat. The
rebels seem to have paid no attention to him
until his horse had carried him out of their
front, when they opened fire on him; bat
lackily he escaped unharmed, although it
seemed a wonder that he was not killed.,

Immediately on the breaking of the line of
the Second Division the froot of the First Di-
vision was changed to meet the allered condi-
tion of affairs. Our batteriza opened fire on
the rebels, who were Lrying tooperats De Gresa's
guns against us. Our skirmishers also pushed
forward and opened & hot fire on them. With
our batteries and skirmishers pelting them,
their condition was not one of repose. Although
they had captured the works, they did not
sect to be happy. They flitted about like a
swarm of bees. No place of safety could be
found.

As soon as the Second Division had got to the
rear they were reformed. They were reinforced
by a brigade from our Fourth Divisin. The
word was then passed down the liae to advanee
and retake the lost position. The charging
column consisted of oar brigade and the lowa
brigaude of our division, the two routed brigades
of the Second Division, and one brigade of the
Fourth Division. As I was only a foot soldier,
with but little spare time on my hands for ob-
servation, I must be excused for failing to ob-
serve and describe all that was worthy of men-
tion. However, the lowa brigade was on onr
right, and the brigade of the Fourth Division
was on our left. There were two ridges be-
tween our position then and the lost works. At
the command our men dashed forward. When
we renched the crest of the first hill the rebels
opened a hot fire. Without discharging a gun,
our wen increased their pace, aud soon swept
over the little hollow, up the second hill and
down into the little canebrake at the foot, and
only about 25 yards from the works. As we
went down this last slope ridle-balls pattered
around and among us like rain-drops, but as
our pace had inereased to a run, our pesition
altered so rapidly that their shots did compara-
tively little execution,

Haviog reached the west side of the cane-
brake, the boys gave them & veolley which
cansed them to feel an anxiety about their
fatare wellare and almost checked their firing.
A paunse for & moment occarred while this vol-
ley was being delivered. It was the first shot
fired on onr side, except by our skirmishers.
Before the fire was ended, Johnny Ricketts, of
Co, G, 76th Ohio, eclosely followed by Capt.
Wintrode, of Co. B, dashied into the space be-
tween the two forces, and, turning with his
hat in baud and & bright smile on his face,
beckoned us on. His voice was drowned by
the roar of the guas, but his condact said * fol-
low me.” It operated like an inspiration, With
& cheer our men rushed up the bank and elam-
bered into the works. The struggle was over
in a moment, and the rebels in full retreat.
The Iowa brigade had struck them on the
flank. With the two brigades on {ront and side
it was not bhuwman nature to staud, so such of
the robels as could got away broke for the rear.
Quite a number of prisouers were taken, and
many died on the spot—one of them with three
of our boys’ knapsacks fastened about him. He
wauted all the plunder he could get, and got
too much of it. He evidently was trying to
disengage himself from them when he fell.

De Gress and his men had followed on the
heels of our advance, In an inecredibly short
space of time the naiis were removed, the guns
whirled around, snd complirents in the shupe
of shells sent to belp expedite the wmovement
of the rebels to the rear.

Thus was the line restored. So far as I know
it was wholly the work of the Fifteenth Corps.
If it received aid from suy quarter we were

unconscious of I8, unless it was from s battery
of the Fwenty-third Corps. If any part of the
m(empt two brigades of the Second Di-

) was driven out that day, our men were
not aware of it. Those two brigades contained
28 good fighting material as any in the army.
They were driven bE a superior force, but were
not disheartened. Every part of our attacking
force did its duty without faltering. If one
brigade or regiment sccomplished more than
snother toward recovering the lest growo1 i6
was becanse the circnmstances favored it wore
than others. The whele movement occupied
but & few minutes. We dropped so suddenly
on the enemy that they searcely had time to
reload. Thay got out of there as hastily as our
fellows had done before. We drove them out;
they manuvered our meén ount.

After the line was recovered it was again
restored to the care and keeping of the Second
Division. The rebels were not yot satisfied.
They pushed their forces forward again in the
hope of retaking the disputed fleld. At that
time wo were in the act of withdeawing to our
| original position on the north side of the valley
before mentioned. As we were in the open field
wo drew their fire. More men were hurt while
going back than in the advance. But the last
eifort of the rebels was not o suceess. They
met with a hot reception at every point, and
soon abandoned théir effort, The battle was
over, and victory had perched on our hanners,
although the eflort had cost many lives.

The Seventeenth Corps was content with the
Iaurels won on that day. We of the Fifteenth
Corps would not deprive them of asingle honor
gained by their courage and stead fastuess. We
feit proud of them, and pever withlheld from
them our meed of praise. Ou the other hand, I
am sure they never blushed at being named in
the same connection with the Fifteenth Corpa.
They never suspected what & shabby lot of fel-
| lows we were until they read Gen. Leggett's
account of how bravely they held their own
and magnificontly extended nsgistance to gs. I
hope and believe that Loggett’s account of the
operations on other parts of the fleld were more
reiiable than hia allusions to the Fifteenth
Corps. Judge W. B. Woods, of the United
States Sapreme Conrt, commanded our regi-
ment then, and I think he will say that no
| more than two brigaden were driven. So will
Gen. Morgan Smith and the others who saw
what actaally transpired on our part of the
line. Our Fourth Division was off assisting the
left wing, except the brigads above mentioned.—

After [ying
some time, unable to move, I was assisted over
the ridge by a member of Co. D, Tth Ohio, wherse
I lay for an hour or two. My wounds proved
not serious, and I was able to be with my regi-
ment nest day snd until captared at Chanecel-
