Soldiers to the Front.
A now organization ontitled tho Union Vet-

erans' Union has been instituted at Washing-
ton, D. C. It admits none but tuoe who served
at the front between April 12, 1801, and April
30, 1865, who have an lionorabJo discharge and
a good character. Ita organization is somewhat
similar to the G.A.R., consisting of Post, De-
partment, and National Encampment. Tho
first body was organized the 16th of June, 18S6,
and i entitled W. S. Hancock Post, No. 1, De-
partment of Potomac, and M. A. Dillon, the
originator of tho Order, elected its first Com-
mander. They started with a metnberahin of
100, most of whom show honorable scars re-
ceived in battle; quite a number with arms
and lefts gone, while their Commaudcr was shot
through the lungs. There has long been a do-Kl- rc

for something of this kind, and the only
thing to prevent it was the dislike to break
away from tho G.A.R. This Order, however,
docs not conflict in any way with the G.A.R.,
most of its members belonging to both bodies.
Mauy, however, never did join tho G.A.R. for
various reasons, but are very enthusiastic and
active in tho Veterans' Union. Tho objects
aro to bettor tho condition of tho soldiers who
did tho fighting by the enforcement of statute
1754 aud 1775, and the preferment of those who
swott shoulder to shoulder with each other
when the leaden hail fell thick and fast for
appointment in the Civil Service, and todeviso
by way of insurance or otherwise for tho care
of its members who need assistance. In a
body like this, where none aro admitted but
the gonuinc soldier who faced death in all its
forms, we can with fur better grace urge our
claim upon a grateful country, and none daro
or am say, "You were not a soldier." Tho

MILWAUKEE SOLDIERS' HOME.

Dear Tribune: Comrade Berry hud requested
Mrs. Roby to visit the Soldiers' Home In Milwau
kee, aim unuer Uie escort of Mr. Webster, of Chi-
cago, Mrs. Roby and myself left the city for n sur-
vey of one of the National Homes for our disabled
comrades. Arriving In Milwaukee we took a car-riage and drove lo the Home, which is nbout three
miles out. The grounds are spacious and during
the Summer months delightful. We met on ourway thither many of "the boys In blue" going
Into the city, or returning to the Home. Thebuilding Itself is ample, as well as beautiful; builtof Milwuukco brick ond stone, with turrets andtowen. We were ushered Into a wide corridor,
where many soldiers were Billing, standing, orwalking about, all striving to enjoy themselves in
their after-dinn- er hour. A very gentlemanly Ser-
geant took charge of us through the entire premi-
ses, showing us first tho basement, where was the
dinlng-hal- l, in exquisite neatness, and redolent ofsoup uud vegetables, the odor of which was very
nppetlzing. to any the leust. Thcnco into the
kitchen, where were immense quantities of excel-
lent beef cooling, baskets of onions, potatoes, and
turnips ready dressed for cooking. Then through
Ihe dish-washi- establishment, where some were
busy cleaning knives and forks, others washing
tho plates, liowls, cups, and platters; and all seemed
good-natme- d and jolly, wearing their long white
aprons wilh becoming gravity. There were whole
carcasses of beef and mutton hanging in the mar-
ket, huge piles of hums, nud other edibles insight,
while the commissary department was all that
could lie desired. From the basement we took
the elevator to the dormitories. The sleeping
accommodations were ample nud the cots
neat and clean; in great contrast lo tho
quartern occupied by most of them duriug the
memorable years of our country's great sorrow,
and still greater glory. Some were sleeping in
their bed, others resting and reading in their
rooms, while some wero playing cards with the
beds for tables. Our guide told in that tables wero
In all tli.-i- r rooms formerly, but had been removed
to make place for beds, as they wero very much
crowded, there being now iu the Home 1.750

belonging to Illinois, which proves
that our new Illinois Homo will nut stand empty
when it is completed. Through the Iongcorridors,
down the wide staircase, past Uic open doors ofaleeplng and rending rooms, past smoking and
billiard rooms, where many were pluying both
cards mid billiard:?, and wo looked into the neat
llttlo chapel flooded with, soft, mellow light, and

saw two or three kneeling at their midday devo-
tions. We retired noiselessly, glad to know there
wu- - such a place for them to enter and find peace.

