Capt Gordon, who is known as tho Fighting
Chaplain, aud who went to tho war with tho
drafted troops from Northern New York, gave
an interesting sketch of the regiment's terrible
oxperieuco. Gen. Hughes, Gcu. Stone, aud
Maj. Dwycr and a score of other old-tim- o war-
riors were present Gen. Dan Sickles failed to
put in an appcaranco at his native town's first
big celebration. Thcro wero paiadcs of mili-
tary, firo companies, and filibusters, and Con-
gressmen, Senators, and town ofiicials in car-
riages. After tho orations Capt Garrett's com-
maud gavo a sham battlo in tho public square,
and madu au old-tim- o bayonet chargo among
other evolutions. Tho proceedings terminated
with a pyrotechnic display. Tho ladies' com-
mittee presented Post Wing with a new silken
banucr to replace tho old ono carried through
the war by a veteran who carried the tattered
remnant at tho head of the column ou tho oc-

casion of tho Reunion.

Saugatuck, Mich., last week, was largely at-
tended, fully 10.000 people being in attendance.

SOLDIERS npESS.
MAJ. HORACE B. STRAIT.

Ilorace B. Strait, Representative of tho Third
Minnesota District, was born in Potter County,
Pa., Jan. 2G, 1835. Educated in tho common
schools, ho removed to Indiana in 18 1G, and
thcuco to Minnesota in 1S55.

In August, 1S62, ho entered tho Union army
as Captniu in tho 9th Minn. During tho first
20 months of his scrvico ho was on duty at Fort
Ridgcly, Mankato, Fort Snelling and St. Paul,
Minn., and Fort Wyman, Mo. In tho Spring
of lSGi he served for n short timo as a member
of a court-marti- al and military commission,
after which, in May of that year, his rogimont
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was assigned to tho Second Brigado, First Divis-
ion, Sixteenth Corjw, Army of tho Tennessee
It was part of tho badly managed and disas-
trous Guntown expedition, in which it suf-
fered sevcro loss.

In July. ISO, Capt. Strait was promoted to
Major. Ho participated in Gcu. A. J. Smith's
Tupelo campaign, sorving with conspicuous
gallantry in tho battles and skirmishes at and
arouud Tupelo. In tho following mouth tho
9th Minn. wasprominontatTallahatchio River,
Hurricane Crcok and Abbyvillo. In Septembor
and October Maj. Strait commanded his rogi-
mont in tho campaign against Prico from
Brownsville, Ark., to Capo Girardeau, Mo.
Following this tho 9th Minn, formed part of
tho detachment of tho Sixteenth Corps that
was sent on an expedition up tho Missouri
Rivor.

Tho regiment boro a most honorable part in
tho battlo of Nashville, participating in tho
grand chargo of McArthur's Division. Maj.
Strait was at this timo serving as Assistant Insp-

ector-General on tho staff of Gen. McArthnr.
In this position, as elsewhere, ho showed him-
self a most gallant and eflicicnt officer.

After the battle of Nash villo tho command to
which ho belonged was sent to Mobile and took
an active part iu the siege of that place, assist-
ing in the capt u ro of) Spanish Fort and Fort
Blakoly, in April, ,18G5. Tho war closed aud
tho 9th Minn, was ordered to Solma, Ala.,
where it remained ou duty till mustered out,
Aug. 24, 18G5.

Siuco tho war Maj. Strait has been actively
engaged in mercantile manufacturing and
banking business at Shakopco, Minn, whero ho
resides. Ho was threo times elected Mayor of
that city. He is now serving his sixth term in
Congress. Although not an orator, ho is a
careful, painstaking aud industrious Mcmbor,
guarding faithfullyinnd well tho interests of
his District and Stato. Ho is an earnest sup-
porter of nil measures calculated to promoto
justice and liberality to tho soldiors.

MAJ. A. H. PETTIBONE.

