N. IL, Post Department President of New
Hampshire before the National Association wns
formed, was made nn officer of tho National organ-
ization, as Past Department President.

Among the Important legislation coming before
the National Convention was tho passage of a reso-
lution calling upon the Corps to appoint a Confer-
ence Committee of five toco-opera- te with tho Con-
ference Committee from the Post, and Corps Presi-
dents wero instructed to signify to tlie Tost Com-
manders their desire for such committees. To this
joint Conference Committee all ma ters of joint
interest to the I'o-- t and Corps, or for ihe preserva-
tion of harmony und concerted action between the
two organisations shall bo submitted.

A very important action was tio diversion of
one-ha- lf per cent, of thu per capita to n National
relief fund to bo ued for thcbeuH'.t of army nurses,
ami fur the disabled mothers of soldiers who had
thcniMjIves rendered services on ttie battlefield.

Another iuiortant piece of legislation was a
passage of the resolution thut Corps secrecy ex-
tended not only to matters which transpired in
Corps seoslons, but that any discussion of Corps
mutters with members outside should be consid-
ered as a violation of tho articles of secrecy.

A great deal of business was transacted during
the sessions of the National Convention, nnd this
was no better evinced than by thu unanimous vote
on Saturday morning that tho Convention forego
tho pleasure ofan excursion on San Francisco Bay
that they might complete tho work for which they
were assembled.

St. Louis was chosen as tho next place of holding
National Convention, and the pro rata for Depart-
ments lixed nt ono delegate for ovory 300 members.

The session of the National Convention did not
cloio until Saturday afternoon, when the following
ollicers were obligated, as follows :

HELIKF OF ARMV WORKERS.
Tho following report, accepted by Convention,

indicates that tho Woman's Relief Corps is fast
getting down to solid business. It having been
recommended by National Treasurer that the per
capita should be reduced one-hal- f, the Convention
voted to allow it to remain as tixed, but authorized
the excess or one-ha- lf of tho per capita to be pnitl
quarterly into the relief fund as provided in report.

P.Kl'OUT BELIEF COMMITTEE.
Mrs. Elkaxou II. Wheeler. National

Wo have the honor to report that the Committee
on Relief and Pensions was organized with Mrs.
K. Florence Darker Chairman, who appointed Mrs.
Kate I Sherwood as Secretary. After consulta-
tion between tho Chairman und ihe National Presi-
dent, it was decided that an nnnotintvmcn: bo made
in tho public press and through General Orders
that tho Rciicf Committee would receive records
from army nurses of their services yert'jruied in the
army, on tho b.ittlelleM and In the iiospittls. with
a view to securing pensions und other pteuniary
relief, nud also of making a permanent record. Iu
response to this announcement repiiea wre re-

ceived from a large number of army r.ur.ies. giving
n very full and explicit account of the woric that
was done. The-j- e letters have beci received, noted
nnd filed, but owing to tho fact that tliisanuouuce-tnen- t

seemed to create the feeling that a pension
was lobe immediately secured, it was not thought
best to press the matter nny further. The impres-
sion had gono out that the Woman's Relief Corps
was in the position to provide for all such nures,
or that they could receive such immediate- recogni-
tion from the Government or through
Relief Corps as thcjo broken-dow- n women de-
served, and the result wa.3 to work injury to thorn
from the fact tiuit tlioe who had been contributing
to their support Immediately referred them to the
Woman's Relief Corpt, which found itself with an
empty treasury and with no power to cure Con-
gressional legislation. Tho committee therefore
decided upon tho following measures, which they
recommend to ihe National Convention:

First, that the National President e Instructed to
prepare n blank to bo sent out to all those nrmy
nurses whose letters nre on file, and h othnr. ask
ing them to send iu :t full nnd accurate account in
reply to certain questions which may bo pro.
tXiiiuded. Mich as date, age and place of service- -
Ieric.l of service, prc.-e- nt circumstances, arnl soon.

Second (a), that they a-- k the National President.
to prepare a petition, which hlia'.i be circulated by
tho Con" iu tlio various Tits, not only
nuiii& their own number, but in tbo Grand Array
nud among citizoos gsncrally, aitl for an
adequate pen-di- f" the widow a-- orjdians of

(f) for tuvh a pension for army nurses
as shall keep them out of the nlmo-hous- ss and hos-
pital in their old aze when broken down and
utterly tor lading eare uf themselves.

