Death of Gen, Cheatham,

Gen. B. F. Cheatham, the well-known ex-
Confoderate officer, died at Nashville Sunday,
after an illness of several weeks from heart dis-
ease. He was born in Nashville in October,
1521. He entered the Mexican war as a Cap-
tain; returned to Nashville; raised a regiment,
and, going back to Mexico as its Colonel, served
till the end of the war. After peace had been
mado he went to California and spent several
years. When the civil war broke out he was ap-
pointed to a position in the Quartermaster’s
Department by Gov. Harris, and soon after-
wurd was made Brigadier-General, He was
later promoted to Major-General, and com-
manded a division and then acorpsin thearmy
of Bragg, Joe Johnston and Hood. It was
Cheatham’s failure to obey Hood's order to
throw his corps across the pike at Spring Hill,
cn the night of Nov, 29, 1864, thyt saved Scho-
fleld’s army and enabled it to reach Frank-
lin in sufety. Gen. Cheathsm and Gen. Grant
were warm personal friends. After the war,
when Gen. Grant was President, he wrote to
Gen. Cheatham and asked him if he would ac-
cept an office if appointed. Cheatham felt that
ander the circumstances he could not accept an
oflice as a gift from President Grant, and so
wrote him. Gen. Cheatham served four years
as Superintendent of the State Prison, and was
commissioned Postmaster at Nashville by Presi-
dent Cleveland last Fal*

Of the 530,000 men who served in the navy
during the war surely there is enongh living
even at this lute day to gnarantee the success
of the proposed movement.

The glorions achievemants of Farragut’s men
on that Angust morning in Mobile Bay will
continge to live in the memory of & gratefil
Nation when the actors are no more, and before
we are called away to that “ bourn from which
no traveler e’er returna”’ let shipmate meet ship-
mate once more and talk over those hours of
trial and danger which shon!d, and [ trust will,
unite us together more closely in the bonds of
Fraternity, Charity and Loyalty.

Now, I particularly request that all who are
willing and anxious to make the proposed Re-
uniou a success shall communicate with me se
that steps may be taken during the Winter, te
arrange & program sod make onr first gather-
ing what it ought to be—a snccess.  And cou-
tinue to meet annualiy hereaiter in different
cities autil we hunl down our pennant and ge
out of commission forever.—Wiy SiMMoss,
Seeretary, Farragut Veteran Association, 1420
Wharton street, Philudelphia.
