During tho Spring and
Summer of 1SG2 he served upju the staflof
Gen. C C Augur as Assistant Provost Marshal,
and latcrupon thcslalTof Gen. J no. W.Geary as
Assistant Commmissaryof Musters and p,

with the several ranks of Second Lieu-
tenant, Captain and Major. Ho was commis-
sioned Captain April 4, INK!, and Major May 4,
1SG1, and has tho record of having mustered
the flnst vetemu volunteer regiment ever sworn
into the service of the United Stales, tho l)th
Pa.

Comrade Vcalo was discharged from the serv-
ice by Special Order of tho War Department,
June 8, lbCT, and has n commission dated Jan.
16th, 1865, as Brevet Colonel for gallant aud
meritorious services at tho battles of Cedar
Mountain, Autietam, Chnucellorsvillc, Gettys-
burg, Wauhatchie, lookout Mountain, Mission- -

In evidenco that tho abovo commission for
great gallantry is not overstated, but a clean,
earned proof of sorvico rendered, tho writer
appends herewith an oxtract from a letter
written by Gen. Jno. W. Geary when Comrado
Veilo was a candidate for Kecordcr of Deeds of
Philadelphia, in which hcsaysMnj. Vcalo "was
the bravest of the bravo"; aud tho writer
copies entiro a letter written at tho samo timo
by that splendid soldier, Fighting Joo Hooker:

It jjives me great pleasure to stnto for the infor-
mation of nil concerned that I knew Mnj. Veale
well during the Into war. aud tbnt I regarded bis
services on the stafT of Gen. Geary ns being tho
most nble nnd of all bin olliccre,
among whom were ninny of brilliant reputations
nnd or prominent Mending. I ntn conscious of no
political excitement that will justify the impeach-
ment of bis military record or private cbaractcr.

To be the recipient of such a letter as the abovo
from Gen. Hooker was almost worth dying for.
CouiradoVcalo was appointed Adjutant-Genera-l,

with tho rank of Brigadier-Genera- l, for tho
Torritory of Montana, Jan. 8, 1663.

Maj. Vealo was a participant in 20 pitched
battles beside the sieges of and capture of At-

lanta nnd Savannah. Ho was wounded in tho
action at Wauhatchio by a ball passing through
his right shoulder. He narrowly escaped death
from a ball passing through his hat and a sec-

ond through the shirt collar, while still another
penetrated his uniform coat and a fourth
wounded his horse At Kencsaw Mountain ho
was shot through the right lung, and his horso
was shot from under him and mortally wounded.

Comrade Veale was commissioned United
States Attorney for the Territory of Montana,
and was Clerk of Indian Affairs for tho Terri-
tory of Montana. Returning to Philadelphia
ho was chosen for Common Council from tho
29th Ward at the February election in 1676,
and for Slate Senator, Fifth Senatorial District,
at tho November election of 1876, and is at
present tho Health Oflicor of the City of Phila-
delphia.

He is a member of Post 2, and has been a
member of Encampment No. 2, Union Veteran
Legion, almost since its organization, and is
held in the highest esteem not only for his
splendid military service hut for his high
character ns a private citizen. Ho is ono of tho
few who hold oillcial obligations as sacredly as
private trusts.

It may bo repeated hero that when Comrado
Veale was directed by Gen. Geary to carry an
order of attack to a regiment aC Missionary
Bidgc, its Colonel, fearing to lead his men to
tho attack, was forced to go into tho fight by
Comrade Veale leading the regiment in and
compelling thereby the success of tho attack
upon the enemy.

Thcro have sprung up mauy heroes sinco the
war, hut among tho main' who weir tho badgo
of veterans none can get companionship in tho
Union Veteran Legion unless his record as a
soldier is, among his surviving comrades of
thoso other days, beyond suspicion, aud his
character as a citizen is fair to all mankind.
In other words, we bolicvo a Union defender
in arms is a better citizen from tho fact of that
service, and, bnuded together as wo now aro in
this Legion, it will be demonstrated that laws
enacted for tho protection and care of thoso
clearly and justly entitled thereto will and
must be carried out as expressed in the several
acta of Congress. In the observation of tho
writer he has found much that indicated a

of tho great scrvico those men ren-
dered, and many in those other days who wero
ready to mako any promiso of help, arc now
among the readiest to help along the cry that
the old soldier business is played out. Tho
writer thinks not. Wherever injuslico has
been done those men, wheu placed in a just .and
dignified manner beforo the proper authority,
and supported by the influenco of tho loyal
men and women of the land, wrong has been
exposed and the measure of full justification
moted ost to tho worthy old soldier.

The writer has reviewed with much satisfac-
tion the offorta of a few comrades banded to-
gether as the Veteran Bights Union. Ho rec-
ognizes tho great difficulties it has had to con
tend with in its progress. He knows something
of the helpful hand thoy have given to many a
worthy old soldier, and ho bespeaks for them
tho hearty support of each and overy one to the
end that they arc striving to attain. Ho knows
that tho Union Votcran Logiou will nt any
time turn iu for assistance as an organized body
to help in the prosecution of all statute laws
passed by Congress iu aid of tho old soldier
when his ease is a clear one for thoir assistance
