It is roporlod that Gen. Kaulbars
has advised tho Czar oithor to occupy Bulgaria
or to break oil' relations with tho Bulgarian
Govornmont. There is a vivid growth of tho
war fooling in Prance. Gen. Boulangor has
lirejmred a wull-couceiv- plan, in conjunction
with astitir oflicor of high rank, for a conti-
nental campaign. The Militairc says that Gen.
Roulangor deairos war, but not for the purpose
of recovering Alsaco, nor to gratify personal
ambition, but as a stop loading to the solution
of social questions.

Ministor of Commorcc, has ordered tho
liolice to prosocutc all persons soiling boxes of a
toys importod from Germany and containing a
map of Franco without Alsace. Tho St.
James' Gazette says that although Franco hs
thwarted tho Vatican's scheme to form rela-

tions with China, tho Chinese Envoy has sent
the Pope a very friendly message from his Gov-

ernment. In regard to France's position, tho
Gazette assorts that China is resolved to tormi-liut- o

the protoctorato at all costs, and that
the French must oithor abandon it or forcibly
maintain thoir pretensions. Gormauy has
deoidud to supply bur whole army with repeat-
ing rillos.

$20,000,000 more than for tho preceding fiscal
year.

King Otto has been made. It says tho Kiug's
disease is incurable, but docs not affect tho
duration of life.

Tho Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul switch-
men have joined the strikors, but thoir places .

A
strong guard of special policumon is maintained
in all the yards. The switchmen of the Mani-
toba road made a demand for higher wages.
Tho morchants have great difliculty in moving
freight. Four flour mills at Minneapolis were
compelled to close for Jack of wheat. Tho con-

test nt tho Chicago packing-house- s shows no
niatorial change. A numbor of additional out-
side uiou wore ongaged by Armour. Tho liopo
of the strikors now is that tho beof-drcsscr- s

will bfcaflvd ottfc-iM- r. C. A. Pillsbury, tho
grenr,ili;iueuj)oli6 miller says tho demand for
flour during the past two months has "been bet-
ter than over within his recollection. There
lias bttou no reduction of wanes at his mills and
consequoutly no labor troubles havo occurred,
nor does ho anticipate any. The strike of
the employes of Disston & Sous' saw works at
Taeony, Pa., which has been in progress for
about 10 days, terminated last week by a coin-piouiis- e,

and a largo numbor of the men re
turned to work. The strikers numbered nearly
900 men. One hundred oporntives aronow
at work 1n tho Augusta, Ga., factory. Much
discontent is reported among the loeked-ou- t
operatives and reports say that they aro eager
to go to work. At the convention of tho
Knights of Labor in Richmond Mr. Powderly
was Grand Master Workman. Tho
term was loiigthoned to two years and the sal-

ary inoroased from $1,500 to $5,000 a year.

Senators Blair,
Aldrich, Edmunds, Evarts, Jones, of Arkansas;
Pugh and Sab in acted as a guard of honor.
William P. Canaday, Serjeant-at-Arm- s of tho
United States Senate, had charge of the Am-

oral arraugometits. The burial was in Frank-
lin Cemetery. Miko McCool, the ouco famous
pugilist, died at the Charity Hospital. New Or-

leans, on Sunday. Ho fought his lastbattlo
many years ago, and of late ho had worked as a
mate on btouiii bouts on the Lower Mississippi.

