What Our Veterans Have to Say About

Tiieir Old Campaigns.

JEFF THOMPSON'S CAPTURE
Hon He was Taken In by Mon of the ltt Mo. Car.

Editor National Tribune: In your issue
of May 271 road an nccouutof how Jou"Tlioinn-so- n

was cnnlured, mid I think the credit was
givon to the wrong man. I have a letter from
Capt. Valentino Prowitt, of Co. M, lt Mo. Cnv.,
in whioh lie givos me unuuoount of the capture
of Iho "Swamp Fox." Wo Jolt camp two miles
woalof Capo Gimrdouu. Mo., Aug. 1, 13, with
a detail from the 3d battery, 1st Mo. Cav., 150

men and ollieors, Capt.Vnloutine Prewitt in com-

mand. Wo marched to Jackson, whore wo wore
joined by a squad of the lid M. S. M. in com-

mand of CnjiU Gentry. On the 18th wo camped
at Whitewater; 10th near Old Dallas, now
called Marblo Hill; 20th at Hogoyc, aud 21st
at Greenville, Countyseat of Wnyno Co. The
noxt morning, 22d, I reported to Col. It. G.

Woodson. 3d M. S. M., from Irontou or Pilot
Knob. Woodson also had about 150 men. Ho
assumed command aud ordorod Cajit, Prowitt in
the advanuo. Tlie night of the 22d found us
in camp at Doniphan, llipley Co., on the beau-

tiful little Current Kivor. Next day, at about
3 o'clock, wo halted at a sawmill six miles from
Pooiihotitas, A rk. Capt. Prowitt says :

"The 1st Mo. was iu advance all the time.
Wo dismounted at tho sawmill about half an
hour, waiting for tho M.S. M. to como up. The
weather was very hot, somo of tho artillery
horses boing woll used up and tho cavalry
horses past going. Col. Woodson came up, dis-

mounted and ordorod me to advance with my
men to Pocahontas, while- his command would
come up to my support. I took the advance,
Woodson remaining bohind about two miles.
I ro(juostod him to send me a buglor, which ho
did, after giving me my ordors and tolling mo
what to do aud what in all probability I would
liavo to contend with iu case Thompson was at
Pocahontas as roporled.

"At tho sound of the buglo my men wore in
their saddles. Wo marched slowly for about
four milos, when wo halted at a log cabin by
the roadside, whore I fouud an old lady. On
making inquiry of her she informed mo that
Jell" Thompson was at Pocahontas with a force
of l,f00 mou. I suppose the old lady was over-
estimating tho force of the 'Swamp Fox,' for I
did not think it posiblo for such a force of
Johnnies to bo there at that time unless for
some raiding purpose, which proved to be tho
case by papers found in Thompson's possession
when captured. Ho aud his Adjutaut-Goncr- al

wore thou planning a raid into Missouri. Aftor
leaving the cabin Corp. Austin Jones and Tom
Dwyor wore placed still in the advanco of tho
advance-guar- d so as to tako in the outsido
picket if any should, bo on tho road, and by
that moans Thompson would not have a chance
to escapo.

"ISvorytliing worked liko a charm. Tho
head of tho column following mo at a distanco
of 200 yards ou a dead run, with theadvauco
still in tho advanco of me, wo came in sight of
the hotol whore Thompson was supposed to be.
I led the column as quickly as possible to the
hotol. By this time some of tho advance wero
dismounted. 1 ordered thorn to outer tho west
room. 1 could sue mon in the room moviug
around, and I was confidant that tho man I
wanted more than anything else just then was
in the room. 1 ordered the mou to surround
tho hotol. I think Sorg't .Too Grail' and Corp.
Austin Jones wore tho first to ontor tho houso
from tho north side. At tho same time I or-

dered a squad of cavalry to pass around tho
east end of tho hotol, mysolf passing around
tho west ond, thus cutting off all avenues of
escapo. Waiting till I saw tho hotol well filled
with soldiors mil of my own command), I
turned and looked toward tho rivor and saw
two mon getting iu a boat to cross. I turned
my horse down the bluff at tho top of his
Bpeed and that was no snail's pace, for ho was
n good ono with rovolvor drawn and shouting
at tho top of my voice, 'Halt!' which they
did. I Toturnod with tho mon to the hotol and
put thoin iu chargo of a guard.

