THAT HE AVAS DEAD.

At the beginning of tho present session of
Congress, on tho 5th of December, Gen. Logan
took his seat in the Sonato Chamber, apparently
in his usual robust health. If a prophot could
havo forolold that tho Christmas bolls would
ring with muflled tones for tho death of a dis-

tinguished inombor of that body, Gon. Logan
would havo boon, porhaps, tho last of them all
whom any ouo would have selected as death's
victim, lie was warmly congratulated by his
follow Senators on his physical vigor. A fow
days lalor, however, an old rhoumatic trouble,
coutmctcd in tho army, attacked his arms.
For a time thoro was not tho faintest
npprdhousiou that it would provo serious.
Ho had now and then, in years past,
suITorod from similar attacks, but they had al-

ways yielded to trcutmont, and no one thought
for a moment that in this caso tho result
would bo othonviso. For a week tho General was
moroly confined to his houso, suffering much
pain tit times, but impatiently awaiting tho
restoration to health which his physicians, his
friends nud himself expected with tho fullest
confidence. It was reported about tho city and
In the newspapers of the country that his seat
in tho Senate was vacant, and that ho was suf-fori- ng

from a slight attack of rheumatism.
Amidst tho busy work of preparation for tho
holiday timo, and tho bustle consequent upon
the adjournment of Congress for a two weeks'
recess, none imagined that tho Senator's illness
waslhon fast takiug on a

MALIGNANT AND DANGEROUS CHARACTER.
Gen. Logan's physicians, Dr. Hamilton and

Dr. Baxtor, wore most faithful and assiduous in
tboir attentions, but tiic diseoso did not readily
yield to tho usual romedios. During last week
ho continued to grow worse, but not until two
days before his death did his condition becomo
so critical as to alarm his friouds. His case was
considered hopeful until after tho consultation
of physicians on Friday night, when it became
apparent that he was rapidly sinking and that
tho disease would probably tormiuato fatally.
Bvon then, however, the ond was not thought
to be so noar. Tho disease reached tho brain,
producing congestion, brought on by rhoumatic
fevor, Tonrtoring him subject to frequent peri-
ods of total unconsciousness.

All through tho long Christmas day his
friends watched with eager solicitude at his
bedside, but his condition remained practically
unchanged, and his physicians looked forward
to the night with preat ausioty. In the even-
ing they cxproswad tho gravost fears that tho
uonoral would not survive till morning. Dr.
Hamilton romainod with him that night, to-
gether with Gon. Boale, Congressman Geo. G.
SymoB, of Colorado, and A. B. Hall, one of tho
General's secretaries. Gon. Logan was con-eoio- us

He rallied
somewhat, aud continued in much tho samo
condition during tho slowly passing hours of

NOBLE A MAN AS HE WAS."
Gon. Logan's pyateni was very sonsitivo to

woaiher changes of a particular kind, ami ho
has often been heard to remark in a half-jocul- ar

way, that ho believed ho could accurately
foretell tho coming of a snow storm. The seeds
of his disorder were sown during (he war, his
first attack of rhoumatism having followed im-

mediately after a 24-ho- march lhro'igk
a blinding snow storm. His last attack, too,
roetiltod from brief exposure to the snow storm
of a fortnight ago, and his death preceded by a
fow minntes tho beginning of a heavy flurry,
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which, though brief, covered tho earth with a
thick carpet of white.

For a moment after tho General's death tho
watchers by his bedside stood iu tearful silenco
as they looked upon tho lifeless features of the
warrior-statesma-n, and then the announcement
was made to the company of anxious friends in
tho parlors below. Tho news spread rapidly
over the city, and on all sides, from those of
all shades of political belief, were heard tho
Eincorcst cxprossions of grief for tho dead aud
sympathy for the living. During tuo remain-
der of the afternoon and far into the night tho
space in front of Calumet Place was thronged
with tho carriages of those who called to oiTer
their condolence. Hundreds of people on foot,
white aud black, from all tho walks of life,
climbed tho hill to inquire if it were indeed
true that Gou. Logan was dead. They turned
away, when they had learned tho truth, with
sad hearts and many with moistened eyes.

