His
services for the Government were so brilliant that
the United States Congress made a grant of land to
his children. Her grandfatber, S8imeon Smith, jr.,
son of Daniel Smith, was an officer in the war of

I konow they were a brave
set of men, and did good fighting, as did all the
Wisconsin regiments; bat we want alittle honor
for ourselves. [ know that of which I write,
We were there to stay, for we had an officer in
charge of the 150 picked men who wonld have
stayed if the rest had. The artillerymen in
charge of the guns had orders to stand by the
guns till “—— froze over” if necessary, and I
think they would have done it, for that was
not the first time we had been in hot
nor the first time we had warm work with Fort
Muhone.
