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Two Important Pension Bills Passed

by the House.

IKOKCASC FOR DISABILITV.
On Monday, in tho House, Mr. Matson (Ind.)

called tip the hill "for tho relief of dependent
iwronus and honorably-discharge- d soldiors and
sailors whe aro now disablod and depoudent
tipeu tlioir own labor for support, bo passed."
The bill is as follows:

Ik H maWrf, tic. That in confiidoringlho pension
claims of dependent puronts.thc fact and cause or
doirth, and the fnoUluU. the bohlier left no widow or
minor ohildren, having boon thowii as required by
law, it ahull be neoebMir' onlv to show by compe-
tent and buittuieiil evidence that Mich parent or
jmrontH are without other profit means of sup-
port than their own inantiHl labor or the contribu-
tions of others not legally bound for their support:
J'ruwded, that no pension allowed under this net
nlinll ooniiuonoe prior to it imsnaKO, and in case of
npplioutioiiH hereafter made under this act the jKin-sio- H

shall comiuunee from the dntcof tho filing 01
the applionUou in the 1'onsSon O.liec.

Shc 2. That nil iwrsouswho served three months
or more in the military or naval service of the
United SUteu in any war in which tho United StnUw
has been engaged, and who have been honorably
discharged therefrom, and who are now or who
may hereafter be suffering from mental or physical
disability, not the reault of their own vicious habits
or gross oatdessnoss, which incapacitates them for
Uio performance of labor in such a degreo as to ren-
der them unable to earn a supjiort, and who are
depondont upon their daily labor for support, shall,
upBiiiiiBUingduc proof of the fnet according to such
rules and regulations as the .Secretary of the Inte-

Mr. Matson stated that the first section of tho
bill merely changed tho evidence required by
tho X'cnsion Office, and would not cost thoGov- -
ornmont more than $50,000 annually.

This bill was rather
a paupor bill than a pension bill.

Mr. Blount (Ga.) thought that tho Houso
should pause boforo it passed a mcasuro which
would place an unknown burden upon tho pco-pl- o

who paid the taxes, for tho facts upon which
the Committoc based its estimate of cost to tho
Govornmont was very meager.

Mr. Morrill (Kan.) favored the bill as being
a declaration that no old soldier who followed
tho flag should end his days in tho poorhouse.

Mr. Springer (111.) favored tho bill as a fair
aud conservative measure. In answer to tho
objection that tho estimates as to tho amount
which would be required to meet its provisions
wore not reliable, ho assorted that, while no
estimates could bo absolutely correct, thoso
which flxod the cost te tho Government nt
$(5,000,000 wore as roliablo as it was possible to
make them. But, whether thej' were correct
or not, he advocated tho bill on tho ground
that it would aflord moro roliof to worthy sol-
diors iu proportion to the amount involved
than any other measuro Congress had passed
on tho subject of jtensions.

Tho bill was then passed ayes 170, noes 70.
The only votes against tho bill from the North
ern htates wore Bragg (Wis.), Comstock (Mich.),
and Storm (Pa.)

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rnXSIOK LEGISLATION.

Senator Ingalls (Kan.) introduced a bill pro-
viding that when any person who shall havo
been granted a pcusiou by special act of Con-

gress commencing at tho date fixed in the
act or upon its passage may apply to tho
Commissioner of Pensions for increase-- or ar-
rears of pension it shall bo granted if, upon
examination of proof submitted to tho Pension
Ollicc, it shall appear that tho disability or in-

jury for which tho pension was granted was
incurred while in tho lino of duty.

Mr. Matson (Ind.) introduced a bill (H. R.
10157) for tho relief of dependent parents and
honorably-discharge- d soldiers and sailors who
aro now disabled and dependent upon their
own labor for support; which was referred to
tho Committco on Invalid Pensions.

AltftEAr.S IN CERTAIN CASES.

Tho following is tho text of tho bill recently
introduced by Senator Sherman (Ohio) "To
grant arrears of pensions in cortain cases":

lie it enacted, rtc, Tliat from and after the passage
of this act all persons on tho pension-roll- s of the
United States who are drawing pensions on account
of loss of limb or liiulu shall bo entitled to receive
nntMirs of pensions from date of discharge or disa-
bility, and covering all tho Ume up to tho passage
or the act or acts authorizing tho issuance of their lost
pousion-ccrtilleal- e, nt the same rata per niouiu 10
which that certificate entitles Uicui.

EXTItA PAY TO OFFICERS.

