'Who Saved Rosecrans’s Ammunition
Train at Stone River.

—_—— ———

Daring the early part of the war thero wasa
sort of odium attached to the cavalry arm of
the service. In fact, 1 believe there wasa
| standing premiom offered for the sight of the
| first dead cavalryman. Dut, briefly, l will at-
tempt to show that in at least one of the earlier
battles of the war—1 refer to the battle of
Stone River—the cavalry gave a good ac-
count of themselves, our regiment 1 Know
winning the public compliments of the com-
manding General,

The regiment to which I belonged was the
34 Ky. Cav,, Col. Eli I1. Murmy commandiug.
At this time we were brigaded with the 3d and
4th Ohio Cav. and the 4th Regulars, with Col.
Kennett, of the 4th Ohio, in command of the
brigade.

We had been actively engaged skirmishing
with the enemy on the flanks of the army from
Nashville down to their lines in front of Mur-
freesboro; with a smart brash at La Vergue,
where we rested over Sundsy. We reached
the enemy’s lines and closed down on them on
Monday evening, Dec. 20, 1562,

Early on Wedunesday morning, Dee. 31, our
regiment was detached from tho brigade and
moved down close to the front and just in rear
of a battery of Parrott guns

THAT WERE BLAZING AWAY
throngh the thick coedar woods, throwingshells
across Stone River, where they were apparently
falling and bursting in and arouud the rebel
intrenchments on the opposite side. Here,
strangely enough, we were ordered to goet
breakfast and feed our horses without unsad-
dling. It was a lot place for cavalry, for our
battery soon drew the fire of the encmy’s guns
across the river, and for a short time we had
some lively work with our horses amidst burst-
ing shells, whistling solid-shot and falling tree-
tops. We soon learned that cavalry was not
the best thing for sapporting artillery.

There seemed at this time to be but little
infantry at this particular point on our side of

the river. The rebels, however, at somo dis-
tance opposite wus, across the river,
strongly intrenched and in large foree.

About this time the first signs of the disaster
on our right wing began to reach us, Like the
big drops of rain, and the deep, portentious roar

breathiless, hatless, and many of thom entirely
unarmwed, flying past us and in rearof the main
center of the army. They bad no auswer for
suyone or for any gquestion; their whole
being, heart, soul and body, seemed possessed
of but one idea—and that was salety in flight,

The stampede increased. Horses, mules,
wazons, ambualances with aud without drivers,
Orderlies, Aids de-Camp, staff and general ofli-
cers of every rank and deseription secmed in-
extricably mixed in one grand pandemonium,
Oficers were alternately begging and ecursing,
endeavoring to stay the panic, while wagon-
musters and ambolance drivers, none the less
skilled in the use of terse and forcible Euglish,
were trying to stem the furious tide of a dis-
organized and beaten corps, which threatened
graceful rout.  From our position we could see
the rear, but it was not necessary to see (o be-
lieve. While the fighting had wmeasarably
ceased in onr immediate front, the approaching
roar of artillery, the deafening clash and rattle
of musketry, and the seething mass of excited
humanity around us but too forcibly teld the
story,

But to retorn to the movement of our own
command., The bugle sounded “To horse!”
There was mounting in hot haste, and we were
hurricd away to the right and rear of the army.
Not too soon did we reach this position, for on
emerging from the cedar woods into a large
cottonfield through which the Nashville and
Murfreesboro pike ran, and upon which the
ammunition train of the Union army was halt-
ed, came a wild and yelling mass of rebel eav-
alry. The whole hundred-acre field seemed

COVERED WITH THE ENEMY,
It was Wharton's Brigade of Texan Rangers.
Down they cawe headlong upon our train,

Reacuming ror THE TRAIN,
beeding not the small foree of our regiment
that had just arrived upon the field for its pro-
tection,

Fortunately for onrsclves and for the fate of
the armuy we actod wisely by keeping intact our
organization, while the Texan Rangers scat-
tered in every direction on reaching the main
pike and our train. The ammunition train of
the Union army, although well elosed up, was
standing on the pike with tesins attached for a
distance of some two miles. It would have
been most disastrous to lose this train, for every
cartridge belonging to the Army of the Cam-
berlund to be used for the next two days of
bloody strife, save what the soldiers had in
their boxes, was packed away in these wagons,
as well as 4 large portion of the shell and case-
shot for the artillery. With the exception of
the regulartrain-guard, which was Inslgnificant
comwpared to the attacking force, no other troops
were near euough or lu position to reinforce
us quickly.

At this Juncture, from our pasition iu line,
looking away in the direction from which Col.
Wharton had made his attack, we noticed com-

ing ovegthe crest of a sharp rise in the ground
another line of horses in full gallop, What
could this mean? But ere another moment
passod we saw the bright glitter of the sun re-
flected from the surface of & battery of brass
field guns as they were unlimbered and whirled
into position to enfilade our small force. The
situation was desperate, and what made it still
worse, our own numbers bad been reduced al-
most half by the detachment of several com-

pauics the preceding night for special picket

duty. We were drawn up in Jine along
the edge of the field, a mers handful of
400 men, while the enemy, not less than
2,000 strong, and scattered up and down the
pike in every direction, had complcte posses-
sion of our train. Some were shooting down
teams and drivers, others were turning the
wiagons off and away froms the pike and head-
ing them in the direction of their own lines,
while all were

