THE SITUATION.

Unquestionably every friend of the vet-

eran prefers Senate bill No. 1830 known as

the "Blair bill "to the one which passed

the House last week. But it is now a ques-

tion of expediency. But 30 working days

remain for this session. Into that brief
period must bo crowded a great mass of

work, and when 12 o'clock

March 4 comes, there will be very many

important bills remaining upon the Speak-

er's desk unacted upon. "We cannot afford
to run any risks of having the relief of dis-

abled and dependent veterans depend upon

this contingency. The Senate can, wo think,
be relied upon to pass the House bill at
once, without amendment, while an attempt
to got the Blair bill through the Houeo at
this time would almost inevitably end in
failure.

The House bill will give relief to tho

worst cases; it will take soldiers out of the

poorhouses all over tho country, and it will
save thousands from going there who arc

trombling on tho verge of that abject pov-

erty.
Twelve dollars a month will be a veritable

Godsend to many poor homes, where want
and distress now Teign. Let us therefore

accept it and look to the next Congress to

give us what more is necessary to make up
a fair measure of justice to tho veterans.

The 50th Congress will have a great many

more friends to tho soldiers than this one

has. This is duo to the unity of action

among the comrades at the elections last
FalL Acting under tho advice of The Na
tional Tribune they made their influence

felt as never before, and the result is that
not only were many candidates for Congress

who wore hostile or lukewarm to our cause

dofontcd and warm friends elected, but all

received a salutary lesson as to the strength
of tho soldier vote, and tho determination
of the comrades to use it for the protection

of themselves and deserving comrades. "We

can therefore look forward with great hope-

fulness as to what the next Congress will

do for us.

WORK OF THE G.A.It. TENSION COM-

MITTEE.

The following is the full text of the Recom-

mendations for pension legislation which the
G.A.R. Pension Committee has been urging

upon Congress, and which has repeatedly re-

ceived the indorsement of the National En-

campment.
That the record of the noccptanco and raustcr-I- n

of the Boldior orsailor shall baprima facie evidence
that ho was sound at that titno.

An increase of pensions to widows to $12 per
month.

The continuance of n pension to tho widow or de-

pendent relatives, whether the pensioner dies from
tho effects of wounds ordiseaso resulting from tho
sorvicc or not.

An incroa&o of pensions to minor children from
two dollars to fivo dollars per month, and extend-in- c;

the limit of ngc from 3C to 18 years; and in caso
u minor child is insane, idiotic, or otherwise help-lor- s,

the pension to continue during the life of said
child.

A of the arrears law.
Penhions to parents, if now dependent, instead of

requiring proof of dopcudonco at the time of tho
Holdicr's enlistment.

Pensions to siirvivors of rebel prisons who arc
muTaring from disability, without proof that said
disability arose from naid imprisonment.

The following upoclal rates of penbions:
To those who lost both eyes, or arms, or legs, or

an nrm and a leg, or disability equivalent thereto,
one hundred dollars per month.

For nmjmUvtion at tho hip or houlder joint, or so
near thereto as to prevent wearing an artificial
limb, fifty dollars per month.

For amputation of leg or nrm, above the lenco or
olbow or amputation bo near tho knee or elbow
joint ns to render the Joint useless, forty dollars per
month.

For amputation below the knee or elbow, thirty
dollars per mouth.

Pensions to all honorably discharged soldiers,
nud bailors now disabled or dependent upon their
own labor for support, without proof that buch dis-

ability arose from tho service.
Equalization of tho bounties paid by tho Gen-

eral GoTurnmouU

The good results which have been obtained
aro tho best testimony to the wisdom, tact
and zeal with which the Committee has
served those whom it represents.

Of the above recommendations there have
already been enacted into law:

L The prior soundness clause.
2. Increase of widows' pensions to $12 a

month.
3. Pensions to dependent parents.
4. Ono hundred dollars a month to those

who lost both arms.

