N. Y. Thoro was not a man of the 9th 2f. Y.
Zouaves inside tho battery at tho time wo made
that ohargc. Thoy came up in a short time,
hut not until tlio last running rebel was woll
out of sight. Thoy thou came running, shout-
ing, " Zou, Zou," ns if they had captured tho
fort.

Thoso aro tho facts, and I can outnin a hun-
dred men of tho 21st Muss, to substantiate it, if of
noocssary. Corp'l Ulodgott, who planted tho
first flagstaff on the works, is living-- Charles
F. Walcott, at that time Captain of Co. B, 21st
Mass., aftorwavd Colonel of the Gist Mass. aud
Brovot Brigadior-Gcnora-l, is at No. 10 Tromont
Etroot, Boston. Ho will gladly give any infor-
mation required. Ho was one of tho first to
cntor tho works. Capt. W. T. Harlow. Assist-
ant Olork of Courts of Worcester County, is
living iu Worcester; consult him. Mauyothors
I could mention if space would permit. I know
nothing of Will L. Welch. Co. A, 23d Mass.

Gen. Hawkins says tho 9th K. Y. had two
Lieutenants and 13 privates woundod ; tbo21st
Mass. had 13 killed and 44 wouuded. Among
tho wounded wore Capt. T. S. Foster, Adj't
Frasor A. Stearns, hit twice ; one First Sor-gea- nt

and two Corporals.
.Now, I do not wish to criticize the valor and

bravory of tho 9th N. Y. Tho following ex-

tract from tho New York Commercial A drcrlisor,
written soon after tho battle, may bo of inter-
est to tho Colonel of tho 9th N. Y. After de-

scribing tho flight of tho rebels and thocutry
of tho 21st aud 51st into tho battery, tho
writor said :

llKwki iib's Zounvcs next enmc daubing over tho
ditch nud up the bide, to liud the works in the pos-
session of tlioir friends. It wits u question of dis-
tance who should arrive tir&t, for undoubtedly tho
Zounvcs would have stormed the buttery at tho
point of the bayonet bad tho works not been
evacuated.

Gon. C Eeno's (official) report of that fight
Bays:

I proccoded nt the bend of the 21st Mass, townrd
the enemy's right. 1 ordered a charge, which was

K. Y. nnd Otb N, J. Liout.-Co- l. Mnggi'a regiment

Tho writer of tho article speaks of Col.
Maggi, of the 21st Mass., in a very insulting
manner. Was Col. Hawkins with tho 21st
Mass. or in another part of tho field, where ho
belonged ? Why does ho now say that wo
charged without orders? It is not .at all a
" troublesome proposition for tho officers of
the 21st Muss, to explain." Wo have it in tho
official report of Gen. Ecno, who ordered tho
charge

Col. Hawkins attempts togivo a reason why
his roport of that day's work was not in a
prominent place in the history of tho lloanokc
affair. Ho says ho penciled " on the head of
a barrol ou a half sheet of fools-ca- p paper the
carolessly-wordc- d roport, and kept no copy."

that occasion is wholly uucalled for, and, to
sny mind, cruolly unjust. I nm certain no
honorable soldior or gentleman will ask to
sbaro the honor of writing such an article with
the unjust aud unkind flings at brother off-
icers who woro not a whit behind Col. Haw-
kins, or the 9th N. Y iu bravory and honor.

A Cfihc of Unforced Abstinence.
Editor National Tribune: I was a mom-bo-r

of the Kith Ohio, that responded to the first
call for 76,000 mon. About tho 3d of July, 1801,
ou Cheat Kivor, West Virginia, somo of our
oflioors ooucoived the idea that a treat would
he in plaoo for tho National holiday. So sev-
eral burrols or whisky wore procured, and ono
lone bBrrol of gingor-snap- s for the supposed
fowwho might not fool like imbibing tho" rcd-oyo- ."

Tlio barri'ls woro safely stored iu an old
house that stood near our camp, but much
noaror tho fiold-oflicor- s' quartors. A strong
guard was placed ovor tho whisky, with posi-
tive orders to allow no ono but commissioned
oflicors to ontor tho room. Wo were in tho
quoii)y6 country and expected an engagement
at almost any time, and at that time we woro
but llttloskillod in warfare. Somo or us thought
that under the ciroumstauccs it would be bettor
to bo sober, so a plan was laid to secure a sober
Fourth.

