At mldnifilit on Saturday gangs of Oraiigo-mo- n

nnd Catholics pelted ono another with
Btoncs in Bolfust, Irolnnd. Thoy woro dis-

persed hy police. Ono man was stabbed and
Bonio policonicn wcro bruised. At a mooting
in Wntorford, the crowd burned copies of tho
Qucoh'h proclamation, nmid cheers aud groans.

The announcement that tho Princess
Louise-- is seeking adivorco from Lord Lorno
causes little surprise to those wl o are familiar
with thoir domestic nfliiirs. It is announced
that all tho forts in Uolgiuin along tho frontier
of Prance have received a complete war arma-

ment. The preparations havo been even
carried to tho oxtont of mobilizing the troops.
King Leopold will be Commandor-iu-Chio- f of
tho Jloigitm forces, with Gon. Urivalmont as
Chief of Staff. The Couut of Plandors, brother
of tho King, will command tho First Army
Corps and Gon. Vandormisson the Second.
Mot advicos any Gorman officials havo done
tlioir best to spread alarm. Director Krois sot
an asaoiplc by buying a quanity of provisions.
Tho town was immediately inundated with
ponamts oflbriug onormous quantities of com,
poultry nnd potatoes at ridiculously low prices.
Hundreds of laborers havo boon engaged to
strongtbon the forts. At St. Petersburg 25
caflots and ofiicors have boon arrested for con-

nection with tho rocontly-discovoro- d cou-fiplrw- cy

against tho Govommont. A Grand
General of the Staff of tho Academy is impli- -

catd. Tho Russian Mediterranean fleet has
boon ordorod to Japan, whoro the Czar intends
to 'assemble a squadron of considerable propor-
tions. The agitation heretofore noted in tho
press of Italy, caused by a passago in the lottor
or Cardinal Jacobini to tho papal nuncio at
Muuioh, which is takon as an intimation that
thcPopo expects the iutorvontiou of Gormany
lor tine restoration 01 soomnr powor, couuunub.
A Uiorlin paper says: "It is nonsonse to sup-
pose that Germany would Jifta fingor to restore
the temporal powor to tho Pope Cardinal
Jacobini only moant to intimate that a recon-
ciliation botwoon the Popo and Kind Humborl
might bo offucted by tho mediation of Gor--
mnny." Tho Prench Chamber has passed,
without debate, the extra budgets asltod for tho
War and Naval Departments, amounting to
8S,000,000 francs for the army nnd 30,000,000
francs for tho navy. Cholora lias made its
npponranco in Essogg, Slavonia. Thoro is an
average of oiglit deaths daily from the disease.

IXDUBTIUAL.
Tho groat 'longshoremen's strike in New

York is over. Pollowing the declaration of
District Assembly 49. of the Knight of Labor,
that the strike was off thoro was a general rush
of 'longshoromou and freight handlers along
tho whole rivor front to get back to work. At
Eomo of tho piors along the East Itiver the
strikers had not oven waited for the order from
headquarters, but had crept back to work on
tho bast terms thoy could mnko. A state--

mout is published showing that in New York
city the loss of wages to strikors since Jan. 1
aggrogatos fully $3,000,000. There is an ox- -
tonsive strike on tho Boston stroot railroads, to
the groat inconvonionco of the public. By
ordor of the Knights of Labor of Purmiugton,
N. II., 420 omployes of Cloulman'sshoo factory
struck because a now ovorseer discharged an
omploye. In a letter road at the diunor of
tho Stationers' Board of Trade, in New York,
Mayor Hewitt alluded at eomo length to tho
rocont great striko and tho subject of labor
organizations in general. He says: "Just now
the oily is suffering, nnd seems likely to suffer,
from a now form of despotism, by which not
only employors but employes are deprived of
al! free agoncy, and arc made subject to tho
control of asoorot body, where originated and
of whom composed no ono scorns to know."

"I would not discourage such associa-
tions, but it is intolorablo that under any cir-
cumstances tho business of tho whole com-
munity shall bo arroated because somo man
may imagine ho has a grievance which re-
quires tho sacrifice of thousands of people in
ordor that ha may got rights that ought to bo
scoured, to him by Jaw and confirmed to him
in confts if thoy be denied."

of tho capture of Fort Harrison. Any ono who
knew tho flStb N. Y. would not attempt to dis-para-

that regiment, but it docs seem as if ho
(Comrade Morey) drew tho story until it was
slightly attenuated in regard to quality. Other
troops woro within sound beside tho regiments
he mentions. Tho writer of this was in tho
Second Brigade, Secoud Division, just bade in a
good safe place on open ground, though not so
far but that a shell from the 100-pouud- cr in
the corner of tho fort nearest tho road passed
through my rcgimont diagonally, mangling a
soldier so that lie died in a few moments, half
a dozon files in my rear.

