OUR RURiJL TOPICS,

Some Practical Susscstions for Onr

Agricultural Headers.

FOR "EEEKEEPERS.
A also of interest to bcekeopers has recently

been decided in a Canadian court. Tho decis-

ion of tho court w.i3 to perpetually enjoin a
beekeeper from carrying on tho business of an
apiary in a village and adjacent to a place
where tho bees were a nuiaauco. It is not
known if bees iujuro crops by taking tho
honey from the blossoms, but some farmers
havo claimed that they do. It cannot bo al-

leged with reason and truth that farm crop3
are usefully served by bees in tho way of fer-

tilizing tho blossoms, although thoy may do
something in the way of spreading tho pollen
from plant to plant. Tio air is filled with pol-

len of prevailing plaut3, such as farm crops, at
their flowering season, and thcro aro many
plants, as corn, which is never or hardly over
visited by tho bce3. IIcuco beekeepers havo
no reason to claim that when their bees nro
supplied by a neighbor's crops thoy pay their
way by doing useful work in producing seed.
Ouo largo beekeeper pays the neighboring
farmers a yearly rent for tho pasturage of his
bees, and this seems just, for othcrwiso tho bco-kecp- ers

reap whero thoy have not sown aud
gather whero they havo not strewn and mako
their monoy from other men's labors. This is
a manifest injustice.

GROWING TORACCO.

As tho timo for making tobacco bcd3 ha3
come, it may bo well for intending growora to
think of the disasters of tho past season. Tho
majority of growers failed to make ends meet,
and some incurred considerable losses. The
case of a Kentucky planter who rented thrco
acres of land for $23 and had a surplus after
sale of only $1.63 to go toward tho rent is a
typical ono. Tho supply is in excess of tho
demand, and those who aro thinking of plant-
ing three acres this yoar would do well to con-
fine their work to one aero. The more ono has
just now to sell tho poorer man ho is, nud if
another year brings tho satno experience there
will be no Enlo for a largo proportion of the
crop. This crop is a special one, for which
there is but one use ; unlike a food crop, cheap-
ness docs not stimulate consumption aud the
public prosperity. Hence tho tobacco grower
had better grow some other crop which ho can
consume at homo usefully and profitably if it
should be unsalable through excess.

TREATMENT OF A MARE IN FO.VL.

Tho best treatment for a mare in foal is to do
nothing, but lcavo her to tho regular course of
nature. All that can bo done is to keep her in
good healthful condition, not fat nnd not poor.
Tho feeding should bo good hay; oat straw
may be given at times as a change. Oats quite
free from iuustincss nnd of good quality should
bo tho staple food, with a mess of dry bran or
a bran mash every day. Tho bowels should be
kept rather loose. The mare should havo ex-
ercise, but not hard work, and especially not
scvero of jerky work, which requires sudden
effort. She should not bo irritated or worried,
but kept free from excitement. This should
bo begun two or three mouths beforo tho timo
is up, nnd when tho period approaches she
should be left nt night in a roomy stall, well
littered with chaff.' Oaro should be exercised
that in rolling in the stablo she should not get
caught; hence she' should cither have a large
stall, 10 feet square, or ono ouly fivo feet wide,
iu which alio cannot roll. It is better to leavo
the mare to herself, as it is very raro that any
help or attention is required.

NEW WELCOME OATS.

Editor National Trirunk : Sinco my last
letter to The National Trihune I havo re-
ceived many letters asking my opinion of what
kind of oats is tho best for yielding, nnd if I
could sell somo by tho bushel, peck, etc I
think tho Welcome oats will outyicld auy other
variety. They havo been thoroughly tested iu
this County. They stool wonderfully; as many
as 71 full-size- d stalks, averaging four to fivo
feet high, havo been growu from one graiu, aud
each stalk has a beautiful head of oats, somo
measuring 22 inches in length, and all filled
with fine, plump grains. Numerous heads have
200 grains aud over, whilo tho average is about
150 grains. No other variety of oats that I
over saw will avcrago over 100 grains in this
locality. Tho soil is not very rich, and yields
from 7-- 1 to 80 bushels to the acre, and some-
times more. On good rich soil they will yield
123 bushels. I heard, but did not sco it, that
102 bushels have been made to the acre; but
that is an exception. You tako tho Huesian or
any other variety; thoy will weigh from 23 to
32 pounds to tho bushel, whilo tho Welcome
weighs oO pounds to tho bushel. It pays every
farmer to raise them, and those I sent a start
to I would liko for every ono to tako good care
of their oats, aud would bo glad to hear from
every one next Fall as to what success they
had. Please do not ask for a bushel or peck,
for I cannot sparo them. I havo them almost
all engaged to my neighbors aud farmers. But
my offer is still open to those wishing to got a
start, by sending two stamps iu a letter.

