As the occupants had fled, leaving the
bouse vacant, our officers took possession of the
upper part, and we privates went through the
lower part for whatever we could find in the
cellar, 1 remewmber we feasted on somo of the
sweetest corned beef 1 ever tasted, and we
didn't stop to cook it either. It was a big im-
provement over the fat pork and half-cooked
beans we had hiad 8o long, In the draw of a
common table in the kitchen I found the papers
above described. At a glance I saw they were
worlli saving. I have been very choice of them
all these years; have them mnicely framed.

An [llinols Boy's Experiences,

Eprron NaATIONAL TRIvUNE: | read the let-
ter from Honry Tobey in regard to his getting
waler for the battery at Jonesboro, 1t is true,
every word of it.  He ran so fust that he gained
ground on the musket-balls, and that is the
reason they did not strike his pails. 1 was de-
tailed as flanker that afternoon, and when we
reached the enemy 1 went on theskirmish-line
and stuyed there till afier dark. I got a little
too far to the right, and found myself in line
with the 80th 111, and did not get back to my
regiment till the pnext morning. The boys
thought I was either killed or taken prisoner.

I camped that night all by myself, and heard
the explosion of Hood's ammunition in Atlanta.
After | got to the regiment we marched about
two wiles and then halted and drew rations.
Then we marched on through Jonesboro, 1
stopped there and went into a churelh which
was occupied a8 a rebel hospital, 1 spoke a
few words with the Johunies, and then fol-
lowed after my regiment. We marehied that
day from Jonesboro to Lovejoy Station, where
we again struck the rebels,

I was wounded the next morning, Sept. 3,
1564, and went back to Atlauta. There was
a soldier in the ambolanee with me from Rock-
ford, 11l He had bis right arm and leg shot
off. Me was wondering how he would make a
living for his family when he got home. He
had a wife and six children. He died be-
fore we got half way to Atlanta from Jonesboro.,
He was buried about six miles from Atlanta, 1
