The lessons of
patriotism and loyalty that it will have taught to
the generation that is to follow must be committed
to the sacred keeping of the Sons of Veterans, and
3 earnestly recommend to tho comrades of the
Grand Army that they give to this organization
their wise and careful consideration. Wc should
extend to them in their youth our aid and assist-
ance. They will reciprocate this kindness in our
declining years. The Ohio Division is under the
command of Col. Henry Frazce, of Clcx-elau- to
whose intelligence and energy is due tho rapid
growth of the Order during the lastycnr.

" The Council of Administration, at its meeting in
.Muy last, bet aside the sum of SSOOns a special relief
fund, to be placed at the disposal of the Department
Commander, and to be used in cases of special im-
portance where immediate relief was required.

167, and have fixed as tho day for
dedicating said memorials Sept. 14, 18S7. when it is
hoped that such rales can bo obtained (notwith-
standing the Interstate Commerce law) as will
enable the of this State to participate in
the ceremonies in such numbers as will indicate
the pride of the Buckeye Department in tbo record
made by our gallant comrades who were so con-
spicuous in that, the greatest, battle of the war.
During the administration of our distinguished
comrade, 3'ast Dopnrtmont Commander 3L B.
Brown, he found upon investigation that nearly
400 of our old comrades More suffering and dying
in the poorhoubcs of the several Counties of our
State. Ho recognized the propriety of building a
home for these worthy nnd sulleriug comrades, and
at once brought the project to the attention of the
comrades of the Department, who united with him
in bringing the matter before the legislature,
which resulted in the pussngo of the Soldiers'
Home bill, making an appropriation of $50,000 for
this purpose. This amount Mas found to be wholly
inadequate, nnd at the last session of the legisla-
ture un additional 100,000 was appropriated for
this purpose." The Commander then gave a history
of the further legislation on the subject, nnd the
location of the Home at Sandusky, where it Is now
about to be built. "The letting will take place May
5, and it is hoped that at least six cottages and tho
domestic building will be ready for occupation by
Dec. 15. It is proper tiiut, as Department Com-
mander, 1 should state that at several points in our
Department, women's aid societies have been or-
ganized, acting in conjunction with the Posts, in
which Die loyal ladios are engaged in dispensing
the charities and rendering assistance to comrades
upon all occasions. They arc deserving the highest
commendation for their patriotic labors. Thirteen
I'osls in the Department had remitted $18160 on
call from the Department toward relieving the
Charleston earthquake suffers, and more would
Have been sent bad not orders come that sufficient
aid had been received to bridgeoverlhedifllcultiea.''

DECISION'S OF THE N'ATIOKAI. PRESIDENT.
Query. Is it the duty of a Corru Secretary to keep

In her possession all oilieial correspondence from
Department to Corps?

Answer. They certainly should, as will be seen
by reference to paragraphs t and 5, in Sec. 3, page
9, of our Rules nnd Regulations. It will be under-
stood by keeping in her possession, it Is meant In
hcrotllcial possession, and that all orders, docu-
ments, nnd oilieial communications pertaining to
our Order should bo whero they could readily be
produced nt every Corps meeting.

Query. Whnt nnmeft should appear upon the
charter, as charter members of a Corps?

Answer. Only those who became members of
the Corps nt tho time it was instituted. Charters
uliould not be sent out with tho supplies bearing
tho names of those who signed tho application.
After the Corps has been organized and the oilieial
report made by the Instituting ofllcer, then tho
charter should be made out and forwarded to the
Corps President. Very many cases have occurred
where the applicants have failed to present them
selves at the first or any subsequent meeting, and
their nnmes now appear as charter members of
an orKanizatlon which they never have joined.
Wherever such cases exist the National President
would recommend that the Corps ask the Depart-
ment for a corrected charter, duted and signed by
the Department otllecrs who issued tho charter,
and omitting the nnmes of those improperly
thereon, the expense of which need not exceed tho
price of charter blank nnd engrossing names.

