THE CONVEDERATE BONDS,

The English holders of Confederate bonds
express themselves as much more hopeful
than at any time since the close of the war.
They formwed an association in 1553, and
pooled a large quantity of their holdings.
The association retained able counsel, its
lawyer in this country being Judge Fuller-
ton. Last year Judge Fullerton appeared
before a Congressional commitiee and made
an argument in behalf of his clienta. He
attacked the Fourteenth Awendment of the
Constitation, which forever prohibits the
payment of any portion of the Confederate
debt, and said that in adding this to the
orgavic law of the country “the United
States Government unnecessarily and un-
solicited, and in the exerciseof a superior
and arbitrary power, stepped between the
Confoderate States and their creditors. The
Government not only acted unwisely, bot
committed a stupendous blunder. It notouly
relieved the guilty party from a just lia-
bility, buat it was a wanton destruction of a
debt it did not owe, and with which it had
no concern. In doing so it assumed a fear-
ful responsibility.” He weat on 1o say that
“the effect of the amendment to the Con-
stitution was, first, to extinguish the Con-
federate debt; and, secondly, at the sawme
time, and as a consequence, to create a new
liability for dawages against the United
States, measured by the value of the prop-
erty so wrongfuily destroyed. The liability
liere asserted, therefore, is nol for the Con-
federate debt, but the damages inflicted upon
the holders of it for its extinguishment.”

The association gravely assures the hold-
ers of Confederate bonds that these “argu-
menis struck the whole press of the United
States with surprise, and that many of the
ablest lawyers in the country agreed that
their logic was unanswerable.”

lina, yea, the Roanoko, after which his military
acumesn tanght him that farther tarrying in Rich-
mond was sbsolute suicide., Such iz the mili-
tary hero which Gen, Wolsely wonld place
in monument side by side with Washington,
“The Father of his Country—First in war, first in
peace, aud first in the bearts of his countrymen.”
All that is good in the charncter of Gen. Robert E,
Lee is ours, and we will cherish it, and we will be
charitable to his weaknesses, but so long as the
publio record tells of U. S, Grant and George IL
Thomas, we eannot be at a loss for heroes for whom
to erect monuments like those of Nelson and Wel-
lington in London, well worthy to stand side by
side with the one which now graces our Capitol
Civy of “George Washiugton.”

Gen. Sherman makes a concise and bril-
liant review of Gen. Grant's eareer from the
day that the telegraph announced that Fort
Sumter bad been fired on until he received
Lee's surrender, and shows that his achieve-
ments as a General were fisr more briiliant
than Lee's.

his srms and surreandered, Grant, by the stroke of
his pen, on the instant gave him and his men terma
s0 liberal as to disarm all criticism.
