MEMORIAL DAY.
All the Departments in Washinglon were
closed on Memorial Day and business, publie
aud private, was suspended. The day was ob-

served in a manner that bore evidence to the |

interest, constantly increasing from year to
year, in tribute to the memory gf the heroic
dead. Services were held at all the cemeteries
here, although the chiefl point was Arlington,
where, in the populous city of the dead, lie the
rewains of about 14,000 soldiers.

Early in the day the committeo of ladies
having the flowers in charge wore busy at

Grand Army Headquarters, and at 9 o'cleck
they started with wagon loads of flowers for |
Arlington and the other cemeteries, The Grand |
Army P'osts baving charge of the ceremonies |
at Arlington were escorted to West Washing-
ton by the militia companies in camp, under
command of Gen, James B, Carnahan, of In-
diana, with Col, Charles King, of Wisconsin,
as his Chief of Staff. The eolored Posts were

AT GEX, LOGAN'S TOMB.

The exercises at the tomb of Gen. Logan, in
Rock Creek Cometery, were picturesque and
interesting. The Logan Guoard of Honor had
charge of the services. Such a profusion of
floral tributes as decorate the last resting place
of the dead Genersl has rarely boen seen. The
graceful marble facsnde of the tomb was
almost hidden from view by great shields,
crosses and other devices cunningly wrought
iu flowersof vivid hues. Two waving flags of
immwortelles on a ground of ferus, bearing the
words, * Brave Logan,"” rested against the em-
blematie figure at the top, sent l'ly the G.ALRE.
Departmentof Illinois. Beveath it was sus-
pended a gigantic wreath of white roses from
John A, Logan, jr.'s, father-in-law, Mr.Andrews,
of Youngstown, O. The Young Republicans,
of Philadelphia, contributed a lurge casel-bear-
ing cross, crown and swords. AMms, Stanford
sent a piece composad of an anchor and bleed-
ing hesart bound with satin ribbon. U. B,
Grant Pest, of Brooklyn, was represented by a
shield of roses and immortelies, and the loeal
P'osts of the GLALR. displayed as their tribute
an eluborate corps badge and National shields,
Other contributions to the outside decorations
were a shicld and cross from the Christian
Temperanee Union, of Chiecago; a National
shield, bearing the words “ Forty Rounds—
Johu A. Logan,” from the Logan Invincibles,
of Baltimore, and a large cross from the Citi-
gens' Corps, of Saratoga,

In the interior of the tomb the floral decora-
tions scomed to be even more profose than
outside. The entire rear wall was covered
with a background of roses and daisies bearing
an enormons star of Jacqueminot roses encir-
cling a large portrait of Gen. Logan, This was
a tribute from the Logan Guard of Honor.
The fiag of the Chevalier Bayard Commandery
wrapped the casket, which was loaded with
flowers, A wreath of evergreens from New
Mexico rested on the center. At the head was
an claborate floral pillow, while a large basket
of cut flowers at the foot marked the respect of |
the United States Sonate. A contribution from
Gen, Logen's Masonic Commeaundery also ocen-
pied a place of bonor,

A crowd of several hundred people gathered
bafore the tomb some time before the arrival of
the procession, aud gazed curiously at the deco-
rations and at the sentinels detailed from the
4d U. 5. Art., who for five months have nnceas-
ingly marched to and fro scross the roadway.
Abount 530 the procession made its appearanes,
besded by the Citizens' Corps, of Saratoga.
They formed a line opposite the tomb, ledving
a place for the G.A K., which came next, apd
was represented by about 75 veternns.

Mis. Logan, who bad temporarily occupied
the scutrics’ tent, was given a seat on the left
of the tomb. She was sceompanied by Mrs,
Tucker, John A. Logzan, jr, Munning Logan
and wife and Miss Brady.

Doring's City Baud, of Troy, plaved sympa-
thetically * Nearer, My God, to Thes,” and
Comirade Fred Brackett called the assembly to
order, explaining the nature of the duty which
culled them together.

DEATIE OF MAJ. BEN: PERLEY POORK.

