tion, had it been properly led. Most of the

which was contributing of its substance in
hordes and men to the Confederacy.

During the afternoon Gen. Itoulon's Bri-

gade of colored troops became hotly engaged,
and fought with coolness and desperation.
Gen. Iiou! on was twice captured during the
day, and iu ofion retaken by his men.

About 4 o'clock Gen. Forrest had received
Bufiioiont reiuforeoment to assume a vigorous
ofl'eusive, and thou thehorrors which followed
really began, as our troops were forced back
to escape Iming surrounded. The large wagon
train with which Sturgis had sought to
overawe the rebel force had so blocked
the roads that not more than six of the 20
pieces of artilery wore ever got into position ;

in fuct, if any other battery than that of our
brigade (AVatorhouse's lat 111.) Obcaped, 1

failed to hoe it.
The toaiiiators became panic-stricke- n, cut

looe irom thoir wagons, and started poll-ine- ll

for the roar, and it must be admitted
that they worej natifiod in doing so. The
retreat began about 5 o'clook, and boforc mi
hour had passed it

BHCAME A BOUT.

Old voterans who hnd fought Jit Yickahurg,
Shiloh and Jackson, now ior the first time
realized that thoir commanding officer was
unworthy oi their confidence. They had little
trust in hi in whou they left Memphis, and
certainly he did nothing afterward to inspire
confidence. It is no stretch of the imagina-
tion, I think, to assume that had Sturgis
hoeu removed by a kind Providence or some
other ngeucy oven after the retroat began, j
onu vincrcou or any outer oniccr piacoa in
command, the lines would have boon re-

formed aud n victory won. As it was the
men, know ing they had done all that mortals
conld do, having used their last cartridge
bolorc they gave an inch, and seeing their
ordnance stores and supply train in the
hands of a victorious enemy, with no rations
in their havcrencks mid Memphis 160 miles
away the nearest point where supplies
could he obtained folt that their safety de-

pended umii the rapidity of thoir move-
ment towaid Memphis.

Two miles to the rear the roadside was
strewn with shells and fixed ammunition,
whioh rouderedit mo.--t dangerous to venture
off the mam road. This was done to lighton
the weight of tha gun-carriag- es, itstill being
believed that the bulk ol the ai till ory could
be saved. "When wc rcaohod the swamp a
bceuc of the

presonted itself. Thore, stuck in the mire,
were more than a dozen nmhulances filled
with wounded, bleeding men, thoir moans
intermingled with curses upon whoever wae
responsible for the blunder. The ambulauces
coulduoibe moved, and the guns wore spiked
and loll as a gift to the Southern Confed-
eracy,

The liipht of Juno 10 was ono of horror in-
describable. Forrest wan following us with
vigor. The cavalry had oxpeudud nearly all its
ammunition, but was of great service in pro-
tecting the flanks. Men wore bo worn out
that a volley of musketry would fccarooly arouw
thorn. To add to tho horrors the ruin poured
down in torrents. Wo arrived at Ripley early
on the morning of the 11th, but with only a
more trta'letuii of an army. The infantry halt-
ed on a hill overlooking the town, and attempt-
ed to check tho advance of tho exultant foe,
who, olatod with thoir oasy victory, woro more

"Finally, groping around oh tho ground, my
hand came in contact with the wire and in an
instant I found myself fully 10 foot distant;

pal on at Memphis were still there, as I had
abundant reasons to bolleve. Tho wire had
not boon laolestod. Ko hauiHii being ever re-

ceived the electric can out or, for that mat-
ter, tho evidence of things not aeon with
greater dolight, than did I when the discovery
was made that tho wiro was safe and help
would come. For myself 1 cared little, but for
tho thnusfindsof brave men who were plod-
ding along t escape the horrors of Southern
priKin-pon- s I did care, and if my ondoavors
oould contribute in aiding them, it was a
pleasure to do ss.