The reading room contains 5,000 volumes, cover-
ing a wide range of subjects; and in addition to the
permanent library there arc newspapers and peri-
odicals from nit parts of the Union. The guide told
us thcro was excellent discipline ami but little in-
subordination. Wo saw much lb call forth our
heartiest commendation, but the question arose in
our minds, arc these men nil without family ties?
Are all these old men wifeless and childless?
If not. where aro the dcur old wives? And the de-
sire grew strong within our hearts that In the pro-
vision for our Mnte boys there might be some ar-
rangement made whereby husband and wives
might be together. Of course the State can pro-
vide only for her soldiers, but here is work for the
willing hands nnd loyal hcartsof our Illinois sitters.
Wo could pay tho board of the wife, and id let
those be united and happy who were separated
during tho)e sad, bitter years.

From the Home we drove to the building where
was being painted tho most wonderful of all pano-
ramas, the

Grnnd old J Look-
out" rears its crest with our own loved tlaa,
planted by our gallant boys, Chattanooga at its
base. The pontoon bridge over which Sherman's
troops passed, and were massed on tho right
Thomas in the center, and Hooker on the left. The
perspective is wonderful, and the pointing beyond
description. Its place is in Chicago, corner of
Wabash Avenue and Hubbard Court. Something
worth seeing by all who are interested in what
pertains to the late civil war. The headquarters
of A. E. Burnsidc, No. 1, " Ladies of GAJU" lain
this building, and are handsomely fitted up. We
reached Chicago at 7 In the evening after a
day of rare pleasure, and with many thoughts of
what is to be done in the days to come for Illinois'
brnve soldiers.

PEN SKETCHES
Of Encampment So. 2. Union Veteran legion,

Philadelphia, fa.

DANIEL CALDWELL.
To the Editor: Tho subjeojt was one of

that brave host of young men who by strict
attention to duty in the quia of camp or the
storm of battle, in the skirmish, on thu march,
or in carrying out an order of a " forlorn hopo "
when man's courage was put to the severest
test, rose from tho ranks to a commissioned
otilcer. True, in his terrific charges for tho
restoration of tho Union, he watt not in com-
mand of a corps, division, brigade, or even
regiment, but ho deserves the title of " hero " as
much as any cpanlettcd General who ever wen
success or a name in the history of that terrible
conflict. Tho history of the Army of the Poto-
mac can nover be fully written exeept linked
with personal records such as aro in the regis-
ters of tho Union Veteran Legion of thoso men
whoso membership show only actual service on
land and sea in the lato war. In a special order
issued from the headquarters of the Army of
tho Potomac Comrade Caldwell was commended
for bravery.

Let us glance briefly and preserve in print
tho war record of one whoso sketch will form a
bright pago In the Nation's history and an ex--
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ample of patriotism for the youth of our land
to follow, and to realize how groat is the

of the country to its defenders of that
timo.

Daniel Caldwell, the present Commander of
Encampment No. 2, Union Veteran Legion,
was born at Marble Hall, Montgomery Co., Pa.,
June 1, 1842. He attended public school until
17 years of age, and although always evincing
a deep interest in his book3, took an active part
in the games of his companions. At the age
above he was apprenticed to learn engineering,
and remained at this pursuit until he entered
as private in Co. H, 13th Pa. Cav. for three
year3. In August, 18G2, his company was at-
tached to the battalion encamped at Wfea-hicko- n,

Pa., awaiting ordera to report to the
regiment, then stattoued at Baltimore, 3Id.
After doing guard duty on the P. W, & B. Rail-
road for some time the battalion was ordered to
join tho regiment in Baltimore, here doing
guard duty under Gens. Wool and Shenck un-
til December, 1S62. For a short time the regi-
ment was stationed at the Point of Rock3.

On the 1st of February the regiment broke
camp and marched to Winchester, Va. On the
5th of February he was with Co. H on a special
mission to receive leitere. This duty was very
arduous and much ground traveled over.
Comrade Caldwell was one of 20 men forming
the advance-guar- d under Lieut. Walter?, of Co.
H, that met a large forco of rebels near Straus-bur- g.

His horae was3hofc and foil upon him, nor
could he extricate himself until captured by
the rebels removing the dead animal from his
bruised body. In thi3 engagement hi3 brother
was also taken prisoner.