Maj. Pcttibono was born in Bedford, near
Cloveland, O., in 1S35. Left an orphan at an
early ago without a dollar of patrimony ho has
been tho architect of his own fortune. A poor
boy has little" chanco for success in tho battlo of
life without tho advantages of education. Ho
realized this fact in early years and set to work
to obtain that which was worth moro than
money. Fortunately for him ho entered tho
celebrated school at Hiram, O., during tho timo
when James A. Garfield was a teacher, of tho
classics iu that institution. Hero began a
friendship which only onded when his old
tcachor lay cold iu death. From Hiram ho
went to tho University of Michigan, whero ho
graduated iu 1659.

The war of the rebellion was then looming
up iu tho near future Tho election of 18G0
resulted in tho election of Abraham Lincoln.
Mr. Pettibono. then ivyoung lawyer, had voted
for Lincoln. He early enlisted as a privato sol- -

dier; in duo timo ho becamo a Corporal and
then duty Sergeant of his company B, 19th
Wis. A call was mado for n now regiment, aud
with Col. George G. Symcs. now tho honored
Representative in Congress from Colorado, ho
recruited Co. A of the 20th Wis. No moro gal
lant regiment ovor went to tlio war.

Tho subjeut of our sketch was a Second Lieu-
tenant, then First Lieutenant, thou Captain,
and finally Major of that regiment. Ho
served with his company iu most of the oper-
ation of tho Southwest. At Prairio Grove, Dec
7, 1802. he led his company. In tho morniugof
that day he took 42 muskets into tho fight. At
nightfall only seven men answered at roll-ca- ll

l'.l wero dead and 22 woiuuled.
With his regiment he went through all tho

experiences ol war in tlio operations beforo
Vicksburg, and was present at the surrender
July 4, 18G3. Ho was with his regiment at
Morgunza, La.; in iho expedition to the Rio
Grande with Banks, ami at the capturo of tho
Mobile forts whero'Farragut won his enduring
fame. The surrender of Fort Morgan was made
to his regiment. At Spanish Fort his regiment
was the first to enter the rebel works.

The war ended alid Maj. Pcttihonu settled at
Greenville, Fast Tennessee, and has thcro lived
for more than a logat lifetime. Ho is now sorving
his third term in Congress as a Representative
from the First TenncsHoo District, once repre-
sented for fivo terms by Andrew Johnson.

That he is always "by vote and voice aud in-

fluence n friend of tho soldier goes without
saylug. Early and lato ho is at work for tho
thousands of old Union soldiers of East Ten-
nessee. By their votes ho came to Cougrcss. llo
has honored himself by seeking justice for
them, persistently and always.

To him tho spectacle of an old soldior in n
poorhouso provided for tho paupers of a conn-tr- y

which that soldier offered his lifo to defend
is an anomaly aud a shamo. He holds that but
for tho courage and devotion of theso old sol-
diers wo would not havo a conntrj. Ho is an
active member of tho G.A.R. Ho feels that
no dollar paid to an oldsoldier is lost or wasted.
It is but an inHlImcnt on a debt which never
cau bo fully paid by a grateful country.

AS TO COL. FEED GEANT.
Tho following report wa3 submitted by tho

Committee on .Rules upon the application of
Col. F. D. Grant for admission to member-
ship, which was adopted:

Your committee have had under consideration
the petition of Col. Fred. Grant for authority to bo
mustered into the Grand Army of tho Republic.

Article IV, Rules and Regulations, prescribe tho
qualifications for membership. The petitioner does
not possess these qualifications. While he rendered
voluntary scrvico in tho army between April 12,
1SG1, and April 9, 1SC5, in the war for the suppres-
sion of the rebellion, he was never mustered into
the service and could not, of course, be discharged
therefrom.

The petition cannot, therefore. In the opinion of
the committee, be granted without first amending
our Rules and Regulations so as to cover the facts
in the case.

Under Article XV, any section of our Regulations
may be suspended, for the time being, at any meet-
ing of the National Encampment, by a unanimous
vote, but your committee is of the opinion that such
suspension of the rules should only be invoked to
make an immediate amendment of the Regula-
tions.

The policy of making favorite action raises a
more serious question and one in its
effect. Your committcecannotpermititself to con
sider tho distinguished kinship of the petitioner,
for it is freely admitted that such consideration will
ever, in this country, so touch the hearts of soldiers
that under its influence no request within their
power would be by them refused.