No petition was introbi I : Cfin;.vM, for the
reason Hint tho Worn m's Re'?-- f Corps Iiih no wish
to antagonize tho Gr.tmi Army Pension Committee,
and tho Grand Army Pension Committee did not
seem to think it expedient to ask legislation for
nrmy nurses until provision was made for widows
nnd orphnt)3 of soldiers. In tho p"-iti- ou taken by
the Grand Army Pension Commit tee the commit-
tee of tho Relief Corps very readily eoneurred. rec-
ognizing that the Woman's Rebel Corps it auxili-
ary to tho Grand Army of tho Uopubhe.nnd must
bo guided by them; and then, they did not wish to
do anything which &evint-- l to render inoperative
the efforts that were lasing put forth to rnk- - care of
tlie widows and orphans. Rut they feel that with
n combined and concerted movement by the women
of the United .States in favor of more udv.tuute pen-
sion legi.slati hi for widows andiTplians an i of army
nurses that such legislation be secured as will
make soma provision for these unarmed veterans
of tho I'niou service, or for those women that
fought the battles of their country In caring for the
wounded on thu lmttleHeld. in the hospitals nud in
thfsprcial tlkt kitchens wine wr.

The Pennon Relief Commltlco won!! call atten-
tion to tlio efforts that have been suecossf'illy put
forth in several States by the Woman's Relief Corps
for the lictter eare of soldiers orphans unci in the
aid of Sold: .' Homo in their respective territo-
ries. ThePo'tJ.ers' Home iu tis has long
been largely under 'the cure of lova! women, and
tho Woman's Relief Corps iu Onto Imvc pledged
themsflvcs iu Department Convention to aid in
furnishing theSohtitrs" Uome--t whieit shall lie es-
tablished In that Stale, ami in providing such com-
forts and luxuries for tho soldiers iu their declining
years as will make a ;ubIL home a. uir like iv

private homo as is posaihlc to be dons. They would
recom. nend thu women of all the Departments to
take like measures, so that in nil the good work,
whether local. State or National, they shall be rep-
resented.

The Relief Committee would partlcularlycall the
attention of tho women of some of the Suites to the
importance of tho work for better legislation for the
care of their orphan children. In some of the States
thcrenrc Homes underexcellent management where
children not only receive a good lvok education,
but an industrial training, n trades department
having been by the boys and domestic
economy for tho girls. In tho past year Ohio has
taken a grand forward step in this direction, and
chiefly through the instrumentality of tho women
of Ohio. Tlio Governor, following a legislative en-
actment, having appointed an Advi ory Hoard of
fivo ladies to with the I!o inl of Trustees.

The Pension Committeeo would also recommend
to tho National Convention the importauac of es-
tablishing a National Relief Fund, and would rec-
ommend that tho National Cunv-u'.in- ii instruct the
Departments iu the Importance of t iking similar
action, this fund to be Used for disabled army
nurses who may bo without mean ' friends, ami
for the aged and inflrM mothers ofaohhers who have
them lves rendered stmio actual service in carlntr
for the sick and woiuuk'd. They wotil t recommend
tlritonivl.alf of the quarterly per capita he added to
any relief fund that shall be established, to be held
sacredly for purposes of relief and pensions, to bo
disbursed by order of tha Nation il President,
through thoNatioual Relief Committee or National
Treasurer, for purpose i of pension and relief. They
would recommend that Departments establish a
relief fund on n similar bu.i. and call attention of
tho Departments to the importance of having each
Corps give a portion of the pnneetW of nn entertain-
ment to bo given for such purpoe.c to this Depart-
ment relief fund, in order that when the Depart-
ment ollicers are called upon to render assistance
to isolated eases which ! not come under tho juris-
diction of Corps thoy will have some money at their
command.

They would also recommend t'sat each year
when thu nccotmts arc audited ur.d there is a sur-
plus iu tho treasury, National or Department, that
not less than two percent, of this surplus bodivertcd
to tho relief fund. Also that tho names of those
to whom assistance is rendered shall be kept by the
committee nnd council, but Mialt not appear in any
printed reports.

The committee would also call the attention of the
Convention to the huiMirtanco of taking sonic steps
towards founding a National Homo for army
nurses. Owing to the dilatorimsH of Congressional
legislation, and tho fact that so little has been done
nt tho recent session of Congress towards helping
those who nre in sore need, tlio probability is that
legislation secured vl!I lie very slow and tardy. A
blil una introduced by Mr. Cobb, of Connecticut,
for the relief of nrmy nurses at tho past session,
liutiiHtiough'the Pension Committee wrote again
and again to Mr. Cobb for a copy of tho bill, hav-
ing uttered him nil ttie :vt,wt.uicv they might 1h

able to render, yet they have never heard from
him, nor did they receive a copy of tho bill: and
Iho conclusion, therefore, was, that Mr. Cobb
merely introduced this by retptest, without being
particularly interested iu securing legislation.