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES.
Gottfried Wallor, who tost ifiod against the con-

victed Anarchists, was attacked in a saloon in
Chicago by Socialists ,who, with cries of " trai-
tor," " dog," " shoot him," " hang him," pursued
him through the streets aud boat him severely
before he could escape. Ho fired at them several
times without effect. Ho reported tho occur-
rence to tho police. Since the trial he has bcei
unable to secure work at his trade, and has re-

ceived a numbor of threatening letters.
Henry Doebolcr, an attendant at tho Institute
for the Deaf and Dumb at Columbus, O., put
Frank Hamilton, aged 7, one of the inmates, in
the bathtub, turned on the water and left tho
boy. When ho returned tho child was fatally
scalded and died soon after. Tho steam barge
Selah Chamberlain was run into in a dense fog
oil Sheboygan, Wis., by the schooner John
Pridgeou, jr. The side of tho Chamberlain was
stovo in below tho water line, and she sank
very soon. Fivo of tho crow jumped into ouo
of tho boats, whou tho davits broke and they
wore thrown into tho lake and drowned. The
rest of the crew were saved. At 1 o'clock
Thursday morning 200 disguised men broko
into the jail at Monticcllo, 111., aud took there-
from Honry Wildman, the wife murderer, and
hanged him. After hanging him they bhot
him 11 times to mako sure of their work.
Surg.-Go- n. Gunning, of tho Navy, was received
at the Naval Academy, Annapolis, with a salute
of 11 guns. During the firing of tho saluto tho
breech plug of a rifle gun blew out and struck
the arm of Chief Gunner's Mate HonryLinnand
shattered it so badly that it had to bo ampu-
tated. He died tho next day. The Windsor
Hotel, at Rosolle, N. J., was destroyed by tiro.
Johauna Sullivan, a laundress, was burnod to
death. Tho hotel was valued at $21,000.
Lewis Wobsler, twice tried and convicted
and sentenced to death at Warren, O., for the
murder of a man named Harriugtou, has. on

third trial, been acquitted by tho jury.
In Barnwell County, S. C, E. J. Rowell killed
his brother, E. L. Rowell. They had intended
to go fishing together, when thejj eugaged iu a
quarrel. E. J. Rowoll cursed his brother aud
dared him to advance upon him, when tho wifo
of tho murdered man intcrposod and succeeded
in getting her husband away. E. J. Rowell
got a gun and fired, and his brothor fell almost
in the arms of his wife, dying iu a few hours.

Sheriff Beach, of Morrison, 111., arrested
John Clark. Tho latter broko away, drew a
self-cockin- g rovolvor, and, aiming at Beach,
pulled tho trigger three times, but tho weapon
was not discharged. Meantime the Sheriff
fired fivo shots, aud Clark dropped dead. The
coroner's jury exonerated Sheriff Beach. At
Bolviderc, N. J., the jury iu tho case of Janitor
Titus, charged with tho murder of Tillie Smith,
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rendered a vordict of murder in the urst degree.
Tillio Smith, tho murdered girl, was a pretty
domestic employed at the Hackettstown Insti-
tute, of which Titus was janitor. On tho night
of the murder shehad Leon to an entertainment
in tho town, aud on her return to tho institute,
it was charged, was met by Titus iu tho base-
ment aud murdered. Adam Muskctnuss died
at Laucaster, Pa., of lockjaw. His death was
caused by burns received a few days ago by a
curious accident. Ho placed a lighted pipo in
his pockot whilo walking on tho street, and in
a few minutes his clothes were in a blaze. Bo-fo- re

the flames were extinguished ho was badly
burned about tho body and legs. Frank
Garvey and Thomas O'Neill, residents of Lost
Creek, Pa., stood on tho railroad track to seo
how closo they could allow tho locomotive to
approach boforc they bhould get out of its way.
O'Neill was fatally injured, and Garvey was
thrown down an embankment but cscapod
serious injury.