"By this time Thompson and his Adjutant-Gener- al

had surrendered to Sorg't Joo Graff
and Corp. Austin Jones. Those are tho men
to whom they surrendered, if my memory is
correct, and J think it is. I remember woll
that Thompson made the remark a number of
times that ho was glad a volunteer soldier
enpturod him. He did not want the name of
boing captured by the M. S. M. My command
guarded him aud all tho prisoners, 35 or 40 in
nutuhur. The ollicors were Thompson, his Adjut-

ant-General, one Captain of Cavalry, two
LioutoiiHiits and one artillory officer.

"Coming back wo loft Pocahontas about 11
o'clock that night. Two days later Col. Wood-so- u

took the prisonous with his command and
returned with them to his post at Irontou, Mo.,
I taking the road back to Cape Girardeau. The
M. S. M. clRim to have captured Thompson, be-

cause Woodson was a Colonel aud iu command
of tho raid at tho time Thompson was cap-

tured. The first one of the M. S. M. 1 saw on
tho ground was Capt. Gentry, oxcopt tho bugler
that was sent at my request. The M. S. M.
came up in good time, but did not Utko any
part In the OHpturo, simply because they wore
not thoro at tho time ot tho surrender. Gho.

Comrade Magee is omphatically in ihc right,

and to satisfy Comrade Tomkins that there is
no relleotion upon the grand old corps to whioh
he bolougod at that time 1 have to say Unit tho
Army of the Cumberland fought the battle of
Chiokamauga alone and unaided. It was com-
posed at that time of the Fourteenth, Twen-
tieth aud Twenty-firs- t Corps and a force
known to U6 as the "Reserve Corps" and hoiho
cavalry. After Chiokamauga the Army of tho
Cumberland was reinforced by the Eleventh
and Twelfth Corps, Army of tho Poto-
mac, aud two corps from tho Army of tho
Tountesec. This combination was the force
used to relievo Chattanooga. After that ovout
the old Twentieth aud Twonty-fir- st Corps
wero consolidated, and wore aftorwards
known as tho Fourth Corps. The old
Eleventh aud Twelfth Corps wero also
consolidated, aud aftorwards known as the
TwonUoth Corps, and officially transferred from
the Army of tho Potomac to the Army of tho
Oumbtfriand. It was the old Twentieth Corps
and not the now one to whioh Comrade Magee
referred.

.After the reorganization the Army of tho
Cum burl and wius oompusod of the Fourth, Four-
teenth, and Twentieth Corps, aud later
ou the grand combination was joined by the
Army of tho Ohio. Than wo had a grand army
known ac the Military Division of tho Missis-
sippi, oompODod of the Armies of the Ohio,
Cumberland aud Tonnwe, aud Comrade Sher-
man whs " hum," and ho meant huiinog, as
every mother's feon of us won found out. W.

WITH SHERIDAN.
A flth U.S. Cavalrjmaii Glrrs a Few IlccoHecMons.

Editor National Trihune: When The
National Tribune was first published as a
weekly, a thoughtless porson ventured tho
statement that 3storic material to publish a
weekly soldiers' papor would bo exhausted iuu
few years, five at most. Tho five years have
come and gone, aud the subject 6coms to bo
simply inexhaustible. What a " world of mem-
ories " those four years' experienco have cre-

ated !

I am very much pleased with Gcu. Walker's
"Sumner at Fair Oaks." It is a well-deserv-

tribute to a grand old soldier, who was always
eager to march to the sound of the cannon.
By tho way. Fair Oaks was a greater factor in
tho war of the rebellion than many are aware
of. It proved that tho Northern volunteer sol-

dier was willing and ready to make up in valor
what had been or might bo lost by mistake or
misfortune. On the Confederate bide, Fair
Oaks aud Gen. Johnston's wound was Gen.
Lee's opportunity, and placed at onco in tho
forefront tho greatest of all the Confederate
chieftains.

1 am impationt to hear from Gon. August V.
Kautz. He was my Captain, aud tho father of
the regiment after Col. Emory was promoted.
Ho was every inch a soldier. What ho writes
may bo dopondud upon.