Logan from his associates in public lifo:

. TRESIDnKT CLEVELAND
said ho was inexpressibly shocked by tho news
of Senator Logan's death. From his own limi-
ted acquaintance with him ho had formed a
high opinion of him as a "sincere, frank aud
generous man," and his loss would bo very
sensibly felt by hosts of personal friends
throughout the country, who had becomo at-
tached to him becauso of his qualities of heart
and by tho peoplo at largo whom ho had served
well as a Union soldier and in tho highest
brancn of tuo .National Legislature.

GEN. EiinuiDAX:
" I had known Gen. Logan for 25 years, and

had tho highest appreciation of him as a sol-
dier, as a statesman aud as a man. His death
will provo a great loss to tho country. Ho was
one of tho ablest men I havo ever met a man
of fixed opinions and ouo always ready aud
ablo to maintain them. Although wo wcro
both in tho army during tho war, wc did not
become pcrsoually acquainted until it was over.
Tho sccno at his death-be- d to-da- y was parti-
cularly distressing to mc. I never like to see a
man die. Of courso I havo seen thousands of
men killed in battle, but it never had the samo
effect on mo as to stand quietly by a bed-sid- e aud
see a strong man's lifo ebb away. During tho
warl never liked to go into the hospitals to seo
tho wounded and dyiug, and I had almost to bo
forced into them, oven when it was necessary
for mo to visit them so you can imagino how
keenly it affected mo to stand by and sco an
old and esteemed friend pass away."

EENATOtt JOHN SHERMAN:
" Gen. Logan has always filled a very con-

spicuous position sin co 'ho has been in public
life. I knew him beforo tho war as a Member
of thoHouso of Ilopresentativcs. Ho was then
the frioud and spokesman of Douglas in tho
luttcr's political coutcsts and was ono of his
most intimato friends when tho war broke out.
I havo known Gen. Ix)gan over sinco his elec-
tion to tho Senate. Ho was undoubtedly a very
brilliant soldier, eminent for gallantry and
courage, and among all tho soldiers from civil
life he was ono of the most distinguished, if
not, indeed, the most brilliantly distinguished
of them all."

BKNATOIt MILLEIt, OI NEW YORK :
I went up to his house Sunday to wish him

nnd Mrs. Logan a Merry Christmas, and found
him near to death. He asked to seo me, knew mo,
and talked a few minutes, but soon lapsed into
heavy sleep again. His death is tho greatest
loss, I think, that tho country has suffered in
the death of any man in actual political lifo in
many years, except, nerhnm. by tho death of
Garfield. His sincerity, his courauo and his
groat common sense could always bo depended
upon. He was a man cast iu n heroic mold,
and what may havo seemed at times to bo his
faults wcro but tho usual attributes of such n
character. His aagressivc disposition led him
intofrcqtient conllicts of debate, but if he was
hot in conflict ho was generous in victory and
manly iu defeat. 1 f ho gave hard blows he stood
ready to take them. Tho influeuco and ex-
ample of such a man in public life will not bo
easy to replace. To his party, of courso, his loss
is vory great; ho had a strong hold on tho
affection of the people, and was one of tho most
popular and effective campaigners in tho coun-
try. Tho old soldiers nlone, who camo out to
sco and hear him whenever ho appeared, wcro
always enough to give him largo and enthusi-
astic nudionces. He was comrade to all tho
volunteer soldiers of tho war as the only ofliccr
who rose from civil lifo without previous mili-
tary education to tho command of an army.