Senator Plumb (Kan.) introduced tho follow-
ing bill "Allowing oxtra pay to certain officers
of tho volunteer army in tho war of tho re-

bellion ":
He it cnaclcd.clc, Thntnll officers of tho volunteer

nnny in tho wnr of the rebellion who served tho
full term of enlistment nnd were honorably dis-
charged shnll be entitled to receive extra pay ns
follows, namely: Where the enlistment was for tho
term of one year, ono month's pay proper; where
tho enlistment was for the term of two yean, two
months' pay proier; where tho enlistment was for
Uie term of throe years, Uiree months' puy proper:
JVoridrd, Tlmt they havo not ulready received tho
benefits of Uie net approved March third, eighteen
hundred and tixty-fivc- . nnd tho amendatory net
approved July thirteenth, eighteen hundred and
sixty-ei- x.

RETIREMENT OF OFFICERS.

Senator Manderson (Nob.) introduced a bill
which provides that any officer homo on tho
activo'list of tho army, who served in tho war
of tho rebellion at least threo years as an oflicor
or enlisted man of the voluutccrorltegularArrny
of tho United States, shall, upon his own ap-

plication to tho President of tho Uuited States,
after 25 years' service including that as an
otlicer or enlisted man in the volunteer or
Regular Army of tho United States, bo placed
on tho retired list of tho army, in addition to
tho uumbor heretofore authorized by law, tho
rotired list boing hereby extended to conform
to tho requirements of this act.

GOING FOR THE SURFLU3.

Mr. Warner, of Ohio, introduced in tho Houso
a bill to relievo tho Treasury of the accumulated
surplus. Thero aro two sums of $100,000,000
each, in round numbers, ono for tho redemption
of banknotes and the other to secure tho green-
back circulation. Tho bill authorizes the Sec-

retary of the Treasury to purchase Government
bonds at market valtio with theso funds, giving
him the right to sell tho bonds again, should
an emergency ariso. It gives liim tho discre-
tion also to cease tho purchase of tho bonds,
should the premium reach a point that would
reduce the interest below two per cent.

POLYGAMY.

Tho anti-polyga- bill, presented by tho
Houso Judiciary Committee as a substitute for
tho Edmuuds bill, passed tho House without n
division. The bill makes tho lawful husband
and wifo or any person prosecuted for bigamy,
polygamy, or unlawful cohabitation a com-

petent witness against tho accused, aud further
provides for tho registration of all marriages,
making a misdemeanor for any person to vio-la- to

tho provisions relative to such registration.
It anuuls all Territorial laws providing for tho
identification of tho votes of electors at any
election, and also all laws conferring un tho
Territorial courts tho power to determiuo di-

vorce cases, and abolishes woman suffrage in
tho Territory of Utah. Penalties aro prescribed
for unlawful intercourse, and polygamy is do-fin- ed

as a marriage between ono person of one
sex and more than one person of another sax.
and is declared to bo a felony. Tho financial
corporations known as the Church of Litter
Lay Saints and tho Perpetual Emigration Fund
Company aro dissolved, aud the Attoruoy-Gen-or- al

is directed to wind them up by process of
court; and all laws for tho organization of tho
militia of the Territory and tho creation of Uio,
Nauvo Legion are annulled. Polygaralsti arc
niado ineligible to vote, and a test oath is pre-
scribed to all persons desiring to voto that thoy
will obey tho laws of tho Uuited States, and
especially tho laws in respect to the crimes
defined in this and tho orginal Edmunds act
Tho bill provides for tho immediate appoint-
ment by tho President of all Judges and Select-
men of tho County aud Probate Courts, and by
tho Governor of all Justices of tho Peace,
Sheriffs, Constables, aud other County and Dis-

trict oiliccrs. Tho Senate will probably agreo
to the House substitute. Mr. Caiue, tho Mor-ma- n

Delegate from Utah, made a bitter speech
against the bill, denouncing it as tyrannical
aud unjust.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE.

The Scnato spent nearly tho wholo week in
debating tho interstate commerco bill, and
passed it by ayes 43, noes 15. Tho bill passed

for tho appointment of n commission
of five competent men, not moro than threo of
whom shall belong to ono political partj. Ship-
pers who havo grievances against railroads can
mako complaint to tho commission or institute
suit in tho Federal courts. Railroads are pro-

hibited from charging more for a short than for
a longer distance upou their own lines in tho
same direction, tho shorter being included with
in the longer distance, and the circumstances H

and conditions being tho samo; but tho com-
mission is authorized, upon application of a
railroad, and after investigation of tho facts, to
relievo the roads from the operation of tho
general rulo in special cases. Pooling is abso-
lutely prohibited. On the question of public-
ity of rates lho provisions of the two bills havo
becu merged so as to require each railroad to
mako public tho rates between points upou its
own road, as proposed in tho House bill, aud in
addition tho commission is required to securo
publicity of through rales in so far as it may be
found necessary.