FLOURISHING THEIR BIG KENIVES
and pistols, and yelling and swearing at a fa-
rious rate, seemingly without an object or
purpose in view other than to get up a stam-
pede by noise and confusion.
Had Col. Wharton been a man of ability,
capable of grasping the situation at a glance

he might easily, with the force in hand, have
completed the destruction of our train in half
the time it remained in his possession. With
a small portion of his foree he could have kept
us at bay, while with the remainder he could
have ron the wagons of the train together and
blown them from the f.;u: of the earth. But,
happily for us, the golden moments were al-
I-mml to slip by in usecless racket, and up to
this time no great harm had been done to the
train,

We had not been idle spectators of the scene.
Active skirmishing was in progress all around
us, and every man was eager for a closer grup-
ple with the enemy. We had not long to wait,
for soon the bugle sounded the charge. Tight-
ening up our little squadron, and every man

haud, we followed the tall, straight form of Col.
Murray into the thickest of the melee,
“Ours not to make reply,
Ours not o reason why,
Ours but to do and die,
Into the valley of death
Rode the” four ** hundred."

For some time a hand-to-hand conflict ensued,
but, keeping ourscives together as well as pos-
sible, and the enemy between our force and
their battery on the hill above, we soon sue-
oceded in rolling up their disorganized num-
bers into a hoddled mass of flying horsemen.
Quite 1 nomber were killed, aml many were
dismounted and taks 'm prisoners and held by
the train goard until the end of the fight.

I should here mention that this mfa.utr)'

After recovering from their first fright, many
of them being recapiured by our charge, they

but little of the cause of this irighiful rush to |

stood to arms manfully and fought like true
soldiers. The enemy falling back
their batfcry, began reforming for the purpose
of making another attack, and right here we
got into the hottest plueg of theday. Assoon ns

caseshot and shell in a manner too lively for
endurance,

By this time our line was getting badly
tangled and broken.- Seme of the boys had
almost reached the rebel battery. Oue of our
cowpany, named McLaoghlin, insisted on the
canture of the rebel battery by himself. He
rode up within a few wards of the guns, drew
his saber, aud flourishing it around his head,
tnrned in hissaddle and, looking back where he
supposed the regiment wus following, )‘l:ilt‘."l
out at the top of his voice :

* Boys, charge, and let's take these danged
little pop-zuns ont of the way.”

But the boyvs were not there, or nu!}' a few of
them, aud it wounld have been

not upon the order of our guing but went at ouee,

| Fast time was made buck to the pike and the

train. How * Mac” ever got out of the peril-
ous position he was in was a miracle, but he
did, and without a seratch,

Back at the train we reformed our line, and
while awaiting new developments the rebel
battery on the hill sbove poured the hot shot
into us fearfully, but, fortunately, most of their
charges went over us and dia but klttle wmis-
chief. A good many of the boys lost their
horses and were footing it back in donble-quick
time.

Around the train we ralHed and awaited the
second ousct of the enewy, which we could
pluinly see they were preparing to deliver w h
more system, aud with better judgment than at
first. Col. Wharton had been largely rein-
forced and would have swept ps from the field,
but in the nick of time, in response to our re-
peated calls for assistance, it came.

THE GRANDEST PICTURE

in my mind to-day eonuected with the war is
the memory of the arrival of the 4th Regular
Cav. on the field of combat just described.
The reziment was a large one, and famous for
its pluck and discipline. The men were large
and well mounted, and their arms and asecou-
terments, every button and buckle, ssbright as
silver. It might have been that we were in &
condition to appreciate more fully such a sight,
but ali! it wes wagnificent !

Hero they come, by fours, head of column to
the front, with sabers drawn and at full gallop.
The bugler of the regiwent, a full-bleoded Co-
manche Iudian, sittiog his horse us straight as
an arrow, leading the regiment a few paces and
sounding the charge at every jump. It was a
sight to carry consterustion to every heart of
the rebel force, and it did so, for before they
had time todispose their forces to meet this new
enemy their battery was gone, apd their re-
formed and reinforced line was eonfronted by
an opposite line, full ol Spencer repeatling car-
biues in the hands of trusty men.

In the meantime, Col. Kennett, our brigade
commwander, had arrived with the balance of
the brigude, and we were all pushed out to the
frout and soon had the fleld cleared and our
train safe beyond a question. Of the oflicers of
our regiment, Muj. Wollley was seriously
wounded in the arm, sod Col, Murray received
a shiot in Lis left groiu. The ball penetrated
his suddle holster, discharging s revolver in its
course, but fortunately producing only a slight
wound. Capt. BDogle, of Co. E, was slightly
wounded by a fragment of shell which

TORE HIS CLOAK INTO BTRINGS,

A plece of the same shell struck me on the
left shin aud caused great pain for hours after-
ward. A good many of the boys were more or
less seriously hurt, but only six or seven killed
outright.

This was the first day of the battle of Stone
River, and although the night closed in gloom-
ily enough for our side, vet there was a feeling
of thankfulness that it bad been no worse, Our
ammunition was safe at least, and we fed the
contents of that reseucd train to the Johnnies
for the next two days in & way that compelled
them to wicld. Soon afler Gen, Thomas,
Gen. Crittenden, and Gen, Rosecrans rode
to our camp and thauked the regimeut pub-
licly and personally for the gallant manner
in which it acted oun the first day of the battle
insavingthe ammunition train. Forthis reason,
mainly, did we got seut back to our own State,
to rest aud remount, the following Spring and
Summer.