5. Thirty dollars a month for amputation
bolow the knee or elbow.

"Where $50 a month was asked for ampu-

tation at the hip or shoulder-join- t $45 has
been given. "Where $40 a mouth was asked
for amputation at or near the elbow or knee
$3G has been allowed.

"When tho House bill now before the Sen-nt- c

passes that body it will carry out a large
portion of tho recommendations relating to
disabled and dependent veterans and prison-

ers of war.
There yet remains unacted upon the

clauses relating to continuance of pensions

to widows, increase of pensions to minor
children, of the arrears law
and equalization of bounties.

Tbere is every reason for expecting that
these will receive tho earnest attention of
the noxt Congress.

Altogether this is a most creditable show-

ing of good accomplished for the comrades,
and the thanks of the whole body of vet-

erans are duo to the men who have served
them so intelligently and well.

A X.ITTLE CALCULATION.

Of course the soldier-hatin- g papers are
going into hysterics over the "enormous
cost" of the pension bill recently passed by
the Houbc. Ab usual, they exaggerate with
irritating absurdity. For instance, eeveral
New York papers that have been distin-
guished for their virulent opposition to all
manner of just recognition of the services of
soldiers insist that the new measure "will
cost not a cent leas than $50,000,000 a year."
This is so preposterous that it should excito
the contempt of a school boy studying pri-

mary arithmetic. The men who write such
etuff have no conception of how much money

I $1,000,000 is, or the great number of pen--
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sioners that it would pay at tho rate of S12

a month.
Twelve dollars a month is only?144 a

year. If wc,"therefore, divide 1,000,000 by
144 we will find the dividend to be

0,944 G4-14- 4. Consequently, $1,000,000 a
year would give 0,9 ii men $12 a month;
$10,000,000 a year would give that much to

09,444 men, and $50,000,000 a year would give

it to 347,222 men. The mere mention of this

enormous number is sufficient to show how
ridiculous is the assertion.

The most generally received estimates
place the number of ox-soldi- in the poor-hous-es

of the country at 8,000. If we assume

that there are two disabled soldiera outside
poorhouses to every one that is sheltered
thcrCjWC still have only an aggregate of24,000,

whose pensions would foot up loss than
$3,500,000, or not one-thirteen- th of $50,000,-00- 0.

Of course, very many of these are
already in receipt of pensions ranging from

$1 upward, which will still further reduce
the increase.

lo bo destitute. On the contrary, he should
receive that which will render him respcctablo nud
independent boforo the eyes of the citizens. What
a horrible sight to see a veteran, one who, per-
chance, has lost a leg or on arm, destitute in this
laud of immouso fortunes, in this land where thou-
sands nro rolling In luxury, luxury which would
not havo been If tho veteran had not fought and
suffered. What a terrible sight, I say, to seo him
destitute in euch n land. And it was well that our
Legislature thought lo prevent a spectacle so hor-
rible, so disgraceful to us ns a people, by tho pro-
vision which has been made for the Soldiers' Home
lately opened nt Grand Rapids.

MIt3. LOGAN'S PENSION.
Last week tho House Committee on In-

valid Pensions decided not to report to the
House the bill passed by the Senate to give
Mra. John A. Logan a pension of $2,000 a
year. This decision was reached, we are in-

formed, by a strictly party vote the nine
Democrats voting against making the report,
and the six Republicans in favor of it Un-

less some other way can bo secured of pre-

senting the bill to the Bouse than by the
report of tho Committee to which it was
referred, the measure is defeated.

The first consideration that attracts the
attention is the inconsistency of this action.
Upon the death of Gen. nancock a bill was
hurried through Congress giving his widow
a pension equal to that a3ked for Mrs. Logan.

It originated in the same House of Repre-

sentatives, and the same Committee on In-

valid Pensions, with the same Chairman
CoL Matson, of Indiana considered it
promptly, and sent it hack to the House,
where Col. Matson made a request that it he
taken up out of tho regular order and passed,

which was done. There were 158 yeas, 47

nays and 18 not voting. Col. Matson urged
its passage on tho ground of similar pensions
having been given to the widows of Admi-

ral Farragut and Gen. Thomas. Other mem-

bers of tho committee rested their argu-

ments upon the Hluslrious services of Gen.