Tho house spokon of had a basement that
was not occupied. During tho day a survey of
whoro tho whisky was located was mado and
an augur proourcd. Long aftor tho sun had
hlddou his face bohind the mouutuin a small
squad of soldiore might have been seen in tho
basomont boring holes through tho floor, tho
aim of which was to tap tho barrols and let tho
whisky flow to Cheat ltivcr rather than down
tho nooks of the boys. Aftor much boring
ovory barrol was tapped, and wo had the satis-
faction of sooing tho whisky on its way to tho
rivor. EarJyuext morning somo of tho boys,
eagor to wot thoir whistles, drank from the
little pools along itt course, nud a few got glori-
ously " happy," but asa rogimont wo woresobor.
Somo of our poor officers woro so disappointed
thoy mado ovory oll'ort to dutcct tho lads who
committed tho unpardonable sin, but thoy
could not bo found.

OSTERHAUS'S DIVISION.
It Hud a Hand In the Untile or Lookout Mount-

ain.
Editor National Tribune: I havepationt-l- v

waited and anxiously watched for somo com-

rade of Gon. Osterhaus's First Division, or tho
Fifteenth Corps, to move forward on the skirmi-

sh-line and show through your columns tho
part performed by that division at the battle of
Lookout Mountain, about which tho Whito
Star lovs aro having so much fun. It is woll
known to history that the abovo division was

off from tho rest of its corps by tho break-
ing of tho pontoon bridgo the evening beforo

ImUJq. and bv orders from Gen. Grant was
lotupwarily ntUchod to tho command of
Hoker, where it remained and took an active
part in tho battle of lookout, Missionary Kidgo
aud Kiugeold, or Taylor's liidgc.

At Lookout Mountain our division occupied
position on the cstromo loft of Hooker's line,

our loft resting on tho Tennessee Kivor at tho
north baso of tlio mountain, at the mouth of
lookout Crook. Tho rebol works wcro on tho
opposito side of the crook, extending around
the baso or tho mountain from tho north point by

woll around tho west sido.
Early iu the morning of the day of tho battle

our division was manuvorod in plain view and
short rifle rauge of the rebel woiks, and finally

CHARGED DOWN TO TUB CREEK,

of which was dono to attract attention,
while tho Whito Star hoys were gaining posi-

tion on the left flank of tho enemy, which they
did in good style, causing the robols to abandon
thoir whole liuo at tho base aud fall back on
thuir main works about half way up the mount-
ain.

Our division then hridged tho crcjk, crossed
aud advanced up tho north face of the mount-
ain and took these works in flank, making it
possible for tho Whito Star boys to plaut their
flag on tho summit the next morning.

1 have a very distinct recollection of march-
ing, or rather climbing, up that mountain
tbrniiirb lbn clom.-.- . coiiiinc out under a clear
sky soaking wot, and of fighting up thoro until
12 o'clock atnigut, during wlucti time mo nrei
Division of tho Fiftceuth Corps did all tho
fighting, and

REPULSED POUR CONSECUTIVE ATTACKS

from tho rebels, who wcro trying to dislodge
us and regain tho mountaiu. The right of iny
regiment extended up to tho base or tho pali-
sade of rock on tho top. Tho rebel left iu none

these assaults extended lieyond tho center of
our rogimont. Aftor the assaults ceased wo
lay on our arms until morning without fire,
and suffered with cold intensely. Early iu the
morning wo moved down tho east side of tho
mountain (while the Whito Star boys wcro
planting their flag on the top), crossed tho
valley, waded the creek and took possession of
Missionary Itidgc and tho rebol works without
firing a gun.

Wo had hut a short time, however to con-

gratulate ouraelvos on our easy success, when
Breckinridge's Division of robols was down on
us on tho double-quic- k. Wo had such an ad-

vantage by being in rear of their works that
wo soon turned them back and captured a largo
part of tho division. Tho First Division of the
Fifteenth Corps aud ono Indiana rcgimeut of
Hooker's Corps, supported by tho balance of
tho Whito Star boys, did all tho fighting that
was dono under Hooker at Missionary Kidgc.

Tho next morning wo started in pursuit of
tho enemy. Our division was iu front, and
skirmished all that day with tho rear-guar- d,

picking up a great many prisoners. Early
next morning wo

TOUND TIIEM AGAIN
posted on Taylor's Eidgc, at Itinggold, where
our regiment aud tho 7Gth Ohio got seriously
cut up by Pat Cleburne's Division, after getting
on both our flauks, through Hooker's neglect
to Jiave his Whito Star boys protect them. It
was here, while our two regiments wcro fighting
hand-to-han- d with ono of the best fighting di-

visions in the rebel army, that Gen. Buttcrficld,
of Hooker's staff, rodo up to Graut, who was
watching tho fight, and pointing toward us

"There, General, is tho way Joseph's men
fight" meaning Hooker.