But does Comrade Morcy really mean that ho
aud othors turned round ono of thoso traverse
guns aud obliterated a reuimcut of Johnnies?
Wo were near onough to hear tho charging
yells and tho crushing aud rattling of the artil-
lery and muskctiy fire which accompany such
scenes. A few moments later my Colonel,
George M. Guiou, now of Scueca Falls, N. Y.,
sent me to tho fort to order somo of our regi-
ment who had gone as flankers of tho charging
brigade to rojoiu the regiment. Hurrying on
my errand, I was soon nt the fort, and saw tho
ditch outsido thickly strewn with tho dead,
aud tho big gun in the corner, having been de-
pressed bo much to reach the storming party of
troops that tho recoil had lifted the traverse off
the pivot on which it was turned, and traverse,
carriage and gun lay tilted on the odgo of tho
platform. Two other heavy guns still looked
grimly down tho road by which wo had ap-
proached tho fort. Now will tho comrade
kindly inform us which of thoso siege guns ho
turned to tho rear in order to demolish thoso
Johunies?

Somo of us also would liko to know if tho re-
doubt he speaks of was in the continuation of
tho lino of which Fort Harrison formed a part
or in the loft rear of Fort Harrison. If he means
in tho continuation, all right; if tho other, it
was the ono known as Fort Gilmer, which was
tho scene of a bitter ropulso about three hours
later and was hold by tho Johnnies until evac-
uated by them tho 3d of April following.

Comrado Morcy says his regiment's flag was
the first on tho Capitol in Richmond. That
may be so I wont dispute it; but a littlo illus-
tration will perhaps not be out of place. A
visitor at Niagara Falls, soliloquizing: ' How
impressive! grand! majestic!"

Some Spicy Recollections of an Order-

ly-Sergeant.

u, 107th ill., elk city, KAN.

It was afternoon when our brigade tho
Second of tho Second Division, Twenty-thir- d

Corps arrived on tho Columbia piko at tho
outskirts of Fraukliu. Wo filed to tho left and
halted on a low, lovel piece of ground, built
fires and mado coffee. Whilo we wcro eating,
somo wagons were driven along our front,
from which picks and shovels wcro thrown.
Hastily swallowing our crackers and coffeo
each compauy, without orders, went to work
in its own way to intrench tho lino indicated
by the scattered tools. Our company H,
107th 111. procured sufficient rails to con-

struct n breast, or fence, covering our front,
and dirt was piled against this on tho outside.

Meanwhile Hood's men could bo seen ma-nuvcri-

on the hill west of ns. It was evi-

dent that wc could not build tho works as
begun to tho propor hight in time, and a ditch
was dug on tho inside in which wo could
stand with our heads on tho lovel requisito for
our protection. Whilo somo wcro thus en-

gaged others torodown buildings, and from tho
materials obtained constructed boxes or
troughs" head logs," wo allied them. Thcso
wcro placed on the ombankracnt, filled with
earth, and rested on supports, leaving a space
of about four inches through which

to roiXT oun muskets.
James Burch, or " Uncle Jim " so-call- by

reason of his being the oldest enlisted man in
our regiment. went to town whilo wo wcro at
work, nnd there found his brother, a citizen of
tho place, whom lie had not seen for years.
His visit was short. Ho came back as wo
wcro completing tho works. Then he, " Lafo "
Who and myself, seated on tho work , were
discussing tho probabilities of tho coming en-

gagement, and watching the movements of tho
enemy. Uncle Jim said, pointing to tho
ground at our feet:

" Boys, right hero I did my first drilling.
This is where I was brought up, my old home,
and hero wo met to drill on muster days."

Soon our skirmishers wcro driven in and wo
hurriedly completed our preparations, each in
dividual arranging his accouterments as best
suited his own judgment. Undo Jim, Lafo
aud I planned our share of tho defeuso in
unison. Lafc fixed his hat conveniently in
tho rails, into which we three emptied all our
cartnges. A tin taken from a cartridge-bo- x

was placed besido tho hat and all our caps
poured out of our pouches into it. Poor prepa-
ration for a retreat, tho reader may think.
Tho 183d Ohio, just from home, took its posi-

tion a few yards in our rear.
Col. O. II. Moore, commanding our brigade,

now rode along tho line telling tho men to
hold their fire until ho gave tho word. Tho
enemy's skirmishers camo rapidly forward
without firing or being fired at. They

aud wero told by our boys to get out of our
way. Some jumped down on our side, and
others back on their own. Thoro was no timo
to take care of prisoners, aud wo let them
shift for themselves.

The Confederate lines, thrco in number, in
plain view, marched at quick timo aud in good
order. Those directly in our front wero mostly
dressed in "butternut." "How nicely their
yellow legs keep tho step! How well thoy
maintain their alignment." Thcso wero my
thoughts as I stood nt a ready, looking out
under tho head-lo- g, scanning the advanciug
faces.