UOl'3, FLAXSEED AND BEANS.
J. L. Beck, Warrior's Murk, Pa., asks how

much hops, flaxseed aud lieans can be raised
to the acre, what kind of soil is required, and
what they will bring in market.

NOTES.

Ono of tho best supplementary feeds with
corn-fodd- er is wheat bran. Usually it can bo
bought cheaply at this season, and is even bet-
ter iu the Winter as a supplementary feed for
cows.

Rules for easy subjugation of Canada
thistle are plentiful, but not practical. Every
attempt to eradicate this weed must bo con-
tinued through the entire season of growth, or
it will fail most surely and all its cost will bo
wasted.

Blue grass has tho advantago of not run-
ning out as lung as it receives a top dressing of
manure annually. It does best on limestone
soils, but is grown iu nearly all sections. Or-
chard grass is a variety that gives early pastur-
age, aud can bo grown whero many other
grasses will not llourish.

No th rifty farmer will pormit coaiso weeds,
thirties, briers or hushes of auy kind to grow
by tho roadside adjoining his fields. Ono or
two days' work each year for two or thrco years
with a stout bush sevtho will causo these un-
profitable varieties of vegetation to give place
to valuable grasses. -

Tho great flow of Yuilk of cows is truly
artificial. In a state of nature tho cow gives
only the necessary'quantity, mid gives it only
the nesc3.4nry timo to sustain the calf. Tho
greater and longer yield of milk is the result
of better feeding, butter treat meut and longer
manipulation of the teats. Hence to increase
tho yield of milk feed and milk well.

Mr. Albaugh, of Miami County. O., says
that a grower there sowed oats among his
grapes every Spring to' proveut rot, aud con-
sidered it a success. Mr. Miller (ulso of tho
Summit County Horticultural Society) sowed
copperas about at pound to a sqnaro rod iu
his vineyard early in tho Summer and again
later. No rot has happened sinco this treat-
ment. -

Tho following preparatmn applied to the
surface will prevent any rusting on plows or
auy other metal surfaces. Melt one ounce of
resin in a gill of linseed oil, nud when hot mix
with two quarts ttf kerosene oil. This can be
kept on hand aud applied in a moment with a
brush or rag to tho metal surface of any tool
that is uot going to bo used for a few days, pre-
venting auy rust, and saving much vexation
when tho time comes to use it agaiu.

Fivo or six years is the avcrago term of
duration of raspberry plantations ; if retained
longer, the fruit is small and but littlo of it.
As it takes a year or two for tho plauts to reach
their best bearing condition tho suggestion of
VicKa Magazine is a good one, that it is well to
mako new plantations every third year, and
thus have two plats, ono coming into full bear-
ing as tho other is going out. Plants can be
set iu Fall or Spring.

SUNDAY MEDITATION.

Practical Duties Taught by a Stndj of the Inter-
national SandaT-scho- ol Lesson Appointed for
April 10. Gen., 41:38-1- 9.

One reading these notes should first carefully
study tho paragraph from, the Holy Scriptures as
indicated nbove.l

Subject: Joseph Eocalted.
Joseph had been sold by his brothers to soma

slave-dealer- s, who took him from Dothan, tho
placo of tho purchase, down into Egypt, and
sold him to " Potiphar, an officer of Pharaoh,
Captain of tho Guard." (27:25-2- S, CO: 30:1.)
Joseph inspired snch confidence in Potiphar as
soon to bo intrnsted with all of that officer's
financial and household interests. Through
tho iniquity of Potiphar's wife, Joseph was at
length arrested and imprisoned. Even in
prison Joseph impressed all with his integrity
and wisdom; so much so that the keeper of tho
prisou made him a deputy. After a time tho
prison received two noted characters, thebutlor
and tho baker of Pharaoh. These were evi-
dently prominent commissary oiliciali of tho
Egyptian court. Tho two had dreams, which
Joseph interpreted. Tho butler wa3 to bo re-
stored to honor and office tho baker was to bo
hanged. The interpretations of Joseph turned
out to be correct. Tho butler could never for-
get such wonderful power on Joseph's part.
Two years after this episodo Pharaoh had a
dream, which nouo of hi3 wiso men could ex-
plain. Then tho butler remembered that
Joseph showed an inexplicable ability in in-
terpreting dreams, and suggested to Pharaoh
that ho apply to Joseph to unravel the strange
dream. In his anxiety and strait, ho ordered
Joseph to ba brought to the palace, and stated
to him his dream. Joseph interpreted it. He
told Pharaoh of tho seven years of plenty, and
tho soven years of drought to follow; advised
him to store up grains during tho seven abun-
dant harvests, so as to be prepared for tho seven
years of famino, nnd oxhorted him to select
somo competent person to bavo in charge tho
whole matter. Pharaoh and ht3 court were re-
lieved when they learned the full force of tho
dream, finding plenty is to precede famine, and
so give chance to get in readiness for the years
of dearth. Every word uttered by ono so wise
as Joseph showed himself to bo wa3 worthy of
consideration. He had advised that a man be
appointed, with enough sub-oulco- rs, to build
storehouses throughout tho land, and to fill
them. Where is the man? What more natural
than that all eyes turn to Joseph? " Ho is tho
man ! " all would exclaim.

Wo notice how careful Joseph was to prevout
thepcuplo from getting tho idea he interpreted
dreams by his own wisdom. He declared tho
gift wa3 from God. (41:16.) Providence was
workitig out a great problem. Doabtlws Jos-
eph's power a3 to dream3 wra bestowed on him
on purpose to briug him into conspicuousness
aud advancement. Surely God works in a
mysterious way performing wonders. God not
only enabled Joseph to unfold Pharaoh's
dreams, but also to impart the wise counsels as
to providing iu plenty for want.

Joseph was 30 years old when he became
Governor of Egypt. : 10.) He was born in
the year 2259 A. M. Hence, the present lesson
is dated 22S9 A. M., or 1715 B. C, or 3,602 yeara
ago.

That was a sudden and great rise from a
prison to a palace; from a prisoner toa Governor.
It required great powers of self-contr-ol not to
be too exalted by such a promotion. Few men
could havo gone through tho ordeal awaiting
Joseplt. The tendency of the possessionof power
is toward haughtiness, tyrannicalness. Joseph
boro himself nobly. Ho wa3 evidently pre-
possessing in mauuer, of excellent judgment,
dignified in bearing. It is a compliment to
him that in the grand turning-poin- t of Egypt's
fate, all eyes naturally looked up to Joseph.
As the inventor of a machine is thought the mo3t
suitable person to run it, so it was judged that
ho who could fortell the event3 of 1-- years to
come was tho vory man to manipulate tho
affairs.

Joseph accepted the position of Governor.
It was a dclicato matter. Ho had said, (V. 33,)
" Look out a man discreet and wise." Ho wa3
not then probably so conversant with God's
future plans as to suspect ho would bo chosen
to tho position hc,ayouth, aslave, a prisoner.a
man of different nationality and religion. But
Pharaoh was not lacking in good diplomacy.
Ho inferred nt onco that Joseph could bo no
ordinary person, aud so declared, "thero is
none so discrcot and wiso as thou Joseph
art." Then, further, Pharaoh was convinced
Josoph could carry with him tho intlucnco of
the true God. In Pharaoh's mind it was much
to havo tho Omniscient on bis side. It was a
splendid stroko of policy on tho part of the
King of Egypt to secure Joseph. Ho thus had
for Governor one who could lbreseo tho whole
work to be done; ono who bad discovered ex-

cellent judgment in his suggestions, (Vs.3-1-30,- )

a man of executive ability, and one in commu-
nication with God. It would have been im-
possible to find another man so qualified as
Joseph. That was a splendid illustration of
manliness, independence, prudence, shown by
Pharaoh, when, rising above prejudice, national
and religious, towering above all feelings of
caste, ignoring auy possible opposition of his
own subjects, ho chose Joseph, tho Hebrew,
tho slave, tho prisoner, to bo joint-rulo- r with
himself over Egypt. Thero must havo beou
more than tho ovidence of mere supernatural
power in revealing dreams to inspire Pharaoh
with such confidence. He would not put into
the hands of any man tho management of his
palace and invest him with all but kingly
power, unless he saw in him great natural
qualifications. Thero was danger of compromis-
ing his kingship, and so Pharaoh reserved to
himself those peculiar acts which were dis-

tinctively royal.
Joseph must have authority a3 Governor.

Uo must havo back of him nil tho influence
and power of tho King. Pharaoh sees this
and hence passes over to Josoph the insignia
of Government. Tho ring was the symbol
of authority. So Abasucrus presented Haman
with a royal ring. (Est., 3:10.) Autiochus
placed a ring on Philip's finger. (lMaca, 6:13.)
Tho signet ring had a seal, and it3 possessor
had power to sign governmental documents.
It was therefore on the right hand, (Jer., 22:21.)
that being the executive hand. Prison apparel
was not fitting him who was next to the King
iu tho Government. Ho must havo royal
raiment. Persons in office used to wear chains of
great richncssand value about the neck. Hence
Josoph must be thu3 adorned. When Daniel was
promoted by Bolshnzzar he was presented with a
gold chain to wear about his neck. (Dan.,
5:7.) Uoyalty must not walk, and so Joseph
was furnished a chariot. This was a vehicle
ou two wheels, ordiuarily drawn by horses,
used on stato occttsions, often employed in war,
of rich construction, and used only by tho
wealthy or regal. The first mention we havo in
tho Bible of tho chariot is in our lesson. Tho
ordor of chariots in grand Egyptian processions
in the days of Joseph was, first, the King's;
secondly, that of Jacob's son.

Iu totally now relations nnd circumstances,
it was befitting Joseph havo somo naturalized,
national title. Pharaoh named him Zaph-uath-pnane-

It is thought this means the
preserver of the Ucing, pointing to the work in
which Joseph was to cngngo for tho next seven
years. Daniel received tho name of Beltcshaz-za- r;

Hananiah, of Shadruch; Mishael, of Mo-schu-

Azariab.of Abcd-ncg- o. (Dan., 1 : 6, 7.)
To bring Joseph still more into sympathy

with the Egyptians, Pharaoh furnished him
with a wife of their nationality. Such a mar-riiig- o

would probably havo struck Abraham,
Isaac aud Jacob unfavorably, it being a He-bru- w

principle not to form domestic relations
outsido the Jewish nationality. In his situa-
tion Joseph could not do other than to accept
tho proffered baud. Though 30 yeara of age
ho had yet remained unmarried, his condition
necessitating his refraining from such relation.
Ho married Ascuath, the daughter of Poti-phcra- b,

a priest of On. On was a city on tho
east sido of tho Pelusiac branch of tho Nile,
not far from tho head of the Delta, about 20
miles northeast from Memphis. It waa known
by tho Greeks us Holiopolis.

Clothed with duo authority, fully conscious
of his work, having abilities just matching tho
situation, Joseph set out to prepare for the
sovon years of want suro to follow seven years
of plenty. Ho was a thorough organizer,
swayed by the thought ho was carrying out tho
purposes of Providence.

Suggestions:
1. Thero is an unceasing call for the man to

fill tho place. Thjre nro openings on all hands.
Tho age wants men competent, discreet, wise.
Young men should fit themselves by thorough
drill for positions in community. Once roady,
and thero will be demand. Good qualifica-
tions will insure promotion.

2. Tho time of plenty should be Improved In
providing for tho days of want. Ono should
savo when ho bra an income, lest somo time he
may bo without work. In harvest days, look
out aud lay up for Winter.

3. A Nation should bo careful in selecting
officials, securing such as are competent, wise,

discreet, honest, God-fearin- g, faithful, provi-
dent.

4. Somo attention to suitable apparel and
equipage i3 not unbecoming in high officials.

5. Buler3 should bo held in reverence. (V.
43.) Whilo Egyptian submission to Governors
may bo criticized as too servile, still respect
and obedience aro duties of the citizen to civil
rulers.

6. The advancement of young men will bo
measured largely by their fidelity in duties in-

trusted to them. Lowly beginning is nothing
against ono. Columns could be filled with the
bare names of those who from humblo circum-
stances havo worked np to renown, power,
wealth, influence. This i3 especially truo of
young men in the United States.

"Press bravely on, and reach tho goal.
And rain the prize aud wear the crown.

Faint not! for to the steadfast soul
Conic wealth nnd honor and renown.

To thine own self bo true, and keep
Thy mind from sloth, thy heart from soli.

Press on I and thou shnlt surely reap
A heavenly harveat for thy toll."