Mrs. Mary J. Telford, Department President of
Colorado, one of the grand woman veterans of the
sick camp and hospital, made n tine address before
Hcno I'ost. Denver, in which she urged the impor-
tance of the Relief Corps in awukeninjrand per-
petuating a sentiment of patriotism and deeper de-
votion to the veterans who saved tho Union. She
upoko feelingly of all that the war had done in de-
veloping the womanly side of woman, nnd said tho
old soldiers helped greatly toward woman's eman-
cipation. There were no sorosis societies or other
women's societies before the war. There wasn't
even a woman's foreign misilonary society till the
war broke out. Woman's tongue had never been
loosened outside her own home till after tho war.
It was always loose enough in her own home.
Laughter.l
Mrs. Telford described the circumstances under

which Mrs. Mary A. I.ivertnore had made her lirst
public address, and of how woman's work in the
Sanitary Commission, the Christian Commission
and other war institutions had stimulated woman's
work in other directions. Mrs. Telford related
many interesting reminiscences of hospital life and
experience, and paid a glowing tribute to the work
of Clara Barton. She, spoke of Dorthen Dix, of
Anun Ella Cnrroll and of other heroines of the war.
The unwritten histories of the war. the world is full
of them. One of the branches of work that tho
"Woman's Relief Corps is to undertake is the gath-
ering up of unpublished wnr reminiscences. The
Relief Corps will be glad any timo when Post will
bend us tiny of these unpublished histories.

The W.R.C. is certainly a noble Order, and Is
making progress rapidly throughout the State, anil
we trust that ero long iu every city and town will
be earnest women united in the bonds of K..C. and
J,., whose work will bo a blessing to all around
them.

WJC.C Sho
spoke" at tho Campllre. nnd her appearance called
forth cheer upon cheer. Even thegreetingaccord-c- d

Commander-in-Chie- f Fairehild waa not moro
demonstrative than was hers, and her remarks
were frequently Interrupted with applause. After
the Camptirc closed it was a sight to bring tears to
the eyes to see tho old soldiers press forward to
grasp her hand, nnd listen to their remarks recall-
ing to her memory some act of kindness shown to
them when sick or wounded. What a blessed com-
fort these demonstrations must be to the calm,
serene woman, who devoted tho best years of her
life to caring for the boys in bluo during the war.
Mrs. "Wittenmyer was commissioned by Gov.
Kirkwood. of Iowa, and there is no plnce in tho
Union where she is held in higher esteem than here
In the Capital city of our fair State.

The eulogies passed upon our Order wero many
nnd gratifying. Department Commander McIIcnry
in his address gays of the Woman's Relief Corps:

"I recognize in this auxiliary to our organiza-
tion a 'helpmeet. and can wish no greater good
to the Department than that every Post within its
bounds may boast of having the best Relief Corps
in the State. In our open meetings they add to our
pleasure, and In all our works of charity divide our
cares.

to uphold slavery and treason on the
one side and a holy defense of liberty and our Na-
tion's flag at the expense of a million of lives on the
ottier; tliereioro,

Jiaohed, That we, the mothers, wives, sisters,
daughters of these men, nnd loyal Iowa women as-
sembled, earnestly declare that we are not ashamed
of the noble part that they took in the great rebel-
lion, and that we remind this great Nation of the
solemn pledges made to the volunteers of 13G1-- 5,

and that we renew our devotion to their interests,
and hereafter will surely advance them on every
occasion.

Resolved, That wo deprecate the cold Indiffer-
ence of public sentiment with regard to pensions
which crops out in portions of our land, and this
feeling has been greatly manufactured by news-
papers paid for by certain business interests against
the old soldiers, and paid to insult and abuse the
highest type of manhood the Union soldier.

Kexolved, That we exclude the Chicago Times from
our firesides, and that wc publicly thank the Iowa
State Register and other Iowa Journals for tho de-
fense of the old soldiers, and after months of insult
and biting sarcasm on the part of Grover Cleveland
to them, we utter our deep loathing and contempt
for the man who has so prostituted the high offices
of President and Commander of the Army and
Navy of the United States in deference to tho rebel
element that largely controls bis administration ;
and we are further
S'Resolved, That in the coming campaigns of 1887
and 1S33 we will use our best endeavors to defeat
for office all enemies of the old veterans and help to
lift the mask from their pretended friends who,
within two years, have patriotism and loyalty as a
new-foun- d virtue.

The resolutions were rend and received with
wild applause and tossing of caps and hats.