A few days age Mai, Ben: Perley Poore, the
voleran journalist and Washington correspond-
ent, was suddenly stricken down at the Capitol
by somcthing in the nature of apoplexy. The
doctors had little expeetation of his recovery
al any Limo dfter, but though Jving wncon-
scious most of the time, be scemed to mally at
times snd his friends were hopeful, He died
soon after midnight Saturday night, at bhis
rooms at the Ebbitt House. He had been sit-
ting up part of the day and talking wore than
He was
stll Tocling better when Mrs, Poore left the
room & few minntes before his death. and no
one was with him but his attendant, Kimlall,
who has for many years been his mossenger at
the Capitol, He diced quictly agd without a
strugkie.

Muj, 'oore was born in 1820, at his ancestral
homwe, on Indian Hill Farm, near Newbnry-
port, Mass, At an carly age he learned the
printer’s trude, and when 21 vears old assuwed
the editorship of a newspaper at Athens, Ga.
While occupying that position he made the ac-
quaintance of Mr, Hillyard, who was appointed
Minister to Germany in the following year.
He chose the taleuted young editor as his coe-
retary, and both of them romained abroad for
five years, Shortly after his retom he came
to Waushington us the correspondent of the
Houton Atlas, nud has remained in this city ever
since Lthat time. ;

When the war broke out he enlisted in the
Anclient und Honorable Artillery Compuuy, of
Baston. He was commissioned Major and as-
signod to the duty of drilling raw recruits in
this city. He had always been an ardent Re-
publicsn, and in 1862 Senstor Authony ap-
puintod him clerk of the Commitiee on Print-
ing, which office he lias vecupied continuously
evor sinee.  Before this he Lbad joined the Ma-
sonie order, by which he wus held in high
esteom and in which bhe soon gained the front
rank. At the titae of bis death he was a Ma-
son of the Thirty-third degree, and with the
oexceplion of Gen, Albert FPike aud Benjamin
Dean, of Boston, uoue ranked bigher im that
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He lhiad many warm fricnds, and probably none
of them were more devotel to him than Sena-

| tor Anthouy, who bequeatbed him the sum of

25,000,

Maj. Poore was most convivial in his natare
and a thoroughYover of social entertainments,
Nobody ever loved 2 good story better than he,
and nobedy ever knew better Low to relate
one. An ordingry anecdote became a master-
piece of wit under his skillfal manipalation,

| and he was thoroughly popular with both old

and young men. A biographical sketeh, how-
over restricted, would be incomplete without
at least & mentidon of the old family homestead
on Indian Hill, Mass, in which seven genera-
tions of his family liave breathed their last.
This property was acquired by the family as
ecarly a3 1650 in a very pecoliar way. Shortly

land shores, an ancester of DBen: Perley Poore
came over to this country, being oue of the
carlicst pioneers. He purchased a team of
oxen and a large wagon, and erganized an over-
land route between Portsmouth and Plymouth.
On one of these journeys the lone stago was
attacked by a band of Indians, who killed the
oxen, and the owner made confplaint to the
Governor of Massachusetts, who summoned the
chief of the effending tribe before him. In re-
turn for the oxen the Indians ceded Indian
Hill to the owner, and the property has re-
mained in the family for over two centurics
and a quarter. At the time the Salem witches
were burned the shrewd old pioneer, who had
erected a dwelling on the site, took some of the
timber of the domicile in which the unfortu-
nate women had lived aud bailt an addition to
his house with it

In this ancient habitation many curions and
precious relics are stored, among them being
the mannseripts of Congressional messages from
every President since Buchanan, the bed that
Napoleon died on, aud s number of George
Washington's love lettors,

The deceased leaves a wife, two sisters and
a grandchild. He had two daughters, both of
whom he survived. His grandson, Ben: Per-
ley Poore Mosely, of Newburyport, is the Jast
direct deseendant of his house, and the veteran
Journalist was the last of his name. On sev-
eral oceasions prior to his death hesignified
hia intention of leaving the family homestead
and its contents to the Massachnsetts Histori-
cal Society. Sunday afterncon the remains
left Washington for Massachusetts,

For more than 40 years Maj. Poore has been
a voluminous writer, and was, perhaps, the
best known and most widely quoted of all the
correspondents at the National Capital. His
recent contributions to Tae NatioNar Tris-
UNE were received with marked fuvor by ils
readers.

RESTORED AT LAST.

Gen. Ben P, Runkle has had a career marked
by startling vicissitudes. He was a young
lawyer and o leading Democratic politician of
Logan County, O., when the war broke out.
Then be and the Douglas Guards—a political
wilitary company, which he commanded—
volunteered for service, and entered the 13th
Ohio. He continued in the regiment when it
was reorganized for three years, and was pro-
moted Major shortly after the battle of Carni-
fex Ferry. At Shiloh he was terribly, and it
was supposed mortally, wounded. Partially re-
covering at lust from his wounds he was com-
missioned Colonel of the 45th Ohio, with which
be served a year, when he was again pros-
trated, and after several attempts to keep the
field was at last discharged in 1864, but ac-
cepted a Licutenant-Colonel’s commission in
the 21st Veteran Reserve Corps, and then was
assigned to duty in the Freedmen's Barean,
where he had some thrilling experience during
the Mewphis riots. Next he was commissioned
Major in the 43d U. S, but in 1572 was court-
martialed and dismissed. He brought suit,
claiming that this was improperly done. Last
weck the Supreme Court of the United States
decided that the approval of tho President of
the proceedings was necessary to perfect them,
and this not having been given, the sentence
was null and void, and that Gen. Runkle stands
in the same position he would be if the trial
Lad never taken place,

ARMY INDEMNITY CLAIMS.

Some of the claims for indemnity for loss of
property and clothing by army oflicers and
soldiers afford no little amusement to the ac-
counting officers of the Treasury. There are
over 200 of them, and the claims range from
£50 to £2,000. The articles for the loss of which
indemnity is claimed are in many cases rather
odd. One soldier embmees in his elaim the
following items: One overcost, $100: second-
haod touthbrush, 50 cents; sne hymu-book, 50
conts; one pack playing-eards, $1. Ancther
wants 34 for the loss of whatnots, A claimant
asks $1 for an Evangeline, and yet another re-
quosts §2.50 for the loss of “one housewife,
complete.,” These claims arise nnder the act
of March 3, 1855. The act is so indefinite that
the Secretary of War refused to pay any of the
cluims antil this week, when Serg’'t MeKinney
was granted indemnity for loss of property and
clothing in the line of duty. Secretary Endi-
colt has asked for further legislation on the
subject. But Congress at its lnst session failed
to take any action which would be in the na-
ture of an interpretation of the act. A board
of officers was fiually appointed to prepare a
list of articles for which claims could be made.
The list, being completed, was approved by the
Sccretary and the accounting oflicers. None
of the claims now ou file will be settled in a
hurry, as the Secretary hopes to obtain some
legislative action next Winter. In the mean-
tiwe, however, the accounting officers will take
up the claims and cousider their legal features.
Thoso that scem to be covered by the provisions
of the nct will be submitted to the Sccretary of
War, who will decide whether the articles for
which indemuity is claimed were actually lost
in the line of duty. If he concludes that they
were, the elaims will then be paid by the aec-
couuting oflicers,

A VISITOR FROM EALISEURY, N, O,

‘ A Confuderate Cavalry Oficer Tells of Hood's Rear-

FROM'THE OTHER SIDE.

Guard after Nashville.

Evrror NaTiovAL Trigvse: As history
should bo true in all ils details, I ask permis-
sion, throngh your columns, to correct one or
iwo mistakes made by Lient. R. W. Surby, in |
his article published in Tar NaroNat Teis-
UNE of Sept. 9, 1586. In his account of the
fighting in the rear of Hood's army on the 17th
of December, 1564, he says:

About 2 p. m. th)e rmebels wers compelled to make
A stand 1o save their traine, ®= * * This stand
was maide on Little Harpeth Creek, o few miles
south of Franklin. * * * The mest desperate |
fighting was over Rosa's (rebell Brignde eoiors.
o The colors were cuplured and brought off
in trinmph.

The fact is, Rosa’s Brigade, after leading the
advance of Hood's army as far as Franklin, and
participating in the eugagement there, was
sent with Gen. Forrest to Murfreesboro and re-
mained in that vicinity until Gen. Hood was
forced from his position in front of Nashville,
and did not rgjoin the main army until the
rear was crossing Duck River at Columbia on
(ke evening of the 15th. The brigade struck
Duck River some distance above Columljia, but
being unable to cross, procceded on the north
side and erossed on the pontoon bridge on which '
the main army was then ucarly done erossing.
Henee, Ross's Drigade was not on Little Har-
peth on the retreat; did not lose its brigade
colors there, and in truth and in fact never
lost a stand of brigade colors anywhere during
the war,

After crossing Duck River, and during the
respite afforded by the temporary detention of
the Federal advanee in erossing Rutherford's
Creek and Dack River, our rear-guard was re-
organized for the bglance of the retreas, under
the command of Gen. Forrest, and was eom-
posed of eight brigades of infantry under Gen.
E. C. Walthall, and the available cavalry, The
eight i~fantry brigades reported only 1.601
effective men. From Columbia to Bainbridge,
on the Tennessee River, Ross’s Brigade partie-
ipated in all the fighting that occurred in the
rear of Hood's army. Jackson's Division, com-
posed of Hoss's Texas Brigade and Armstrong’s
Mississippi Brigade, were the last troops to
leave Pulaski, and attempted to burn the bridge
over Richland Creek, saw it extingnished by
the Federal cavalry, and next day were in the
alluir on Anthony's Hill, nine miles below I'u-
laski, where the Federal advance was led into
an ambush. The Confederates bad s strong
nataral pesition, but not fortified. There the
Federal advance was repulsed with the loss of
a few prisoners and horses and one piece of
artillery.

The Federal forees pressing our rear on this
memorable retreat were gallant, brave and
active soldicrs; but, while they pressed us
closely, the Confederate rear-guard had to fight
hard to save a shattered, dispirited, barefooted
army from destruction. How well we did our
part I will leave the boys in blue who followed
us tosay. Gen. Thomas, in his official report
dated Jan. 20, 1565, suys this of Hood’s rear-
guard :

He had formed a powerful reargnard, made up
of detachiments from all his organized forees, num-

beri about 4,000 infantry, under Gen. Wnllh.)l.
and available eavalry, under Forvest. With
the lon of this rear-guard, his army had be-

come & dishenriened and disorganized rabble of
halfarmed and barefooted men, who sought every
opportunity to fall out by the wayside and desert
their cause (o put an end to their sufferin The
rear-guard, however, was undaunted and . and
did its work bruvely to the last.

Gen. Thomas, however, greatly overesti-
mated ®ur infantry strength. The correet
number of effectives is given above.—S, B. Baz-
roN, Licutenant, 3d Tex. Cav., Ross's Brigade,
Rusk, Tex.

Gen. Taurchin's Advice to the Boys.

Somse time after the battle of Stone River the
Chicago Board of Trade Battery, which was
attached to the Second Cavalry Division, then
under command of Gen. Turchin, became short
of men, and, as Capt. Stokes did not want to
accept raw recraits, Gen. Turchin ordered a
detnil of four men from each regiment of his
division to help man the battery., Several of
the regiments took advantage of the eall to un-
load upon the battery a number of ™ hard pets,”
whom the company oflicers were extremely
glad to get rid of. lodae time their unpleas-
ant characteristica began to crop out, and Capt.
Stokes indignantly appeaied to the General,
who at once cawe over in person to investigate
the matter,

When he arrived the Captain mustered all
thedetailed men, mounted and fully accoutered,
before him, and told the General plainly what
he thought of them, taking the details from
the different regiments io turn, and overhanl-
ing them man by man. As he progressed the
General ordered the objectionable men cut of
the line until only those remained whom the
Captain approved and desired to retain. To
these men (the writer was one of them, in the
4th Mich. Cav. detail) Gen. Turchin proceeded
to make a short speech, as follows:

* Poys, you have peendetailed for very important
service. A pallery is more important than a com-
pany of cavalry—than two or tree companies—than
o whole regiment! | want ouly goot men wit this
pattery, andd Cupl. Stokes says he thinks you are
koot men. Now, poys, yout wiil be avay from your
regiments, and your Caplains ennnot look after
you and take care of you, or reward you if you are
oot soldiers. | hope you will be goot and abedient,
and that Capt, Stokes will make goot reports of
you. And pecause you are detailed mvay from

our regiments, and have no one to eare for yon,

vill pe a father to you, amd look afler you, and if

you pe goot poys snd do your duty and obey vour
oflicers 1 vill protect yon and advanee you—but if

you pe pad, I viil put you through!