"Informing the Captain in command that all
was well, ho unsaddled the horoos, and in less
than five miuuten they woro fubt asleep and all
was still as death. The men, overcome by fa-

tigue,

and were soon in dreamland. Tho 25 men I
had started with had dwindled down to 11.
Attaching my pocket.instrumcnt to tho wire, I
called Gen. Washburn's headquarters once, and
tho answor camo back promptly. 1 will here
say that no response to a cull 1 havo ever made
sounded so musical or carried with it so much
expression of good will as did the answor to
my tolograph call that night 23 years ago. If
my memory 6orvcs mo correctly, John Frank
was on duty at Memphis that night I asked
him to solid an Orderly to Gen. Washburn's
hoiibcand request him tocotnc to hcadquartcis
ntoncc, asl had very important news to com-muufca- tc.

This was done, and the operator
camo hack and said, 'Go ahead.' 1 began by
explaining that 1 had no written dispatches,
but that 1 had loft Sturgis at 5 o'clock that
morning, aud stated as briefly as possible what
was wanted ; that if much of tho command was
saved it would have to bo dono by fresh troops
coming out and taking tho rear; that supplies,
medicines, etc., must also be brought out. 1
then gave him an account of the fight. The Gen-or- al

at first could not comprehend the story,
and, in fact,

SUSI'ECTKD I WAS A HHIinL,
and that this was a trick to capture a
train of supplies. No man could havo be-
lieved that thoso old veterans could havo
even been worsted by Forrest's force, much less
dofcated. He did not know that tho old veter-
ans of the Sixteenth Corps had been double-quicke- d

fivIT miles on a sultry day, and each
separate regiment pushed into the fight by de-

tail, and when ono had been slaughtered or
captured anothor worn-ou- t baud of veterans
was ordorod to the sacrifice. Yet such was tho
fact, aud no man, save perhaps tho ponderous
taff of Sturgis, will ever question the truth of

this statement.
" Gon. Washburn asked many questions con-

cerning tho fight I told him 1 had given him
the material facts, and he must excuse mc I
was completely worn out and must go to sleep;
in fact, in wus impossible to keep awake. My
guard of 11 mou woro sound asloop ; and there,
for over an hour, in tho darkness of night, cold,
hungry and stiff, did one of the telegraph fra-
ternity render good and efficient work, u sorv-io- e

whioh without doubt
SAVED 3IAKY A MAN'S UFA

"At Memphis all Avas coufusiou. Ordorlics
wore sont hither and thither, and the few re-
maining troops were ordered to bo ready at a
moment's notice. Subsistence was loaded' on
cars, locomotivos were fired up, and the night
was one of excitement and activity. Tho
writer, 7 miles away, with nothing hut a
rubber blanket, slept soundly, aud was only
awakened in the morning when Capt. Wood-
ward, of Gon. Griorsou's stuff, shaking him,
said:

u For God's sake, wake up; there's no tirao
to lose. Seud this message as quick as God will
let you, and thou skip out of this. I'll saddle
your horse for you.'

" Itubbing my eyes, I could hardly appreciate
the situation, hut it all came back to me as I
heard, uway off on our flank, that Liniliar
bang! bang! The message asking for ammu
nition for the cavalry was sent, aud within 20
minutes I was in Colliorbvillc, three miles
nearor Momphis.

"Hero again I attached my pocket instru-
ment, aud calling tho depot ofllco at Memphis,
made inquiry if any trains had left with troops
to help ub out The headquarters office broke
in aud said:

'"Don't you answer that question; that's
not Fred, but soma robel operator who has
blippsd in between him and Memphis. Forrest
has probably gobbled our man and wants to

"When I heard that my heart sank within
mo; to use the phrase of the day, 1 was ' para-lyzw- d.'

What had 1 dono to desorvo such treat-
ment at the hands of friends? It took fully
10 minutes to convince tho boys at Momphis
that 1 was the person I represented myself to
bo. From tho morning of the 10th to midnight
of the 11th I had rode 110 miles, and that, too,
after I had been in the saddle 10 days previous,
and then to be culled a robel was crushing.

"A nou l oeiocic tlio whibtic ol an ongme
was heard in the distance, aud soon the train
came in utRht, bearing fresh men, food and
aupplios. No incoming train was cvor more
cordially welcomed. The fresh men moved
ont toward the front." These men were tho
old Sixteenth Corps, under Gen, A. J. Smith,
who had opjtortunoly arrived from Ked Uivcr
in the very nick of time, the Sixteenth Corps
being reprosoiited on this expedition only by
our Inigade, tho First, of tho First Division,
which had beon loaned to Sturgis. Lacocic
'They saved from capture hundreds who would

doubtless have boon gathered in by Forrest.
Those of us who had gotten safely through re-
mained at Colliomille during the day, aud
woro that night taken to White's Station. A
portion of the fiosh troops, however, romaiued
iehiud le aid in protecting those who might

te escape jmrMiit by tha robcls.
"Thus did Kturjris retarn to Memphis, and

(a tltfs condition did he bring back part of tho
10,000 veturaus he startod with on tho 1st of
Juno. No odbrt was madtt to reform his lines
at any time. 1 aaiue that aa old Army olliccr
who would sUughter aoommaud as Sturgis did,
aud Ihs jMUMd almost to the city of Memphis
by a gtoaUy inferior foicc in every respect,
could not have ltecn in his right mind. Ho
certainly could not find at Wot Point any
treatio which justified his conduct on this oc-

casion. Of the 10,000 men Sulnutod to his care
he sacrificed fully 3.0UO. More than 1,500 of
these brave men found themselves in Andor-ftouvflb- i,

where twtt-tbirds- ef them ditid of star-
vation."

A Keply lo Gen. Wiley and a Pc- -
-

fense of Gen. Thomas.

Of all the groat battles of the lato war nono
has given rise to more controversy and differ-
ence ofopinion than Chick:maug3. Much of this
is owing to tho night march of Sept, IS to get
the Union troops in position, aud to tho con-sla- nt

severo fighting and changing of brigades
and divisions from right to left from early
morning r Sept. ID until the night of the 20th.
Often iositious were occupied successively by
di tie rent troops, aud owing to brigades ling
detached from their divisions and divisions
fiom corjs and sent to Gen. Thomas's assist-
ance, it became on the Union bide more of a
fight by divisions than any of our most im-

portant battles. In fact division commanders
were largely left to carry out their individual
views, with vory little interference from Gens.
KoM-ciau- s or Thomas.

Now, as to Gen. Wiley's article in tho The
Nation m. Tiiijicne of May 10, 1 wish to say,
in regard to his taking the crod it for suggest-
ing the building of breastworks on the morn-
ing of the 20lh, it is tho newest thing 1 havo
heard on that battle, for ho is neither entitled
to the credit of first making tho suggestion or
first throwing up works, as 1 shall prove. I was
with Col. Sumau, of tho 0th lud., on tho morn-
ing of Sept. 20, and immediately after Gcu.
Palmer's Division, lo which wo belonged as
did also Gen. Wiley'srcgiment had been placed
in lino. Wo all believed that we would light a
defensive battle, and Col. Sumau suggested to
Gcu. llazou that we could mako our position
impregnable in a few minutes with rails aud
logs. Suman'8 experience in the Mexican war
and also in West Virginia campaigns had given
him large experience as a soldier. 1 remember
that liazen at first objected to his suggestion,
saying that tho enemy's artillery would throw
bhells into our works and cause many to bo
killed by tho rails; hut Sumau thought differ-
ently, aud assured Ilazcu that ho would placo
the heaviest logs and rails in front and obviate
his objections; Hazcii then consented, aud tho
9th Ind. wns tho fiit to begin the works.

As wo had no intrenching tools we only
built small works of rails and logs, aud
Gen. Palmer had these continued along his
entire front. They wcro also extended so as to
cover nearly the cutiro front of tho army on
both sides of us. All this was dono after day-
light the morning of tho 20th, and Ilazcu, in
his hook, entitled "A Narrative of Military
Service," published in 16s5, gives great credit
to Col. Suman for his suggestion, llo not only
speaks of it on pago 20, where ho says: "At
daybreak Col. Suman, of tho 9th Ind., came to
mo and suggested a breastwork along our frout,
which no ono boforo seemed to havo thought
of," hut further says, speaking of cover in
battle: "This was our first really useful im-
provised cover of infautry." Again, in his
shaptorou tho ' Lessons of tho War,"' pagc331,
IJazcn says:

At Chlelcnuiaugn the work of logs, bejnin nftcr
daylight at the fctijcstion of Col. Mimnn, uud nt
first objected to by Johnson, llic oflleer who Buf-
fered uiostnt Stone Kiver from tho want of Mich a
defense, had n most important bearing upon the
fortunes of the duy. 'J lie little dniniiKO dono by
Polk's Corps proves this. With more effective
fighting than the tiny before, 1 Io-- t only 13 men
against more tlinn 403 the previous duy.

At tho Reunion of botli armies at Chatta-
nooga, Sept. 19, 16S1, Gon. Cheatham, when
visiting the battlefield and speaking of this old
crumbling line (proposed by Col. Suman), said:
"Only for this littlo work wo should havo
swept you from tho field before noon." Gen.
Hasten, replying, said: "And I do not doubt it."

Thus wo havo a distinguished ofliccr on tho
Confederate side and one on the Union agree-
ing that hut for Col. Suman's foresight wo
would havo hecu swept from tho field. Col.
Suman was ouo-o-f tho best Colonels in Palmer's
Division, roso to ho a Urigadicr-Gencra- l, and
no officer was oftencr complimented by his
superiors for gallantry in action.

While tho works we built wcro slight, still
no Confederate army could havo captured
them. Gen. Wiley is mistaken when ho says
the firing behind these works was not "heavy
or terrific." My remembranco is that wc never
had heavier musketry firing than we did along
those works up to 11 o'clock in the morning,
aud I find that in Gens. Hazon's and Palmer's
reports, as woll as in tho Confcdcrato accounts
of tho battle, they mention tho terrible firing
of that morning, which ended with the complcto
rcpulso of Polk's Corps. It was this day that
Gen. Palmer distinguished himself for consum-
mate generalship, and in recognition of which
ho was afterward given command of tho Four-
teenth Corps.

Now, as to Gen. Wiley's criticisms on Gen.
Thomas:

1. "That ho failed to communicate to his
subordinate commanders or the troops under
him tho fact that tho battlo was a defensivo
one." As Gen. llosccrans was in command the
first day, that could not apply to Thomas; and
the second day, when Thomas commanded, tho
very fact that breastworks wcro built and
manned along our entire line showed the battle
was to be a defensive one.

2. "That having chosen or been compelled
to adopt a lino illy-adapt- ed to defensu, ho failed
to strengthen it by any artificial appliances."
Again it must bo remembered that Kosecrans
commanded, and that Thomas with his corps
marched all night of tho ISth to get between
tho Confederates aud Chattanooga and to hold
possession of roads leading to that place.
Thomas could not foresoo that he would ho in
command on the 20th, but when the supremo
command unexpectedly devolved upon him no
General could havo dono better.

3. "That ho failed to givo any directions to
his division commanders as to what should bo
tho formation of their troops in line, hut left
each to acton hisowu judgment, in consequence
of which interiordivisionsor Palmer and John-
son wcro unnecessarily strong." Thomas did
direct each division commander as to the part
or the line he should hold, and to have gono
further when ho had such able and experienced
Generals as Reynolds, Palmer, Uainl and John
son to command his divisions would have been
useless. As to Palmer bciug " unnecessarily
strong," I was close by him much of the time
during the 20th, and I am certain from his
looks aud what he said that day ho would havo
given his right arm to havo had 10,000 more
soldiers, for Palmor not only held his own line,
but sent many of his regiments to help other
commands. Gen. Grose's Ilrigado was only in
leservo a short time in the morning, for Palmer
threw every soldier he had into the battle.

Now, as to Thomas leaving tho field tho
night of the 20th. Ho could not have staid
with any prospect of success. Three cutiro di-

visions were miles away in his rear, with no
certainty of their coming to his assistance. Ills
army lay in tho shape or a horseshoe, with
only one road to Rossvillo open. A largo por-
tion or his troops wero out of ammunition,
which ho could not supply aud continue in his
position. Wo must consider the further fact
that brigades aud even regiments had been de-
tached from their commands and placed in
other divisions aud brigades, so that not only
Thomas but even division comtuaudcrs did not
know the exact force they had. For this rea-
son, if for no other, it became absolutely ntces-sai- y

to fall back to Itossvillo and allow each
icghnont to rejoin its brigade aud each brigade
its division, and to bo rcsupplied with ammu-
nition, which had been exhausted, and also
that tho troops might bo supplied with rations.
Gen. Iloaccraus is to bo commended for giving
his order to fall back to Itossvillc the night of
tho 20th, and Thomas for obeying.

As to the morniug of the 2bst, when we occu-
pied tho ridge at JJossville, wo had been fur
nished with ammunition uud rations and the
at my was again reunited, each command in its
propar place. I think wo wero on tho morning
of the 21st in better shapo to advance and fight
a battle than at any previous time, and that wc
did not then attack tho enemy conld not have
boon tho fault or Thomas. Wc know ir ilrnjjg
had advanced aud attacked us that morning,
under the impression that wo wero defeated,
be would have been surprised and beaten.

As to Gen. Hill's statement in the Century
that our army had become " disorganized uiawa
of men hurrying to tho rear," he wai greatly
mistaken. Uragg never did a Miser thing than
to refrain from attacking us iu our f.troag po-
sition on the 21st. Ill agg bad done his best
on the 20th and completely failed, aud had lost
the flower of his army. Our fighting had been
so terrific that Hill, in his article, truly says:

mldier wa never teeu nfter ChfckaniaiiKa tlmt
brithnat isli whioh had dirainueislicJ him on u
IteiMitvrf flritln was irotie forever.

I Now, if Cragg ksd gained lbs victory, as Hili

ff

claims, it would certainly not have destroyed
tho "clan' and "dash " of the Southern army
so effectually. It had no snob effect on Thomas's
soldiers witness their magnificent charge up
Missionary Ridge a few weeks later.

Or all the officers at Chickauiauga nono are
entitled to greater credit than Gen. Granger,
who, without orders, advanced rrora Rossvillo
Sept. 20 aud cut his way through a part of
Uragg's army into Thomas's almost surrounded
army, losing fearfully in. his sncccssrnl under-
taking. It was the turning ovent of the day,
for many of Thomas's regiments and brigades
bad exhausted their ammunition, and wc never
conld have mado that desperate fight at Horse-
shoe Ridge, repulding every Confederate
charge, had not Granger arrived in the nick of
time and supplied us with tho long-looked-f-

ammunition. Never did a General do butter
under the circumstances than Gen Thomas.
It was his good staying qualities as well as his
good generalship at Chickamauga that gained
him the command of the Army of the Cumber-lau- d,

in which command he not only acquitted
himself with enduring honor, but gained tho
love of every soldier in his command. I have
nodonbt that when the terrible th

strugglo at Chickamauga is finally written,
Gens. Thomas and Granger will be awarded
tho highest praise, as thoy have leen in the
past by their old comrades of the Army of the
Cumberland.

GEN. BLACK.
How He 1'rotfcted Ills ?Icn From Congressional

llrntiiiiiiisln."

Tho Government clerk is a man who does
not receive much sympathy from the public at
large, but ho is a man who is required to per-
form a good denl of health-destroyin- g labor.
His work is stinted, aud if he does not perform
his daily stint ho falls into the bad graces of
his chief, and ho is lucky if worse docs not bo-fa- ll

him. Of course there aro a few "soft"
places iu tho various Departments or tho Gov-
ernment, hut the average Government clerk is
a hard-workin- g man who goes homo in the
evening fatigued, fretful, and strongly of opin-
ion that time is ont or joint. Gen. Black,
keenly sensible or tho trying naturo or bard
clerical work, warmly espoused tho causoof his
men when tho Appropriation Committee of
Congress, last session, wished him to mako his
men work over hours. Ho resisted tho pres-
sure then put upon him, and his attitude on
that occasion proved that ho has a warm spot
in his heart for tho wage-worke- r, as well as tho
soldier.

It seems incomprehensible to somo that a
man can do enough work between 9 o'clock a.
m. and 4 o'clock p. m. to become tired. Ho
cm, however, especially when that work is of
n semi-judici- al character, and moro especially
when ho works at high prcssuro in competition
with others. When asked by a member of the
Appropriation Committee if his men could not
work extra hours, Gen. Black replied that ho
would not liko to mako them work extra
hours, because ho thought that when the hour
for quitting arrived they had performed all tho
work they ought lo do. Some, ho admitted,
might bo ablo to stand an extraordinary strain,
but there wcro mauy who could not, and he
did not think it right to sacrifice the weak by
working them over hours. Tho nction of Gen.
Black in thus protecting tho clerks under his
control from those who wish to pose beforo
their constituents as cheese-parin- g statesmen of
tho first order is in harmony with his previous
utterances on tho labor question, and in strik-
ing contrast with tho planner in which tho
clerks in another Department of tho Govern-
ment havo been handled. Gen. Black has
proved himself to bo the friend of the wage-worke- r.

SUNDAY MEDITATION.
For Review Sunday, June 2(5, we print the fol-

lowing on the npjKirntus for Sunday-schoo- l work,
defining the apparatus aud showing the ditllcul-tie- s

of prescribing in details. For next Ueviuw
Sunday wo shall set forth an itemized exhibit of
tho apparatus.

Wc call attention to Sunday-scho- ol apparatus.
Somo one has dubbed the apparatus the ma-
chinery. Ono always feels ho is treading on
delicate ground when ho deals with thi3 sub-joc- t,

and a measure of boldness 13 needed by
tho writer. With some ideas as to this matter,
wc shall proceed. A3 one suggestion follows
another, we may not bo ablo in every case to
ailirui, "Thus saith tho Lord." But if held
strictly to this rule wc could have littlo to say
on many an important subject. The whole
Sunday-scho- ol enterprise, as conducted iu our
day, is quite modern. While it is not anti-scriptur- al,

it is not the mostapparent scriptural
institution. Had it been it would not have
escaped tho attention of the Fathers and IIc-forin- crs

and havo been left to the lbth and 19th
centuries for organization and development.

This is tho Dispensation of Principles. It
was well tho Hebron's in the babyhood of tho
Church had their ritual fully prescribed. The
moro mature Church of the Xcw Testament is
left with some greater freedom in devising
forms. Tho Prefaco to tho Book of Common
Prayer for the Episcopal Church in tho United
States begins thus: "It is a most invaluable
part of that blessed liberty, wherewith Christ
hath made us free, that in hi3 worship different
forms and usages may without offense bo al-

lowed, provided tho substance of the Faith be
kept entire." Our limit of freedom is the vio-
lation of tho Scriptures. What is required of
us is not so much that we bo Bible Christians
as that we bo not anti-Bibl- e Christians (so
called.) So, as to ritual, wo arc not so much to
seek to have it according to the Bible, but he
suro it be not contrary to the Bible. Readers
should remember this principle a3 wo proceed.
Do not ask whether items of apparatus speci-
fied be biblical. Probably thoy will not bo.

The apparatus of an artisan'is his tools; of a
bouse, its furnituro; of a battle, instruments of
war. Webster says an apparatus is "a com-
plcto set of instruments or utensils for per-
forming any operation or experiment." By
tho apparatus of tho Sunday-scho- ol we mean
all tho external appliances used in tho work of
tho institution its tools aud instruments.
Tho spiritualities arc entirely dilforent. They
aro results to bo sought by the apparatus. What
we speak or is liko the carpenter's scaffolding,
which i3 torn down and tossed away as nseles3
after the structure is completed. Tho tools of
the Sunday-scho- ol are as tho plow to the farmer.
No agriculturist would ever buy a tool for its
own sake. It cannot be eaten. It has no life.
The apparatus is not tho end itself, but simply
an aid in accomplishing the end. As workers
wc differ from God iu that we always require
the presence of an instrument. There is nothing
necessarily between God and effect. So there
is a call for Sunday-schoo- l apparatus. Then
there is a vast diflcrenco in tools. Some are
dull, heavy, clumsy; others sharp, effective.
There is chanco for choico in Sunday-schoo- l
instrumentalities.

It is never so agreeable to discuss tho exter-
nals of any religious enterprise. About these
there is great difference of opiuion. Hence, it
is impossible to deal witii tho tools and meet
approval on all hands. The writer run3 a
gantlet, and is sure of blows on ono side or the
other. The first obstacle he meets is prejudice.
If he do not favor all the modern inventions in
Sunday-scho- ol apparatus, he i3 guilty of fogeism

is called an ancient is thought to have
rattling bones, and believed a good subject for
burial. If ho urge tho adoption of new meas-
ures, ho is styled an innovator an iconoclast
a radical.

Another great danger to an advocato of
modern implements is tho charge of formality.
Somo have n wondrou3 antipathy to ritualism.
"Too much form in our Sunday-school,- " thoy
say, "and by and by therowill be too much
ritual in our Church services."

The writor who insists on drawing the lines
between extremes, and points out a safe middlo
way is, e. g., situated like theauthorwho would
discuss the proper limitations of diet. If ho
plead for too great abstemiousness, he is
thought a fit candidato for recluse life. We
would not wonder if, in a littlo while, we saw
him practicing all tho mortifications and
rigidity prescribed by St. Basil. If, on tho
other baud, he commend mirth and ailirm there
is nothing better for a man than to cat, drink
and bo merry, (Ecc, 8:15,) wo expect to see
him giving looso reins to every appetite, and,
by ruining his constitution, tilling an early
grave. Ho must avoid extremes. He must
neither court asceticism nor woo sensualism.
Ho must walk between Zcno and Epicurus, look-
ing at neither philosopher. He must advocate
neither stoicism nor Epicuriauism. Even if
careful to avoid both, he will not pleaso all.
He will be situated like St. Paul ut Athens;
some calling him a babbler, and others account-
ing him the originator of u new philo-
sophy. (Acts, 17: Id.) Some declared Christ
was an ascetic; others, that he was a glutton.
(St. Matt., 11:10-19-.) So, ono considering San-day-sch-

apparatus, incurs prejudice or is
thought formal. If one deal with the ends to
bo sought by the tools in this Christian work,
there is general unanimity, and that specially
among all persons ranked as evangelic. Thero
is no fearful course through which to sail be-

tween ScylU and Charybdis. Out hero Ulysses
is safe.

Another difficulty in discussing the tools in
the Sunday-scho- ol shop, is the fact that all
these externals arc necessarily subject to change,
whilo the end of our Sunday-scho- ol work, to
wit, tho mental and spiritual training of tho
scholars, must always remain uniform in
character. The instruction of the school must
never vary. The teacher of ono century, so
far as subject-matte- r is concerned, could as well
instruct in any succeeding century. No im-
provement is to hoped as to facts to bo taught.
On tho other hand, wo must expect great
changes iu apparatus great differences of
opinion among tho succeeding generations
great diversity of practice. The Suuday-scbo- ol

as such is quito modorn. It has not yet
fully developed, nor has it yet found its true
and lasting placo in tho Church. Thus new
and not fully tried, it would be difficult to
furnish an outline for a fixed and uuiversal
apparatus. Tho Scriptures aro silent on this
subject. And even granted wo could lay down
tho plans for .an apparatus so simple and so
adapted to its design us to meet no criticism,
we are not suro that then our Tabor on this
subject would be completed. Apparatus is
necessarily changeable and hence must con-
stantly be a subject of agitation.

Thero aro two causes:
1. Apparatus for Sunday-schoo- l, like that for

any other purpose, must improve. This is
specially so iu the early days for its demand.
Ono plan must yield to another. The old tool
must bo thrown away and replaced by another
moro perfect and better adapted to its work.

2. Ritualistic apparatus will always remain
unsettled and arguabfe. Specially with chil-
dren there is call for modification to relievo
from monotony. We have tostudy to interest the
mind whui it w most flighty. Tho instruction
must not vary. The only chanco for yieldablc-nes- o

is In methods.
"New occasions teach new duties. Time make an-

cient good uncouth.
They must upward still, and onward, who would

keep abrt'ustof truth.
Lo, before us gleams her camp fires ! We ourselves

miibt pilgrims be.
Lanch our Mayflower nnd steer boldly thro the

despcrute Winter sea.
Nor attempt the Future's portal with the Past's

blood rusted key."

Truth is the same forever. Bites, ceremonies,
forms, methods may fluctuate.

One caution must never ho forgotten as to ex-
ternals. They must not cover up principle.
They must not blind the student as to the
spiritual and mental. Wo aro not all ears and
eyes, and so satisfied with object teaching.
There is the abstract. Mako clear that appara-
tus is only a means to an end. Avoid material-
ism. Guard the children against tho idea there
is nothing savo what can be seen or heard. Do
not run thuclassinto practical idolatry by mak-
ing pictures too real. Do not drive pupils into
superstition by not developing faith. Tho
sensuous should lead to tho spiritual. Often
children must bo taught apart from all utensils,
tools, representations, so that they may realize
there is an invisible, but nevertheless real,
world. It is well to cultivate in children the
reflective faculty. J.et beauty suggest tho
beauty of holiness. If you draw with pencil
or crayon n lamb, stop not without showing
that our Savior was innocent, harmless and a
victim, aud that wc should be mild, tender and
willing, if need he, to sutler and die in the in-

terest of the right. So force the material into
tho service of the spiritual. Tho microscope
is useful for enlarging tho object and the tele-
scope for bringing it apparently nearer. Uso
everything for tho sake of magnifying Christ
nnd impressing moro fully tho beautiful ex-
ample which he left. Apparatus is simply tho
medium.

FROM NEBRASKA.
A Comrade at Kearny Sends Kindly fireetlngs.
Editor National Tkibujjk : You have a

largo li3t of readers in Nebraska who watch for
the arrival of Tub National Tribune as the
coming ofa dear friend, who has been the moans
of securing to the soldier element many lasting
favors by your energy, ability and steady fight
in their behalf. During these trying times,
when prominent newspapers and leading off-
icials of the Nation denounce ox-Uni- on soldiers
as libertines, liars, thieves and "scum," wo
recognize that you voice the sentiments of
nearly every volunteer soldier in hurling the
epithets back into their teeth, with some plain
facts as totherightsand privileges of those who
dared to face something more dangerous than
hostile words and hollow speeches.

Though Nebraska became a State somotimo
after tho war, it ha3 a larger proportion of ex-Uni- on

soldiers in it than any other State ac-
cording to its population. Onr Governor, Gen.
John M. Thayer, raised tho 1st Neb., joined
Gen Grant at Donelson, and followed him
through his rapid and victorious campaigns
in tho South. All of our State officials save
ono were soldiers. Tho Sccrotary of State
and Laud Commissioner each lo3t a leg in
battle.

Tho last Logislaturo appropriated enough
money to prepare a fine cabinet in which to
place relics and mementos of the war. It also
appropriated $30,000 with which to build a So-
ldiers' Home, which will boon the cottage plan.
The last Legislature contained in tho lower
House 33 and in the Senate 17 ox soldiers, so
you see we arc at least respectably represented
in the halls of legislation. A bill was passed to
havo taken a complete census of tho soldiers iu
tho State, who, wo think, will enumerate ut
least 00,000. Two Members of Congress Hons.
G. W. E. Dorsey and James Laird, and one U.
S. Senator Gen. C. F. Mandcrson wero gal-
lant soldiers.