After undergoing many hardships and suffer-
ings in the hands of the rebels, and being in-
carcerated in Libby Prison, he with several
hundred Union soldiers wa3 paroled, and on
March 7, 1863, taken to City Point for exchange.
After a short sojourn at the paroled prisoners'
camp, Annapolis, Md., he was duly exchanged
May 7. On Jnne II, 1563, he reached his regi-
ment, then stationed at Winchester, Va.,the boys
giving him a soldier's welcome. A few days later
he participated in a. severe skirmish, which,
brought on the battle and evacuation of Win-
chester. In all the hard fighting of the 13th,
14th and loth of Juno, when Millroy held the
town with 6,000 men against 20,000 of the ad-
vance of Leo's army, Comrade Caldwell took
an active part, and bore himsolf as a gallant
soldier. On June 20 he was detailed as Gen.
Elliott's Orderly, remaining with, him until
the evacuation of Harper's Ferry when he was
sent in command of a detail of four with

It was intended to be unknown to
Comrade Caldwell that he should be captured
by the rebels, and w;s so worded as to deceive
and throw them off tho track; Gen. Elliott in
the meantime going down the Potomac canal
with his heavy guns and troops on the boats.
Comrade Caldwell went to the place ordered
and returned to the Maryland side hotiy pur-
sued by a company of rebels. Gen. Elliott re-

marked: "What! I am astonished you have
got back safe."

When an important order was to be carried
into effect necessitating the employment of a
small command, nnd requiring dash, courage,
endurance, quickness and fighting, Comrade
Caldwell was selected to lead it. He was
known for his coolness in danger, pluck and
ability, trad therefore chosen.

Comrade Caldwell wa3 one of 25 men picked
of his regiment to be consolidated with a like
number from three other regiments, making
in all 100 men, (to destroy tho rebel pontoon
bridges at Failing Waters. On the morning of
July 4 they drove in the pickets, and after a
short and decisive engagement put the enemy
to flight, destroying the bridges, capturing Gen.
Pender's headquarters wagon and throwing into
tho Potomac 10,000 rounds of ammunition, and
returning to camp without the loss of a man.

In the engagement at Deep Bottom July 10,
1S64, while forming his company, his horse
was killed. Although dismounted, he accom-
panied tho 1st Me. Cav. in its charge, captured
two horses of the enemy, remounted, and joined
his regiment.

He was promoted Sergeant Nor., 1364, for
gallantry in tho engagement at Boyton plank
road Oct 23,1864; First Lieutenant for bravery
at Hatcher's Run, Feb. 6, 7 and S, 1865. He was
mustered in as Lientonant of Co. E March 29,
1865. He was one of a part of a squadron that
charged Gen. Mahone's (rebel) Brigade with
sabers, capturing 36 prisoners, including three
officers. He, personally dealing his blows right
and left, seized tho colors of tho 33d (rebel) N".
C. and brought them away his prize.

For this action Gen. .Meade, then in com-
mand of tho army, issued Special Order, No.
43, commending his bravery for charging into
the rebel lino of battle, and furloughing him
for 25 days. Afterward the Congress of the
United States voted him a medal of honor.

Comrade Caldwell was detailed to place the
national colors on the Capitol at Raleigh, N. C.,
then expected to be captured. This he accom-
plished on the morning of April 14, having
bean on the skirmish-lin- e from the 12th to the
14th, until tho town surrendered. In all his
army record in camp, skirmish and battle, his
comrades claim he over displayed the genuine
characteristics of a gentleman and a faultless
soldier.

He joined Fred Taylor Post, G.A.R., No. 19,
of Philadelphia, Pa., July 2S, 1869; was unani-
mously elected its Commander, and was Junior
Vice Commander of the Department of Penn-
sylvania in 18S4. He is a charter member of
Encampment No. 2, Union Veteran Logion,
meeting In Philadelphia, and is now its Com-
mander. Many of those who battled for their
country may have won greater distinction in
rank, but none cau claim a prouder record of
service.

Reader, in glancing over theso records placed
before you for your edification, realize the
hardships a soldier had to enduro ; how much,
the country owes to him; how important that,
ovcry surety of the Nation iu its guarantee in
tho preference to its employment in its civil
offices should be fulfilled. Can you aid any one
of their number to a fulfillment of the Nation's
pledge ? Comrade.