There are several classes of persons, and many
individual cases, presenting similar and strong
claims upon us for admission to our organization,
and we believe the time lias come when tho Na-
tional Encampment should consider some general
provision or amendment to meet these cases, but
such amendment deserves the most careful consid-
eration, and, in the judgment of your committee,
should not be hastily acted upon.

Your committee are of the opinion that individ-
ual cases of a class should not be token up by the
National Encampment, but that provision for all
of the class should first be made.

Your committee recommend that Departments
be instructed to request such persons in their juris-
dictions as have actually served in the army,
navy or marine corps of the Union at-an- y time
during the period mentioned in Regulations, but
without muster into such service or a discharge
therefrom, to stale their cases in writing nnd for-
ward the some through the proper channels to
the Adjutant-Gener- al to be brought before the
next National Encampment, and that the Judge
Advocate-Gener- al be requested to classify all such
cases and present at that timo a form of regula-
tion to cover the same.

A HEAETY "TITANIC YOU."
The following resolution wa3 unanimously

adopted :
Kesolved, That this Encampment tender to the

comrades of the Department of California, tlte citi-
zens of the State at large and the city of Sun Fran-
cisco, who have tendered to the Grand Army of the
Republic such a generous, open-hnnde- d welcome,
their sincere and heart-fe- lt thanks. Their action
toward the veteruns of the war has proven to us
that loyalty has an abiding- - place in the Pacific
Slope, where is found not only the Golden Gate to
this continent, but a golden pathway to a stronger
fraternity, a purer charity nnd a gTander loyalty
in tho heart ofevery lover of his country and com-
rade of the Grand Army of the Republic.

The, officers-ele- ct wero then installed, and
after tho customary complimentary resolutions
in regard to the retiring officers, the 20th Na-
tional Encampment adjourned.

MAIMED SOLDIERS.
Official Xotlflcation from tlio Pension Office.

Depaetment or the Lnteeioe,
Pension Office,

Washington, D.C., Aug. 12, 1S36.
The following act of Congress, approved Aug.

1, 1SSC, amends the pension laws by increasing
the pensions of soldiers and sailors who have
lost an arm or leg in tho service :

Re it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of the United States of America in Con-
gress assembled. That from ond after tho passage
of this act all persons on the pension rolls and all
persons hereafter granted a pension, who, while in
the military or naval service of the United States
and in line of duty shall have lost one hand or one
foot, or been totally disabled in the same, shall re-
ceive a pension of 3d) a month ; that all persons
now on the pension rolls, anil all persons hereafter
granted a pension, who in like manner shall have
lost either an arm at or above the elbow or a leg
at or ubove the knee, or been totally disabled in
the same. shall receive a pension of SS0 per month;
nnd that all persons now on the pension rolls ami
all persons hereafter granted a pension, who in like
manner shall have lost either an arm at the shoul-
der joint or a leg at the hip joint, or so near the
joint as to prevent the uso of an artificial limb,
shall receive a pension at the rate of $15 per month;
Provided, That nothing contained in this act shall
bo construed to repenl scution 1009 of tho Revised
Statutes of the United States or to change the rate
of 13 per month therein mentioned to be propor-
tionately divided for any degree of disability estab-
lished for which section 4GU5 makes no provision.

Under tbe provisions of this act tho pensions
of thoso who havo actually Jost an arm or a
leg will be increased without subjecting claim-
ants to tho expense or trouble of an applica-
tion.

It ha3 been found impracticable to pnrsuo
tho same course in the cases of many of thoso
who havo not actually lost a leg or an arm, but
who claim to sutler a total disability in tho
same ; also in tbe cases of those who claim to be
unable to wear an artificial limb. Many of
these cases will require medical examinations
to determine whether tho claimant is entitled
tbo increased rate under the provisions of said
act. t

While tho regulations of the office governing
tbo claims for increase under tho abovo act
have not yet been fully matured and adopted,
it is the intention to settle all cases of tho sev-
eral classes contemplated by tbe act at the ear-
liest practicable moment.

No correspondence on tho part of claimant is
necessary or desirable.