Tho Pension Committee would nsi the Conven-
tion to request the Grand Army of the Republic to
appoint a time when tha Pension Committee of the
Woman's KellefCorp may meet and consult with
them concerning matter of importance connected
with legislation for soldiers orphans and widows,
and for army nurse-- . Tho Woman's Relief Corps
feci strong eniuj,h to aid them greatly in this mat-
ter through the dlssemiuutiau uf important facts
bearing upon this subject through their respective
jurisdictions, and iu the circulation of petitions
and other mutter of that ch.irnett-- r which will lead
the country to prea.i upon Congress tho importance
of more liberal legislation for those who have Buf-
fered from the losof their fathers, sons and broth-
ers serving iu tho Union army.

EELIET COUPS EECEPTION3.
By far the most brilliant affair of the week was

tho reception of the Woman's Relief Corps nt Me-
tropolitan Hall on Friday evening. All the seats
were full, and tho gay ribbons of the Indies nnd
the profusion of flowers they wore mado the au-
dience seem like avast flower-garde- n. Tho stage
was most elaborately decorated, and the designs of
anchors, boskets and other floral tributea wero of
the most beautiful description. The stage wan a
literal mass of flowers. It was filled with Indies
and several members of the Grand Army of tho
Kepublle. while tho comrades ware coming nnd
going nil the evening between tho hall nud the En-
campment, which was in session in Metropolitan
Hall. Tlie Unitotl Statos Artillery Band was in
service, nnd after a medley of National airs Mrs.
Elizabeth D' A. Kinne. tho new National President,
began tho program r the evening. Her remnrtts
wcio carefully consideredand eloquently delivered,
nnd slie made a very fine impression. .Mrs. Fuller
was introduced, the retiring National President,
amidst great applause ami spoke for the women of
the Relief Corps, nnd the r with which thoy
had received nil the cordial attentions which had
been showered upon thorn sinoo coming to San
Francisco. Site alluded to the work done by the
Woman's Relief Corps; how they had relieved the
sick and cared for tno needy and dostitute, ami
how all their work was a pleasure, knowing that
in this way they wero assisting tho veterans of the
Union In carrying out tho vows which had been
pledged to the Nation when they took up arms for
their country.

Commander-in-Chie- f Burdett. who to to re-
spond for the Grand Army, having been detained
at tho Kucampment, the program was somewhat
varied from the original printed ono. Mis Clara
Harbin was introduced nnd spoke for the Society of
the Red Cross. She was greeted with prolonged se,

and in the course of her brief remarks
made a very pleasant impression upon her audi-
ence. She said if the war mado bravo men of the
boys, It also made good, true und loyal women of
thu girls; and then alluded to the fearful cost, and
closed by saying that out of tlio evil of the war
good had como ; for it had mndo possible a grand
revival or patriotism and philanthropy.

Miss Barton closed with the-readin- of a poem
written by her while on her trip, descriptive of her
pleasure while crossing the great plains.

Tho "Artillerist' Oath" was then sung with fino
effect by Messrs. Clark, Howland, Marshbtink and
Campbell, and nt ita conolusion Gen. Logan ap-
peared uuon the atnire. Hi9 aDpearance was tho
signal for a graud ovation, and he was greeted
wish prolonged .pplause.

Mrs. II. Jane Russell. President of tho Depart-
ment of California, Woman's Belief Corps, wa3
introduced. Mrs. Russell announced that ex-Go- v.

Foirchild. of Wisconsin, had been elected National
President of the Gram! Army of the Republic.
The announcement was received with great ap-
plause, nn! a storm of cheers followed tho further
information that Gen. Buck us. Postinaator of San
Francisco, had been elected as Senior

Mrs. Itaiscll spoke in warm words of tho
work dono by the Woman's Belief Corps on tho
Pucific Coast.

A note was received from CoLSmedberg, Com-
mander of tho Department of California, a very
warm friend of tho Woman's Belief Corps, saying
that he would be detained from tlio reception by
illness, which was deeply regretted by all.

John S. Kountz, Past Commander-in-Chie- f of
the Grand Army, expressed his appreciation of
the hospitality that had been showered upon tho
veterans, nnd renewed his warm and cordial sup-
port of the Womnni Relief Corps.

3Irs. Nellio llolbrook Blinn was introduced, and
recited a pocra on "Mission liidge," written by
Miss Sarah Matthews, of Ohio. The poem was de-
livered in a highly dramatic style ami was greeted
with great applause.

Mrs. Wittenmyer, National Chaplain ofthe Wom-
an's Relief Corps, was introduced nnd mndc nn
eloquent speech tlscr iptive of her service on tho
battlefields of the Avar. She pointed to Gen. Logan,
who was seated at her side, who would bo able to
bear her out in her expression of all that women
had dono in those durk and bloody days. Mrs.
Will-Jiimyc- r received a deserved ovation.

Mrs. Marriner-Camubcl- l. who his a deliahtful
voice under high cultivation, rendered with fino
etrect "Give My Love Good-morro- to nn
orchestral accompaniment.

Col. Walter Payne, of Ohio, spoke warmly in
favor of the organization of the Woman's Relief
Corps, and asked their iu the organ-
isation of the boys.

Paul Van Der voort was introduced, and congratu-
lated the women of the country on tho magnificent
work they had been able to perform. He alluded
to the hardships of his life in tlie terrible prison-pns- of

the South, and enjoined the women of tho
North to instill tho principles of loyalty into the
minds of their sons ami daughters.

Comrade Hendershot, the Drummer Boy of the
Rappahannock, came upon the platform with his
two drums, one presented by Horace Greeley in
tho war days, and another by the Corps nt Rnngor,
Me., and gave a magnificent rendition of "Yankee
Doodle" to a life accompaniment.

Mrs. K. Florence Barkur,Pivst National President
of tho Woman's Relief Corps, was introduced, and
in the course of her remarks presented Mre. Kate
B. Sherwood nu elegant testimonial badge voted
her by the third National Convention as its retiring
iTrestuent.

Mrs.Shorwood in her response alluded to the fact
that it was sometimes charged that tho National
Relief Corps was an expensive organization, lut
sho reminded them that if they wore handsome
badge they paid for them; if they attended tho
Con vent.ons ihey boro their own traveling ex-
penses and hotel bills; that all the money which
was raised U the name of Iho G.A.K. went into the
treasury of the relief fund to bo ucdtoaid soldiers,
their willows und orphans. She said tho Woman's
Itelief Corps were piodged to petition Congress for
adequate pension for army nurses as woll as for
widows and orphans of soldiers. She alluded to
the condition of the women of Utah in the destruc-
tion of the family life nnd of tao abject slavery of
tho Chinese women iu the durk. dismal dons of
Chinatown, San Francisco, and acid that the women
of this country should call upon legislation, Stato
and National, to blot out this disgraceful stato of
affair from the history of the country.

Past Commander-in-Chie- f Gen. linrtlett. Gov.
Lucius FairehiId.Gov. and Mrs. Alger, of Michigan,
and Mrs. Gen. I.ogn: and others arrived at this
juncture. Gen. Bur-Li- t was call forward and paid
another nvigmficert tribute to the Woman's Relief
Corps, alluding to the great work they had done in
the Held and hosp.tal, which work had been con-
tinued until the present lime.

Gov. Lncius Fnirehild, Commnnder-in-Chief-elcc- t.

was then Intro luectl. and reaalrmed hi faith
in woman, nnd said that ho was ir'nd that his first
otlicial act after being elected to the position of
Commander-in-Chie- f ivus to speak at n reception
given by the Woman's- Relief Corps. He assured
the ladies that in tlie future as in the past he
would give them his tctive, earnestr
In all they were doing for the soldiers and their
families.

Department Commander Richard Tobin, of
Massachusetts, woa introduced, and paid a fino
tribute to the work of the women of Massachusetts,
extended as it was throughout tho eountry.

Gen. Logan came forward and was introduced
amidst a storm of applause. ladies rising in their
seatsnnd waving their handkerchiefs. After thecon-fusio- u

had subsided. Gen. Logan passed in review
the work of thu women of the war upon the battle-
fields nnd iu the hospitals. nnt tho condition of
many of the old veterans and thoir widows and

and asked all present to take a solemn vow
that they would never forsnko those who bail
given of their dearest blood fov the preservation of
the Union. In alluding to soldiers pensions ho
said that if there was ono man iu tho hall who did
not believe that the disabled soldier was entitled
to Government cure, and that man would riso in
his place he felt sure that it would be unanimously
dcci'ied that that man was qualified to bo President
of the United States.

Upon the conclusion of Gen. Lognn's remarks
tho bnnd played n patriotic air nnd tho audience
udjotired.it being some minutes after 12 o'clock.