MISCELLANEOUS.
A disastrous fire visited tho city of Eastport,

Me., Oct. 14. Four sardine factories, tho
Hotel and many other buildings

wore destroyed. In Pittsburg, Pa., tho Key- -
stono Brewing Conipauy's four-stor- y brick ware-
house, on South Thirty-fift-h street, fell with a
loud crash. Tho building was completely
wrecked, and a large amount of beer stored in
kegs iu tho structure destroyed. Tho loss was
$10,000. The Baptist church at Bcunington
Center, N. Y., was destroyed by fire. The loss is
$40,000. Tho firo is believed to havo been of
incendiary origin. Tho church people havo
been very active of lato an prosecuting liquor
dealers. Thoro was a lively fall of suow in
several parts of Rockland County, N. Y Sun-
day, and from an inch to au inch aud a quarter
of snow was found in some places. Tho south
wing of tho German Orphan Asylum at Indian-
apolis took fire, causing damage to tho extent of
$10,000. All tho children were safely removed
except one, Albert Vogt, aged nine years, who
was suffocated. lu Philadelphia the jury in
tho case of Flora O. Spear vs. The Philadelphia,
Wilmington & Baltimore Railroad Company,
for the loss of her husband, Adrian Spear, who
died from tho effects of injuries received on tho
17th of August, 1885, rendered a verdict of
$0,000 in favor of Mrs. Spear. Six Chinamen
in the United States Courts in New York de-

clared their intention of becoming American
citizens. In Chicago Judge Tulcy dissolved
the injunction which tho milk men had secured
agaiuBt Health Commissioner Do Wolf, who had
prohibited tho sale of milk taken from cows at
tho quarantined distilleries. A cotton-pickin- g

machine was tested near Sumter, S. C, in
tho prcsenco of committees from tho New York
Cotton Exchange aud tho Charleston exchanges,
and representatives of tho State Agricultural
Department. The machine picked cotton at tho
rate of 180 pounds per hour, without injuring
tho bolls or plants. Tho general opinion of
those present is that tho machino is correct in
its principle, docs fairly good work now, and
can be made completely successful. A com-
pany of teachers under the direction of Dr.
Sheldon Jackson reached Kodiak Sept. 23 on
tho steam schooner Leo, 19 days from Seattle,
en route to tho Aleutian Islands aud Western
Alaska. The Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany has placed orders for 2,000 additional
freight cars. The Baltimore & Ohio has or-dor- ed

1,000 and the Pittsburg & Western
2,000. Sunday morning most of the business
portion of Salisbury, Md., was destroyed by
firo. About 130 stores and dwellings were
burned. Tho loss is estimated at $1,000,000.

Lucj ParuoDH Talks Anarchy.
Lucy Parsons, tho wifo of ouo of Chicago's

condemned Anarchists, arrived iu Cleveland,
O., the other day from Louibvillc. She was
advertised to speak in the evening at tho old
Tabernacle, which had been engaged by a com-

mittee of local Anarchists, but when tho pro-

prietor learned thoir purpose ho refused to
allow such a meeting to bo held in the hall.
Printed circulars had been distributed, aud a
motley crowd congregated about the cntrauco
at the hour announced. Mrs. Parsons was
there and, procuring a chair, harangued tho as-

semblage fu the street. She called on the
American people tobhow their independeuccaud
rovengotho "damnable judicial murders about
to take placo in Chicago." "I am not here,"
said she, "to plead for my husband. Tho day
ho was sentenced I told him I gave him up for
the cause. I left him to go to the scaffold while
I go forth to herald the darauablo wrong to the
American people. But you need not be sur
prised to hear very soon that I, too, havo been
condemned to die for the cause. This building
has been closed against mo by a damnable cap-

italist, but I will show them all they cannot
down mo. I am going to New York, where I
will speak in Coopor Institute on Sunday night.
I wonder if they will closo that against me. I
think not. They have too much freedom there.
But if thoy do 1 will address tho people on tho
sidowalk. I will take the red flag of tho Com-
mune and plant it all over New England in
mills and factories." Mrs. Parsons said sho
had printed copies of Spies's and Parsons's
speeches si 10 wanted to sell to buy bread for tho
widows and orphans which aro to bo.

A DISASTROUS STORM.
Sore Than 100 LI res Lost and Great Destruction

or Property.

Last week a largo portion of tho country was
swept by a toruadoof extraordinary fury and
magnitude.

Beginning in tho Southwest on Monday, it
piled up the waters of the Gulf, wrecking the
town of Sabine Pass, Tex., injuring tho famous
Mississippi jetties aud drowning at different
points more than 100 people. Then it struck
Northward aud wrought havoc among tho
shipping of the great lakes and did great dam-ag- o

in many of the cities of the Lake region.
The greatest disaster iu the track of tho

stormj was at Sabino Pass, where there was
great loss of life and enormous destruction of
property. Piled up from tho Gulf the waters
began to invade the town about 2 o'clock Tues-
day afternoon and roso with unprecedented
rapidity. Tho citizens of tho doomed placo
did not realize their imminent danger until it
was too lato to escape. When safety by flight
was found to bo out of tho question the pcoplo
who were so situated that they could do so
sought refuse iu houses and resorts such as they
considered safe The water kept rising, and
between 3 aud 4 o'clock tho smaller houses bo-ga- n

to yield to tho resistless force of tho waves,
which not only moved them from their foun-
dations, but turned them over on their sides
and tops. A little later the larger houses began
to givo way and death by drowning seemed in
store for every person in tho placo. With tho
yielding of the smaller houses several persons
who had remained in them were drowned, and
when the residences and business places began
to crumble tho fatalities were greatly increased.
Here about 70 peoplo were drowned out of 200
in tho town, and scarcely a houso was left
standing.

The loss of property along tho Cameron Par-
ish Gulf coast and for some distance west of
Sabino Pass by tho storm on Tuesday night
was fearful. Tho mail boat from Cameron
Parish reports that tho water at Calcasieu Pas3
was eight feet deep at the lighthouse, aud that
tho entire country cast aud west was sub-
merged Tuesday night, drowning thousands of
cattle and ruining crops. Lives were lost at
nearly all points.

Tho damage was widespread from tho Missis-
sippi jetties to Point a la Hachc. Tho wind,
which was blowing hard all day Sunday, in-

creased to a hurricane on Monday. Tho villago
of Port Eads was inundated, and the sea was
running heavily over the jetties. Somo of the
immense blocks of concrete, weighing many
tons apiece, of which tho sea wall is built, wcro
lifted out of position and swallowed up by tho
sea. Others were stood upon end and others
twisted out of place. Tho bulkhead that is
boing built between this wall aud tho jetties
proper was entirely submerged aud the waters
rolled over it from cud to end. The building
in which cement was stored for concrete blocks
was swept away, and tho plank road that
served Port Ends as a public street was floated
off. The water continued to riso on Monday
aud reached the first floor of several houses.
Many persons left thoir homes, taking refugo
in tho hotel at Eadsport. The narrow neck of
land between the river bank aud the sea marsh,
bordering tho bays and the gulf, was completely
under water, which iu somo places was waist
deep. There has been almost a total destruc-
tion of crops of all kinds from Point a la Uacho
to Port Eads on the cast side of the river.

Tho storm swept northeasterly, doing great
damago in Illinois. At Kankakee tho new
water-work- s tower was blown down. At Chi-
cago the storm tore through tho trees of Doug-
lass, Garfield aud Humboldt Parks with tho
fury of a hurricane. Soft maples aud saplings
were twisted off closo to their trunks and
hurled over tho tops of tho largo trees. Two
real estate agency buildings on Madison street,
near Garfield Park, were picked up by tho wind
and pounded to pieces on tho prairie. Street car
conductors aud drivers, who wcro caught iu tho
teeth of tho gale, say it was only with tho great-
est difliculty they held themselves from being
thrown from their cars. All the streets in tho
western and southwestern portion of the city
wore littered with broken trees and shivered
signboards. Tho wind attained a velocity of from
45 to 50 miles ou tho lake. Between Ypsilauli
and Elkhart, Ind., tho storm tore down all tho
wires iu that neighborhood and on tho Chicago,
Burlington & Quiucy Railway tho top of a car
was blown off and carried against tho wires
with such forco as to break them all.

At Detroit, Mich., it was tho fiercest galo in
30 years. No small boat could livo an iustant
on tho Detroit River. Knots of men stood all
along tho river front watching tho seething
water. Up-tow- u it blow a perfect hurricano all
afternoon. A great deal of damago was done.
Chimneys were snapped off like pipestems,
trees were blown over, obstructing street-ca-r
travel, carriages were upset with their occu-
pants and tho streets wcro filled with sign-
boards. Pcoplo took the middle of tho street to
escape falling signs.

Ou Lake Erie tho storm was terrific, aud
great damage was done to shipping, as well as
iu the various cities aud towns. At Eric, Pa.,
tho electric-ligh- t works were so badly wrecked
by tho terrific galo that tho city was loft iu
darkness.

The effects at Buffalo were very severe. Sev-
eral largo express wagons wcro picked up and
rolled across tho street, horses and all. Teams
became frightened and many wrecks were seen
along tho principal streets. Tho back retain-
ing wall of tho new music hall now iu process
of erection was blown down, and many persons
met with narrow escapes. A largo chimney on
tho Tift Houso crashed through tho roof into
au unoccupied apartment.

Advices from Port Colboruo stato thatau
unknown three-maste- d schooner went down
three miles cast from there. The tug Ruth started
out to pick up the sailors, but it was not thought
sho would succeed in such a gale. Tho islaud

a strip of lund along Buffalo's inner harbor
was flooded, 30 fishermen's shanties wcro blown
down aud several children were drowned.

At Fort Wayno, Ind., Odd Fellows' Temple,
Ccntivcr's Brewery, Hako's Bottling Works,
Adams Express Oflicc, and somo of tho princi-
pal business buildiugs were unroofed. A firo
broko out in tho outskirts of tho city, and sev-
eral buildings were destroyed.

Tho storm struck Toledo about noon Thurs-dn- y,

and from that time until 3 p. m. the ve-
locity of the wind was 45 miles per hour. Thero
was considerable damage douo iu a small way,
blowing down cnimuoys, brcakiug in show-window- s,

unroofing buildings, blowing down tele-
graph aud telephone lines, aud overturning
shado trees. Au unfinished two-stor- y framo
building was razed to tho ground. Reports
from Northwestern Ohio bring tidings of simi-
lar damages, tho most serious so far being to tho
Court-hous- o at Napoleon, which was injured to
tho extent of $1,000. There was much oxcito-rae- nt

at Toledo during tho afternoon, as four
yachts were engaged in a raco ou Lake Erie.
Tho yachts, however, all arrived safe at Mon-
roe, Mich.

Mouuiucnt to Commander (lorrlnge.
A monument to tho lato Commander Gor-ring- o,

of tho Navy, has just been erected in
Rockland Cemetery, on tho Hudson. Tho monu-
ment is of white granite, 25 feet six inches high
and two feet nine inches square at tho base.
Tho die rests on two smaller bases and a plat-
form of dark granito six feet six inches snuaro
underlies tho whole. On two sides of the die aro
bronzo medallions executed by Caspar Buhorlo,
tho artist who designed tho bas-relie- for tho
Gur field Monument. They are rectangular,
tho corners being rounded to conform to tho
shape of tho Egyptian cartouche. That on tho
west side bears a faithful likeness of Mr. Gor-riug- o,

surrounded with a garland in high relief
of oak and laurel. That on tho eastern faco has
n representation of tho mechanism employed
by Mr. Gorrlugo in tho lowering and erection
of the obelisk. On tho south sido of tho die is
tho following record: "Henry Houoychurch
Gorringc. Born in Barbadoes, West Indies,
August 11, 1811. Died iu New York, July 7,
1835." On tho north side of tho die is the fol-

lowing inscription : " By his courage, skill and
patriotism in tho naval scrvico of his adopted
country in her time of need he rose to distin
guished rank. His crowning work was tho re-
moval of Cleopatra's Needle from Egypt to tho
United States, a feat of engineering without a
parallel. Brave, teudcr and true, ho passed
away lamented by thoso who knew his worth,
whoso loving hands havo raised this obelisk to
his memory."

A CliCbtnut Ik-1- Pulled on a Minister.
Dr. Bellamy, a prominent physician of

Ga., attended services at the Metho-
dist church, having a chestnut bell attached to
his coat. The chestnut bell is still somewhat
of a novelty in that quiet town, and the doctor
thought it would bo very funny to ring his lit-
tle gong whenever tho minister's sermon or
prayers touched familiar ground or n familiar
liyniu was announced. The next morning tho
doctor was held in heavy bonds for court to an-
swer n charge of disturbing public worship.
His humor will cost him a hoavy flno aud pos-
sibly imprisonment as well.

A I'oont la Iron.
Investigation into the stato of the iron trado

of this country shows that there has been an
increased production of 821,505 tons during the
first uiuo montli3 of IBS'; that tho demand has
been and is so great tliat orders cannot now bo
filled for some grades of iron; that in tho last
GO days an a Ivance in pig iron has taken placo
of 50 cents to$i per ton in tho East, $1 in tho
West, aud from $1 to $1.50 in the South. Bar
iron has advanced at tho rate of $2.21 per
ton, plato iron at tho rate of $5.10 per ton,
and muck bars arc $5 higher than the lowest
price this year. Tho heaviest business of tho
year isboiugdonoat tho present time. During
tho last two weeks there has been a decided
improvement iu the demand for irou, which
has rcsultod in an advance in prices for both
manufactured and crude. The increased de-ma- ud

aud tho rise in prices were not confined
to tho East, but aro noticcablo in all parts of
tho country. Since July there has beeu a steady
improvement, but the trade is very conserva-
tive, and it resisted anything liko n boom until
it can bo said that thobuttcr prices have como
in the most legitimate way from tho demands
of tho consumers.

Chicago's tleimrtlii? ("lory.
P. D. Armour, the great Chicago pork packer,

said in an interview tho other day: "The day
of Chicago's supremacy as a pork-packin- g cen-
ter will soon bo a thing of tho past. Kansas
City, Omaha, Cedar Rapids, and other western
points are fast taking the basiness away from
hero. Tako Kansas City, for instance. Tho
price of hogs thero is 25 cents a hundred less
thau it is here, whilo her freight rates to all
western and southern points aro as low as
others, and her freight rates to tho Atlantic
seaboard are only 12 or at the most 15 cents a
hundred higher. In other words Knnsas City's
freight rates to tho markets whore 00 per cent,
of our productsaro sold arc justas good as ours,
whilo hogs are cheaper. What is true of Kansas
City is true in a greater or less degrco of other
western points. It is tho natural courso of
events. Tho corn belt lias moved west aud
with it hog raising. It's history repeating it-

self. Only a few years ago Chicago took away
the supremacy from Cincinnati and St. Louis.
To show that this is not idlo talk, brought on
by the present troubles, I will say I havo not
added a single brick to my packinghouse prop-
erty hero in Chicago, whilo in Kansas City,
where I already had $1,500,000 worth of pack-
ing houso property, I have built $300,000 worth
additional property this Summer, and between
now and noxt January will build another $300,-00- 0

worth."

A GoTcrnment SurTcyor'H Suicide.
A telegram from North Adams. Mass., says

that Bayard T. Putnam, of the Government
Geological Srm'cs, had been missing from camp
a week. His body was found suspended from
n trco a short distance from tho camp where ho
had been working. Josiah Pierce, a surveyor
with Putnam's party, returned from tho top of
Florida Mountain iu charge of Putnam's body,
which was found hanging to a limb of a dead
tree, with a tent rope about tho neck and tho
feet touching the ground. Tho body had to bo
carried four milc3 over boulders aud through
woods aud undergrowth before roads or a con-
veyance could bo reached. All valuables and
uipers had been left on tho dead man's person.

That ho committed suicide is considered cer-
tain. Mr. Putnam was in tho United States
Census Bureau in 18?0, but sinco then has been
connected with the Geological Survoy, and was
rising iu his profession. Ho had intervals of
temporary insanity, aud to this cause is attrib-
uted his suicide.

Dud Ilctucon United States Ofllclals.

At Somerset, Ky., United States Commis-
sioner F. V. Logan and Special United States
Baliff Henry Boglo met and quarreled over
some political matter. Mr. Logan said ho did
not want any difficulty, but Boglo tore away
from Mr. Colycr's grasp and started toward
Logau. Both men drew thoir pistols aud be-

gan firing, and then clinched. Logau fired
twice, when his pistol failed to work, and ho
seized a hatchet aud cut Boglo on tho head,
laying his skull hare. Boglo fired three or four
times. He fell at tho first of tho firing, shot
through the center of the breast, and the rest
of his shots were fired whilo ho was down and
had hold of Logan. Logan was shot in tho
throat, the ball coming out of tho mouth. Tho
wound is serious, but not fatal. Bogle cannot
recover.

A Singular Accident.

At Shenandoah, Pa., a girl named Honnessoy,
residing with her parents on We3t Coal street,
went into the basement, and, seeing nt the foot
of tho stairway what appeared to be a bar of
iron, sho attempted to pick it up. Tho bar
turned out to bo n lead pipe which conveyed
the supply from the water main to the rear of
the house. She then opened a door, aud when
tho light shono iu sho found herself standing
on tho brink of a cave-i- n about IS feet iu diam-
eter and perhaps 100 feet deep. Tho wholo
bottom of tho basement had fallen into tho
workings of Oakdalo colliery. Tho houso is
still standing, hut fears are entertained not only
for its safety, but for tho safety of other build-
ings iu tho neighborhood.

Itussla Is Keadf.
Russia has gradually amassed a magnificent

army. Inclusive of her naval forces sho has at
her command fully 2, ISS.OOO combatants. Tho
process of military reorganization has been go-

ing ou chiefly duriug tho past 20 years. Tho
main nrmy is composed of SS0 battalions, C03
squadrons, and 352 batteries, making n total of
1,200,000 troops of all arms. Tho rcscrvo army
is made up of 522 squadrons, 520 battalions, and
11G batteries, forming an offensive forco of

men. These are all ready for service at a
moment's notice.

Midgets Married.

Two midgets on exhibition in Now York
wcro married last week. Tho croom, Gon.
Joseph llhinoback, is 21 years old. 3C inches
high, and weighs 15 pounds. Tho brido. Prin-
cess Lucy, is 19 j'ears old, 27 inches high, and
weighs about 23 pounds. Tho bridesmaid was
a " fat woman," Anna Ucll weight lGo pounds.
About 1,000 peoplo witnessed tho ceremony.
Tho bride's father and mother wcro present,
and tho former gavo away tho bride.

A Congressman and a Pickerel.
Ouo day last week Congressman Knuto Nel-

son, of Minnesota, went fishing in tho lako at
Alexander. Ho hooked an enormous pickerel,
and in his efforts to got him into tho boat was
himself pulled into tho water. It was somo
timo before assistanco reached him, and when
taken from the water ho was unconscious, re-

maining in that condition for several hours.
IIo was finally restored.

Straining at n Onal.
A man named Portrcas was arrested at St.

Anne do Bollevue, Canada, for having refnscd
to ohoy tho order of the constablo on duty iu
tho parish church to kneel on both knees dur-
ing n certain portion of tho service. Portrcas
was fined $3 for irreverence in church, although
ho pleaded sickness and inability to go on both
knees. IIo brought an actiou for damages
against tho constable, and tho trial by jury re
sulted in tho dismissal or tuo plamtitrs action.