1 see some of our brigade arc getting quito
interested in Todd's Tavern, Sheridan's raid,
otc Frank Bobiiibou claims that tho 1st N. Y.
Dragoons wore at Todd's Tavern. Correct.
And that we did not start on tho raid until tho
9th. Bight again. Lieut. Henry Galo rises to
correct Comrade Bobinson aud says wo started
the 8th. Comrado Gale is wrong in the date.
Gon. Grant may havo ordered Gon. Sheridan
to cut loose on tho 8th. I believe ho did. But
wo did not go until the Otli.

Gon. Sheridan left Army Headquarters, ac-

companied bv the 0'th U. S. Caw, about 1 p. m.
the 7th, for Todd's Tavern to attack Stuart's
Cavalry or any part of the right of Lee's army
and hold tho position against anything that
came until the Fifth Corps (Warren) could got
up. That wo did fight infantry as well as cav-

alry I believe to bo incontestable. In fact, Iho
Richmond Enquirer of about 20th May gave the
" Yankee tailors and cobblers on horseback "
credit for stopping Gen. Hill's Corps. Anyway,
it was a rough time, iu which tho Begular or
Reserve Brigade, with the exception of the Gth
U. S., lost heavily. Capt. Ash, a prospective
Brigadier-Genera-l, was among tho killed. May
8 part of tho corps was ougaged again. I dis-
tinctly remember playing infantryman with
Gou. Robinson's men when his brigado was
hard pushed aud himsolf wounded.

May 9 wo started ou the raid. Custar took
Bcavor Dam Station that afternoon or evening.
The next night, May 10, headquarters were at
Goodall's; May 11 Yellow Tavern was fought
and Stuart was mortally wounded. Wo wero
iu tho saddle, and stood to horse that night.
About 3 a. m. May 12 wo got into tho outer
works of Richmond and among tho petards,
which began to go off as thoy wero trodden on.
Daylight soon came, and we discovered some-
thing worso than petards. The enemy wore
surrounding us. Maj. Robertson looked sorry
for his guns. If I remember right, Wilson at-

tended to the city side, Gregg to the rear, and
Merritt and Custer forced a passage over tho
Chickabominy. Iu tho meantime Meadow
bridge had to bo rebuilt. It would astonish
the natives if thej' could have 6cen the material
with which that bridge was rebuilt and how
quickly it was done. I have been a great ad-

mirer of Gou. Shoridau since that day. That
night wo wont into camp at Gaiuo's Mill, our
old camp of 18G2. Thomas Dodd, Sorg't, Co.

An Assault on tho 3Sth Wis. ItcntHed.

Editor National Tribune: Some timo
ago Capt. L. B. Waddington, Co. C, 3Slh Wis.,
Madison, Wis., came to tho front ami refuted
tho statements of John W. Morgan, Co. 1, 100th
N. Y., Wavorley, N. Y., iu relation to tho 3Sth
Wis. dropping their guns aud running to the
rear on the 2d of April, 18G5, at the assault ou
Fort Mahono. I wish to corroborate Capt.
Waddinglou's statement in full as regards
the 3Sth Wis. on that memorable day. I
sec that John W. Morgan changes his base of
operations and makes the statement that it was
in Novombor, 16G4, while Col. Harriman had
his brigado out ou drill, that the 33th Wis.
dropped their guns and ran for bomb-proof- s;

which I pronounce equally false.
Since J. W.Morgan has opened the battle I

wish to " fight it out on this lino." I will givo
him ouo truthful shot at least. At the explo-
sion of tho inino in front of Petersburg, Va.,
July 30, 18G4. the First Brigade, Fmt Divis-
ion, Ninth Corps, led the charge after the ex-
plosion. Shortly after getting into tho crater
the General in command camctothccommiiud-an- t

of the 3Sth Wis. and ordered him to form
his regiment in line and lead a chargo ou tho
onomy's lines a short distanco to tho left aud
front of tho crater, assuring him that he would
bo woll supported, aud urging him to tako the
Hue at all hazards; that tho 103th N. Y. had
been called upon to make the charge but had
refused to go. The 3dth made tho charge with
success, hut heavy loss, not a man faltering
in his duty, and was well supported, as the
General had said it would be. Tho casualties
and sufferings of that day's disaster are too
well known to those who participated in that
eventful affray and came out alive for comment
from my pen.

Easlport was built at Mound City, 111., during
the Spring aud Summer of 18G2, while I was in
command of the post at that place. Mj' boys
guarded the boat while it was being built. I
romombor one stormy night, while on thograud
rounas, l called on tlie boys to see how woll
thoy did their duty. 1 found all the guards
under tho side of tho boat playing cards. They
had a caudle for a light 1 watched them for a
few moments, then turned tho light on them
from my dak lantern, and such a scampering
I novor saw. Each one was at his post in short
order. One night I fouud a young soldier fast
asleep ou his post. He was only 1G years old.
His name was Cyrus Culver, of Decatur, 111.,
sou of a widow. Sho had intrusted him to my
care and told mo to be good to him. I promised,
and when I found the poor boy asleep I

hor wish. 1 put another guard iu
his place, aud that was the last time he ever
went to sleep on his post. Ho made a bravo
soldier; but he now bleeps his last bleep. Ho
was never woll alter his return home. I he
Easlport wa6an immense structure, eutircly too
large for Rod Rivor, aud was worthy of a better
fate.

Gen. Sherman speaks of tho Right Rev. Mr.
White, of Memphis, Tonn. I was much amused
during tho year of 18G3 when Gen. Hurlbut
ibbued au ordor to tho effect that the prayer for
tho President bhould be used in tho Episcopal
church on tlie next Sunday, or the church would
be closed. Quite a number of us attended
church that day. I remember Major Hall, of
the Mill HI., could hardly wait until tho proper
timo to pray for the President, aud when we
all joined in that prayer more than hulf of the
congregation left immediately; but thereafter
the prayer was used.

RditorNationalTuiisune: Tho constancy

of brave regiments who fought side by side and
supported one another iu victory and dofeat
was most signally verified in tho battle of
Nashville, iu which Hood was defeated. 1 was
ou duly that day at division headquarters.
Tho brigade was one of the oldest in the corps

Firut Brigade, Second Division, Twenty-thir- d

Corps and occupied tho extreme infantry
right of tho Federal army. Tho3d East Tenu.
occupied the brigade right und front, with
Maj. R. H. Dunn, a beardless boy of 20 years,
in command. The buttle lino was advancing
under fire when tho bugles exiled a halt. Tho
entire division halted except this 3d Tonn. In
lrout oi tuem a battery had been playing aud
cut down two of their color bearois. Aids were
sent to stop them, hut it was no use the daro-dev- il

Major was seen to roach from his horse and
soizo the line from the ground as it fell from
tho hands of iu bearer, whose head had been
blown off, und lifting it high, rose with a yell,
spurred his horse through tho advancing lino
of bravo mountaineer right up tho hill into
tho vory mouths of the guns. His regiment,
75 yards away, was hurryiug up on a dead
run. The horse and his rider stood out in bold
relief ou tho hill, and 30 feet away tho battery
made a grim background. With our National
flag the dauntlois rider saluted the army, and
the noxt moment waved the banner over tho
cannon. The bravo regiment was enveloped iu
the smoke of battle. This was too much, and
tho brigado without oidors charged to tho aid
of their comrades. When at last we wore or-
dorod to advanco wo mot moro prisoners

than tho Second Brigade numbered.

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STONEWALL JACKSON.
A Comrade Says Ho Was Wounded bj the Fire

From the lit Mass.

Editor National Tribune: In a recent
issue appeared an article on "Stonewall Jack-so- u;

tho Manner in Which HoMct His Death."
I would like to answer that held, bravo and
fearless Capt James Power Smith. Ho says :

"When JnckHin hnd reached the point where his
line now eoscd the turnpike, ncnrccly u mile west
of Clianccllorsville nml notlinlf a mile from a line
of federal troops, ho had found Ids front line unlit
for tho further vigorous advance ho desired, by
reason of the irregular character of tho fighting,
now right, now left, nud because of the dense
thickets, through which it was Impossible to pre-xcr-

alignment. Division commanders found it
more and more diflicult as tho twilight deepened to
hold their biokeu brigade in hand. Kcgrettiug
the necessity of relieving the troops In front, CJen.
.luckhon had ordcied A. P. Hill's Division, his
thin! and reserve line, to be placed in front, and
while-- this change was being effected, impatient
and anxious, tlie General rode forward ou the turn-
pike, followed by two or three of Iiih stnlf and n
number of couriers aud signal Sergeants. He passed
the swampy depression nud began the nsceiil of tho
hill toward Clmnccllorsvillc. when ho came upon
a lino of Federal infantry lying on their urins.
Fired at by ono or two muskets (two musket halls
from the enemy whistled over my head as I came
to the fronO, he turned nud came back toward his
line upon tho side of tho road to his left. As he
rodo near to tho Confederate troops just placed in
position nud ignorant that he was In the front, the
left company began tiring to the front, aud two of
his party fell from their Middles dead.

Spurring his hono across the road to his right, ho
whs met by a socond volley from tho right company
of Pender's North Carolina Brigade. In this volley
he received three balls, and uot two rods from his
own troops.

This fearless Captain must havo been dream-
ing. Tho changes made in their lines 1 know
nothing about, but this I do know, for wo were
thoro all the time: When tho Eleventh Corps
broko that Saturday afternoon wo wero in the
woods on tho left of the road leading from tho
river across tho plank road by tho Chancellor
House. Wo had just received our rations of
fresh beef and wero cooking it over our small
firee, when wo had orders to fall in quick.
Some of tho boys kicked over their coffee in tho
fire, but I put mine in my canteen in caso I got
wounded. Wo went on tho double-quic- k up
tho plank road, loft iu front, till wo reached
the woods; then wo turned to our right,
marched into tho woods, formed lino of battle,
and part of each company began to throw up
breastworks. Co. I of our regiment was on tho
skirmish-line- , two or three rods in front. After
deploying tho company the Orderly Sergeant of
Co. I took what was left of the company on tho
plank road. During this time up to 10 o'clock
wo had taken a number of prisoners. They
woro mostly officers of different grades inquir-
ing for certain regiments and brigades. Wo
would tell them that thoy wero farther on, aud
then pass them to tho rear.

About 10 o'clock that night a lot of cavalry
(as we thought at tho timo) came galloping
down tho plank road. Tho Sergeant of Co. I
shouted:

"Halt; who comes thcro?"
Tho answer ho received was, " Gen. Jackson

and staff."
Tho Sergeant said, "You are my prisoners."
At that tho General and his squad and turned

galloped back up tho plank road as fast as their
horses could take them. When they fled the
Sergeant and the men that wero with him fired
at them. Gcu. Jackson was hit by some of our
regiment, for just as soon as wo heard them
flro our whole regiment fired a volley.

Gen. Jackson was hit in tho body and could
not rido his horse. He told somo of his men to
tako him dowu, aud called for a stretcher.
They took him from his horso and sat him
against a largo tree on tho right sido of tho
plank road. Whilosomo wero attending to tho
General, others wero running nud calling for a
stretcher. Iu the meantime ono of our hoys in
the Sergeant's squad crept almost to where the
General was, when tho rebels sang out, "Here
comes a stretcher." Then ho crept back again
to his post.

When tho cavalry came down tho plank road
Capt. Charles E. Rand, of Co. I, jumped up to
see what was comiug. He was killed by tho
same volley that hit Gen. Jackson. Tlicrowere
some of the General's staff hit at tho samo
time. After they had placed him on the
stretcher, and had just started with him for
the rear, somo ono in tho Sergeant's squad fired
one shot where tho rebels were talking, and tho
General was hit the second time. Two of thoso
who wero carrying him to the rear wero killed.
This timo there wore two or three volleys ex-
changed. Our artillery scut a few shot and
shell overour heads. When thero was no firing
wo could hear every word that was said till
they got tho General out of the way.

Capt. Smith says tho General had " passed
the swampy depression and began the accent."
Ho had only got to the edgo of it when he was
challenged by our boys. Wo built our breast-
works through tho middlo of that swamp. I
havo good reason to remember that part of it,
for I sat down iu a mud puddle a number of
hours Sunday morning with my ammunition
on a dry spot about as big as my hat, aud only
had two shots left when I was obliged to leave
my comfortablo position ou account of tho reb-
els being in our rear. When I started back
thcro was not a man to be seen at my left bo-

hind our works, and only for the rebel yell
behind mo I would not havo looked that way.
I gave ono yell and jumped for tho rear. My
legs did mo good service that time. A num-
ber of my comrades preferred jumping over on
the other side of tho breastworks to running
tho gantlet. Our company relieved Co. I at 12
o'clock Saturday night. We went far enough
to see tho tents the Eleventh Corps left, but tho
rebels thought that wo had j;ono far enough,
and told us to "get," and wo did getbehind our
breastworks, aud pretty lively, too. But they
paid dearly for it soon after. Joseph E. Nut-
ter, Co. B, 1st Mass., Wiscasset, Me.

lie Thinks Gen. Sickles Clalnib Too Much.

Editor National Tribune: I think if
Gen. Sickles would only come out and tell tho
whole truth about Gettysburg, instead of u part,
it would stop tho controversy at once, for there
is no member of the grand old Army of the
Potomac but is over willing and ready to ac-
knowledge the General's gallantry and fighting
qualities; but we that wero there and took
part know what tho army did at that battle,
and that it was a three days' fight iustead of
one, as tho Honorable General would imply.
No one, I think, will dispute his statements in
general, but in detail they are not correct.

Now, in regard to tho 6ecoud day's fight, ho
kuows that his corps was driven at all points
in tho afternoon, and that two brigades of tho
Fifth Corps went in to help him, Gens. Tilton's
und Sweetzcr's Brigades, and even theu we
could uot hold our own, and only parti y checked
the rebel advance. As a lust resort, one brigade
of the Sixth Corps came In and helped us out.
If ho will only examine tho monuments at the
lino occupied by his corps ho will find thoso of
the above troops as far to tho front as any of
his corps. About saving Little Round Top and
its big brother, if tho First aud Eleventh Corps
had not fought tho first day where thoy did
thero would not havo been any Round Top to
save.

Tho loss of tho Fifth Corps is
put at 2,187. I think it is safe to say that more
than half of thoso woro lost on Gen. Sick-les- 's

line. Tho rest wero lost ou tho Bound
Tops, and I do not think Gen. Sickles or any
ono elso ever saw any other badgo but the
Fifth Corps, dead or alive, ou either of the
above hills.

The Union Colors at Pcteraburjr.

Editor National Tribune: John Han-
over, in The National Tribune of Oct. .7,
says that tho Second Brigade, First Division,
Ninth Corp3, were the first troops to enter
the city of Petersburg, aud that the 1st aud 2d
Mich, wero respectively the first regiments to
raise their colors in the captured city. I think
that is a mistake. My own recollection of tho
affair agrees with General Orders. No. 12 (a copy
of which I have before mo as I writo), issued
and dated April 7, 1SH3, by Brovet Brig.-Gc- n.

C II. J. Collis, congratulating his soldiers on
tho work they had done, and giving them
credit for being tho first to enter aud raise the
Union flag iu tho city. The command was an
unattached brigade, fighting for tho time being
with tho Ninth Corps, aud was composed of the
Gist Mass., GSth and 1 1th Pa., and 20th N. Y.
The 114th was at that timo Gen. Meade's head-
quarters guard. Wo of tho 20th understood at
the time, and havo since, that ours were tho
first Union colors to bo raised in that city.
Tho regiment entered tho city by, I thiuk,
Sycamore street, marched down a short distanco
and was halted. The color bearer aud guard
were ordered to a houso where a small Confed-
erate Hag was displayed; that was removed and
our own Hag raised in its place, where it re-
mained for a short time. We were theu ordered
to proceed farther down the street, where we
halted and stacked arms. What timo it was I
do not know. Wo wero in Petersburg, and a
good many of us wero bent on an inspection of
tho place and what had been left. Some things
wo inspected and others wo "sampled." Among
tho latter the writer remembers a box of very
fino plug tobacco. Hiram Oldroyd, Co. B,
20th N. Y., Thompsouvillc, Couu.