SENATOR RECK, OF KENTUCKY:

"I know Gen. Logan intimately, both in tho
Houso and the Scnato. Ho was a I'luut, strong,
bold, honest, manly man. His integrity was
absolute, aud if his temper had been equal to
his integrity ho would hnvo got along better.
He left no moro honest man behiud him. Gen.
Logan had lived an exposed lifo. especially iu
the Mexican and tho late wart Ho was always
at tho f',io Jn Dalti0. As Gen. Frauk Blair,
who was opposed politically to him, once said
to :no: 'Gen. Logan was tho bravest of tho
volunteer officers. Wherever there was ex-
posure Logau took all the risks.'"

nON. T. B. REED, OP MAINE:
"Gcu. Logan was so vigorous, strong and

powerful, both in mind and body, that ho was
perhaps tho last ono of our group of great men
of whoso death I expected to hear. 1 knew
Gen. Logan, having lived in tho samo houso
with him when I first camo to Congress, and
when ho had just suffered defeat at tho hands
of a few malcontents in his own party. Thcro
aro fow careers in history so varied nnd

as hiB, and few figures so picturesque.
Ho was a soldier in. two wars aud a fauiouB
General in tho last ono. Ho was ono of tho

few volunteers whoso fame has becomo com-mensur-

with tho famo of those trained from
boyhood in tho service of war. As a statesman
ho kpt himself on a level with his military
fame. Ho was on earnest man. of strong feel-
ings, and when things went wrong ho never
mado a secret of it. His acts, however, wero
all dictated by a sound and saving common
sense which mado him as safe a leader as ho
was vigorous. His last to tho Senate
was electric iu its effect upon tho country.
Perhaps no other man could havo snatched
victory from such a situatiou. If thcro bo
anyone who has any doubt of tho power of
Logan's mind let him read his report on tho
first Fitz-Joh- n Porter bill. It is a legal argu-gumen- t,

solid aud vigorous, and marches liko
tho tramp of a heavy armed legion. Two days
after that report was published thcro was but
littlo question of tho fate of that particular bill.
Mrs Logau and tho will havo tho sin-
cere sympathy of tho wholo Nation."

SECRETARY BAYARD:
"Something suggested Gon. Logan to my

mind just a half hour ago, and I turned to my
children and remarked what a career his had
been. I was thinking what a strong, active,
vigorous lifo he had led; how much he had
undergone, how much ho had suffered. It is
sad when a manly career, so activo and vigor-
ous as his, closes, but Lo finds rest and peace at
last."

ASS'T P. M. GEN. STEVENSON:
"Ho was a gallant soldier, and rondcred

valuablo scrvico to tho cause of tho Union. I
regarded him 83 a thoroughly honest man
true to his convictions, and I havo never
known a man more loyal aud devoted to his
friends. He had many personal friends among
his political opponents. His presenco will bo
sadly "missed iu tho Senate, for although ho was
a strong partisan, ho was ever on tho sido of
honest legislation aud puro administration of
tho Government. The highest tribute I can
pay Senator Logan's memory, is to say that ho
died poor. I havo no words in which to ex-
press my great regret at his death, and ray
heart goes out in deep sympathy for his heroic
and noblo wifo in this, her tcrriblo bereave-
ment."

SENATOR YOORHECS, OF INDIANA :

"It is an exceedingly lamentable event ono
by which I have been greatly shocked. Ho was
an exceedingly strong man in this country a
marvel of force both in peace and war. I know
of no man's death which could nt thi3 timo
have struck the country with a greater sense of
loss than that of Gou. Logan. I havo known
him 30 years, and thcro has never been a shade
of personal differetico between us."

oen. a. a. m'cook:
"I feel tho deep grief which will be com-

mon to nil his old friends nnd especially
to old soldiers. How sad nnd sudden it
is! I saw him in health tho other day at
Arthur's funeral, and sinco then ho had been
iu my office, whero ho sat for awhile smoking
bis cigar and chatting pleasantly and gaily
over old army matters. Ho was n most com-paniona-

man, and as generous as ho was
brave."

EX-GO- CURTIN, OF PENNSYLVANIA.

"It is a great loss to tho country, and will bo
felt with tho keen sorrow of a personal bereave-
ment in n wider circlo of peoplo than would
probably gricvo at tho death of any other pub-
lic man. Gen. Logan I call him General be-

causo it is by that titlo that ho is dearest to
thoso who know him, as it wero by heart was
a sincere, earnest, manly man. His convic-
tions upon all question that ho dealt with1'
wero clear-cu- t and definite, and ho pressed
them upon his associates in political affairs
with an agrcssive, cumulative energy which
would havo mado lasting enemies for a man
whoso sincerity was doubted or whoso mag-
nanimity was not so well known. But hi3
character was built upon a largo and generous
plan, in which tho small enmities of conflict
had no place, aud I believo he had no aesociato
in public lifo who will not hear of his death
with prof und regret, not alono upon his per-
sonal account, but for the country. Thiscountry
never had a more gallant soldier or a moro patri-
otic citizen. I can say this of him heartily, for,
although wo differed radically on many qucs-tiou- s,

notably on tho Fitz-Joh- n Porter matter,
I havo always had the highest regard for his
sincerity and his zeal to advance tho public
well-bein- g. Upon tho noblo woman who has
been so largo a part of all that was best and
most admirablo of him his death brings a
sorrow which passes tho kindest words of sym-
pathy to soften. Thero has been no lovelier
examplo of devoted wifehood, no woman who,
for her own sake, has deserved to bo dearer to
us all aud nearer to all our hearts in her afllic-tiou- ."

SECRETARY WHITNEY:
" Gon. Logan was of a very strong type. His

courngo and fearlessness and tho absenco of all
humbuggcry and falseness in his character wero
what I most admired. Formerly ho was not
credited with the great intellectual power
which has lately been conceded to him. Ho is
nnother of the great national figures of tho Re-
publican party gono. He is a great loss to tho
country, in my judgment."

. SENATOR CULLOM, Or ILLINOIS :

Thcro is no man in tho United States, in my
judgment, whoso death will bring a greater
shock to the country. To mo personally it is a
terribly severe one, becauso our relations havo
been of tho most intimato character for tho
past 20 years. His position in tho Scnato has
been ono of e, and thcro is no man
in tho Senate whoso loss would bo moro regret-
ted."

SENATOR SPOONER, OF WISCONSIN :
" The death of Gen. Logan shocks mo greatly.

It seems impossible to beliovo that tho brave,
stalwart.splcndid soldier-statesma- n isgoncfrom
life nnd wo shall sco him no moro in his place.
I know of uo ono whoso death would moro
keenly touch tho popular heart. He was loved
nnd trusted iu a remarkable degreo, and ho had
well won it all. Ho was a man of strong con-
victions, and of moral courage as lofty as was
his personal daring. His canvass for ilio Vice-Presidenc- y,

and tho calm, ninnly way in which
ho took defeat, added greatly and deservedly
to his fame. Ho was tho ideal volunteer soldier
of tho war."

SENATOR DOLFH, OF OREOON:

"I feel a deep senso of personal bereavement,
for my relations with tho General wero es-

pecially warm and friendly. Tho news of his
death will bo a shock to tho peoplo of tho Pa-
cific Coast, by whom ho was beloved, aud to
whom, in his recent visit, ho became personally
known. Tho members of tho Grand Army of
tho Republic, by whom ho was received with
marked evidcuco of esteem, learned in that
brief visit to regard him as a brother, and upon
uono will the intelligence of his death fall with
a heavier weight of sorrow."

born, grew up and married in my district. Ho
was my predecessor in Cougre33. I don't sup-
pose thero is a human being in Southern Illi-
nois who will not reccivo tho uews with tho
deepest grief."

EX-G- O V. LONG, OP MASSACHUSETTS:

"Tho death of Gen. Logan is not only tho
loss of a large figuro in public lifo, but it will
cotno home with peculiar pathos to tho hearts
of tho people all of them. Ho was ouo of our
rdctm-'"- " and fjinnno nnu I-- - nai f
our martial history you think of a soldior
riding a battlo horao nnd black plumes waving
from his helmet. Ho was tho most striking
survivor of our volunteer heroes. Tho very
titles by which peoplo named him 'Black
Jack,' 'Jack Logan 'all attested tho popular
lovo that went out to him. Add to this that
everybody believed iu his integrity and com-
mon sense, in his loyalty to his country, his
party and his personal friends, and in tho
strong natural abilities which made him on tho
wholo n safe aud honest atsJcsiuan, and you havo
tho secret of his hold on the people, I can
hardly think of any ma.n remaining in public-politica-

l

life whose death would striko so gen-
eral a chord of genuine sympathy aud kindly
sorrow.

"Ho wai a man of strong prejudices
and determined purposes, bat his prejudices
and purposes all through hi3 lifo wero
secondary to tho expressed will of tho
people. I remember well a visit I mado to
Gen. Logan aftor his return to tills city at tho
closo of tho last Presidential campaign. In
what ho said upon that occasion, and in his
looks and manner, I did not detect a single
nolo of disappointment, although ho spoko
freoly of tho campaign and its results. Ho
seemed to havo no bitternes3 no malice to-

ward any one, nor wo3 thero discernible any
soroncss. I must confess that I wa3 sur-
prised, knowing Gen. Logan as I did; for it
should bo remembered that Gen. Logan was
not accustomed to defeat, a3 will bo seen upon a
review of his life. He generally succeeded in
attaining the objects of his ambition."

DR. NEWMAN'S TRIRUTE.

Rov. Dr. John P. Newman, Sunday evening,
from his pulpit in tho Metropolitan M. E.
Church, alluded to tho death of Gen. Logan,
at whoso bedsido ho stood in tho last moments.
Ho spoko feelingly, aud his voice trembled and
his oyelids quivered as ho described tho death- -

only a few Sabbaths ago I administered to him tho
holy sacrament. Too humble in spirit to kneel on
tho cushion, ho knelt on the floor and his counten-
ance, that countenance peculiar to him. in its color,
assumed n whiteness like n piece of polished mar-
ble. I was struck with the similarity of his atti-
tude and expression to that of Chief Justico Chose,
to whom I gave tho sacrament just prior to his de-
cease.

Thiscountry will not know, will not realize its
Indebtedness to John A. Logan. The death sccno
is imperishable. I could havo wished for the pres-
ence of an artist. There upon his dying couch was
tho hero, breathing his last. There by his side
rested nnd prnyed the woman ho had led to the
bridal altnr. By her side the faithful son seeking
to comfort lib mother. On the other side the be-
loved daughter und her husband. Here stood the
dear sister, there tho anxious physicians, here the
chief of our armies, thcro Senators, Representatives
and sorrowing friends. Oh, how tho strong men
wept 1 His hnppier hours were recalled as halcyon
moments, precious memories wero revived, when
they saw the strong man in tho prime of his power,
in tho fullness of his popularity, almost within
reach of tho prize for which the noblest of Ameri-
can citi7cus aspire tosco him end his days! Would
that n stenographer had been there to have re-
corded for immortality the expressions of the weep-
ing wife, expressions of her undying lovo for him
nnd of his constant and tender care for her. Ho
had been to her n tower of strength, ho had con-
fided his dearest love to her, and in their beautiful
married life they had found pence and happiness.

Thus another great American has gone; but it is
not for mo to speak nt length on his worth, his
patriotism or his services. On this blessed Sabbath
night ho rests, nnd the sacrament ho received from
my hands was tho pledge of his faith to the dear
Savior.

OK MONDAY
tho Logan mansion wa3 visited by several
hundred people, who camo to oxtend their con-
dolence to the family and to offer any assistance
in their power. Only tho very intimato friends
of tho General viewed tho body. Tho Gen-
eral's countenance was lifelike. His remains
appeared but littlo wasted. At tho front door
of tho mansion was posted, at an early hour,
a sentinel, nnd another was stationed at tho
entranco of tho chamber in which rested tho
remains. Theso wero membors of a detail of
four artillerymen and a Sorgeant sent by tho
Secretary of War from tho Washington bar-
racks. A guard of marines was also scut by tho
Secretary of tho Navy for duty at tho houso.
Tho tender of tho latter was mado in the fol-
lowing touching lettor:

Navy DEiuirrjiENT, "Wasiiisoton. D. C, Dec. 27,
1SSG HyDear Madam: The high position which
Senator Logan occupied in tho nrmy, his distin-
guished service iu the late war, and his interest in
both tho land nnd naval service, exhibited in so
many ways and on so many occasions, have given
him a placo iu tho hearts of those attached to the
naval service second perhaps to no one in the coun-
try. I therefore beg to assure you of tho profound
regret with which his death i- - received by tho
wholo naval service, and to nsk that it may bo al-
lowed to bear such share in the testimonials of re-
spect nnd honor which mny attend his burial ns
shall feem to you appropriate. Tho bearer of this
note.

Nnmerous telegraphic dispatches from all

sections, north, south, east and west, givo
abundant evidenco of the warm feeling of tho
peoplo of the country for Gen. Logan. Every-
where tho demonstrations of popular sorrow
aro spontaneous and universal, from people of
all classes, races and conditions. Flags aro at
half mast, and hundreds of meetings aro held to
givo expression to the general senso of bereave-
ment.

A large meeting was held on Monday at Chi-
cago, over which Jadgo Lyman Trumbull pre-
sided. The death of the Senator was feelingly
alluded to by many prominent gentlemen.
Among tho speakers wa3 Congressman Adams,
who strongly urged that the citizens of Chicago
offer an appropriate site for tho burial of tho
dead General, that tho city might bo honored
as his resting place. A committeo of 25 was
chosen to make arrangements for a representa-
tion of Chicago in tho funeral and for a public
meeting to be held.

As The National Tribune goes to press
the arrangements for the funeral aro yet in-
complete. Thero is a general dosiro that tho
services may tako place in tho chamber of tho
United States Senate. Tho remains havo been
embalmed in order that they may be preserved
until the assembling of Congress on Jan. 4. It
seems probable that this arrangement for tho
funeral will bo made. The placo of interment
has not yet been decided upon, although it i3
most iikely that the body will be taken to Illi-
nois. Tenders of burial places havo beon mado
by several cities, among them SpringOeld, tho
capital of Illinois; Carbondalc, Gen. Logan's
former home, and Chicago. Tho goneral opin-
ion seems to bo that Chicago will bo chosen in
accordance with tho earnest desire of the peo-
plo of that city.

GEN. JOHN A. LOGAN.
Bis Parcntase, JIHItaryMnd Political Career.

PARENTAGE.
Tho fathor of Gen. John A. Logan was one of

tho noted men of tho West a half contury ago.
His personality was so strong that it mado an
undying impression upon every man with
whom ho camo in contact. Like most really
great men it was hard to tell in what his great-
ness consisted. Tho best proof of it was that
overy man ho met remembered him over after
and spoke of him with deep respect and admira-
tion. His namo wa3 John, and, liko so many
of tho prominent men. of this country, ho was
born in tho north oflrelnnd. When but a boy
his father emigrated to Maryland. Tho young
man was educated ao a pbysiell 2S'i Icctci In
Missouri, whero ho married a daughter of ono
of tho old French sottlers. Sho died aftor
bearing him ono daughter, and tho bereaved
young husband left a homo which had becomo
sorrowful to him aud settled upon a farm in
Jackson County, 111., which is now part of tho
town of Murphysboro.

Hero ho met, wooed, and married Miss Eliza-
beth Jenkins, ft native of North Carolina, and
tho sister of Hon. A. M. Jenkins, a prominent
politician, aud afterward Lieutenant-Governo- r
of Illinois. Sho became tho mother of 11 chil-
dren, of whom tho first-bor- n was John Alexan-
der, tho futuro General. The date of his birth
wo3 February 9, 1S26. Tho country was then
in tho most primitive condition of tho frontier,

and Dr. Logan's practice extended ovor an im-
mense territory. Ho was a studious, scholarly
man, himself, but tho demands upon him woro
sogreatthnt he could not give his childron that
intellectual training that ho desired, and thoro
wero no institutions of loarniug near that af-
forded tho facilities ho wished. Ho fchoreforo
engaged a tutor, who gavo the futuro General
the rudiments of a classical and literary educa-
tion. Tho young Logan thrived and doveloped.
in tho strong, wild, freo lifo of that day and
locality. He was eminently suited to it. Buoy-
ant in spirit, unsurpassed, in personal courage,
and possessed of unusual strength and agility,
he was of precisely tho feypo for his environ-
ment. Ho soon becamo noted for his skill as a
hunter, for his horsemanship, and for his lead-
ership of tho youth of his neighborhood. At
tho ago of 16 his father sent him to Shiloh Col-leg- o,

where he remained three years and com-
pleted bis education in tho curriculum of tho
schools of that day. Shortly after his roturn
homo tho Mexican war broke oufe. There was
a call for volunteers, and young Logan w3
among the first to enlist in Co. H, let 111. Tho
company was commanded by Capt. Cunning-
ham, the father of tho young lady who Is now
tbo borcaved widow of tho General.

Logan was speedily promoted to Orderly Ser-
geant of his company, and then to First Lieu-
tenant. Ho bore himsolf gallantly wherever
he was placed, and finally tho Colonel selected
him for Quartermaster, which commission ho
held when the regiment disbanded.

BEGINNING OF HIS POLITICAL CAREER.

Eetnrning homo with a splendid record for
soldiership his neighbors elected him to tho
important otlico of clerk of tho County courto,
and ho held this position until ho decided to
resign in order to go to Louisvillo and study
law in the university there. He distinguished
himself there by his scholarship and Intellect,
graduated with honors and returned to Mur-
physboro to cntor into partnership with his
uncle, ox-Go- v. Jenkins. Whilo engaged in
building np a fine practice ho gavo an illustra-
tion of his personal courngo which mado him a
reputation all over that section of tho country,
and was rememberod until his greator achieve-
ments in the war of tho rebellion overshadowed
it. A gang of horso thiove3, whoso lair was in
tho swamps of Missouri somo distance from
Cairo, terrorized tho country around with their
desperate deeds and crimes. They mado a raid
into a community of Logan's friends and car-
ried off a numbor of horses. Logan took two
companions aud pursued tho rascals into their
fastness, an undertaking which seemed to
everybody rash in tho extremo. He did not
succeed in encountering any of tho outlaws, but
he brought back with him tho stolen horses.
Tho fatigue nud exposuro of tho expedition
wero so great as to induce an acuto attack of
rheumatism, which prostrated him, and from
the euect3 of which ho never fully recovered.
Undoubtedly his premature death from tho dis-
eoso resulted from it.

In 1852 ho mado a brilliant canvass for tho
position of representative in tho Legislature of
the people of Jackson and Franklin Counties,
and was elected by a largo majority, though hi3
opponent was an able man of high standing in
the community. At tho closo of his term ho
was elected Prosecuting Attornoy forthe Third
Judicial District, and won new laurels in that
position.

HIS MARRIAGE.

November 27, 1S55, he wo3 united in mar-
riage to Miss Mary S. Cunningham, daughter
of his former Captain, and tho woman of all
others best fitted for his wifo. Sho has beon a
help mate to him in tho very highest senso of
tho word, ha3 helped to earn and most worthily
worn the numerous honors bestowed upon him.
No woman in our history has ever occupied so
high Ja placo in publicosteem,andfor tho length
of time, of Mrs. Mary Logan.

ELECTED TO CONGRESS.

In 1S55 ho was again elected to the Legisla-
ture, and achieved so much reputation that ho
wa3 nominated for Congress to represent tho
Ninth District, then composed of tho 1G Conn-tie- s

of Southern Illinois, and wo3 elected by tho
largest majority ever given a Congressional
candidate. He took his seat in tho 37th Con-
gress in December, 1S53, a dovoted follower of
Stephen A. Douglas, tho "Littlo Giant."

He at onco threw himself with all tho im-
petuosity of his ardent nature into the exciting
debates of tho3o stormy times, and though an
unquestioned Democrat, speedily found him-
self in sharp antagonism to tho swashbuckling
Secessionists who wero attempting to browbeat
every ono who would not submit tamely to
their dictation.

Their aggrcssivo opinions and thoir meth-
ods of propagating them daily becamo moro
distasteful to him. In 1SC0 ho was a delegate
to tho famous Democratic Convention which
assembled in Charleston, nnd went there an
enthusiastic supporter of Douglas. For tho
first time he saw Slnvory and Secession upon
their native heath, and tho sight was repulsive
to overy humane and patriotic instinct he pos-
sessed. The treatment of his candidate by tho
Pro-Slaver- y conspirators still further embit-
tered him, and when ho took his soat npon tho
reassembling of Congress ho was in a framo of
mind that boded no good to thoso gentry. His
speeches teemed with rebukes to disunion and
warning to those who wcro plotting against tho
country.

DEFENDING LOVEJOY.

A biographer of Gon. Logan relates an incident
that occurred about this timo :

"It was at this time that a sccno occurred in
tho House, in which Logan was a principal
figuro, that not only exhibited tho personal in-
trepidity of ' the gallant Egyptian,' as ho was
then called, but thnt superior quality of moral
courage that euables tho very few who possess
it to rise above party when that party consents
to injustice or assumes a despotic spirit. 'On
one occasiou,' soys tho narrator, ' Mr. Lovejoy
rose in his place in tho Houso and attempted to
speak, when several of tho " fire-enter- s " thrust
their clinched fists iu his faco and dared him
to utter a sontence at the peril of his lifo. It
was ono of thoso extraordinary scenes when
Members become excited, leave their seats and
crowd around the occupant of tho floor. Love-jo- y

a3 brave a man as ever lived expostu-
lated with tho furious bewio-knif- e legislator?,
but they grew moro nnd more fierce under his
expostulations; in fact, it looked as though
free speech was about to bo absolutely and by
open violence choked down in tho H0U6O of
Representatives of tho United States of America

tho model Kepublic of the West. Mr. Love-jo- y

had a seat directly under the Speaker's
desk, and turned around to look for aid, when
a young man at tho back end of tho Houso
rose, walked through tho center of tho House,
pushed through tho excited Members, reached
Lovojoy's sido. pomtod to him, and, turning to
tho Southern Members, said, "He is a Repre-
sentative from Illinois, tho State that I was
born in, and also havo tho honor to represent ;
ho must bo allowed to speak without interrup-
tion, othorwiso I will meet tho coward or cow-
ards outside of this Houso and hold them re-
sponsible for further indignities offorcd to Mr.
Lovejoy." This, of course, ended tho display
of clinched fists, and tho lacerated despots took
their seats, ami Lovejoy mado an ablo anti-slave- ry

speech.' "
During tho gloomy Winter that preceded tho

firing on Fort Sumter ho did all ho could, by
voico and vote, to sustain tho cause of the
country, and restrain tho Secessionists from
carrying their wicked schemes into operation.
AiVhcu thn vrar camo at last ho took tho stand
that was expected of h? thoso whohad
watched his courso closely. Tho spectacle of
the army moving out to attack tho enemy at
Lull Run was too much for a man of his tem-
perament to look upon coldy. Ho left his seat
in Congross, made his way to tho field, picked
up a musket, took his place in tho ranks of an
infantry regiment, and fought as a private sol-

dier tho whole of that bloody and disastrous
day. The spectacle of a man of Logan's strik-
ing appearance, wearing black broadcloth and
a tall silk hat, stanuing among tho bright uni-
forms, with hands aud faco bloody from tho
wounds received by thoso about him, was ono
that attracted general attention, and no ono
who saw it ever forgot it.