ARMY APPROPRIATION DILL.

The army appropriation hill, as reported to
tho Scnato by Seuator Allison, appropriates
$23,737,718, being $95,100 in excess of the ap-
propriation made by the bill as it came from the
House, and $1,7S6,BC9 less than tho estimates.
An incrcaso from $300,000 to $100,000 in the ap
propriation for manufacture of arms is tho only
important mouctary change in the bill as it
came from tho House.

GEN. W. R IJAZEM DEAD

Another Prominent' Soldier Gone to
His Best.

Survivors of the war in all parta of tho
country will be startled and pained to learn
of tho unexpected death of another gallant
leader, whose services wcro conspicuous during
tho wholo of tho Avar. William B. Hazon, Brigadier--

General and Chief Signal Officer U. S. A.,
Major-Gener- al of Volunteers, and Brevet Major-Gener- al

U. S. A., died in Washington, Sunday
evening, Jan 1G, of diabetes. His death was
sudden, ho having been at tho Capitol on

Thursday, threo days beforo, on business con-

nected with tho Signal Bureau. Whilo ho had
not been in good health for somo months, his
condition of la to had been much improved, nnd
ho was in good spirits and confident of com-

plete restoration.
lie attended tho Diplomatic reception at tho

Whito nouso Thursday evening. Ho took cold,
nnd on Friday kept his room most of tho day.
Saturday ho felt bettor, and said that he ex-
pected to bo ablo to return to duty on Monday.
At an early hour Sunday morning ho was found
to bo much worse, aud his physician and thoso
of his relatives who wore in the city wero sum-
moned to his bedside. Uo remained in a coma-tos- o

condition during tho day and
BREATHED HIS LAST

nt about 8 o'clock in tho ovening. His wifo,
who is a daughter of Washington McLean, of
Cincinuati,nud a sister of JohuR. McLean, of tho
Cincinnati Enquirer, is in Franco. With him
when he died wcro Mrs. Washington McLean
and Mrs. Bughor, his sister-in-la- Capt.
Grccly, who had been with him during tho
entire day ; Lieut. Thompson aud Drs. Hun-
tington, Harvoy and Lincoln, tho attending
and consulting physicians.

Information of Gen. nazen's death wa3
conveyed immediately by Dr. Huntington
and Capt. Grccly to tho Secretary of War,
who communicated the sad intelligence to tho
President. To Gen. Hazcn's personal friends
tho news was n great shock, as no one had

a fatal termination of his prostra
tion.

Ancestors of GonHazen lived in Connecti-
cut, fought at Lexington and Bunker Hill, and
served with distinction through tho Revolution-
ary war. Born at )Vest Hartford, Vt, Sept.
27, 1830, ho was takou at the ago of threo by his
parents to Hiram, O., and brought up on a farm.
Educated at West Point, where he was gradu-
ated in 1855, he became a Second Lieu tenant of
tho ith U. S. Inf., ud saw his first service on
tho Pacific Coast fighting Judians in Oregon.
Then ho wa3 transferred, to Texas and won re-

peated praiso from the Wnr Department for the
vigor and success with which ho hunted Aborig-
inal marauders thero and in New Mexico-Furthe- r

ovidouco of'his soldierly qualities was
afforded by a wound received in 1859 while in.
conflict with tho Comanches. For gallantry
he was promoted to a Captaincy in the 8th Inf.
in May, 1SG1.

In February of that yearho had been assigned
todutynsAssistautProfeSjorof Military Tactics
at the" West Point Academy; but in September
he was granted a leave of ab3cncc to take com-

mand of
THE llST OHIO.

This regiment was attached to Gen. Nchon's
Brigade in BuelFs army, and early in tho fol-

lowing year was sent into Tennessee. In Febru-
ary, 1SG2, Col. Hazcn wa3 appointed Brigadier-Gener- al

of Volunteers, although ho was not
confirmed to that rank until November. At
Pittsburg Landing, April C, 1SG2, ho was hotly
engaged. Personal euemies afterward ques-
tioned his courage on this occasion, but Ucn.
Nelson said in his official report :

Col. Hazen, commanding tho right brigade of my
division, carried it Into action nnd maintained it
there most gallantly. The heavy lo-- n or hii bri-ga- do

attests tho fierceness or the conflict at Hint
point. He drovo tho enemy and captured the bat-
tery which so distressed us, but was forced back on
his reserves. To Col. Hazen, commanding tho
KlnctccnUi Brigade, I beg to Invito tho General's
IBucHV attention. Thu gallantry with which ho
led his troops to the attack was most conspicuous,
nnd ho handled them nbly. Thu loss or this divis
ion, 1 ret;rct to inform you. Is heavy
a total or 739, moro than half (nearly two-thirds- ),

of which occurred in Hazeu's brigade.
A charge or tho Nineteenth Brigade led by its com-
mander, Col. Hazcn, readied tho enemy's second
hatter'; hut the brigade sustained n heavy loss
from lho enemy's artillery, and was unable to
maintain iLi advantage. I join cor-
dially in the commendations hero made of. officers
by their commanders.

After operating near Corinth and iu Northern
Alabama, Gen. Hazen was placed in command
at Murfroeshoro, Toun., nnd in tho skirmishes
with Bragg's army in that Stato and Kentucky
in tho next few mouths ho took an nctivo part.

Hazcn's Brigudo was conspicuous for its gal-
lantry aud steadiness nt Stouo River Doc 31,
18G2. It was tho only brigade iu Rosccrans's
army that held its position through tho day,
successfully meeting the fierco und

REPEATED ASSAULTS OF THE ENEMY.

It cannot bo questioned that Gen. Hazcn's
skill aud courago contributed in no small de-
gree to tho retrieving of tho disaster of the
morning.

Iu August, 18G3, his commaud and threo
other brigades were posted on tho Tennessee
River, just nbovo Chattanooga. In tho battlo
of Chickamauga Hazen exhibited tho samo
dash and fierceness that had marked his pre-
vious service. He was in tho van in tho first
day's attack, nnd in the disaster of tho second
day ho held his ground with tho utmost stub-
bornness. In the magnificent victory nt Mis-
sion Jlidge, a few weeks later. Gen. Hazcn took
n brilliant part, his brigade being among tho
first to reach tho crest of Mission Ridge, enp-turin- g

18 pieces of artillery. He then assisted
in sweeping the fragments of Bragg's army
from that summit." 'Gen Hazcn aided in tho
roliof of Kuoxvillo, which was threatened by
Longstrcct immediately afterward.

Iu the Atlanta catipatgu of 180-- ho was fre-
quently engaged. Uo fought at Rocky Faco
Ridge, Resaca and other points, nnd led tho ad-
vance nt Pickett's Mills. In this engagement
ho lost 500 men, so hot was tho battle, lie was
givon command of the Second Division, Fif-
teenth Corps, on August 17. no accompanied
Sherman through Georgia and captured Fort
McAllister, near Savannah, in n particularly
handsome maimer. For this achievement he
was made a Major-Gcnor- ul of Voluutcers and
placed In ,

COMMAND OF THE FIFTEENTH COUPS.

When Sherman, early in 1SG5, pushed north-
ward, Gen. Hazeu had considerable lighting in
the Cnrolinas; aud at the close of tho war ho
was stationed at Louisville.

When tho Jlegular Array wa3 reorganized in
1866, Gon. Hazcn was made Colonel of tho 33th
Inf., and in 18G9 was transferred to tho Gth Inf.
During tho Franco-Prus3la- u war (1870-7- 1)

Gen. llazcn visited the scat of war, and on his
return he wrote a book on tho French and Ger-
man nrmiea. Again, in 1877, having bcou sent
to Vienna by President Hayes as an attache of
tho American Legation, ho observed with spo-ci- al

interest tho Uusso-Turkia- h operations of
that year. Between theso two trips abroad ho
wa3 stationed with his regiment at Fort Buford,
Dak.; and it was at this time that, through a
letter to Gen. Garfield, ho made an exposure of
frauds in tho conduct of post traders. This
courso exposed him to much criticism, nud iu
tho eusuiug controversies Gen. Hazcn's ene-
mies revived old stories reflecting on his cou-du- ct

Rt Pittsburg Landing, which, however,
wero effectively answered by official records.

Whilo in Dakota, Col. Hazon wroto an olab--

orate treatise, and subsequently contributed to
tho newspaper press articles upon the unfitness
for agriculturo of tho large tract of territory
between tho 100th meridian and tho Siorra Ne-
vada, and oxtending from Mexico to the Brit-
ish American frontier.

CHIEF SIGNAL OFFICER.
In December, 1S30, Gen. Hazen was ap-

pointed Chief Signal Officer, with tho rank of
Brigadier-Gonera- l, in which office he was
promptly confirmed by tho Senate. Among his
earliest acts was to urge upon the Attorney-Genera-l,

through the Secretary of War, the ne-
cessity formore vigilanco and activity in bring-
ing to justico Capt. Howgato, who had been
Acting Signal Officer in the interval between
Gen. Myer's death and Gen. Hazen's accession.
Ono of tho most important incidents of Gen.
Hazcn's administration was tho dispatch of
Lieut. A. W. Grcoly to Lady Franklin Bay,
and of another expedition to Point Barrow,
Alaska, under tho auspices of tho Signal Offices
to mako meteorological and other observation,
in with European nations. Of
13 parties engaged in this work Lieut. Greely's
was tho only one which did not return
in safety. Tho failure of Lieut. Gariington's
relief expedition in 1833 to accomplish it3 ob-

ject led to a prctractcd controversy, Gen. Hazen
sharply condemning his subordinate for not
complying fully with lm instructions, and not
oxcrcising proper discretion. When, in Septem-
ber, Garliugton returned, Gen, Hazen urged
the Secretary of War to dispatch a scaler to
Greely's assistance immediately, in tho hope
that tho explorer's party might bo found bo
foro Winter set in, but that recommendation
not having been acted upon, tho Chief Signal
Officer passed strictures upon Secretary Lincoln,
which led to his being tried by court-marti- al

aud reprimanded.
In his conduct of tho Weather Bureau, Gen.

Hazen studied to advance its practical eff-
iciency rather than to promote theorotical in-
vestigation. Ho put into uso tho cold wave
signal, promoted tho use of railway and local
weather signal, organized special observations
for the cotton-growin- g States, established frost
warnings, nnd initiated forecasts for shipping
coming this way from Europe. He improved
the mothods of verification of daily predic-
tions; and during his administration, accord-
ing to official reports, tho accuracy of these " in-

dications" has increased.
In 1SS5 Gen. Hazcn issued a graphic book,

embodying his war reminiscences. It evinced
industry, loyalty to truth, and much literary
ability, and, though showing something of a

'controversial spirit, was accepted as a credita-bl- o

and valuablo contribution to the literature
of tho late war.

THE OBSEQUIES.
Tho body lay until tho funeral at tho real-dcu- co

of Hon. Washington McLean, in a hand-
some cloth covered casket with silver bar han
dles. On the lid of tho casket was a silver plato
with the inscription, " Gen. W.B. Hazen, Chief
Signal Officer, U. S. A. Born Sept. 27, 1830.
Died Jan. 10, 1837." Around the coffin were
floral offerings, tho mementoes of friends. Im-
mediately on the arrival of tho body a guard of
honor from the Signal Office was stationed on
eight-hou- r watches.

In respect to tho memory of the dead Chief
Signal Officer tho Signal Offico was draped in
mourning, nnd tho printed reports of the
weather sent to tho press were printed with
heavy black bordcra. Many of tho officers and
employes of tho Signal Office woie not aware
of Gen. Hazcn's death until thoy arrived at the
office on Monday.

The burial with military honors took place
on Wednesday, at 12 o'clock, from St. John's
titiurcu. mo remains wcro temporarily in-
terred at Oak Hill Cemetery. The final inter-
ment will occur after Mrs. Hazeu's return from
Europo, probably at Hiram, O., his old homo.
Tho pallbearers were Adj't Gen. Drum, Paym-

aster-Gen. Rochester, Q.-- GeuvlIolabird,
Gon. Duauc, Chief of Engineers, and Surg.-Ge- n.

Mooro. Tho body-bearor- a were six Ser-
geants of tho Signal Corps in charge of a
Lieutenant. Gon. Sheridan had charge of tho
military arrangements for tho funeral, the mil-
itary escort, being under tho command of Col.
Gibson, of the 3d Art. Tho escort consisted of
a detachment from the Signal Corps, the artil-
lery batteries stationed here, and a detachment
from tho Marino Corps.

Capt. Grccly will havo temporary charge of
the Signal Service uutil otherwiso order-
ed. Tho belief is quito strong in army cir-
cles that now that Gon. Hazen is dead arrange-
ments will bo made for turning over the serv-ic- o

to tho Interior Department.