Hancock.
Tho country now asks with some degree

of impatience for the grounds of this marked
discrimination against tho widow of a mnn
whoso services were, to say the least, as
brilliant and valuablo a3 those of Gen. Han-

cock. "Was it because Gen. Logan waa a
volunteer, while Gen. Hancock was a Regu-

lar, or was it because one was a Republican
and the other n Democrat ?

There must have been some reason for this
marked difference of treatment of the fami-

lies of two of our very greatest heroes.
"We shall take up the matter again.

ailCIIIGAN AT GETTYSHUKG.

The message of Gen. R. A. Alger, upon his
retiring from the Governorship of Michigan,
is a very able document, and has received
much commendation not only throughout
Michigan, but elsewhere. It deal3 strictly
with the affairs of the State and discusses

these in a practical, business-lik- e spirit The
paragraph relating to the Gettysburg me-

morial is of general interest, and we repro-

duce it: '

Tho battle of Gettysburg, ono of tho greatest
battles of modern warfare, considering tho num-
bers engaged, was tho turning-poin- t of tho highest
tide of the rebellion. On that sanguinary field,
covering three days, no troops wcro more conspicu-
ous for their gnllanlry nor sustained heavier losses
than those from Michigan. Many of tho States
have mado appropriations marking the positions
occupied by their different regiments on tho field,
which aro not only monuments to the valor of tho
regiments, but to tho States who furnished them.
This great battlefield being upon Northern soil is
much more accessible than any other, and there nro
many reasons why it has been selected for the pur-
pose mentioned. Every State in tho Union had
troops upon that field, and I most earnestly recom-
mend that an appropriation of at least 5,000 bo
made for the purposes hereinbefore named, and that
a commission of three, made up from the infantry,
cavalry and artillery, bo appointed to te

with other States nnd carry out tho design sug-
gested. I hopo it will not be left for the soldiers of
tho Stato to furnish this money, as they did their
part upon tho field. This subject is brought to your
attention nt tho request of the members of tho
Loynl Legion, mado nt thoir last meeting in Grand
Itaplds, the 30lh"ult. I sincerely trust you will giro
it your favorable consideration.

Your general position in the first document, dated
Sept. 1, 1SS5, is a full and clear statement of tho law
nud pmctice of tho Government since its beginning,
nnd as qualified nnd explained in the case of Jeffer-
son Fox, Dec. 10, 1855, when the pension is allowed
on a first enlistment, though the man deserted in
his second enlistment, goes quite as fur as any good
soldier could ask.

How far charity Bhould govern tho nclion of the
Commissioner nt this lato day, when evidence of
speoiile facts is so hard to obtain, is a matter of ex-
treme doubt,

I am suro your rulings In the coses submitted
evince an earnest desire to befriend the pensioner,
whilst, as in duty bound, to protect tho Govern-
ment against unjuot claims and appeals.

Never in the history of tho country has
sugar been so cheap, to our people as it is
to-da- y.

good authority, that Gen. Logan could have
had the nomination in 18S0, bnt, refused it
on account of his loyalty to Grant The
story goes that when, during the Conven-

tion, it was seen that .Blaine could not he
nominated, Senators Frye nnd Halo visited
Gen. Logan's room and offered him the nomi-

nation. He answered :

" Gentlemen, you nro extremely kind, hut I cannot
accept your proposal. 1 have been for Gen. Grant,
I nm for him now, nnd he will always have ono
vote from Illinois in that convention so long as I
am in it and his namo is before it. Grant's namo
cannot be withdrawn with my consent, and ho will
bo voted for to tho last."

It was then decided to unite on Garfield.

VISIT OF THE G.A.E. PENSION COM-

MITTEE.

In la3t week's National Teibune we
announced the nrrival in "Washington of
Comrades George S. Merrill, James Tanner,
John Linehan and John S. Kountr, of the
G.A.R. National Pension Committee.

Immediately upon their arrival the com-

rades took np their work where they had left
off at their previous visit in December. They
held conferences with the Pension Commit-

tees of both Houses, and urged with all the
earnestness possible to men who feel as

strongly upon the subject aa they do the
need of immediate and substantial legisla-

tion for tho benefit of the veterans. They
also called upon the members of both Houses
individually, and presented to them the
claims of the veterans to proper considera-

tion.
The passage by the House of the bill to

give all soldiers who are disabled and de-

pendent $12 a month followed immediately.
While this bill is far from being all that the
Committee desired or the soldiers deserve, it
is yet a long step in the right direction. It
will do an immense amount of' good, and
bring relief where relief is most urgently
needed.

It gives much, but does not stand for an
instant in the way of getting more until the
full measure of justice i3 secured. The
Committee therefore accepted the bill
and urged the friends of the veterans in
the Senate to pass it without alteration or
emendation. Of the wisdom of this there
can be no shadow of doubt. At this late
hour of the session it would be very danger-

ous to return an amended bill to the House
for That experiment has re-

sulted too badly in the past to he risked
again. The temper of the Senators was

found very favorable to the passage of the
bill as it stood, and the Senate Pension Com-

mittee voted unanimously to report it favor-

ably. "We are confident that before this
reaches our readers the bill will pass the
Senate, and we hope that in next week's
National Tribune we can report that the
President has signed it Leaving things in
so encouraging a shape, Comrades Merrill,
Tanner, Linehan and Kountz went out to

Calumet Place to pay their respects to Mrs.

Logan and then departed for their several
homes.

If this Congress does not do justice to the
veterans we have a reasonable surety that
the one we elected last Fall will. The com-

rades mado sure of that But think of how
many disabled veterans will go to the grave
between now and then without tho relief
which should be theirs.

Rumors are to the effect that Mr. Morri-

son is to be a candidate for Clerk of the Fif-

Xot Forsottcn by a Soldier of the SCth Ohio.

Editoe National Tkibune : I would liko
space in yoar paper to mention the namo of
another army heroine who has been sadly
neglected. I refer to " Mother Anna B. Korr,"
an old army nurso, whom many of tho boy3 of
the 80th Ohio, 10th and 17th Iowa, 10th 3ro.,
and 56fch 111. will always remember for tho
motherly care and courageous manner exhib-
ited In performing her duties, in ministering
to thoir wants, and dressing their wound3 on
the battlefields of Corinth and Iuka, Mis3.
Her tender care brought relief and recovery to
many a sick and wounded comrade of thcao
commands, as thoy will testify should this no-

tice reach them. Tho writer knows of tho
humane deeds this lady performed at field
hospitals during the trying scenes of tho rebel-
lion. Sho went into service with the SOth Ohio
in 1361,. and served actively and faithfully up
to near tho Vicksburg campaign. In past
issues of The National Tribune I have
seen accounts of female nurses doing great good
at general hospitals at Washington and other
cities. While it is true, and those devoted
ladies should receive due credit, yet, air, their
duties, comparatively, were in proportion to
"3Iother Kerr's" experience and hardships as
that of a gnat to an elephant When tho forces
of tho rebel Gen. Van Dorn dashed into Holly
Springs, Miss., in tho rear of Grant's army,
capturing-an- d destroying all supplies, this old
lady was among the captured and was a pris-
oner, and lost her clothing and other effects.
These scones are only mentioned to show that
Mother Kerr3 record contains more genuine
soldier service than many who have been draw-
ing pensions since the closo of the war. She is
now 73 years of ago, is feeble in health, and
depends on the charity of others. Sho is cer-
tainly worthy of the aid of the Woman's Relief
Corps and the influence of the G.A.R. The old
lady is of a modest and retiring disposition,
hence her condition was not known until re-
cently.