Gen. Grant in his quiot way, replied,
"Yes, P. Josoph Osterhaus."

I don't wish to reflect on tho Whito Star
boys, for they fought grandly at Lookout (but
they did not do it all), and on tho Atlanta cam-
paign they kept up their front, and were good
fighters, foragers and stayers generally. 1 ex-
pect this modest effort will bring down a whole
brigado of tho Whito Star boys ou me, but I
shall expect support from tho old First Division
of tho Fifteenth Corps. E. C. Mount, Co C, 4th
Iowa, Guthrie Center, Iowa.

TH E REBEL CAPITAL.
A 11th Conn. Comrndo Dcttrxibes tho Occupation of

Richmond.
Editor National Tribune: Who were the

first Union troops that entered Richmond, Va.,
on tho morning of tho 3d of April, 18G5?
Thoro appear several claimants for tho honor,
hut I think it belongs to tho 11th Conn., as tho
following statement of fact will prove.

After passing tho enemy's earthworks at
Chapin's Farm, did you not, comrades, abandon
everything but tho gun and cartridgo-bo- x ?

And I believe you made tho best time that was
possible for any body of troops to make until
you reformed at the entrauco to tho city. Wo
heard shells exploding in front aud supposed
tbero was a battle going on. It proved to bo
the enemy's arsenal, which had bueu set fire, as
well as tho principal portion of tho city. As
wo advanced thero were no troops in our front.
Wo could sco iu tho distanco people running,
carrying bundles, abandoning their homes aud
stores, or engaged in plundering,

And tho darkies, they did not run ! I cau
hear them singing yet. Thoy lined both sides
of tho street, and appeared wild with delight,
shouting "Blessed Mnssa Liukuui!" "Dar's
de Yanks I" "Dar's do Yanks!" "Wo uns
boon waiting fo' j'ou!"otc. Some of them
were carrying small Union flags and others
with packages of tobacco aud whisky wcro try
ing to pass them to the boys,

Tho rogimont halted aud stacked arms insido
the Capitol grounds, 12 paces in frout or tho
Confederate Capitol, ou tho morning or April
3, ISO'S, as a postscript on a letter now in my
possession states; the letter was begun tho
night before. When we stacked arms 1 went to
the building, paced thedistauce, aud with a pen-
cil finished it outbatstackofarnis. Thoro were
no Union troops iu the Capitol grounds beforo
us. Details for patrol duty aud safeguards wcro
sent out at ouce. Our boys wcro released from
Libby aud Castlo Thunder, and the straggling
Johnnies put in their places. All not detailed
as abovo went to work with a will to put out
tho fires. There was a dilapidated firc-cugin- o

iu tho Capitol grounds, but it proved to be use-
less. Wo finally formed lines aud passed water
in anything wo could get until the flames wcro
subdued. Wo were assigued quarters in tho
Exchange Hotel, and did provost-guar- d duty
in the city forabout two months. Henry Mor-ltiso-

Aftor tho reorganization of tho Army at
Chattanooga in tho Winter of 18G3-G- 4, our
brigado was the Second of tho Third Divisou,
Fourteenth Corps, and participated in all the
ups and downs of the Division from Ringgold
to Atlanta and Jonesboro; on tho march to the
sea, tho writor loing detailed :ia ono of " Slier-muu- 's

Bummers;" Savannah, where wo played
" chuck-a-luc- k " down bohind the railroad em-
bankment, and where we had rations or rice till
you couldn't rest. Wo crossed tho Savannah
at Sistors Forry, marched up through tho
Caroliuas and finally rounded up at Wash-
ington, at tho graud review in May, '05. Is
thoro not living somo member or Battery I,
4th U. S. Art., who cau toll us somo of his
experiences while in our brigado? Henry C.

In regard to tho planting of
tho first flag in Chattanooga, he says Wilder's
Brigade crossed tho Tennessee River a fow
miles abovo Chattanooga on Sept. 8, 1SG3, and
could havo planted a flag in tho city at that ho

Ho has no doubt that other regi-
ments assisted in that charge, hut he says ho of
saw four times as many of tho 53d Ohio as of
any other regiment.

H. H. Kindig, Sergeant, Co. H, 19th Mich..
Fulton, Mich., says that Comrade Snider and
others aro mistaken iu regard to tho 19lli
Mich, in tho chargo upon the fort at Rcsaca.
He says tho regiment participated directly in
tho charge, and lost 14 killed and GG wouuded,
including the Colonel.

George E. Gowing, Co. E,-19t- h Ohio, Sulphur
Springs, O., writes briefly of tho very conspic-
uous services of tho 19lh Ohio in tho Army of
tho Cumberland, llo says tho regiment was
activclyengagcdatNow Hopo Church, losing
moro than half its nmmbcr. Ho says tho
brigado had little need for bugles, as tho lungs
of Gen. Bill Gibson wcro sufficient for all pur-
poses.

Jonathan Lcwellen, Co. C, 33d Ind., Linden,
Ind., would like to read a sketch of tho servi-
ces of tho Second Brigade, Third Division,
Twentieth Corps, which was composed or tho
33d and R5th Ind., 19th Mich., 22d Wis., and
was first to enter Atlanta.

H. O. Martin, Battery A, 1st Ohio L. A.,
Akron, Ohio, referring to tho question of Com-
rade Doyle, Fleming, Mo., says ho thinks it
was his battery that Gen. Thomas had in tho
works on tho hill above tho bridgo at Peach
Trco Creek. Tho battery belonged to Newton's
Second Division, Fourth Corps. It did very
effective work during tho engagement.

James Taylor, Co. L, 3d Ohio Cav., Millbury,
O., rofersto Kilpatrick's raid around Atlanta,
and would like to hear from any of tho com-

rades who participated in it.
Wm. Stahl, Ithaca, Mich., says that tho hat-tic-s

of New Hope Church and Pickolt's Mills,
mav, as Comrade Bird says, bo tho same, but
tho fight that Will ich's Brigado was iu was
Pickett's Mills. May 27, 16G1. Ho says that
brigado was not engaged on tho 25th, but was
very badly cut up on tho 27th, one or its regi-
ments, tho 19th Ohio, losing 207 killed, wound-
od aud missing out of 413 who went in.

Tho (itintoun l'lcnlc
Chas. W. Shaw, Co. A, 93d Ind., Blooming-ton- ,

Ind., sends a brief account of tho part his
regiment took iu tho Guntown expedition. Ho
belonged to tho First Brigade, First Division,
Sixteenth Corps, commanded by Col. McMillan,
of tho 72d Ohio, composed of tho 72d and 95th
Ohio, 93d Ind., 114th 111., and 9th Minn. Ho
thinks tho expedition was very badly managed
or it would not havo resulted 60 disastrously.

E. 11. Morris, Sergeant, Co. E, 95th 111.,
Marengo, 111., scnd3 a sketch of tho serv-
ices of his rogimont in tho Guntown ex-
pedition. Tho Colonel of tho regiment,
T. W. Humphrey, was mortally wounded
in tho fight. Ho was succeeded in tho com-
mand of tho regiment by Capt. E. N. Bush, Co.
G, who also fell mortally wouuded, and Capt.
Wm. Stewart, of Co. F, took command. In a
few moments ho was shot through the thighs
and tho regiment was taken from tho field by
Capt. Skelliugor, of Co. K. Tho 95th was very
badly cut up, losing heavily in killed and
wounded and in many prisoners.

L. A., and Lieutenant-Colonel- , 59th U. S. C. T.,
Bird City, Kans., rererring to tho request of
Comrade Boyingtou for a history of tho Gun-
town expedition, says ho has given a very full
history of that unfortunate trip iu tho history
or tho 59th U. S. C. T., writton and published
by him.

Col. Cowdcn
thinks ho was saved from capture aud death
by this kind act.

Conn., says that among the niany who
have criticized his communication in regard to
tho first entry into Petersburg, none oxcept
Comrado Hanover havo even attempted to givo
any proof that his statement was incorrect.

tho risk I feared of being fired into by our
own army, who would not recognize us iu tho
dark. When dawn appeared wo woro far in
advance of all other troops and a general rush
was mado to outstrip us in the race to tho city.
But 1 always beliuvcd that my brigade was tho
first to occuny tho town."

M. Fickle, Co. A, GOth Ohio, Somerset, Kan.,
says that Comrade Bolton is badly "oil'" in
saying that tho Massachusetts cavalrymen en-
tered Petersburg 2-- hours beforo tho GOth Ohio.
Tho writer does not claim that tho GOth was
tho firbt rcgimeut to enter tho city, but ho docs
say and is prepared lo maintain that tlio flag
of tho GOth Ohio was tho second to wavo over
tho city on tho morning or April 3, 18G5. No
Federal troops could havo occupied tho city 21
hours previous to that time, as tho Confeder-
ates did not abandou their works until tho
evening or April 2.