Where is Col. Mooro? Why don't ho order
us to fire? Nearer they come. Has ho for-

gotten? Still nearer! Wont it bo murder to
firo into such close ranks? Nearer yet! Aro
wo going to surrender?

Tlio order, "Fire!" rings out. I firo with tho
rest, and while biting a cartridge look to sco
what execution our volley has done. Tho
smoko rises and reveals a fearful scene. Barely
n good skirmish-lin- e are left standing of their
first line of battle. Thereafter tho smoke cs

all view in our immediate front uutil
darkness covers tho scene.

The enemy are now replying to our fire, and
tho shots that pass over our heads aro telling in
the ranks of the 183d Ohio. They are ordered up
to our support. Our men make them lie down
in our rear, tako their loaded guns, and

TASS THEM OUR EMITY ONES

to reload. Our hatful of cartridges and tho
caps nro also handed back, and thereafter tho
front line of our boys attend only to firing tho
muskets handed them from tho rear.

Hero I sustained my worst scare. As tho 183d
came up, a glance to tho rear revealed a Ger
man Scrgcautof that regiment standing behind
me, his bayonet almost touching my back. Ho
was trembling with excitement, had his gun
cocked, nnd his finger on the trigger. I invited
him to sit down in a hurry. I took his gun and
fired it, and set him to reloading. I also drank
his canteen of water, for which I would liko to
thank him personally if hoisyetliving. Hcsoon
coolod down, and after dark, realizing that my
shoulder was becoming lame from tho recoil of
tho musket, I gavo him my place in front,
where he acted liko n veteran.

Earlier in tho engagement my attention wa3
called to our left, whero tho enemy had broken
our Jino ana wero pouring over our works.
They wcro rapidly forming a lino at a right
angle to ours, and were delivering a murderous

enfilading firo. I thought tho day lost, and
looked for tho nearest street leading to tho
river, intending to abandon my pcrsonnl camp
and garrison equipage aud try swimmiug. At
that instant I sighted a

imiOADE of the rouitTii "fcoitrs
advancing to rctako tho works. Its rapid
movements, determined cheers, and cntiro ab-sen- co

of stragglers assured tho safety of that
part of the line. I turned to my work with no
further thought of retreat.

About dark our ammunition was exhausted,
and orders camo to send n detail for moro. I
hastily selected for tho duty three comrades
that I knew would return, if living, through
that terrible storm of bullets. Lafo Wise was
one, and, if memory serves mo, Elsbory Quick
and Scrg't McG alley were tho other two. Each
returned in safety, bringing a supply of car-
tridges. The bag Lafo carried was perforated
with ono or moro bullets whilo in transit on
his shoulder.

It may havo been 10 o'clock or later when
Capt. Kidd, of our company, instructed mo to
look sharp for a movement of tho company on
our right and to follow it in retreat. But my
musket was out of fix, and whilo I was groping
in tho ditch,

TEELINO TOIt A UETTEB ONE,
tho regiment had silently moved off in tho
dark, leaving thrco companies behind. Word
was hastily passed along tho lino and wo
moved in tho direction of tho river.

Mcauwhile I found, a3 I thought, Henry
Kidney, ono of our lastr recruits, a moro boy,
who had been with us through tho Atlanta
campaign. I had made him the object of ray
especial care, and was then pulling him along,
keeping him closo to my side. As wo ncared
tho light of a firo burning at the bridgo I was
dismayed to find that I was nilotinc a strnneo
boy of Henry's size belonging to another regi-
ment. A hurried search disclosed tho fact that
Henry was not with us. After the battle of
Nashvillo wo passed back over tho Eame

ground, took up our dead and rebnried them.
Henry was identified- - among the number.

Daylight next morning found us on tho
road to Nashville, and revealed a number of
Confederates marching contentedly in onr
ranks. Questioning ono of them I elicited tho
information that ho belonged to the 33d Miss.,
and was in the skirmish-lino- , nnd their reason
for coming up on oar works as they did was
that they expected ns to surrender without fir-
ing a shot. It also revealed tho fact that tho
boys of tho 107th 111. were not willing to let
an opportunity pass "for making a good trade,
oven in an engagement like this. Wo went
into tho fight with oar old Enfield rifles ; now,
many of us had new Springfield muskets, and
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Mr. Lincoln and "Unlce Jisr."
instead of a collapsed knapsack or a roll of
blankets over our shoulders, many of us wero
now seen loaded with fat knapsacks on which
was printed in conspicuous letters Co. A, C or
G, lS3d Ohio.

UNCLE JI3I AND TnE PRESIDENT.
Writing of Uncle Jim Tccallsan incident that

occurred later. We wcro in Washington en
route for North Carolina, and had just piled
out of a train of freight cars in which wc had
been hauled from Cincinnati. Our regiment
was passing tho Capitol building, on tho steps
of which stood President Lincoln. When just
opposite him Uncle Jim looked up and recog-
nizing in tho President an old-tim- o acquai-
ntancesaluted him in thcso words:
